PROPOSED APPROACH TO IDENTIFYING PROMISING PRACTICES:
HEAD START ORAL HEALTH INITIATIVE EVALUATION
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Identify common oral health promotion practices used by Oral Health Initiative grantees

Approach 1

Assess whether high- and low-performing grantees are using the strategy and whether quantitative and qualitative sources support the strategy as promising

Only high-performing grantees using strategy and quantitative data support strategy as promising = promising practice

Only one source in more than half of the high-performing grantees supports the practice as promising

Mix of high- and low-performing grantees using strategy

Evaluation team identifies source of discrepancy and agrees that one source is more relevant = promising practice

Evaluation team cannot identify source of discrepancy or does not agree to rely on one source = not a promising practice

For each common approach, identify specific strategies used by high-promising grantees

Strategy 1

Strategy not used by high-performing grantees, and quantitative data do not support strategy as promising = not a promising practice

More than 75 percent of grantees using the strategy are high-performing and quantitative data support the strategy as promising = promising practice

Less than 75 percent of grantees using the strategy are high-performing and quantitative data do not support the strategy as promising = not a promising practice
