The Federal Energy Management Program (FEMP) of the Department of Energy plans to use the Office of Management and Budget (OMB) approved generic clearance DOE-887, "DOE Customer Surveys" (OMB No. 1901-0302, expiring September 30, 2009), to evaluate opinions of users of the FEMP Web site.
