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SURVEY OF BUSINESS OWNERS (SBO)

The SBO is a consolidation of two prior surveys, the Surveys of Minority- and Women-Ownad
Business Enterprises (SMOBE/SIOBE), and includes questions from a survey discontinued in
1992 on Characteristics of Business Ownars (CBO).

‘The SBO is part of the Economic Census, which is conducted every five years, for years ending in "2"
and *7." Final estimates from the 2002 SBO covering businesses owned by American Indians and
Alaska Natives, Asians, Blacks, Hispaics, Native Hawaiians and Other Paciic Islanders, and
Women were released in siz individual PDF publications on August 29, 2006

SBO data products also include three summary reports. The Company Summary was released on
September 14, 2006, and two addifional 2002 SBO summary reports on Characteristics of
Businesses and Characteristics of Business Owners were released on September 27, 2006, Links
1o these SBO reports can be found in the shaded Ieft column of this page.
