The reports shall be numbered consecutively beginning at the
start of each crop year and shall be certified by a responsible official of the reporting
handler. Disposition of the raisins reported herein will be shown on Form RAC-28A.
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Insert the name and address of the producer, packer or dehydrator from
whom the material was received.

Show date acquired or received.

Indicate varietal type.

Show weight of raisin residuals including stemmer waste, tailings, or
mixed waste.

Show weight of off-grade other than residuals.

If off-grade raisins were acquired under exemption (§989.173(b)(6),
indicate by marking "X" in this column.

Insert totals of residuals and off-grade received. If more than one sheet is
used, totals should be brought forward.
