These door receipts or weight certificates shall
clearly show the name of the tenderer from whom received, the
varietal type of raisins, the net fruit weight, the number and type of
containers in the lot and the date of delivery. Form RAC-510
should also be attached with required documentation for other
U.S. (non-California) and imported raisins.
