Mative Hawaiian: A person descended from any of the original people of Hawail

Other Pacific Islander: A person descended from any of the original people of Australia,
Guam, Samoa, MNew Zealand, or other Pacific 1slands

White: A person descended from any of the original people of Eurape, the Middle East, or
Morth Africa.

Unknown: A person who does not know his/her race. Unknown cannot be used when any
other race choice is selected.
