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(3) PROHIBITION ON RECEIPT OF PERFORMANCE BONUS PAY-
MENTS.—A State agency shall not be eligible for a performance
bonus payment with respect to any fiscal year for which the
State agency has a liability amount established under sub-
section (e)(1XC).

(4) PAYMENTS NOT SURJECT TO JUDICTAL, REVIEW.—A deter-
mination by the Secretary whether, and in what amount, to
award a performance bonus payment under this subsection
shall not be subject to administrative or judicial review.

(e) The Secretary and State agencics shall (1) require, as a con-
dition of eligibility for participation in the food stamp program, that
cach houschold member furnish to the State agency tﬁeir social se-
curity account number {or numbers, if they have more than one
number), and (2) use such aecount numbers in the administration
of the food stamp program. The Sccrctary and State agencies shall
have access to the information regarding individual food stamp pro-
gram applicants and participants who receive benefits under title
XVI of the Social Security Act [(42 U.S.C. 1381 ct scq.)lthat has
been provided to the Commissioner of Social Security, but only to
the extent that the Secretary and the Comimissioner of Social Secu-
rity delermine necessary for purposes of determining or auditing a
household’s eligibility 1o receive assistance or the amount thereof
under the food stamp program, or verifying information related
thereto.

() Nolwithstanding any other provision of law, counsel may be
employed and counsel fees, court costs, bail, and other expenses in-
cidental to the defense of officers and employees of the Department
of Agriculture may be paid in judicial or administrative proceedings
to which such officers and employees have been made parties and
that arise directly out of their performance of duties und};r this Act.

(g) The Secretary is authorized to pay to each State agency an
amount equal to—

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(A) 14 AMoUNTS.—To carry out employment and train-
ing programs, the Secretary shall reserve for allocation to
State agencies, to remain available until expended, from
funds made available for each fiscal year under section
18(a)(1) the amount of—

(i) for fiscal year 1996, $75,000,000;

(i1) for fiscal year 1997 $79 000 000

(ii1) for fiscal year 1998—

(I) $81,000,000; and

(ID an addltlonal amount of $131,000,000;
(iv) for fiscal year 1999—

(1) $84,000,000; and

(II) an addmonal amount of $31,000,000;
(v) for fiscal year 2000—

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(ii) ELIGIBILITY.—To be eligible for an additional
allocation under clause (i), a State agency shall make
and comply with a commitment to offer a position in
