You mustalreadyhavea privatepilot’s license.If you aretakinganAirline TransportPilot course,you
musthavea valid first-classmedicalcertificateon thedatethat you entertraining.For all otherflight courses,you musthavea valid
second-class medical certificate on the date that you enter training.

"National TestReimbursement."You canbe reimbursedfor the costof approvedtestsfor admissionto, or credit at, institutionsof
higher learning.

"Licensing or Certification Test Reimbursement."A licensing test is a test offered by a state,local, or federal agencywhich is
required by law to practice an occupation. A certification test is a test designedto provide affirmation of an individual’s
qualifications in a specific occupation. Examples include EMT, CPA, MCSE, CCNP, etc.

Step1: Mail thecompletedapplicationto theVA RegionalProcessingOffice for theregionof thatschool’sphysicaladdress.Seethe
next page for the addresses of these VA Regional Processing Offices.

Step2: Tell theveteranscertifying official at your schoolor training establishmentthat you haveappliedfor VA educationbenefits.
Ask him or her to send your enrollment information using VA Form 22-1999, Enrollment Certification, or its electronic version.

Step 3: Wait for VA to process your application and notify you of its decision concerning your eligibility for education benefits.

(B) If you haven’t selected a school or training establishment:

Step 2: Wait for VA to process your application and notify you of its decision concerning your eligibility for education benefits.
