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Importation of Shelled Peas from Kenya

A.  Justification
1.  Explain the circumstances that make the collection of information necessary.  Identify any legal or administrative requirements that necessitate the collection.

The United States Department of Agriculture is responsible for preventing plant pests and noxious weeds from entering the United States, preventing the spread of plant diseases not widely distributed in the United States, and eradicating those imported pests and noxious weeds when eradication is feasible.

Under the Plant Protection Act (7 U.S.C. 7701 et seq.), the Secretary of Agriculture is authorized to carry out operations or measures to detect, eradicate, suppress, control, prevent, or retard the spread of plant pests new to the United States or not known to be widely distributed throughout the United States. 

The regulations in “Subpart-Fruits and Vegetables” (7 CFR 319.56 through 319.56-8, referred to  as the regulations) prohibit or restrict the importation of fruits and vegetables into the United States from certain parts of the world to prevent the introduction and dissemination of plant pests that are new to or not widely distributed within the United States.

APHIS’ fruits and vegetables regulations allows the importation of shelled garden peas from Kenya into the continental United States while continuing to protect against the introduction of quarantined pests.
APHIS is asking Office of Management and Budget (OMB) to approve for three years, its use of these information collection activities, associated with its efforts to prevent the spread of plant pests and plant diseases into the United States.  

2.  Indicate how, by whom, and for what purpose the information is used.  Except for a new collection, indicate the actual use the agency has made of the information received from the current collection.

Phytosanitary Certificate (foreign)  APHIS requires that some plants or plant products be accompanied by a phytosanitary inspection certificate that is completed by plant health officials in the originating or transiting country.  APHIS uses the information on the certificate to determine the pest condition of the shipment at the time of inspection in the foreign country.  This information is used as a guide to the intensity of the inspection APHIS conducts when the shipment arrives.  Without this information, all shipments would need to be inspected very thoroughly, thereby requiring considerably more time.  This would slow the clearance of international shipments.

APHIS requires the Kenya Plant Health Inspectorate Service (KPHIS) to inspect shelled peas and issue a phytosanitary certificate for each consignment of peas. The phytosanitary certificate would have to bear an additional declaration confirming that the required post-harvest shelling and washing procedures have been followed, as well as a statement confirming that the peas have been inspected and found free of pests.

APHIS has no control or influence over when foreign countries will automate their phytosanitary certificates.

The information APHIS collects is exclusive to its mission of preventing the entry of injurious plant pests, diseases, and noxious weeds and is not available from any other source.  

5.  If the collection of information impacts small businesses or other small entities, describe any methods used to minimize burden.

The information APHIS collects is the minimum needed to protect the United States from destructive plant pests while increasing the number and variety of fruits and vegetables that can be imported from other countries. APHIS has determined that there are no small entities involved with this information collection.

This information collection activity is critical to its mission in ensuring that shelled peas from Kenya are free of plant pests.  The spread of plant pests such as Callosobruchus analis and C. chinesis would result in millions of dollars in damage to U.S. agriculture.

No special circumstances exist that would require this collection to be conducted in a manner inconsistent with the general information collection guidelines in 5 CFR 1320.5.

On Monday, March 16, 2009, pages 11078-11079, APHIS published in the Federal register a 60-day notice seeking public comments on its plans to request a 3-year renewal of this collection of information.   No comments were received.

This information collection activity involves no payments (other than appropriate, program-related payments) or gifts to respondents.

No additional assurance of confidentiality is provided with this information collection.  However, the confidentiality of information is protected under 5 U.S.C.552a.

The total burden to the respondents is 6 hours.  APHIS arrived at this figure by multiplying the total hours by the estimated average hourly wage of the above respondents.   
6 X $12.00 = $72.00

The hourly rate was developed using historical data, calculated average number of certificates, and discussions with the Kenya Plant Health Inspectorate Service and importers of peas from Kenya.
