� Total number of tests conducted-The number of individual tests conducted regardless of the number of bases or issues in the test.  For example, a test for rental discrimination and the making of a reasonable accommodation would be counted as one test.  Each test in a paired or triad test would be counted separately.


2 Numbers of complaint-based or audit tests-The number of tests conducted that contained the corresponding basis or issue.
