· Participants’ safety and well-being is carefully monitored and safeguarded.   

· New prevention methods are thoroughly tested for safety before they are studied in clinical trials. 

· You do not need to be exposed to or at risk for HIV to participate in a clinical trial.  Participants in HIV prevention clinical trials are counseled to minimize HIV risk, and many clinical trials specifically seek out low-risk participants.

· You cannot get infected with HIV from an HIV vaccine.  HIV vaccines do not contain killed or weakened HIV.
