¢ Intentional touching of the genitalia, anus, groin, breast,
inner thigh, or buttocks with the intent to abuse, arouse,
or gratify sexual desire;

e Occurrences of indecent exposure, invasion of privacy,
or staff voyeurism for sexual gratification.
