Restraint: any manual method or physical or mechanical device, material, or equipment
attached to or adjacent to a student’s body that s/he cannot easily remove or that
restricts freedom of movement or normal access to one's body (e.g., holding hands
behind student's back, tying hands or feet, holding student in a seated or standing
position with student’s arms crossed against his/her chest [sometimes referred to as
a basket hold]).
