The new research, published in a leading cancer joutnal estimates that alcohol accounts for around 4 percent of breast cancers in
thedevelaped world - and neatly 2000 deaths from breast cancer each year in the USalone. If womer's alcohol consumption confimues to increase, this figute
istikely to sise.
