Intracompany Transfer: Enter “Yes” if this is a transaction between two related companies (for example, between subsidiary and parent company).  If this is a market sale, enter “No.”

Class of Buyer: Please provide the Class of Buyer if the class affects the price. Modifications:

In #5, enter the change in production cost that resulted from a modification to the physical characteristics of the item.
