How do pregnant women catch CMV?

The most common way a pregnant woman catches CMV i by getting an infected child’s urine or saliva in her eyes, nose or
mouth. Pregnant women can also get infected through sexual contact with an adult who has CMV. The chance of catching
CMV through casual contact is very small.

How do | protect my unborn baby from congenital CMV?
Avoiding contact with urine or saliva, especially from young children, can help protect you and your unborn baby from CMV.
Here are a few simple ways:
