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A. Justification.

1. Explain the circumstances that make the collection of information necessary.  Identify any legal or administrative requirements that necessitate the collection.  Attach a copy of the appropriate section of each statute and regulation mandating or authorizing the collection of information.
Section 339 of the Immigration and Nationality Act (Act) requires that the clerk of each court that administers the oath of allegiance notify U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) of all persons to whom the oath of allegiance for naturalization is administered, within 30 days after the close of the month in which the oath was administered.  This form provides a format for submitting a list of those persons to USCIS and provides accountability for the delivery of the certificates of naturalization as required under that section of law.

In addition, section 344 of the Act requires that USCIS reimburse the courts for their share of the expenses in connection with the naturalization process.  Therefore, to properly administer the reimbursements to the courts, USCIS must have available, in a central repository, the total number of persons naturalized in the courts and the court where they were naturalized.

2. Indicate how, by whom, and for what purpose the information is to be used.  Except for a new collection, indicate the actual use the agency has made of the information received from the current collection.
The data collected determine the payments to be made to the courts for reimbursement of the expenses in connection with the naturalization process.

Describe whether, and to what extent, the collection of information involves the use of automated, electronic, mechanical, or other technological collection techniques or other forms of information technology, e.g., permitting electronic submission of responses, and the basis for the decision for adopting this means of collection. The use of this form currently provides the most efficient means for collecting and processing the required data.  USCIS provides this application to the public via the USCIS Internet Web site at www.uscis.gov/n-4.  This form can be downloaded, completed and saved electronically, but cannot be e-filed at this time.  USCIS is in the process of working toward electronic submission capabilities for all of its programs but it has no estimate for when that capability may exist.  This form is partially compliant with the Government Paperwork Elimination Act (GPEA) by allowing for accessing, completing and saving the form electronically.
4. Describe efforts to identify duplication.  Show specifically why any similar information already available cannot be used or modified for use for the purposes described in Item 2 above.

USCIS has investigated its internal processes, files and data as well as those of other Federal agencies that may service the same population.  USCIS was not able to find any other means by which the information necessary for this process could be obtained except for the use of this form.  USCIS will continue to examine ways in which information may be obtained from other sources and any identified duplications can be minimized or removed.

This collection of information does not have an impact on small businesses or other small entities.

If the information is not collected, USCIS will not be able to reimburse the courts for their expenses in connection with the naturalization process.

Requiring respondents to submit proprietary trade secret, or other 
confidential information unless the agency can demonstrate that it has 
instituted procedures to protect the information's confidentiality to 
the extent permitted by law.

The respondents are required to submit the Form N-4 within 30-days after the close of the month.  This is necessary to provide accountability for the delivery of the certificates of naturalization, and to properly administer the reimbursements to the courts.

8. On July 16, 2012, USCIS published a 60-day notice in the Federal Register at 77 FR 41769, and received one comment in response to the 60-day notice.  

Public Comment:
The public commenter stated that more and more people are becoming naturalized and told who to vote for.  The commenter also stated that USCIS should publish this type of report every month to the public.  


USCIS Response:
USCIS naturalizes applicants who file Form N-400, Application for Naturalization.  The number of applicants varies from year to year.  USCIS does not engage in communications to advise applicants who to vote for.  Form N-4 is a form that courts complete to be reimbursed for each applicant naturalization that courts conduct.  USCIS does not publish this information to the public.  USCIS will continue this process.
On October 30, 2012, USCIS published a 30-day notice in the Federal Register at 77 FR 65705.  USCIS has not received any comments to date.  

9. Explain any decision to provide any payment or gift to respondents, other than remuneration of contractors or grantees.
USCIS does not provide payments or gifts to respondents in exchange for a benefit sought.

10. Describe any assurance of confidentiality provided to respondents and the basis for the assurance in statute, regulation, or agency policy.

There is no assurance of confidentiality.  As this form is not associated with a 
privacy sensitive system that contains personally identifiable information, a 
privacy impact assessment and system of records notice is not required at this 
time.
