The LSAMP program is outcome
oriented and requires the formation of coalitions among STEM leaders
throughout academia, Government, industry, and other organizations to better
use their knowledge, resources, and capabilities in addressing LSANP's goals.

NSF established six LSAMPS in 1991, five in 1992, four in 1993, five in 1994,
five in 1985, two in 1996, and one in 1897. These alliances established
partnerships with other universities, community colleges, national laboratories,

networks that provide educational opportunities for minority undergraduate
STEM students.
