For the reason that the previous wording was not parallel to parent question which asked about parents as experts for their own child


The generic  “parents are experts” tripped providers up because a parent is not an expert on all children

Revision clarifies who we are referring to


And keeps questions parallel to other items


�


It was causing respondents to focus on example rather than community events in general


�


Clarifies this question in order to determine what the provider would do rather than just the generic place of employment 
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
