National Teacher and Principal Survey (NTPS) Teacher Cognitive Interviews

The Census Bureau plans to conduct additional research under the generic clearance for questionnaire pretesting research (OMB number 0607-0725). The purpose of this cognitive research is to test additional and revised questions and question instructions in a shortened self-administered paper teacher form of the National Teacher and Principal Survey, sponsored by the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES). This submission contains a protocol and paper form for the testing. 

In this abbreviated National Teacher and Principal Survey, there are five pairs of questions which are asked without instructions and then immediately asked again with instructions (20/21, 22/23, 31/32, 35/36, and 38/39). NCES is interested in whether respondents’ reported values are higher to the no-instruction versions of the questions. Most of the cognitive research will focus on these pairs of questions. Additionally, NCES would like to know whether the abbreviated form introduces any context effects or confuses respondents. Other individual questions will be probed for respondent understanding (see protocol).
Between August and November 2014, staff from the Center for Survey Measurement (CSM) will conduct three rounds of testing of the NTPS teacher paper form. There will be one round of 9 interviews and two rounds of 8 interviews, for a total of 25 interviews. We will be recruiting teachers for these interviews who teach grades kindergarten through 12th grade in either a public or private school. We will attempt to interview respondents of varying ages, genders, races, and schools to the maximum extent possible, screening respondents with both our standard screening questions and the additional ones attached. We will use a multi-pronged strategy to recruit the respondents needed for this study, such as posting ads in free local newspapers and in the local Gazette, distributing flyers, contacting local associations, and using personal networks. 		
All interviews will be conducted in the Washington, D.C. metropolitan area. The interviews will be conducted at the Census Bureau’s cognitive laboratory and at locations convenient to respondents. A copy of the self-administered paper questionnaire and the protocol for the cognitive interviews are attached. Interviews will be conducted using concurrent think-aloud techniques and respondents will be asked to read aloud. To match the self-administered mode, respondents will be asked to practice thinking aloud using a written example question, attached.
Cognitive interviews will be video-recorded on-site when possible and tape-recorded otherwise. Interviews off-site will be tape-recorded. These recordings will facilitate a summary of the results. Respondents will give permission to be recorded. They will also be asked if they consent to the sharing of clips from their recordings for research purposes (see attached consent form). All participants will be informed that their response is voluntary and that the information they provide is confidential. Respondents will receive $40 for their participation. 

In general, for Census Bureau staff, it requires three screener conversations to recruit one participant. Each screener conversation lasts approximately three minutes. We estimate it will take three and three-quarters of an hours to screen and recruit 25 respondents. The estimated time for completion of each cognitive/usability interview is one hour. Thus, the estimated burden for this research is 28.75 hours.
