We will not share any information you give us with
your parents, or anyone outside the research team. All of your answers will be kept private
to the fullest extent allowable by law by the technology used. No absolute guarantees can
be made regarding the interception of data sent via the Internet. However we are taking
extensive precautions to protect the confidentiality of your data.

If you don't want to participate in this survey, that is okay. If you don't want to answer a
certain question, that is okay too. You may also choose to drop out of the survey at any
time, for any reason. If you want to take a break at any time, you can stop and return where
you left off when you are ready.

We will offer you an incentive of $25 if you complete the survey through the website before July
21, and $20 after July 21, to thank you for taking time to complete the survey.
