Form I-508F is used by French nationals receiving a salary from the Republic of France. A French national intending to file this form must also complete Form I-508 and submit both forms together to the same U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) office where he or she is submitting the related Form I-485 or Form I-131.
