· After the interview/focus group has ended, observers should not discuss the participant(s). Observers also should not discuss what was said by individual participants with others who were not also observers.

· After the interview/focus group has ended, observers should refrain from discussing specifics about the interview/focus group. Discussions should be general in nature and only with other individuals who were also observers. 
· Observers should keep their telephones and computers on mute while the interview/focus group is in session so as not to disturb the process of moderating or note taking of the interview/focus group.
