52.000 Scope of part. 
This part (a) gives instructions for 

using provisions and clauses in solici-
tations and/or contracts, (b) sets forth 
the solicitation provisions and con-
tract clauses prescribed by this regula-
tion, and (c) presents a matrix listing 
the FAR provisions and clauses appli-
cable to each principal contract type 
and/or purpose (e.g., fixed-price supply, 
cost-reimbursement research and de-
velopment).

Subpart 52.1—Instructions for 
Using Provisions and Clauses

52.100 Scope of subpart. 
This subpart (a) gives instructions 

for using part 52, including the expla-
nation and use of provision and clause 
numbers, prescriptions, prefaces, and 
the matrix; (b) prescribes procedures 
for incorporating, identifying, and 
modifying provisions and clauses in so-
licitations and contracts, and for using 
alternates; and (c) describes the deriva-
tion of FAR provisions and clauses.

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52.101 Using part 52. 

(a) Definition. 
Modification, as used in this subpart, 

means a minor change in the details of 
a provision or clause that is specifi-
cally authorized by the FAR and does 
not alter the substance of the provision 
or clause (see 52.104). 

(b) Numbering. (1) FAR provisions and 
clauses. Subpart 52.2 sets forth the 
texts of all FAR provisions and clauses, 
each in its own separate subsection. 
The subpart is arranged by subject 
matter, in the same order as, and 
keyed to, the parts of the FAR. Each 
FAR provision or clause is uniquely 
identified. All FAR provision and 
clause numbers begin with ‘‘52.2,’’ since 
the text of all FAR provisions and 
clauses appear in subpart 52.2. The next 
two digits of the provision or clause 
number correspond to the number of 
the FAR subject part in which the pro-
vision or clause is prescribed. The FAR 
provision or clause number is then 
completed by a hyphen and a sequen-
tial number assigned within each sec-
tion of subpart 52.2. The following ex-
ample illustrates the makeup of the 
FAR provision or clause number:

(2) Provisions or clauses that supple-
ment the FAR. 

(i) Provisions or clauses that supple-
ment the FAR are— 

(A) Prescribed and included in au-
thorized agency acquisition regulations 
issued within an agency to satisfy the 
specific needs of the agency as a whole; 

(B) Prescribed and included in a regu-
lation issued by a suborganization of 
an agency to satisfy the needs of that 
particular suborganization; or 

(C) Developed for use at a sub-
organizational level of an agency, not 
meant for repetitive use, but intended 
to meet the needs of an individual 
acquisiton and, thus, impractical to in-
clude in either an agency or sub-

organization acquisition regulation. 
(See 1.301(c).) 

(ii) Supplemental provisions or 
clauses published in agency acquisition 
regulations shall be in full text and the 
prescription for the use of each shall be 
included. Supplemental provisions or 
clauses published in agency acquisition 
regulations shall be numbered in the 
same manner in which FAR provisions 
and clauses are numbered except that— 

(A) If it is included in an agency ac-
quisition regulation that is published 
in the FEDERAL REGISTER and is codi-
fied in Title 48, Code of Federal Regula-
tions (48 CFR), the number shall be 
preceded by the chapter number within 
48 CFR assigned by the CFR staff; and 

(B) The sequential number shall be 
‘‘70’’ or a higher number (see 1.303). 

(iii) The sequential number at the 
end of the number of a provision or 
clause that supplements the FAR, like 
its counterpart at the end of any FAR 
provision or clause number, indicates 
the subsection location of the provision 
or clause in subpart 52.2 of the agency 
acquisition regulation that contains its 
full text. If, for example, an agency ac-
quisition regulation contains only one 
provision followed by only one clause 
supplementing the FAR in its section 
52.236 (Construction and Architect-En-
gineer Contracts), then the sequential 
numbers would be ‘‘70’’ for the provi-
sion and ‘‘71’’ for the clause. 

(c) Prescriptions. Each provision or 
clause in subpart 52.2 is prescribed at 
that place in the FAR text where the 
subject matter of the provision or 
clause receives its primary treatment. 
The prescription includes all condi-
tions, requirements, and instructions 
for using the provision or clause and 
its alternates, if any. The provision or 
clause may be referred to in other FAR 
locations. 

(d) Introductory text. Within subpart 
52.2, the introductory text of each pro-
vision or clause includes a cross-ref-
erence to the location in the FAR sub-
ject text that prescribes its use. 

(e) Matrix. (1) The matrix in subpart 
52.3 contains a column for each prin-
cipal type and/or purpose of contract 
(e.g., fixed-price supply, cost reim-
bursement research and development). 
The matrix lists the— 

(i) Required solicitation provisions; 
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(ii) Required-when-applicable solici-
tation provisions; 

(iii) Optional solicitation provisions; 
(iv) Required contract clauses; 
(v) Required-when-applicable con-

tract clauses; and 
(vi) Optional contract clauses. 
(2) For each provision or clause list-

ed, the matrix provides information 
on— 

(i) Whether incorporation by ref-
erence is or is not authorized (see 
52.102); 

(ii) The section of the Uniform Con-
tract Format (UCF) in which it is to be 
located, if it is used in an acquisition 
that is subject to the UCF; 

(iii) Its number; 
(iv) The citation of the FAR text 

that prescribes its use; and 
(v) Its title. 
(3) Since the matrix does not provide 

sufficient information to determine the 
applicability of a provision or clause in 
the ‘‘required-when-applicable’’ and 
‘‘optional’’ categories, contracting offi-
cers shall refer to the FAR text (cited 
in the matrix) that prescribes its use. 

(4) The FAR matrix may be repro-
duced at agency levels, and at subordi-
nate levels, for the purpose of 
supplementing it with agency-devel-
oped provisions and clauses. The re-
sulting consolidated matrices may be 
included in agency acquisition regula-
tions. 

(f) Dates. Since they are subject to re-
vision from time to time, all provi-
sions, clauses, and alternates are 
dated; e.g., (DEC 1983). To avoid ques-
tions concerning which version of any 
provision, clause, or alternate is opera-
tive in any given solicitation or con-
tract, its date shall be included wheth-
er it is incorporated by reference or in 
full text.

52.102 Incorporating provisions and 
clauses. 

(a) Provisions and clauses should be 
incorporated by reference to the max-
imum practical extent, rather than 
being incorporated in full text, even if 
they— 

(1) Are used with one or more alter-
nates or on an optional basis; 

(2) Are prescribed on a ‘‘substantially 
as follows’’ or ‘‘substantially the same 
as’’ basis, provided they are used ver-
batim; 

(3) Require modification or the inser-
tion by the Government of fill-in mate-
rial (see 52.104); or 

(4) Require completion by the offeror 
or prospective contractor. This instruc-
tion also applies to provisions com-
pleted as annual representations and 
certifications. 

(b) Except for provisions and clauses 
prescribed in 52.107, any provision or 
clause that can be accessed electroni-
cally by the offeror or prospective con-
tractor may be incorporated by ref-
erence in solicitations and/or con-
tracts. However, the contracting offi-
cer, upon request, shall provide the full 
text of any provision or clause incor-
porated by reference. 

(c) Agency approved provisions and 
clauses prescribed in agency acquisi-
tion regulations, and provisions and 
clauses not authorized by subpart 52.3 
to be incorporated by reference, need 
not be incorporated in full text, pro-
vided the contracting officer includes 
in the solicitation and contract a 
statement that— 

(1) Identifies all provisions and 
clauses that require completion by the 
offeror or prospective contractor; 

(2) Specifies that the provisions and 
clauses must be completed by the offer-
or or prospective contractor and must 
be submitted with the quotation or 
offer; and 

(3) Identifies to the offeror or pro-
spective contractor at least one elec-
tronic address where the full text may 
be accessed. 

(d) An agency may develop a group 
listing of provisions and clauses that 
apply to a specific category of con-
tracts. An agency group listing may be 
incorporated by reference in solicita-
tions and/or contracts in lieu of citing 
the provisions and clauses individually, 
provided the group listing is made 
available electronically to offerors and 
prospective contractors. 

(e) A provision or clause that is not 
available electronically to offerors and 
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prospective contractors shall be incor-
porated in solicitations and/or con-
tracts in full text if it is— 

(1) A FAR provision or clause that 
otherwise is not authorized to be incor-
porated by reference (see subpart 52.3); 
or 

(2) A provision or clause prescribed 
for use in an agency acquisition regula-
tion. 

(f) Provisions or clauses may not be 
incorporated by reference by being list-
ed in the— 

(1) Provision at 52.252–3, Alterations 
in Solicitations; or 

(2) Clause at 52.252–4, Alterations in 
Contract.

52.103 Identification of provisions and 
clauses. 

(a) Whenever any FAR provision or 
clause is used without deviation in a 
solicitation or contract, whether it is 
incorporated by reference or in full 
text, it shall be identified by number, 
title, and date. This identification 
shall also be used if the FAR provision 
or clause is used with an authorized de-
viation, except that the contracting of-
ficer shall then insert ‘‘(DEVIATION)’’ 
after the date. Solicited firms and con-
tractors will be advised of the meaning 
of this insertion through the use of the 
(1) provision at 52.252–5, Authorized De-
viations in Provisions, or (2) clause at 
52.252–6, Authorized Deviations in 
Clauses. The above mentioned provi-
sion and clause are prescribed in 52.107 
(e) and (f). 

(b) Any provision or clause that sup-
plements the FAR whether it is incor-
porated by reference or in full text 
shall be clearly identified by number, 
title, date, and name of the regulation. 
When a supplemental provision or 
clause is used with an authorized devi-
ation, insert ‘‘(DEVIATION)’’ after the 
name of the regulation. 

(c) A provision or clause of the type 
described in 52.101(b)(2)(i)(C) shall be 
identified by the title, date, and the 
name of the agency or suborganization 
within the agency that developed it. 

(d) Except for provisions or clauses 
covered by 52.103(c), the following hy-
pothetical examples illustrate how a 
provision or clause that supplements 
the FAR shall be identified when it is 

incorporated in solicitations and/or 
contracts by reference or in full text: 

(1) If part 14 (Sealed Bidding) of the X 
Agency Acquisition Regulation, pub-
lished in the FEDERAL REGISTER and 
codified as Chapter 99 in 48 CFR, pre-
scribes the use of a provision entitled 
‘‘Bid Envelopes,’’ dated October 1983, 
and that provision is sequentially the 
first provision or clause appearing in 
Section 52.214 of the X Agency Acquisi-
tion Regulation, then the identifica-
tion of that provision shall be 
‘‘9952.214–70—Bid Envelopes (OCT 
1983).’’

(2) Assume that Y, a major organiza-
tional element of the X Agency, is au-
thorized to issue the Y Acquisition 
Regulation, which is not published in 
the FEDERAL REGISTER and codified in 
48 CFR. If part 36 (Construction and Ar-

(3) Any item that would satisfy a criterion 
expressed in paragraphs (c)(1) or (c)(2) of this 
clause, but for— 

(i) Modifications of a type customarily 
available in the commercial marketplace; or 

(ii) Minor modifications of a type not cus-
tomarily available in the commercial mar-
ketplace made to meet Federal Government 
requirements. Minor modifications means 
modifications that do not significantly alter 
the nongovernmental function or essential 
physical characteristics of an item or com-
ponent, or change the purpose of a process. 
Factors to be considered in determining 
whether a modification is minor include the 
value and size of the modification and the 
comparative value and size of the final prod-
uct. Dollar values and percentages may be 

used as guideposts, but are not conclusive 
evidence that a modification is minor; 

(4) Any combination of items meeting the 
requirements of paragraphs (c)(1), (2), (3), or

This does not include 
services that are sold based on hourly rates 
without an established catalog or market 
price for a specific service performed. For 
purposes of these services— 

(i) Catalog price means a price included in a 
catalog, price list, schedule, or other form 
that is regularly maintained by the manu-
facturer or vendor, is either published or 
otherwise available for inspection by cus-
tomers, and states prices at which sales are 
currently, or were last, made to a significant 
number of buyers constituting the general 
public; and 

(ii) Market prices means current prices that 
are established in the course of ordinary 
trade between buyers and sellers free to bar-
gain and that can be substantiated through 
competition or from sources independent of 
the offerors. 

(7) Any item, combination of items, or 
service referred to in subparagraphs (c)(1) 
through (c)(6), notwithstanding the fact that 
the item, combination of items, or service is 
transferred between or among separate divi-
sions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of a Con-
tractor; or 

(8) A nondevelopmental item, if the pro-
curing agency determines the item was de-
veloped exclusively at private expense and 
sold in substantial quantities, on a competi-
tive basis, to multiple State and local Gov-
ernments. 

(d) Component means any item supplied to 
the Government as part of an end item or of 
another component, except that for use in 
52.225–9, and 52.225–11 see the definitions in

terminations and findings. The term includes 
certain authorized representatives of the 
Contracting Officer acting within the limits 
of their authority as delegated by the Con-
tracting Officer.

or obtain Government contracts nor holds 
out as being able to obtain any Government 
contract or contracts through improper in-
fluence. 

Contingent fee, as used in this clause, 
means any commission, percentage, broker-
age, or other fee that is contingent upon the 
success that a person or concern has in se-
curing a Government contract. 

Improper influence, as used in this clause, 
means any influence that induces or tends to 
induce a Government employee or officer to 
give consideration or to act regarding a Gov-
ernment contract on any basis other than 
the merits of the matter.

Prime contract, as used in this clause, 
means a contract or contractual action en-
tered into by the United States for the pur-
pose of obtaining supplies, materials, equip-
ment, or services of any kind. 

Prime Contractor, as used in this clause, 
means a person who has entered into a prime 
contract with the United States. 

Prime Contractor employee, as used in this 
clause, means any officer, partner, employee, 
or agent of a prime Contractor. 

Subcontract, as used in this clause, means a 
contract or contractual action entered into 
by a prime Contractor or subcontractor for 
the purpose of obtaining supplies, materials, 
equipment, or services of any kind under a 
prime contract. 

Subcontractor, as used in this clause, (1) 
means any person, other than the prime Con-
tractor, who offers to furnish or furnishes 
any supplies, materials, equipment, or serv-
ices of any kind under a prime contract or a 
subcontract entered into in connection with 
such prime contract, and (2) includes any 
person who offers to furnish or furnishes gen-
eral supplies to the prime Contractor or a 
higher tier subcontractor. 

Subcontractor employee, as used in this 
clause, means any officer, partner, employee, 
or agent of a subcontractor. 

(b) The Anti-Kickback Act of 1986 (41 
U.S.C. 51–58) (the Act), prohibits any person 
from— 

(1) Providing or attempting to provide or 
offering to provide any kickback; 

(2) Soliciting, accepting, or attempting to 
accept any kickback; or 

(3) Including, directly or indirectly, the 
amount of any kickback in the contract 
price charged by a prime Contractor to the 
United States or in the contract price 
charged by a subcontractor to a prime Con-
tractor or higher tier subcontractor. 

(c)(1) The Contractor shall have in place 
and follow reasonable procedures designed to 
prevent and detect possible violations de-
scribed in paragraph (b) of this clause in its 
own operations and direct business relation-
ships. 

(2) When the Contractor has reasonable 
grounds to believe that a violation described 
in paragraph (b) of this clause may have oc-
curred, the Contractor shall promptly report 
in writing the possible violation. Such re-
ports shall be made to the inspector general 
of the contracting agency, the head of the 
contracting agency if the agency does not 
have an inspector general, or the Depart-
ment of Justice. 

(3) The Contractor shall cooperate fully 
with any Federal agency investigating a pos-
sible violation described in paragraph (b) of 
this clause.

(B) Obtaining or giving anyone a competi-
tive advantage in the award of a Federal

(ii) The head of the contracting activity 
has determined, based upon a preponderance 
of the evidence, that the Contractor or some-
one acting for the Contractor has engaged in 
conduct constituting an offense punishable 
under subsection 27(e)(1) of the Act. 

(b) If the Government rescinds the con-
tract under paragraph (a) of this clause, the 
Government is entitled to recover, in addi-
tion to any penalty prescribed by law, the 
amount expended under the contract. 

(c) The rights and remedies of the Govern-
ment specified herein are not exclusive, and 
are in addition to any other rights and rem-
edies provided by law, regulation, or under 
this contract.

at the time of contract award; 
(ii) If no base fee is specified in the con-

tract, 30 percent of the amount of each 
award fee otherwise payable to the Con-
tractor for each award fee evaluation period 
or at each award fee determination point. 

(4) For fixed-price-incentive contracts, the

(5) For firm-fixed-price contracts, by 10 
percent of the initial contract price or a 
profit amount determined by the Con-
tracting Officer from records or documents 
in existence prior to the date of the contract 
award. 

(c) The Government may, at its election, 
reduce a prime contractor’s price or fee in 
accordance with the procedures of paragraph 
(b) of this clause for violations of the Act by 
its subcontractors by an amount not to ex-
ceed the amount of profit or fee reflected in 
the subcontract at the time the subcontract 
was first definitively priced. 

(d) In addition to the remedies in para-
graphs (a) and (c) of this clause, the Govern-
ment may terminate this contract for de-
fault. The rights and remedies of the Govern-
ment specified herein are not exclusive, and 
are in addition to any other rights and rem-
edies provided by law or under this contract.

Agency, as used in this clause, means exec-

utive agency as defined in 2.101. 
Covered Federal action, as used in this 

clause, means any of the following Federal 
actions: 

(1) The awarding of any Federal contract. 
(2) The making of any Federal grant. 
(3) The making of any Federal loan. 
(4) The entering into of any cooperative 

agreement. 
(5) The extension, continuation, renewal, 

amendment, or modification of any Federal 
contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agree-
ment. 

Indian tribe and tribal organization, as used 
in this clause, have the meaning provided in 
section 4 of the Indian Self-Determination 
and Education Assistance Act (25 U.S.C. 
450B) and include Alaskan Natives. 

Influencing or attempting to influence, as 
used in this clause, means making, with the 
intent to influence, any communication to 
or appearance before an officer or employee 
of any agency, a Member of Congress, an offi-
cer or employee of Congress, or an employee 
of a Member of Congress in connection with 
any covered Federal action. 

Local government, as used in this clause, 
means a unit of government in a State and, 
if chartered, established, or otherwise recog-
nized by a State for the performance of a 
governmental duty, including a local public 
authority, a special district, an intrastate 
district, a council of governments, a sponsor 
group representative organization, and any 
other instrumentality of a local government. 

Officer or employee of an agency, as used in 
this clause, includes the following individ-
uals who are employed by an agency: 

(1) An individual who is appointed to a po-
sition in the Government under title 5, 
United States Code, including a position 
under a temporary appointment. 

(2) A member of the uniformed services, as 
defined in subsection 101(3), title 37, United 
States Code.

Person, as used in this clause, means an in-
dividual, corporation, company, association, 
authority, firm, partnership, society, State, 
and local government, regardless of whether 
such entity is operated for profit, or not for 
profit. This term excludes an Indian tribe, 
tribal organization, or any other Indian or-
ganization with respect to expenditures spe-
cifically permitted by other Federal law. 

Reasonable compensation, as used in this 
clause, means, with respect to a regularly 
employed officer or employee of any person, 
compensation that is consistent with the 
normal compensation for such officer or em-
ployee for work that is not furnished to, not 
funded by, or not furnished in cooperation 
with the Federal Government. 

Reasonable payment, as used in this clause, 
means, with respect to professional and 
other technical services, a payment in an 
amount that is consistent with the amount 
normally paid for such services in the pri-
vate sector. 

Recipient, as used in this clause, includes 
the Contractor and all subcontractors. This 
term excludes an Indian tribe, tribal organi-
zation, or any other Indian organization 
with respect to expenditures specifically per-
mitted by other Federal law. 

Regularly employed, as used in this clause, 
means, with respect to an officer or em-
ployee of a person requesting or receiving a 
Federal contract, an officer or employee who 
is employed by such person for at least 130 
working days within 1 year immediately pre-
ceding the date of the submission that initi-
ates agency consideration of such person for 
receipt of such contract. An officer or em-
ployee who is employed by such person for 
less than 130 working days within 1 year im-
mediately preceding the date of the submis-
sion that initiates agency consideration of 
such person shall be considered to be regu-
larly employed as soon as he or she is em-
ployed by such person for 130 working days. 

State, as used in this clause, means a State 
of the United States, the District of Colum-
bia, or an outlying area of the United States, 
an agency or instrumentality of a State, and 
multi-State, regional, or interstate entity 
having governmental duties and powers. 

(b) Prohibitions. (1) Section 1352 of title 31, 
United States Code, among other things, pro-
hibits a recipient of a Federal contract, 
grant, loan, or cooperative agreement from 
using appropriated funds to pay any person 
for influencing or attempting to influence an 
officer or employee of any agency, a Member 
of Congress, an officer or employee of Con-
gress, or an employee of a Member of Con-
gress in connection with any of the following 
covered Federal actions: the awarding of any 
Federal contract; the making of any Federal 
grant; the making of any Federal loan; the 
entering into of any cooperative agreement; 

or the modification of any Federal contract, 
grant, loan, or cooperative agreement. 

(2) The Act also requires Contractors to 
furnish a disclosure if any funds other than 
Federal appropriated funds (including profit 
or fee received under a covered Federal 
transaction) have been paid, or will be paid, 
to any person for influencing or attempting 
to influence an officer or employee of any 
agency, a Member of Congress, an officer or 
employee of Congress, or an employee of a 
Member of Congress in connection with a 
Federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative 
agreement. 

(3) The prohibitions of the Act do not apply 
under the following conditions: 

(i) Agency and legislative liaison by own em-
ployees. (A) The prohibition on the use of ap-
propriated funds, in subparagraph (b)(1) of 
this clause, does not apply in the case of a 
payment of reasonable compensation made 
to an officer or employee of a person request-
ing or receiving a covered Federal action if 
the payment is for agency and legislative li-
aison activities not directly related to a cov-
ered Federal action. 

(B) For purposes of subdivision (b)(3)(i)(A) 
of this clause, providing any information 
specifically requested by an agency or Con-
gress is permitted at any time. 

(C) The following agency and legislative li-
aison activities are permitted at any time 
where they are not related to a specific solic-
itation for any covered Federal action: 

(1) Discussing with an agency the qualities 
and characteristics (including individual 
demonstrations) of the person’s products or 
services, conditions or terms of sale, and 
service capabilities. 

(2) Technical discussions and other activi-
ties regarding the application or adaptation 
of the person’s products or services for an 
agency’s use. 

(D) The following agency and legislative li-
aison activities are permitted where they are 
prior to formal solicitation of any covered 
Federal action— 

(1) Providing any information not specifi-
cally requested but necessary for an agency 
to make an informed decision about initi-
ation of a covered Federal action; 

(2) Technical discussions regarding the 
preparation of an unsolicited proposal prior 
to its official submission; and 

(3) Capability presentations by persons 
seeking awards from an agency pursuant to 
the provisions of the Small Business Act, as 
amended by Pub. L. 95–507, and subsequent 
amendments. 

(E) Only those services expressly author-
ized by subdivison (b)(3)(i)(A) of this clause 
are permitted under this clause. 

(ii) Professional and technical services. (A) 
The prohibition on the use of appropriated 
funds, in subparagraph (b)(1) of this clause, 
does not apply in the case of—

(1) A payment of reasonable compensation 
made to an officer or employee of a person 
requesting or receiving a covered Federal ac-
tion or an extension, continuation, renewal, 
amendment, or modification of a covered 
Federal action, if payment is for professional 
or technical services rendered directly in the 
preparation, submission, or negotiation of 
any bid, proposal, or application for that 
Federal action or for meeting requirements 
imposed by or pursuant to law as a condition 
for receiving that Federal action. 

(2) Any reasonable payment to a person, 
other than an officer or employee of a person 
requesting or receiving a covered Federal ac-
tion or an extension, continuation, renewal, 
amendment, or modification of a covered 
Federal action if the payment is for profes-
sional or technical services rendered directly 
in the preparation, submission, or negotia-
tion of any bid, proposal, or application for 
that Federal action or for meeting require-
ments imposed by or pursuant to law as a 
condition for receiving that Federal action. 
Persons other than officers or employees of a 
person requesting or receiving a covered 
Federal action include consultants and trade 
associations. 

(B) For purposes of subdivision (b)(3)(ii)(A) 
of this clause, professional and technical serv-
ices shall be limited to advice and analysis 
directly applying any professional or tech-
nical discipline. For example, drafting of a 
legal document accompanying a bid or pro-
posal by a lawyer is allowable. 

Similarly, technical advice provided by an 
engineer on the performance or operational 
capability of a piece of equipment rendered 
directly in the negotiation of a contract is 
allowable. However, communications with 
the intent to influence made by a profes-
sional (such as a licensed lawyer) or a tech-
nical person (such as a licensed accountant) 
are not allowable under this section unless 
they provide advice and analysis directly ap-
plying their professional or technical exper-
tise and unless the advice or analysis is ren-
dered directly and solely in the preparation, 
submission or negotiation of a covered Fed-
eral action.

(E) The reporting requirements of FAR 
3.803(a) shall not apply with respect to pay-
ments of reasonable compensation made to 
regularly employed officers or employees of 
a person. 

(c) Disclosure. (1) The Contractor who re-
quests or receives from an agency a Federal 
contract shall file with that agency a disclo-
sure form, OMB standard form LLL, Disclo-
sure of Lobbying Activities, if such person 
has made or has agreed to make any pay-
ment using nonappropriated funds (to include 
profits from any covered Federal action), 
which would be prohibited under subpara-
graph (b)(1) of this clause, if paid for with ap-
propriated funds. 

(2) The Contractor shall file a disclosure 
form at the end of each calendar quarter in 
which there occurs any event that materi-
ally affects the accuracy of the information 
contained in any disclosure form previously 
filed by such person under subparagraph 
(c)(1) of this clause. An event that materially 
affects the accuracy of the information re-
ported includes— 

(i) A cumulative increase of $25,000 or more

(iv) Names, titles, and telephone and fac-
simile numbers (and electronic addresses if 
available) of persons authorized to negotiate 
on the offeror’s behalf with the Government 
in connection with this solicitation; and 

(v) Name, title, and signature of person au-
thorized to sign the proposal. Proposals 
signed by an agent shall be accompanied by 
evidence of that agent’s authority, unless 
that evidence has been previously furnished 
to the issuing office. 
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(3) Submission, modification, revision, and 
withdrawal of proposals. (i) Offerors are re-
sponsible for submitting proposals, and any 
modifications or revisions, so as to reach the 
Government office designated in the solicita-
tion by the time specified in the solicitation. 
If no time is specified in the solicitation, the 
time for receipt is 4:30 p.m., local time, for 
the designated Government office on the 
date that proposal or revision is due. 

(ii)(A) Any proposal, modification, or revi-

(6) Offerors may submit modifications to 
their proposals at any time before the solici-
tation closing date and time, and may sub-
mit modifications in response to an amend-
ment, or to correct a mistake at any time 
before award. 

(7) Offerors may submit revised proposals 
only if requested or allowed by the Con-
tracting Officer. 

(8) Proposals may be withdrawn at any 
time before award. Withdrawals are effective 
upon receipt of notice by the Contracting Of-
ficer.

(f) Contract award. (1) The Government in-
tends to award a contract or contracts re-
sulting from this solicitation to the respon-
sible offeror(s) whose proposal(s) represents 
the best value after evaluation in accordance 
with the factors and subfactors in the solici-
tation.

(7) Exchanges with offerors after receipt of 
a proposal do not constitute a rejection or 
counteroffer by the Government.

(b) Examination of costs. If this is a cost-re-
imbursement, incentive, time-and-materials, 
labor-hour, or price redeterminable contract, 
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or any combination of these, the Contractor 
shall maintain and the Contracting Officer, 
or an authorized representative of the Con-
tracting Officer, shall have the right to ex-
amine and audit all records and other evi-
dence sufficient to reflect properly all costs 
claimed to have been incurred or anticipated 
to be incurred directly or indirectly in per-
formance of this contract. This right of ex-
amination shall include inspection at all rea-
sonable times of the Contractor’s plants, or 
parts of them, engaged in performing the 
contract. 

(c) Cost or pricing data. If the Contractor 
has been required to submit cost or pricing 
data in connection with any pricing action 
relating to this contract, the Contracting Of-
ficer, or an authorized representative of the 
Contracting Officer, in order to evaluate the 
accuracy, completeness, and currency of the 
cost or pricing data, shall have the right to 
examine and audit all of the Contractor’s 
records, including computations and projec-
tions, related to— 

(1) The proposal for the contract, sub-
contract, or modification; 

(2) The discussions conducted on the pro-
posal(s), including those related to negoti-
ating; 

(3) Pricing of the contract, subcontract, or 
modification; or 

(4) Performance of the contract, sub-
contract or modification. 

(d) Comptroller General. (1) The Comptroller 
General of the United States, or an author-
ized representative, shall have access to and 
the right to examine any of the Contractor’s 
directly pertinent records involving trans-
actions related to this contract or a sub-
contract hereunder. 

(2) This paragraph may not be construed to 
require the Contractor or subcontractor to 
create or maintain any record that the Con-
tractor or subcontractor does not maintain 
in the ordinary course of business or pursu-
ant to a provision of law. 

(e) Reports. If the Contractor is required to 
furnish cost, funding, or performance re-
ports, the Contracting Officer or an author-
ized representative of the Contracting Offi-
cer shall have the right to examine and audit 
the supporting records and materials, for the 
purpose of evaluating (1) the effectiveness of 
the Contractor’s policies and procedures to 
produce data compatible with the objectives 
of these reports and (2) the data reported. 

(f) Availability. The Contractor shall make 
available at its office at all reasonable times 
the records, materials, and other evidence 
described in paragraphs (a), (b), (c), (d), and 
(e) of this clause, for examination, audit, or 
reproduction, until 3 years after final pay-
ment under this contract or for any shorter 
period specified in Subpart 4.7, Contractor 
Records Retention, of the Federal Acquisi-
tion Regulation (FAR), or for any longer pe-

riod required by statute or by other clauses 
of this contract. In addition— 

(1) If this contract is completely or par-
tially terminated, the Contractor shall make 
available the records relating to the work 
terminated until 3 years after any resulting 
final termination settlement; and 

(2) The Contractor shall make available 
records relating to appeals under the Dis-
putes clause or to litigation or the settle-
ment of claims arising under or relating to 
this contract until such appeals, litigation, 
or claims are finally resolved. 

(g) The Contractor shall insert a clause 
containing all the terms of this clause, in-
cluding this paragraph (a), in all sub-
contracts under this contract that exceed 
the simplified acquisition threshold and— 

(1) That are cost-reimbursement, incen-
tive, time-and-materials, labor-hour, or 
price-redeterminable type or any combina-
tion of these; 

(2) For which cost or pricing data are re-
quired; or 

(3) That require the subcontractor to fur-
nish reports as discussed in paragraph (e) of 
this clause. 

The clause may be altered only as nec-
essary to identify properly the contracting 
parties and the Contracting Officer under the 
Government prime contract.

Alternate I (JAN 1997). As prescribed 
in 15.209(b)(2), in facilities contracts, 
add the following sentence at the end 
of paragraph (b) of the basic clause:

The obligations and rights specified in this 
paragraph shall extend to the use of, and 
charges for the use of, the facilities under 
this contract.

Each negotiated 
redetermination of prices shall be evidenced 
by a modification to this contract, signed by 
the Contractor and the Contracting Officer, 
stating the redetermined prices that apply 
during the redetermination period. 

(g) Adjusting billing prices. Pending execu-
tion of the contract modification (see para-
graph (f) above), the Contractor shall submit 
invoices or vouchers in accordance with the 
billing prices stated in this contract. If at 
any time it appears that the then-current 
billing prices will be substantially greater 
than the estimated final prices, or if the 
Contractor submits data showing that the 
redetermined price will be substantially 
greater than the current billing prices, the 
parties shall negotiate an appropriate de-
crease or increase in billing prices. Any bill-
ing price adjustment shall be reflected in a 
contract modification and shall not affect 
the redetermination of prices under this 
clause. After the contract modification for 
price redetermination is executed, the total 
amount paid or to be paid on all invoices or 
vouchers shall be adjusted to reflect the 
agreed-upon prices, and any requested addi-
tional payments, refunds, or credits shall be 
made promptly. 

(h) Quarterly limitation on payments state-
ment. This paragraph (h) applies only during 
periods for which firm prices have not been 
established. 

(1) Within 45 days after the end of the quar-
ter of the Contractor’s fiscal year in which a 
delivery is first made (or services are first 
performed) and accepted by the Government 
under this contract, and for each quarter 
thereafter, the Contractor shall submit to 
the contract administration office (with a 
copy to the contracting office and the cog-
nizant contract auditor) a statement, cumu-
lative from the beginning of the contract, 
showing— 

(i) The total contract price of all supplies 
delivered (or services performed) and accept-
ed by the Government and for which final 
prices have been established; 

(ii) The total costs (estimated to the ex-
tent necessary) reasonably incurred for, and 
properly allocable solely to, the supplies de-
livered (or services performed) and accepted 
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by the Government and for which final prices 
have not been established; 

(iii) The portion of the total interim profit 
(used in establishing the initial contract 
price or agreed to for the purpose of this 
paragraph (h)) that is in direct proportion to 
the supplies delivered (or services performed) 
and accepted by the Government and for 
which final prices have not been established; 
and 

(iv) The total amount of all invoices or 
vouchers for supplies delivered (or services 
performed) and accepted by the Government 
(including amounts applied or to be applied 
to liquidate progress payments). 

(2) The statement required by subpara-
graph (1) above need not be submitted for 
any quarter for which either no costs are to 
be reported under subdivision (1)(ii) above, or 
revised billing prices have been established 
in accordance with paragraph (g) above, and 
do not exceed the existing contract price, the 
Contractor’s price-redetermination proposal, 
or a price based on the most recent quarterly 
statement, whichever is least. 

(3) Notwithstanding any provision of this 
contract authorizing greater payments, if on 
any quarterly statement the amount under 
subdivision (1)(iv) above exceeds the sum due 
the Contractor, as computed in accordance 
with subdivisions (1)(i), (ii), and (iii) above, 
the Contractor shall immediately refund or 
credit to the Government the amount of this 
excess. The Contractor may, when appro-
priate, reduce this refund or credit by the 
amount of any applicable tax credits due the 
Contractor under 26 U.S.C. 1481 and by the 
amount of previous refunds or credits ef-
fected under this clause. If any portion of the 
excess has been applied to the liquidation of 
progress payments, then that portion may, 
instead of being refunded, be added to the 
unliquidated progress payment account, con-
sistent with the Progress Payments clause. 
The Contractor shall provide complete de-
tails to support any claimed reductions in 
refunds. 

(4) If the Contractor fails to submit the 
quarterly statement within 45 days after the 
end of each quarter and it is later deter-
mined that the Government has overpaid the 
Contractor, the Contractor shall repay the 
excess to the Government immediately. Un-
less repaid within 30 days after the end of the 
statement submittal period, the amount of 
the excess shall bear interest, computed 
from the date the quarterly statement was 
due to the date of repayment, at the rate es-
tablished in accordance with the Interest 
clause. 

(i) Subcontracts. No subcontract placed 
under this contract may provide for payment 
on a cost-plus-a-percentage-of-cost basis. 

(j) Disagreements. If the Contractor and the 
Contracting Officer fail to agree upon rede-
termined prices for any price redetermina-
tion period within 60 days (or within such 

other period as the parties agree) after the 
date on which the data required by para-
graph (d) above are to be submitted, the Con-
tracting Officer shall promptly issue a deci-
sion in accordance with the Disputes clause. 
For the purpose of paragraphs (f), (g), and (h) 
above, and pending final settlement of the 
disagreement on appeal, by failure to appeal, 
or by agreement, this decision shall be treat-
ed as an executed contract modification. 
Pending final settlement, price redetermina-
tion for subsequent periods, if any, shall con-
tinue to be negotiated as provided in this 
clause.

(2) Contract financing payments are not 
subject to the interest penalty provisions of 
the Prompt Payment Act. Interim payments 
made prior to the final payment under the 
contract are contract financing payments, 
except interim payments if this contract 
contains Alternate I to the clause at 52.232–
25. 

(3) The designated payment office will 
make interim payments for contract financ-
ing on the llll[Contracting Officer insert 
day as prescribed by agency head; if not pre-
scribed, insert ‘‘30th’’] day after the des-
ignated billing office receives a proper pay-
ment request. 

In the event that the Government requires 
an audit or other review of a specific pay-

ment request to ensure compliance with the 
terms and conditions of the contract, the 
designated payment office is not compelled 
to make payment by the specified due date. 

(b) Reimbursing costs. (1) For the purpose of 
reimbursing allowable costs (except as pro-
vided in paragraph (b)(2) of the clause, with 
respect to pension, deferred profit sharing, 
and employee stock ownership plan contribu-

(ii) When the Contractor is not delinquent 
in paying costs of contract performance in

(A) Supplies and services purchased di-
rectly for the contract and associated financ-
ing payments to subcontractors, provided 
payments determined due will be made— 

(1) In accordance with the terms and condi-
tions of a subcontract or invoice; and 

(2) Ordinarily within 30 days of the submis-
sion of the Contractor’s payment request to 
the Government; 

(B) Materials issued from the Contractor’s 
inventory and placed in the production proc-
ess for use on the contract; 

(C) Direct labor; 
(D) Direct travel; 
(E) Other direct in-house costs; and 
(F) Properly allocable and allowable indi-

rect costs, as shown in the records main-
tained by the Contractor for purposes of ob-
taining reimbursement under Government 
contracts; and 

(iii) The amount of financing payments 
that have been paid by cash, check, or other 
forms of payment to subcontractors. 

(2) Accrued costs of Contractor contribu-
tions under employee pension plans shall be 
excluded until actually paid unless— 

(i) The Contractor’s practice is to make 
contributions to the retirement fund quar-
terly or more frequently; and 

(ii) The contribution does not remain un-
paid 30 days after the end of the applicable 
quarter or shorter payment period (any con-
tribution remaining unpaid shall be excluded 
from the Contractor’s indirect costs for pay-
ment purposes). 

(3) Notwithstanding the audit and adjust-
ment of invoices or vouchers under para-
graph (g) below, allowable indirect costs 
under this contract shall be obtained by ap-
plying indirect cost rates established in ac-
cordance with paragraph (d) below. 

(4) Any statements in specifications or 
other documents incorporated in this con-
tract by reference designating performance 
of services or furnishing of materials at the 
Contractor’s expense or at no cost to the 
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Government shall be disregarded for pur-
poses of cost-reimbursement under this 
clause. 

(c) Small business concerns. A small business 
concern may receive more frequent pay-
ments than every 2 weeks. 

(d) Final indirect cost rates. (1) Final annual 
indirect cost rates and the appropriate bases 
shall be established in accordance with sub-
part 42.7 of the Federal Acquisition Regula-
tion (FAR) in effect for the period covered by 
the indirect cost rate proposal. 

(2)(i) The Contractor shall submit an ade-
quate final indirect cost rate proposal to the 
Contracting Officer (or cognizant Federal 
agency official) and auditor within the 6-
month period following the expiration of 
each of its fiscal years. Reasonable exten-
sions, for exceptional circumstances only, 
may be requested in writing by the Con-
tractor and granted in writing by the Con-
tracting Officer. The Contractor shall sup-
port its proposal with adequate supporting 
data. 

(ii) The proposed rates shall be based on 
the Contractor’s actual cost experience for 
that period. The appropriate Government 
representative and the Contractor shall es-
tablish the final indirect cost rates as 
promptly as practical after receipt of the 
Contractor’s proposal. 

(3) The Contractor and the appropriate 
Government representative shall execute a 
written understanding setting forth the final 
indirect cost rates. The understanding shall 
specify (i) the agreed-upon final annual indi-
rect cost rates, (ii) the bases to which the 
rates apply, (iii) the periods for which the 
rates apply, (iv) any specific indirect cost 
items treated as direct costs in the settle-
ment, and (v) the affected contract and/or 
subcontract, identifying any with advance 
agreements or special terms and the applica-
ble rates. The understanding shall not 
change any monetary ceiling, contract obli-
gation, or specific cost allowance or dis-
allowance provided for in this contract. The 
understanding is incorporated into this con-
tract upon execution. 

(4) Failure by the parties to agree on a 
final annual indirect cost rate shall be a dis-
pute within the meaning of the Disputes 
clause. 

(5) Within 120 days (or longer period if ap-
proved in writing by the Contracting Officer) 
after settlement of the final annual indirect 
cost rates for all years of a physically com-
plete contract, the Contractor shall submit a 
completion invoice or voucher to reflect the 
settled amounts and rates. 

(6)(i) If the Contractor fails to submit a 
completion invoice or voucher within the 
time specified in paragraph (d)(5) of this 
clause, the Contracting Officer may— 

(A) Determine the amounts due to the Con-

Quick-close-
out procedures are applicable when the con-
ditions in FAR 42.708(a) are satisfied. 

(g) Audit. At any time or times before final 
payment, the Contracting Officer may have 
the Contractor’s invoices or vouchers and 
statements of cost audited. Any payment 
may be (1) reduced by amounts found by the 
Contracting Officer not to constitute allow-
able costs or (2) adjusted for prior overpay-
ments or underpayments. 

(h) Final payment. (1) Upon approval of a 
completion invoice or voucher submitted by 
the Contractor in accordance with paragraph 
(d)(5) of this clause, and upon the Contrac-
tor’s compliance with all terms of this con-
tract, the Government shall promptly pay 
any balance of allowable costs and that part 
of the fee (if any) not previously paid. 

(2) The Contractor shall pay to the Govern-
ment any refunds, rebates, credits, or other 
amounts (including interest, if any) accruing 
to or received by the Contractor or any as-
signee under this contract, to the extent 
that those amounts are properly allocable to 
costs for which the Contractor has been re-
imbursed by the Government. Reasonable ex-
penses incurred by the Contractor for secur-
ing refunds, rebates, credits, or other 
amounts shall be allowable costs if approved 
by the Contracting Officer. Before final pay-
ment under this contract, the Contractor 
and each assignee whose assignment is in ef-
fect at the time of final payment shall exe-
cute and deliver— 

(i) An assignment to the Government, in 
form and substance satisfactory to the Con-
tracting Officer, of refunds, rebates, credits, 
or other amounts (including interest, if any) 
properly allocable to costs for which the 
Contractor has been reimbursed by the Gov-
ernment under this contract; and 

(ii) A release discharging the Government, 
its officers, agents, and employees from all 
liabilities, obligations, and claims arising

(A) Specified claims stated in exact 
amounts, or in estimated amounts when the 
exact amounts are not known; 
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(B) Claims (including reasonable incidental 
expenses) based upon liabilities of the Con-

(a) The Government shall pay the Con-
tractor for performing this contract the 
fixed fee specified in the Schedule. 

(b) Payment of the fixed fee shall be made 
as specified in the Schedule; provided that 
after payment of 85 percent of the fixed fee, 
the Contracting Officer may withhold fur-
ther payment of fee until a reserve is set 
aside in an amount that the Contracting Of-
ficer considers necessary to protect the Gov-
ernment’s interest. This reserve shall not ex-
ceed 15 percent of the total fixed fee or

The Contracting 
Officer may release up to 90 percent of the 
fee withholds under this contract based on 
the Contractor’s past performance related to 
the submission and settlement of final indi-
rect cost rate proposals.

clause; 

(iv) The purchase and maintenance of addi-
tional insurance not in the target cost and 
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required by the Contracting Officer, or 
claims for reimbursement for liabilities to 
third persons pursuant to the Insurance—Li-
ability to Third Persons clause; 

(v) Any claim, loss, or damage resulting 
from a risk for which the Contractor has 
been relieved of liability by the Government 
Property clause; or 

(vi) Any claim, loss, or damage resulting 
from a risk defined in the contract as unusu-
ally hazardous or as a nuclear risk and 
against which the Government has expressly 
agreed to indemnify the Contractor.

representative and the Contractor shall es-
tablish the final indirect cost rates as 
promptly as practical after receipt of the 
Contractor’s proposal. 

(3) The Contractor and the appropriate 
Government representative shall execute a 
written understanding setting forth the final 
indirect cost rates. The understanding shall 
specify (i) the agreed-upon final annual indi-
rect cost rates, (ii) the bases to which the 
rates apply, (iii) the periods for which the 
rates apply, (iv) any specific indirect cost 
items treated as direct costs in the settle-
ment, and (v) the affected contract and/or 
subcontract, identifying any with advance 
agreements or special terms and the applica-
ble rates. The understanding shall not 
change any monetary ceiling, contract obli-
gation, or specific cost allowance or dis-
allowance provided for in this contract. The 
understanding is incorporated into this con-
tract upon execution. 

(4) Within 120 days after settlement of the 
final indirect cost rates covering the year in 
which this contract is physically complete 
(or longer, if approved in writing by the Con-
tracting Officer), the Contractor shall sub-
mit a completion invoice or voucher to re-
flect the settled amounts and rates. 

(5) Failure by the parties to agree on a 
final annual indirect cost rate shall be a dis-
pute within the meaning of the Disputes 
clause. 

(d) Billing rates. Until final annual indirect 
cost rates are established for any period, the 
Government shall reimburse the Contractor 
at billing rates established by the Con-
tracting Officer or by an authorized rep-
resentative (the cognizant auditor), subject 
to adjustment when the final rates are estab-
lished.

(ii) Claims (including reasonable incidental 
expenses) based upon liabilities of the Con-

within 6 years following the release date or

the Contractor shall sumbit in the format of 
Table 15–2, FAR 15.408, or in any other form 
on which the parties agree— 

(i) A detailed statement of all costs in-
curred up to the end of that month in per-
forming all work under the items; 

(ii) An estimate of costs of further per-
formance, if any, that may be necessary to 
complete performance of all work under the 
items; 

(iii) A list of all residual inventory and an 
estimate of its value; and 

(iv) Any other relevant data that the Con-
tracting Officer may reasonably require. 

(2) If the Contractor fails to submit the 
data required by subparagraph (1) above 
within the time specified and it is later de-
termined that the Government has overpaid 
the Contractor, the Contractor shall repay 
the excess to the Government immediately.

subcontracts to support the sales for a com-
mercial plan; 

(ii) Total dollars planned to be subcon-
tracted to small business concerns; 

(iii) Total dollars planned to be subcon-
tracted to veteran-owned small business con-
cerns; 

(iv) Total dollars planned to be subcon-
tracted to service-disabled veteran-owned 
small business; 

(v) Total dollars planned to be subcon-
tracted to HUBZone small business concerns; 

(vi) Total dollars planned to be subcon-

(vii) Total dollars planned to be subcon-
tracted to women-owned small business con-
cerns. 

(3) A description of the principal types of

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(iii) Service-disabled veteran-owned small 
business concerns; 

(iv) HUBZone small business concerns; 
(v) Small disadvantaged business concerns; 

and 
(vi) Women-owned small business concerns. 
(4) A description of the method used to de-

velop the subcontracting goals in paragraph 
(d)(1) of this clause. 

(5) A description of the method used to 
identify potential sources for solicitation 
purposes (e.g., existing company source lists, 
the Procurement Marketing and Access Net-
work (PRO-Net) of the Small Business Ad-
ministration (SBA), veterans service organi-
zations, the National Minority Purchasing 
Council Vendor Information Service, the Re-
search and Information Division of the Mi-
nority Business Development Agency in the 
Department of Commerce, or small, 
HUBZone, small disadvantaged, and women-
owned small business trade associations).

(9) Assurances that the offeror will include 
the clause of this contract entitled ‘‘Utiliza-
tion of Small Business Concerns’’ in all sub-
contracts that offer further subcontracting 
opportunities, and that the offeror will re-
quire all subcontractors (except small busi-

ness concerns) that receive subcontracts in 
excess of $500,000 ($1,000,000 for construction 
of any public facility) to adopt a subcon-
tracting plan that complies with the require-
ments of this clause. 

(10) Assurances that the offeror will— 
(i) Cooperate in any studies or surveys as

small business, veteran-owned small busi-
ness, service-disabled veteran-owned small 
business, HUBZone small business, small dis-
advantaged business, and women-owned 
small business concerns and award sub-
contracts to them. The records shall include 
at least the following (on a plant-wide or 
company-wide basis, unless otherwise indi-
cated):

and 

(D) Veterans service organizations. 
(v) Records of internal guidance and en-

couragement provided to buyers through— 
(A) Workshops, seminars, training, etc.; 

and 
(B) Monitoring performance to evaluate 

compliance with the program’s require-
ments. 

(vi) On a contract-by-contract basis, 
records to support award data submitted by 
the offeror to the Government, including the 
name, address, and business size of each sub-
contractor. Contractors having commercial 
plans need not comply with this require-
ment. 

(e) In order to effectively implement this 
plan to the extent consistent with efficient 
contract performance, the Contractor shall 
perform the following functions:

If 
the reporting activity is covered by a com-
mercial plan, the reporting activity must re-
port annually all subcontract awards under 
that plan. All reports submitted at the close 
of each fiscal year (both individual and com-
mercial plans) shall include a breakout, in 
the Contractor’s format, of subcontract 
awards, in whole dollars, to small disadvan-
taged business concerns by North American 
Industry Classification System (NAICS) In-
dustry Subsector. For a commercial plan, 
the Contractor may obtain from each of its 
subcontractors a predominant NAICS Indus-
try Subsector and report all awards to that 
subcontractor under its predominant NAICS 
Industry Subsector.

22.300) shall require or permit them to work 
over 40 hours in any workweek unless they 
are paid at least 1 and 1/2 times the basic 
rate of pay for each hour worked over 40 
hours. 

(b) Violation; liability for unpaid wages; liq-
uidated damages. The responsible Contractor 
and subcontractor are liable for unpaid 
wages if they violate the terms in paragraph 
(a) of this clause. In addition, the Contractor 
and subcontractor are liable for liquidated 
damages payable to the Government. The 
Contracting Officer will assess liquidated 
damages at the rate of $10 per affected em-
ployee for each calendar day on which the 
employer required or permitted the em-
ployee to work in excess of the standard 
workweek of 40 hours without paying over-
time wages required by the Contract Work 
Hours and Safety Standards Act. 

(c) Withholding for unpaid wages and liq-
uidated damages. The Contracting Officer will 
withhold from payments due under the con-
tract sufficient funds required to satisfy any 
Contractor or subcontractor liabilities for 
unpaid wages and liquidated damages. If 
amounts withheld under the contract are in-
sufficient to satisfy Contractor or subcon-
tractor liabilities, the Contracting Officer 
will withhold payments from other Federal 
or Federally assisted contracts held by the 
same Contractor that are subject to the Con-
tract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act. 

(d) Payrolls and basic records. (1) The Con-
tractor and its subcontractors shall main-
tain payrolls and basic payroll records for all 
laborers and mechanics working on the con-
tract during the contract and shall make 

them available to the Government until 3 
years after contract completion. The records 
shall contain the name and address of each 
employee, social security number, labor clas-
sifications, hourly rates of wages paid, daily 
and weekly number of hours worked, deduc-
tions made, and actual wages paid. The 
records need not duplicate those required for 
construction work by Department of Labor 
regulations at 29 CFR 5.5(a)(3) implementing 
the Davis-Bacon Act. 

(2) The Contractor and its subcontractors 
shall allow authorized representatives of the 
Contracting Officer or the Department of 
Labor to inspect, copy, or transcribe records 
maintained under paragraph (d)(1) of this 
clause. The Contractor or subcontractor also 
shall allow authorized representatives of the 
Contracting Officer or Department of Labor 
to interview employees in the workplace 
during working hours. 

(e) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall in-
sert the provisions set forth in paragraphs 
(a) through (d) of this clause in subcontracts 
exceeding $100,000 and require subcontractors 
to include these provisions in any lower tier 
subcontracts. The Contractor shall be re-
sponsible for compliance by any subcon-
tractor or lower-tier subcontractor with the 
provisions set forth in paragraphs (a) 
through (d) of this clause.

which may be alleged to exist between the 
Contractor and such laborers and mechanics. 
Contributions made or costs reasonably an-
ticipated for bona fide fringe benefits under 
section 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon Act on be-
half of laborers or mechanics are considered 
wages paid to such laborers or mechanics, 
subject to the provisions of paragraph (d) of

Laborers or mechanics per-
forming work in more than one classification 
may be compensated at the rate specified for 
each classification for the time actually 
worked therein; provided, that the employ-
er’s payroll records accurately set forth the 
time spent in each classification in which 
work is performed. The wage determination 
(including any additional classifications and 
wage rates conformed under paragraph (b) of 
this clause) and the Davis-Bacon poster (WH–
1321) shall be posted at all times by the Con-
tractor and its subcontractors at the site of 
the work in a prominent and accessible place 
where it can be easily seen by the workers. 

(b)(1) The Contracting Officer shall require 
that any class of laborers or mechanics, 
which is not listed in the wage determina-
tion and which is to be employed under the 
contract shall be classified in conformance 
with the wage determination. The Con-
tracting Officer shall approve an additional 
classification and wage rate and fringe bene-
fits therefor only when all the following cri-
teria have been met: 

(i) The work to be performed by the classi-
fication requested is not performed by a clas-
sification in the wage determination. 

(ii) The classification is utilized in the 
area by the construction industry. 

(iii) The proposed wage rate, including any 
bona fide fringe benefits, bears a reasonable 
relationship to the wage rates contained in 
the wage determination. 

(iv) With respect to helpers, such a classi-
fication prevails in the area in which the 
work is performed. 

(2) If the Contractor and the laborers and 
mechanics to be employed in the classifica-
tion (if known), or their representatives, and 
the Contracting Officer agree on the classi-
fication and wage rate (including the amount 
designated for fringe benefits, where appro-
priate), a report of the action taken shall be 
sent by the Contracting Officer to the Ad-
ministrator of the Wage and Hour Division, 
Employment Standards Administration, U.S. 
Department of Labor, Washington, DC 20210. 
The Administrator or an authorized rep-
resentative will approve, modify, or dis-
approve every additional classification ac-
tion within 30 days of receipt and so advise 
the Contracting Officer or will notify the 
Contracting Officer within the 30-day period 
that additional time is necessary. 

(3) In the event the Contractor, the labor-
ers or mechanics to be employed in the clas-
sification, or their representatives, and the 
Contracting Officer do not agree on the pro-
posed classification and wage rate (including 
the amount designated for fringe benefits, 
where appropriate), the Contracting Officer 
shall refer the questions, including the views 
of all interested parties and the rec-
ommendation of the Contracting Officer, to 
the Administrator of the Wage and Hour Di-
vision for Determination. The Adminis-
trator, or an authorized representative, will 
issue a determination within 30 days of re-
ceipt and so advise the Contracting Officer 
or will notify the Contracting Officer within 
the 30-day period that additional time is nec-
essary. 

(4) The wage rate (including fringe bene-
fits, where appropriate) determined pursuant 
to subparagraphs (b)(2) and (b)(3) of this 
clause shall be paid to all workers per-
forming work in the classification under this 
contract from the first day on which work is 
performed in the classification. 

(c) Whenever the minimum wage rate pre-
scribed in the contract for a class of laborers 
or mechanics includes a fringe benefit which 
is not expressed as an hourly rate, the Con-
tractor shall either pay the benefit as stated 
in the wage determination or shall pay an-
other bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly 
cash equivalent thereof. 

(d) If the Contractor does not make pay-
ments to a trustee or other third person, the 
Contractor may consider as part of the 
wages of any laborer or mechanic the 
amount of any costs reasonably anticipated 
in providing bona fide fringe benefits under a 
plan or program; provided, that the Secretary 
of Labor has found, upon the written request 
of the Contractor, that the applicable stand-
ards of the Davis-Bacon Act have been met. 
The Secretary of Labor may require the Con-
tractor to set aside in a separate account as-
sets for the meeting of obligations under the 
plan or program.

following clause:

PAYMENT FOR OVERTIME PREMIUMS (FEB 1988) 

(a) Payrolls and basic records relating 
thereto shall be maintained by the Con-
tractor during the course of the work and 
preserved for a period of 3 years thereafter 
for all laborers and mechanics working at 
the site of the work. Such records shall con-
tain the name, address, and social security 
number of each such worker, his or her cor-
rect classification, hourly rates of wages 
paid (including rates of contributions or 
costs anticipated for bona fide fringe bene-
fits or cash equivalents thereof of the types 
described in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-
Bacon Act), daily and weekly number of 
hours worked, deductions made, and actual 
wages paid. Whenever the Secretary of Labor 
has found, under paragraph (d) of the clause 
entitled Davis-Bacon Act, that the wages of 
any laborer or mechanic include the amount 
of any costs reasonably anticipated in pro-
viding benefits under a plan or program de-
scribed in section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis-
Bacon Act, the Contractor shall maintain 
records which show that the commitment to 
provide such benefits is enforceable, that the 
plan or program is financially responsible, 
and that the plan or program has been com-
municated in writing to the laborers or me-
chanics affected, and records which show the 
costs anticipated or the actual cost incurred 
in providing such benefits. Contractors em-
ploying apprentices or trainees under ap-
proved programs shall maintain written evi-
dence of the registration of apprenticeship 
programs and certification of trainee pro-
grams, the registration of the apprentices 

and trainees, and the ratios and wage rates 
prescribed in the applicable programs. 

(b)(1) The Contractor shall submit weekly 
for each week in which any contract work is 
performed a copy of all payrolls to the Con-
tracting Officer. The payrolls submitted 
shall set out accurately and completely all 
of the information required to be maintained 
under paragraph (a) of this clause. This in-
formation may be submitted in any form de-
sired. Optional Form WH–347 (Federal Stock 
Number 029–005–00014–1) is available for this 
purpose and may be purchased from the Su-
perintendent of Documents, U.S. Govern-
ment Printing Office, Washington, DC 20402. 
The Prime Contractor is responsible for the 
submission of copies of payrolls by all sub-
contractors. 

(2) Each payroll submitted shall be accom-
panied by a Statement of Compliance, signed 
by the Contractor or subcontractor or his or 
her agent who pays or supervises the pay-
ment of the persons employed under the con-
tract and shall certify— 

(i) That the payroll for the payroll period 
contains the information required to be 
maintained under paragraph (a) of this 
clause and that such information is correct 
and complete; 

(ii) That each laborer or mechanic (includ-
ing each helper, apprentice, and trainee) em-
ployed on the contract during the payroll pe-
riod has been paid the full weekly wages 
earned, without rebate, either directly or in-
directly, and that no deductions have been 
made either directly or indirectly from the 
full wages earned, other than permissible de-
ductions as set forth in the Regulations, 29 
CFR part 3; and 

(iii) That each laborer or mechanic has 
been paid not less than the applicable wage 
rates and fringe benefits or cash equivalents 
for the classification of work performed, as 
specified in the applicable wage determina-
tion incorporated into the contract. 

(3) The weekly submission of a properly ex-
ecuted certification set forth on the reverse 
side of Optional Form WH–347 shall satisfy 
the requirement for submission of the State-
ment of Compliance required by subparagraph 
(b)(2) of this clause. 

(4) The falsification of any of the certifi-
cations in this clause may subject the Con-
tractor or subcontractor to civil or criminal 
prosecution under section 1001 of title 18 and 
section 3729 of title 31 of the United States 
Code. 

(c) The Contractor or subcontractor shall 
make the records required under paragraph 
(a) of this clause available for inspection, 
copying, or transcription by the Contracting 
Officer or authorized representatives of the 
Contracting Officer or the Department of 
Labor. The Contractor or subcontractor 
shall permit the Contracting Officer or rep-
resentatives of the Contracting Officer or the 
Department of Labor to interview employees 
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during working hours on the job. If the Con-
tractor or subcontractor fails to submit re-
quired records or to make them available, 
the Contracting Officer may, after written 
notice to the Contractor, take such action as 
may be necessary to cause the suspension of 
any further payment. Furthermore, failure 
to submit the required records upon request 
or to make such records available may be 
grounds for debarment action pursuant to 29 
CFR 5.12.

APPRENTICES AND TRAINEES (FEB 1988) 

(a) Apprentices. Apprentices will be per-
mitted to work at less than the predeter-
mined rate for the work they performed 
when they are employed pursuant to and in-
dividually registered in a bona fide appren-
ticeship program registered with the U.S. 
Department of Labor, Employment and 
Training Administration, Bureau of Appren-
ticeship and Training, or with a State Ap-
prenticeship Agency recognized by the Bu-
reau, or if a person is employed in his or her 
first 90 days of probationary employment as 
an apprentice in such an apprenticeship pro-
gram, who is not individually registered in 
the program, but who has been certified by 
the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training 
or a State Apprenticeship Agency (where ap-
propriate) to be eligible for probationary em-
ployment as an apprentice. The allowable 
ratio of apprentices to journeymen on the 
job site in any craft classification shall not 
be greater than the ratio permitted to the 
Contractor as to the entire work force under 
the registered program. Any worker listed on 
a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who is 
not registered or otherwise employed as stat-
ed in this paragraph, shall be paid not less 
than the applicable wage determination for 
the classification of work actually per-
formed. In addition, any apprentice per-
forming work on the job site in excess of the 
ratio permitted under the registered pro-
gram shall be paid not less than the applica-
ble wage rate on the wage determination for 
the work actually performed. Where a Con-
tractor is performing construction on a 
project in a locality other than that in which 
its program is registered, the ratios and 
wage rates (expressed in percentages of the 
journeyman’s hourly rate) specified in the 
Contractor’s or subcontractor’s registered 
program shall be observed. Every apprentice 
must be paid at not less than the rate speci-
fied in the registered program for the ap-
prentice’s level of progress, expressed as a 

percentage of the journeyman hourly rate 
specified in the applicable wage determina-
tion. Apprentices shall be paid fringe bene-
fits in accordance with the provisions of the 
apprenticeship program. If the apprentice-
ship program does not specify fringe bene-
fits, apprentices must be paid the full 
amount of fringe benefits listed on the wage 
determination for the applicable classifica-
tion. If the Administrator determines that a 
different practice prevails for the applicable 
apprentice classification, fringes shall be 
paid in accordance with that determination. 
In the event the Bureau of Apprenticeship 
and Training, or a State Apprenticeship 
Agency recognized by the Bureau, withdraws 
approval of an apprenticeship program, the 
Contractor will no longer be permitted to 
utilize apprentices at less than the applica-
ble predetermined rate for the work per-
formed until an acceptable program is ap-
proved. 

(b) Trainees. Except as provided in 29 CFR 
5.16, trainees will not be permitted to work 
at less than the predetermined rate for the 
work performed unless they are employed 
pursuant to and individually registered in a 
program which has received prior approval, 
evidenced by formal certification by the U.S. 
Department of Labor, Employment and 
Training Administration. The ratio of train-
ees to journeymen on the job site shall not 
be greater than permitted under the plan ap-
proved by the Employment and Training Ad-
ministration. Every trainee must be paid at 
not less than the rate specified in the ap-
proved program for the trainee’s level of 
progress, expressed as a percentage of the 
journeyman hourly rate specified in the ap-
plicable wage determination. Trainees shall 
be paid fringe benefits in accordance with 
the provisions of the trainee program. If the 
trainee program does not mention fringe 
benefits, trainees shall be paid the full 
amount of fringe benefits listed in the wage 
determination unless the Administrator of 
the Wage and Hour Division determines that 
there is an apprenticeship program associ-
ated with the corresponding journeyman 
wage rate in the wage determination which 
provides for less than full fringe benefits for 
apprentices. Any employee listed on the pay-
roll at a trainee rate who is not registered 
and participating in a training plan approved 
by the Employment and Training Adminis-
tration shall be paid not less than the appli-
cable wage rate in the wage determination 
for the classification of work actually per-
formed. In addition, any trainee performing 
work on the job site in excess of the ratio 
permitted under the registered program shall 
be paid not less than the applicable wage 
rate in the wage determination for the work 
actually performed. In the event the Em-
ployment and Training Administration with-
draws approval of a training program, the 
Contractor will no longer be permitted to 
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utilize trainees at less than the applicable 
predetermined rate for the work performed 
until an acceptable program is approved. 

(c) Equal employment opportunity. The utili-
zation of apprentices, trainees, and journey-
men under this clause shall be in conformity 
with the equal employment opportunity re-
quirements of Executive Order 11246, and 29 
CFR part 30.

(a) Definitions.
Covered area, as used in this clause, means 

the geographical area described in the solici-
tation for this contract. 

Deputy Assistant Secretary, as used in this 
clause, means the Deputy Assistant Sec-
retary for Federal Contract Compliance, U.S. 
Department of Labor, or a designee. 

Employer identification number, as used in 
this clause, means the Federal Social Secu-
rity number used on the employer’s quar-
terly Federaltax return, U.S. Treasury De-
partment Form 941. 

Minority, as used in this clause, means— 
(1) American Indian or Alaskan Native (all 

persons having origins in any of the original 
peoples of North America and maintaining 
identifiable tribal affiliations through mem-
bership and participation or community 
identification). 

(2) Asian and Pacific Islander (all persons 
having origins in any of the original peoples 
of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the Indian 
Subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands); 

(3) Black (all persons having origins in any 
of the black African racial groups not of His-
panic origin); and 

(4) Hispanic (all persons of Mexican, Puer-
to Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, 
or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless 
of race). 

(b) If the Contractor, or a subcontractor at 
any tier, subcontracts a portion of the work 
involving any construction trade, each such 
subcontract in excess of $10,000 shall include 
this clause and the Notice containing the 
goals for minority and female participation 
stated in the solicitation for this contract. 

(c) If the Contractor is participating in a 
Hometown Plan (41 CFR 60–4) approved by 
the U.S. Department of Labor in a covered 
area, either individually or through an asso-
ciation, its affirmative action obligations on 
all work in the plan area (including goals) 
shall comply with the plan for those trades 
that have unions participating in the plan. 
Contractors must be able to demonstrate 
participation in, and compliance with, the 
provisions of the plan. Each Contractor or 
subcontractor participating in an approved 
plan is also required to comply with its obli-
gations under the Equal Opportunity clause, 
and to make a good faith effort to achieve 
each goal under the plan in each trade in 
which it has employees. The overall good-
faith performance by other Contractors or 
subcontractors toward a goal in an approved 
plan does not excuse any Contractor’s or 
subcontractor’s failure to make good-faith 
efforts to achieve the plan’s goals. 

(d) The Contractor shall implement the af-
firmative action procedures in subpara-
graphs (g)(1) through (16) of this clause. The 
goals stated in the solicitation for this con-
tract are expressed as percentages of the 
total hours of employment and training of 
minority and female utilization that the 
Contractor should reasonably be able to 
achieve in each construction trade in which 
it has employees in the covered area. If the 
Contractor performs construction work in a 
geographical area located outside of the cov-
ered area, it shall apply the goals established 
for the geographical area where that work is 
actually performed. The Contractor is ex-
pected to make substantially uniform 
progress toward its goals in each craft. 

(e) Neither the terms and conditions of any 
collective bargaining agreement, nor the 
failure by a union with which the Contractor 
has a collective bargaining agreement, to 
refer minorities or women shall excuse the 
Contractor’s obligations under this clause, 
Executive Order 11246, as amended, or the 
regulations thereunder. 

(f) In order for the nonworking training 
hours of apprentices and trainees to be 
counted in meeting the goals, apprentices 
and trainees must be employed by the Con-
tractor during the training period, and the 
Contractor must have made a commitment 
to employ the apprentices and trainees at 
the completion of their training, subject to 
the availability of employment opportuni-
ties. Trainees must be trained pursuant to 
training programs approved by the U.S. De-
partment of Labor.

If an indi-
vidual was sent to the union hiring hall for 
referral and not referred back to the Con-
tractor by the union or, if referred back, not 
employed by the Contractor, this shall be 
documented in the file, along with whatever 
additional actions the Contractor may have 
taken.

(v) Posting the policy on bulletin boards 
accessible to employees at each location 
where construction work is performed. 

(7) Review, at least annually, the Contrac-
tor’s equal employment policy and affirma-
tive action obligations with all employees 
having responsibility for hiring, assignment, 
layoff, termination, or other employment de-
cisions. Conduct review of this policy with 
all on-site supervisory personnel before initi-
ating construction work at a job site. A writ-
ten record shall be made and maintained 
identifying the time and place of these meet-
ings, persons attending, subject matter dis-
cussed, and disposition of the subject matter. 

(8) Disseminate the Contractor’s equal em-
ployment policy externally by including it in 
any advertising in the news media, specifi-
cally including minority and female news 
media. Provide written notification to, and 
discuss this policy with, other Contractors 
and subcontractors with which the Con-
tractor does or anticipates doing business. 

(9) Direct recruitment efforts, both oral 
and written, to minority, female, and com-
munity organizations, to schools with mi-
nority and female students, and to minority 
and female recruitment and training organi-
zations serving the Contractor’s recruitment 
area and employment needs. Not later than 1 
month before the date for acceptance of ap-
plications for apprenticeship or training by 
any recruitment source, send written notifi-
cation to organizations such as the above, 
describing the openings, screening proce-
dures, and tests to be used in the selection 
process. 

(10) Encourage present minority and fe-
male employees to recruit minority persons 
and women. Where reasonable, provide after-
school, summer, and vacation employment 
to minority and female youth both on the 
site and in other areas of the Contractor’s 
workforce. 

(11) Validate all tests and other selection 
requirements where required under 41 CFR 
60–3. 

(12) Conduct, at least annually, an inven-
tory and evaluation at least of all minority 
and female personnel for promotional oppor-
tunities. Encourage these employees to seek 
or to prepare for, through appropriate train-
ing, etc., opportunities for promotion. 

(13) Ensure that seniority practices, job 
classifications, work assignments, and other 
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personnel practices, do not have a discrimi-
natory effect by continually monitoring all 
personnel and employment-related activities 
to ensure that the Contractor’s obligations 
under this contract are being carried out. 

(14) Ensure that all facilities and company 
activities are nonsegregated except that sep-
arate or single-user rest rooms and necessary 
dressing or sleeping areas shall be provided 
to assure privacy between the sexes. 

(15) Maintain a record of solicitations for 
subcontracts for minority and female con-
struction contractors and suppliers, includ-
ing circulation of solicitations to minority 
and female contractor associations and other 
business associations. 

(16) Conduct a review, at least annually, of 
all supervisors’ adherence to and perform-
ance under the Contractor’s equal employ-
ment policy and affirmative action obliga-
tions. 

(h) The Contractor is encouraged to par-
ticipate in voluntary associations that may 
assist in fulfilling one or more of the affirm-
ative action obligations contained in sub-
paragraphs (g)(1) through (16) of this clause. 
The efforts of a contractor association, joint 
contractor-union, contractor-community, or 
similar group of which the contractor is a 
member and participant may be asserted as 
fulfilling one or more of its obligations 
under subparagraphs (g)(1) through (16) of 
this clause, provided the Contractor— 

(1) Actively participates in the group; 
(2) Makes every effort to ensure that the 

group has a positive impact on the employ-
ment of minorities and women in the indus-
try; 

(3) Ensures that concrete benefits of the 
program are reflected in the Contractor’s mi-
nority and female workforce participation; 

(4) Makes a good-faith effort to meet its in-
dividual goals and timetables; and 

(5) Can provide access to documentation 
that demonstrates the effectiveness of ac-
tions taken on behalf of the Contractor.

amount for general and administrative costs, 
overhead, or profit.

For each labor classi-
fication, the difference between the actual 
wage and benefit rates (combined) paid and 
the wage and benefit rates (combined) re-
quired by the new wage determination shall 
be multiplied by the actual number of hours 
expended for each craft involved in accom-
plishing the unit-priced work item. The 
product of this computation will then be di-
vided by the actual number of units ordered 
in the preceding contract period. The total of 
these computations for each craft will be 
added to the current contract unit price to 
obtain the new contract unit price. The ex-
tended amount for the contract line item 
will be obtained by multiplying the new unit 
price by the estimated quantity. If actual 
hours are not available from the preceding 
contract period for computation of the ad-
justment for a specific contract unit of work, 
the Contractor, in agreement with the Con-
tracting Officer, shall estimate the total 
hours per craft per contract unit of work.

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause— 
All employment openings means all positions 

except executive and top management, those 
positions that will be filled from within the 
Contractor’s organization, and positions 
lasting 3 days or less. This term includes 
full-time employment, temporary employ-
ment of more than 3 days duration, and part-
time employment. 

Executive and top management means any 
employee— 

(1) Whose primary duty consists of the 
management of the enterprise in which the 
individual is employed or of a customarily 
recognized department or subdivision there-
of; 

(2) Who customarily and regularly directs 
the work of two or more other employees; 

(3) Who has the authority to hire or fire 
other employees or whose suggestions and 
recommendations as to the hiring or firing 
and as to the advancement and promotion or 
any other change of status of other employ-
ees will be given particular weight; 

(4) Who customarily and regularly exer-
cises discretionary powers; and 

(5) Who does not devote more than 20 per-
cent or, in the case of an employee of a retail 
or service establishment, who does not de-
vote more than 40 percent of total hours of 
work in the work week to activities that are 
not directly and closely related to the per-
formance of the work described in para-
graphs (1) through (4) of this definition. This 
paragraph (5) does not apply in the case of an 
employee who is in sole charge of an estab-

lishment or a physically separated branch 
establishment, or who owns at least a 20 per-
cent interest in the enterprise in which the 
individual is employed. 

Other eligible veteran means any other vet-
eran who served on active duty during a war 
or in a campaign or expedition for which a 
campaign badge has been authorized. 

Positions that will be filled from within the 
Contractor’s organization means employment 
openings for which the Contractor will give 
no consideration to persons outside the Con-
tractor’s organization (including any affili-
ates, subsidiaries, and parent companies) and 
includes any openings the Contractor pro-
poses to fill from regularly established ‘‘re-
call’’ lists. The exception does not apply to a 
particular opening once an employer decides 
to consider applicants outside of its organi-
zation. 

Qualified special disabled veteran means a 
special disabled veteran who satisfies the 
requisite skill, experience, education, and 
other job-related requirements of the em-
ployment position such veteran holds or de-
sires, and who, with or without reasonable 
accommodation, can perform the essential 
functions of such position. 

Special disabled veteran means— 
(1) A veteran who is entitled to compensa-

tion (or who but for the receipt of military 
retired pay would be entitled to compensa-
tion) under laws administered by the Depart-
ment of Veterans Affairs for a disability— 

(i) Rated at 30 percent or more; or 
(ii) Rated at 10 or 20 percent in the case of 

a veteran who has been determined under 38 
U.S.C. 3106 to have a serious employment 
handicap (i.e., a significant impairment of 
the veteran’s ability to prepare for, obtain, 
or retain employment consistent with the 
veteran’s abilities, aptitudes, and interests); 
or 

(2) A person who was discharged or re-
leased from active duty because of a service-
connected disability. 

Veteran of the Vietnam era means a person 
who— 

(1) Served on active duty for a period of 
more than 180 days and was discharged or re-
leased from active duty with other than a 
dishonorable discharge, if any part of such 
active duty occurred— 
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(i) In the Republic of Vietnam between 
February 28, 1961, and May 7, 1975; or 

(ii) Between August 5, 1964, and May 7, 1975, 
in all other cases; or 

(2) Was discharged or released from active 
duty for a service-connected disability if any 
part of the active duty was performed— 

(i) In the Republic of Vietnam between 
February 28, 1961, and May 7, 1975; or

(ii) Between August 5, 1964, and May 7, 1975, 
in all other cases. 

(b) General. (1) The Contractor shall not 
discriminate against the individual because 
the individual is a special disabled veteran, a 
veteran of the Vietnam era, or other eligible 
veteran, regarding any position for which 
the employee or applicant for employment is 
qualified. The Contractor shall take affirma-
tive action to employ, advance in employ-
ment, and otherwise treat qualified special 
disabled veterans, veterans of the Vietnam 
era, and other eligible veterans without dis-
crimination based upon their disability or 
veterans’ status in all employment practices 
such as— 

(i) Recruitment, advertising, and job appli-
cation procedures; 

(ii) Hiring, upgrading, promotion, award of 
tenure, demotion, transfer, layoff, termi-
nation, right of return from layoff and rehir-
ing; 

(iii) Rate of pay or any other form of com-
pensation and changes in compensation; 

(iv) Job assignments, job classifications, 
organizational structures, position descrip-
tions, lines of progression, and seniority 
lists; 

(v) Leaves of absence, sick leave, or any 
other leave; 

(vi) Fringe benefits available by virtue of 
employment, whether or not administered by 
the Contractor; 

(vii) Selection and financial support for 
training, including apprenticeship, and on-
the-job training under 38 U.S.C. 3687, profes-
sional meetings, conferences, and other re-
lated activities, and selection for leaves of 
absence to pursue training; 

(viii) Activities sponsored by the Con-
tractor including social or recreational pro-
grams; and 

(ix) Any other term, condition, or privilege 
of employment. 

(2) The Contractor shall comply with the 
rules, regulations, and relevant orders of the 
Secretary of Labor issued under the Vietnam 
Era Veterans’ Readjustment Assistance Act 
of 1972 (the Act), as amended (38 U.S.C. 4211 
and 4212). 

(c) Listing openings. (1) The Contractor 
shall immediately list all employment open-
ings that exist at the time of the execution 
of this contract and those which occur dur-
ing the performance of this contract, includ-
ing those not generated by this contract, and 
including those occurring at an establish-
ment of the Contractor other than the one 

where the contract is being performed, but 
excluding those of independently operated 
corporate affiliates, at an appropriate local 
public employment service office of the 
State wherein the opening occurs. Listing 
employment openings with the U.S. Depart-
ment of Labor’s America’s Job Bank shall 
satisfy the requirement to list jobs with the 
local employment service office. 

(2) The Contractor shall make the listing 
of employment openings with the local em-
ployment service office at least concurrently 
with using any other recruitment source or 
effort and shall involve the normal obliga-
tions of placing a bona fide job order, includ-
ing accepting referrals of veterans and non-
veterans. This listing of employment open-
ings does not require hiring any particular 
job applicant or hiring from any particular 
group of job applicants and is not intended 
to relieve the Contractor from any require-
ments of Executive orders or regulations 
concerning nondiscrimination in employ-
ment. 

(3) Whenever the Contractor becomes con-
tractually bound to the listing terms of this 
clause, it shall advise the State public em-
ployment agency in each State where it has 
establishments of the name and location of 
each hiring location in the State. As long as 
the Contractor is contractually bound to 
these terms and has so advised the State 
agency, it need not advise the State agency 
of subsequent contracts. The Contractor may 
advise the State agency when it is no longer 
bound by this contract clause. 

(d) Applicability. This clause does not apply 
to the listing of employment openings that 
occur and are filled outside the 50 States, the 
District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of 
Puerto Rico, the Commonwealth of the 
Northern Mariana Islands, American Samoa, 
Guam, the Virgin Islands of the United 
States, and Wake Island. 

(e) Postings. (1) The Contractor shall post 
employment notices in conspicuous places 
that are available to employees and appli-
cants for employment. 

(2) The employment notices shall— 
(i) State the rights of applicants and em-

ployees as well as the Contractor’s obliga-
tion under the law to take affirmative action 
to employ and advance in employment quali-
fied employees and applicants who are spe-
cial disabled veterans, veterans of the Viet-
nam era, and other eligible veterans; and 

(ii) Be in a form prescribed by the Deputy 
Assistant Secretary for Federal Contract 
Compliance Programs, Department of Labor 
(Deputy Assistant Secretary of Labor), and 
provided by or through the Contracting Offi-
cer. 

(3) The Contractor shall ensure that appli-
cants or employees who are special disabled 
veterans are informed of the contents of the 
notice (e.g., the Contractor may have the no-
tice read to a visually disabled veteran, or 
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may lower the posted notice so that it can be 
read by a person in a wheelchair). 

(4) The Contractor shall notify each labor 
union or representative of workers with 
which it has a collective bargaining agree-
ment, or other contract understanding, that 
the Contractor is bound by the terms of the 
Act and is committed to take affirmative ac-
tion to employ, and advance in employment, 
qualified special disabled veterans, veterans 
of the Vietnam era, and other eligible vet-
erans. 

(f) Noncompliance. If the Contractor does 
not comply with the requirements of this 
clause, the Government may take appro-
priate actions under the rules, regulations, 
and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor 
issued pursuant to the Act. 

(g) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall in-
sert the terms of this clause in all sub-
contracts or purchase orders of $25,000 or 
more unless exempted by rules, regulations, 
or orders of the Secretary of Labor. The Con-
tractor shall act as specified by the Deputy 
Assistant Secretary of Labor to enforce the 
terms, including action for noncompliance.

(a) Unless the Contractor is a State or 
local government agency, the Contractor 
shall report at least annually, as required by 
the Secretary of Labor, on— 

(1) The number of special disabled vet-
erans, the number of veterans of the Viet-
nam era, and other eligible veterans in the 
workforce of the Contractor by job category 
and hiring location; and 

(2) The total number of new employees 
hired during the period covered by the re-
port, and of the total, the number of special

(b) The Contractor shall report the above 
items by completing the Form VETS–100, en-
titled ‘‘Federal Contractor Veterans’’ Em-
ployment Report (VETS–100 Report)’’.

Reports no later than September 30 of each 
year beginning September 30, 1988. 

(d) The employment activity report re-
quired by paragraph (a)(2) of this clause shall 
reflect total hires during the most recent 12-
month period as of the ending date selected 
for the employment profile report required 
by paragraph (a)(1) of this clause.

(a) Definitions. Act, as used in this clause, 
means the Service Contract Act of 1965, as 
amended (41 U.S.C. 351, et seq.). 

Contractor, as used in this clause or in any 
subcontract, shall be deemed to refer to the 
subcontractor, except in the term Govern-
ment Prime Contractor.

Service employee, as used in this clause, 
means any person engaged in the perform-
ance of this contract other than any person 
employed in a bona fide executive, adminis-
trative, or professional capacity, as these 
terms are defined in part 541 of title 29, Code 
of Federal Regulations, as revised. It in-
cludes all such persons regardless of any con-
tractual relationship that may be alleged to 
exist between a Contractor or subcontractor 
and such persons. 

(b) Applicability. This contract is subject to 
the following provisions and to all other ap-
plicable provisions of the Act and regula-
tions of the Secretary of Labor (29 CFR part 
4). This clause does not apply to contracts or 
subcontracts administratively exempted by 
the Secretary of Labor or exempted by 41 
U.S.C. 356, as interpreted in subpart C of 29 
CFR part 4. 

(c) Compensation. (1) Each service employee 
employed in the performance of this con-
tract by the Contractor or any subcontractor 
shall be paid not less than the minimum 
monetary wages and shall be furnished fringe 
benefits in accordance with the wages and 
fringe benefits determined by the Secretary 
of Labor, or authorized representative, as 
specified in any wage determination at-
tached to this contract. 

(2)(i) If a wage determination is attached 
to this contract, the Contractor shall clas-
sify any class of service employee which is 
not listed therein and which is to be em-
ployed under the contract (i.e., the work to 
be performed is not performed by any classi-
fication listed in the wage determination) so 
as to provide a reasonable relationship (i.e., 
appropriate level of skill comparison) be-
tween such unlisted classifications and the 
classifications listed in the wage determina-
tion. Such conformed class of employees 
shall be paid the monetary wages and fur-
nished the fringe benefits as are determined 
pursuant to the procedures in this paragraph 
(c). 

(ii) This conforming procedure shall be ini-
tiated by the Contractor prior to the per-
formance of contract work by the unlisted 
class of employee. The Contractor shall sub-
mit Standard Form (SF) 1444, Request for 
Authorization of Additional Classification 
and Rate, to the Contracting Officer no later 
than 30 days after the unlisted class of em-
ployee performs any contract work. The Con-
tracting Officer shall review the proposed 
classification and rate and promptly submit 

the completed SF 1444 (which must include 
information regarding the agreement or dis-
agreement of the employees’ authorized rep-
resentatives or the employees themselves to-
gether with the agency recommendation), 
and all pertinent information to the Wage 
and Hour Division, Employment Standards 
Administration U.S. Department of Labor. 
The Wage and Hour Division will approve, 
modify, or disapprove the action or render a 
final determination in the event of disagree-
ment within 30 days of receipt or will notify 
the Contracting Officer within 30 days of re-
ceipt that additional time is necessary. 

(iii) The final determination of the con-
formance action by the Wage and Hour Divi-
sion shall be transmitted to the Contracting 
Officer who shall promptly notify the Con-
tractor of the action taken. Each affected 
employee shall be furnished by the Con-
tractor with a written copy of such deter-
mination or it shall be posted as a part of 
the wage determination. 

(iv)(A) The process of establishing wage 
and fringe benefit rates that bear a reason-
able relationship to those listed in a wage 
determination cannot be reduced to any sin-
gle formula. The approach used may vary 
from wage determination to wage determina-
tion depending on the circumstances. Stand-
ard wage and salary administration practices 
which rank various job classifications by pay 
grade pursuant to point schemes or other job 
factors may, for example, be relied upon. 
Guidance may also be obtained from the way 
different jobs are rated under Federal pay 
systems (Federal Wage Board Pay System 
and the General Schedule) or from other 
wage determinations issued in the same lo-
cality. Basic to the establishment of any 
conformable wage rate(s) is the concept that 
a pay relationship should be maintained be-
tween job classifications based on the skill 
required and the duties performed. 

(B) In the case of a contract modification, 
an exercise of an option, or extension of an 
existing contract, or in any other case where 
a Contractor succeeds a contract under 
which the classification in question was pre-
viously conformed pursuant to paragraph (c) 
of this clause, a new conformed wage rate 
and fringe benefits may be assigned to the 
conformed classification by indexing (i.e., 
adjusting) the previous conformed rate and 
fringe benefits by an amount equal to the av-
erage (mean) percentage increase (or de-
crease, where appropriate) between the 
wages and fringe benefits specified for all 
classifications to be used on the contract 
which are listed in the current wage deter-
mination, and those specified for the cor-
responding classifications in the previously 
applicable wage determination. Where con-
forming actions are accomplished in accord-
ance with this paragraph prior to the per-
formance of contract work by the unlisted 
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class of employees, the Contractor shall ad-
vise the Contracting Officer of the action 
taken but the other procedures in subdivi-
sion (c)(2)(ii) of this clause need not be fol-
lowed. 

(C) No employee engaged in performing 
work on this contract shall in any event be 
paid less than the currently applicable min-
imum wage specified under section 6(a)(1) of 
the Fair Labor Standards Act of 1938, as 
amended. 

(v) The wage rate and fringe benefits fi-
nally determined under this subparagraph 
(c)(2) of this clause shall be paid to all em-
ployees performing in the classification from 
the first day on which contract work is per-
formed by them in the classification. Failure 
to pay the unlisted employees the compensa-
tion agreed upon by the interested parties 
and/or finally determined by the Wage and 
Hour Division retroactive to the date such 
class of employees commenced contract 
work shall be a violation of the Act and this 
contract. 

(vi) Upon discovery of failure to comply 
with subparagraph (c)(2) of this clause, the 
Wage and Hour Division shall make a final 
determination of conformed classification, 
wage rate, and/or fringe benefits which shall 
be retroactive to the date such class or class-
es of employees commenced contract work. 

(3) Adjustment of Compensation. If the term 
of this contract is more than 1 year, the min-
imum monetary wages and fringe benefits re-
quired to be paid or furnished thereunder to 
service employees under this contract shall 
be subject to adjustment after 1 year and not 
less often than once every 2 years, under 
wage determinations issued by the Wage and 
Hour Division. 

(d) Obligation to Furnish Fringe Benefits. 
The Contractor or subcontractor may dis-
charge the obligation to furnish fringe bene-
fits specified in the attachment or deter-
mined under subparagraph (c)(2) of this 
clause by furnishing equivalent combina-
tions of bona fide fringe benefits, or by mak-
ing equivalent or differential cash payments, 
only in accordance with subpart D of 29 CFR 
part 4. 

(e) Minimum Wage. In the absence of a min-
imum wage attachment for this contract, 
neither the Contractor nor any subcon-
tractor under this contract shall pay any 
person performing work under this contract 
(regardless of whether the person is a service 
employee) less than the minimum wage spec-
ified by section 6(a)(1) of the Fair Labor 
Standards Act of 1938. Nothing in this clause 
shall relieve the Contractor or any subcon-
tractor of any other obligation under law or 
contract for payment of a higher wage to 
any employee. 

(f) Successor Contracts. If this contract suc-
ceeds a contract subject to the Act under 
which substantially the same services were 
furnished in the same locality and service 

employees were paid wages and fringe bene-
fits provided for in a collective bargaining 
agreement, in the absence of the minimum 
wage attachment for this contract setting 
forth such collectively bargained wage rates 
and fringe benefits, neither the Contractor 
nor any subcontractor under this contract 
shall pay any service employee performing 
any of the contract work (regardless of 
whether or not such employee was employed 
under the predecessor contract), less than 
the wages and fringe benefits provided for in 
such collective bargaining agreement, to 
which such employee would have been enti-
tled if employed under the predecessor con-
tract, including accrued wages and fringe 
benefits and any prospective increases in 
wages and fringe benefits provided for under 
such agreement. No Contractor or subcon-
tractor under this contract may be relieved 
of the foregoing obligation unless the limita-
tions of 29 CFR 4.1b(b) apply or unless the 
Secretary of Labor or the Secretary’s au-
thorized representative finds, after a hearing 
as provided in 29 CFR 4.10 that the wages 
and/or fringe benefits provided for in such 
agreement are substantially at variance with 
those which prevail for services of a char-
acter similar in the locality, or determines, 
as provided in 29 CFR 4.11, that the collec-
tive bargaining agreement applicable to 
service employees employed under the prede-
cessor contract was not entered into as a re-
sult of arm’s length negotiations. Where it is 
found in accordance with the review proce-
dures provided in 29 CFR 4.10 and/or 4.11 and 
parts 6 and 8 that some or all of the wages 
and/or fringe benefits contained in a prede-
cessor Contractor’s collective bargaining 
agreement are substantially at variance with 
those which prevail for services of a char-
acter similar in the locality, and/or that the 
collective bargaining agreement applicable 
to service employees employed under the 
predecessor contract was not entered into as 
a result of arm’s length negotiations, the De-
partment will issue a new or revised wage de-
termination setting forth the applicable 
wage rates and fringe benefits. Such deter-
mination shall be made part of the contract 
or subcontract, in accordance with the deci-
sion of the Administrator, the Administra-
tive Law Judge, or the Board of Service Con-
tract Appeals, as the case may be, irrespec-
tive of whether such issuance occurs prior to 
or after the award of a contract or sub-
contract (53 Comp. Gen. 401 (1973)). In the 
case of a wage determination issued solely as 
a result of a finding of substantial variance, 
such determination shall be effective as of 
the date of the final administrative decision. 

(g) Notification to Employees. The Con-
tractor and any subcontractor under this 
contract shall notify each service employee 
commencing work on this contract of the 
minimum monetary wage and any fringe 
benefits required to be paid pursuant to this 
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contract, or shall post the wage determina-
tion attached to this contract. The poster 
provided by the Department of Labor (Publi-
cation WH 1313) shall be posted in a promi-
nent and accessible place at the worksite.

(h) Safe and Sanitary Working Conditions. 
The Contractor or subcontractor shall not 
permit any part of the services called for by 
this contract to be performed in buildings or 
surroundings or under working conditions 
provided by or under the control or super-
vision of the Contractor or subcontractor 
which are unsanitary, hazardous, or dan-
gerous to the health or safety of the service 
employees. The Contractor or subcontractor 
shall comply with the safety and health 
standards applied under 29 CFR part 1925. 

(i) Records. (1) The Contractor and each 
subcontractor performing work subject to 
the Act shall make and maintain for 3 years 
from the completion of the work, and make 
them available for inspection and tran-
scription by authorized representatives of 
the Wage and Hour Division, Employment 
Standards Administration, a record of the 
following: 

(i) For each employee subject to the Act— 
(A) Name and address and social security 

number; 
(B) Correct work classification or classi-

fications, rate or rates of monetary wages 
paid and fringe benefits provided, rate or 
rates of payments in lieu of fringe benefits, 
and total daily and weekly compensation; 

(C) Daily and weekly hours worked by each 
employee; and 

(D) Any deductions, rebates, or refunds 
from the total daily or weekly compensation 
of each employee. 

(ii) For those classes of service employees 
not included in any wage determination at-
tached to this contract, wage rates or fringe 
benefits determined by the interested parties 
or by the Administrator or authorized rep-
resentative under the terms of paragraph (c) 
of this clause. A copy of the report required 
by subdivision (c)(2)(ii) of this clause will 
fulfill this requirement. 

(iii) Any list of the predecessor Contrac-
tor’s employees which had been furnished to 
the Contractor as prescribed by paragraph 
(n) of this clause. 

(2) The Contractor shall also make avail-
able a copy of this contract for inspection or 
transcription by authorized representatives 
of the Wage and Hour Division. 

(3) Failure to make and maintain or to 
make available these records for inspection 
and transcription shall be a violation of the 
regulations and this contract, and in the 
case of failure to produce these records, the 
Contracting Officer, upon direction of the 
Department of Labor and notification to the 
Contractor, shall take action to cause sus-

pension of any further payment or advance 
of funds until the violation ceases. 

(4) The Contractor shall permit authorized 
representatives of the Wage and Hour Divi-
sion to conduct interviews with employees at 
the worksite during normal working hours. 

(j) Pay Periods. The Contractor shall un-
conditionally pay to each employee subject 
to the Act all wages due free and clear and 
without subsequent deduction (except as oth-
erwise provided by law or Regulations, 29 
CFR part 4), rebate, or kickback on any ac-
count. These payments shall be made no 
later than one pay period following the end 
of the regular pay period in which the wages 
were earned or accrued. A pay period under 
this Act may not be of any duration longer 
than semi-monthly. 

(k) Withholding of Payments and Termi-
nation of Contract. The Contracting Officer 
shall withhold or cause to be withheld from 
the Government Prime Contractor under 
this or any other Government contract with 
the Prime Contractor such sums as an appro-
priate official of the Department of Labor re-
quests or such sums as the Contracting Offi-
cer decides may be necessary to pay under-
paid employees employed by the Contractor 
or subcontractor. In the event of failure to 
pay any employees subject to the Act all or 
part of the wages or fringe benefits due 
under the Act, the Contracting Officer may, 
after authorization or by direction of the De-
partment of Labor and written notification 
to the Contractor, take action to cause sus-
pension of any further payment or advance 
of funds until such violations have ceased. 
Additionally, any failure to comply with the 
requirements of this clause may be grounds 
for termination of the right to proceed with 
the contract work. In such event, the Gov-
ernment may enter into other contracts or 
arrangements for completion of the work, 
charging the Contractor in default with any 
additional cost. 

(l) Subcontracts. The Contractor agrees to 
insert this clause in all subcontracts subject 
to the Act. 

(m) Collective Bargaining Agreements Appli-
cable to Service Employees. If wages to be paid 
or fringe benefits to be furnished any service 
employees employed by the Government 
Prime Contractor or any subcontractor 
under the contract are provided for in a col-
lective bargaining agreement which is or 
will be effective during any period in which 
the contract is being performed, the Govern-
ment Prime Contractor shall report such 
fact to the Contracting Officer, together 
with full information as to the application 
and accrual of such wages and fringe bene-
fits, including any prospective increases, to 
service employees engaged in work on the 
contract, and a copy of the collective bar-
gaining agreement. Such report shall be 
made upon commencing performance of the 
contract, in the case of collective bargaining 
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agreements effective at such time, and in the 
case of such agreements or provisions or 
amendments thereof effective at a later time 
during the period of contract performance 
such agreements shall be reported promptly 
after negotiation thereof. 

(n) Seniority List. Not less than 10 days 
prior to completion of any contract being 
performed at a Federal facility where service 
employees may be retained in the perform-
ance of the succeeding contract and subject 
to a wage determination which contains va-
cation or other benefit provisions based upon 
length of service with a Contractor (prede-
cessor) or successor (29 CFR 4.173), the in-
cumbent Prime Contractor shall furnish the 
Contracting Officer a certified list of the 
names, of all service employees on the Con-
tractor’s or subcontractor’s payroll during 
the last month of contract performance. 
Such list shall also contain anniversary 
dates of employment on the contract either 
with the current or predecessor Contractors 
of each such service employee. The Con-
tracting Officer shall turn over such list to 
the successor Contractor at the commence-
ment of the succeeding contract. 

(o) Rulings and Interpretations. Rulings and 
interpretations of the Act are contained in 
Regulations, 29 CFR part 4. 

(p) Contractor’s Certification. (1) By entering 
into this contract, the Contractor (and offi-
cials thereof) certifies that neither it (nor he 
or she) nor any person or firm who has a sub-
stantial interest in the Contractor’s firm is a 
person or firm ineligible to be awarded Gov-
ernment contracts by virtue of the sanctions 
imposed under section 5 of the Act. 

(2) No part of this contract shall be subcon-
tracted to any person or firm ineligible for 
award of a Government contract under sec-
tion 5 of the Act. 

(3) The penalty for making false state-
ments is prescribed in the U.S. Criminal 
Code, 18 U.S.C. 1001. 

(q) Variations, Tolerances, and Exemptions 
Involving Employment. Notwithstanding any 
of the provisions in paragraphs (b) through 
(o) of this clause, the following employees 
may be employed in accordance with the fol-
lowing variations, tolerances, and exemp-
tions, which the Secretary of Labor, pursu-
ant to section 4(b) of the Act prior to its 
amendment by Pub. L. 92–473, found to be 
necessary and proper in the public interest 
or to avoid serious impairment of the con-
duct of Government business.

ments in lieu thereof required under section 
2(a)(2) of the Act, in accordance with the 
conditions and procedures prescribed for the 

employment of apprentices, student-learn-
ers, handicapped persons, and handicapped 
clients of sheltered workshops under section 
14 of the Fair Labor Standards Act of 1938, in 
the regulations issued by the Administrator 
(29 CFR parts 520, 521, 524, and 525). 

(2) The Administrator will issue certifi-
cates under the Act for the employment of 
apprentices, student-learners, handicapped 
persons, or handicapped clients of sheltered 
workshops not subject to the Fair Labor 
Standards Act of 1938, or subject to different 
minimum rates of pay under the two acts, 
authorizing appropriate rates of minimum 
wages (but without changing requirements 
concerning fringe benefits or supplementary 
cash payments in lieu thereof), applying pro-
cedures prescribed by the applicable regula-
tions issued under the Fair Labor Standards 
Act of 1938 (29 CFR parts 520, 521, 524, and 
525). 

(3) The Administrator will also withdraw, 
annul, or cancel such certificates in accord-
ance with the regulations in 29 CFR parts 525 
and 528. 

(r) Apprentices. Apprentices will be per-
mitted to work at less than the predeter-
mined rate for the work they perform when 
they are employed and individually reg-
istered in a bona fide apprenticeship pro-
gram registered with a State Apprenticeship 
Agency which is recognized by the U.S. De-
partment of Labor, or if no such recognized 
agency exists in a State, under a program 
registered with the Bureau of Apprenticeship 
and Training, Employment and Training Ad-
ministration, U.S. Department of Labor. Any 
employee who is not registered as an appren-
tice in an approved program shall be paid the 
wage rate and fringe benefits contained in 
the applicable wage determination for the 
journeyman classification of work actually 
performed. The wage rates paid apprentices 
shall not be less than the wage rate for their 
level of progress set forth in the registered 
program, expressed as the appropriate per-
centage of the journeyman’s rate contained 
in the applicable wage determination. The 
allowable ratio of apprentices to journeymen 
employed on the contract work in any craft 
classification shall not be greater than the 
ratio permitted to the Contractor as to his 
entire work force under the registered pro-
gram. 

(s) Tips. An employee engaged in an occu-
pation in which the employee customarily 
and regularly receives more than $30 a 
month in tips may have the amount of these 
tips credited by the employer against the 
minimum wage required by section 2(a)(1) or 
section 2(b)(1) of the Act, in accordance with 
section 3(m) of the Fair Labor Standards Act 
and Regulations 29 CFR part 531. However, 
the amount of credit shall not exceed $1.34 
per hour beginning January l, 1981. To use 
this provision— 
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(1) The employer must inform tipped em-
ployees about this tip credit allowance be-
fore the credit is utilized; 

(2) The employees must be allowed to re-
tain all tips (individually or through a pool-
ing arrangement and regardless of whether 
the employer elects to take a credit for tips 
received); 

(3) The employer must be able to show by 
records that the employee receives at least 
the applicable Service Contract Act min-
imum wage through the combination of di-
rect wages and tip credit; and 

(4) The use of such tip credit must have 
been permitted under any predecessor collec-
tive bargaining agreement applicable by vir-
tue of section 4(c) of the Act. 

(t) Disputes Concerning Labor Standards. 
The U.S. Department of Labor has set forth 
in 29 CFR parts 4, 6, and 8 procedures for re-
solving disputes concerning labor standards 
requirements. Such disputes shall be re-
solved in accordance with those procedures 
and not the Disputes clause of this contract. 
Disputes within the meaning of this clause 
include disputes between the Contractor (or 
any of its subcontractors) and the con-
tracting agency, the U.S. Department of 
Labor, or the employees or their representa-
tives.

This 
lowering can be detrimental in obtaining the 
quality of professional services needed for 
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adequate contract performance. It is there-
fore in the Government’s best interest that 
professional employees, as defined in 29 CFR 
541, be properly and fairly compensated. As a 
part of their proposals, offerors will submit a 
total compensation plan setting forth sala-
ries and fringe benefits proposed for the pro-
fessional employees who will work under the 
contract. The Government will evaluate the 
plan to assure that it reflects a sound man-
agement approach and understanding of the 
contract requirements. This evaluation will 
include an assessment of the offeror’s ability 
to provide uninterrupted high-quality work. 
The professional compensation proposed will 
be considered in terms of its impact upon re-
cruiting and retention, its realism, and its 
consistency with a total plan for compensa-
tion. Supporting information will include 
data, such as recognized national and re-
gional compensation surveys and studies of 
professional, public and private organiza-
tions, used in establishing the total com-
pensation structure. 

(b) The compensation levels proposed 
should reflect a clear understanding of work 
to be performed and should indicate the ca-
pability of the proposed compensation struc-
ture to obtain and keep suitably qualified 
personnel to meet mission objectives. The 
salary rates or ranges must take into ac-
count differences in skills, the complexity of 
various disciplines, and professional job dif-
ficulty. Additionally, proposals envisioning 
compensation levels lower than those of 
predecessor contractors for the same work 
will be evaluated on the basis of maintaining 
program continuity, uninterrupted high-
quality work, and availability of required 
competent professional service employees. 
Offerors are cautioned that lowered com-
pensation for essentially the same profes-
sional work may indicate lack of sound man-
agement judgment and lack of understanding 
of the requirement. 

(c) The Government is concerned with the 
quality and stability of the work force to be 
employed on this contract. Professional 
compensation that is unrealistically low or 
not in reasonable relationship to the various 
job categories, since it may impair the Con-
tractor’s ability to attract and retain com-
petent professional service employees, may 
be viewed as evidence of failure to com-
prehend the complexity of the contract re-
quirements. 

(d) Failure to comply with these provisions 
may constitute sufficient cause to justify re-
jection of a proposal.

Upon 
arrival of shipment at port of entry, District 
Director of Customs, please release shipment 
under 19 CFR part 142 and notify [cognizant 
contract administration office] for execution of 
Customs Forms 7501 and 7501–A and any re-
quired duty-free entry certificates.’’; 

(5) Gross weight in pounds (if freight is 
based on space tonnage, state cubic feet in 
addition to gross shipping weight); and 

(6) Estimated value in United States dol-
lars. 

(h) The Contractor shall instruct the for-
eign supplier to— 

(1) Consign the shipment as specified in 
paragraph (g) of this clause;

is issued); or 

(2) For components manufactured by the 
Contractor, all costs associated with the 
manufacture of the component, including 
transportation costs as described in para-
graph (1) of this definition, plus allocable 
overhead costs, but excluding profit. Cost of 
components does not include any costs asso-
ciated with the manufacture of the end prod-
uct. 

Domestic construction material means— 
(1) An unmanufactured construction mate-

rial mined or produced in the United States;

(2) A construction material manufactured 
in the United States, if the cost of its compo-
nents mined, produced, or manufactured in 
the United States exceeds 50 percent of the 
cost of all its components.

United States means the 50 States, the Dis-
trict of Columbia, and outlying areas.

(H) A detailed justification of the reason 
for use of foreign construction materials 
cited in accordance with paragraph (b)(3) of 
this clause. 

(ii) A request based on unreasonable cost 
shall include a reasonable survey of the mar-
ket and a completed price comparison table 
in the format in paragraph (d) of this clause. 

(iii) The price of construction material 
shall include all delivery costs to the con-
struction site and any applicable duty 
(whether or not a duty-free certificate may 
be issued). 

(iv) Any Contractor request for a deter-
mination submitted after contract award 
shall explain why the Contractor could not 
reasonably foresee the need for such deter-
mination and could not have requested the 
determination before contract award. If the 
Contractor does not submit a satisfactory 
explanation, the Contracting Officer need 
not make a determination. 

(2) If the Government determines after 
contract award that an exception to the Buy 
American Act applies and the Contracting 
Officer and the Contractor negotiate ade-
quate consideration, the Contracting Officer 
will modify the contract to allow use of the 
foreign construction material. However, 
when the basis for the exception is the un-
reasonable price of a domestic construction 
material, adequate consideration is not less 
than the differential established in para-
graph (b)(3)(i) of this clause. 

(3) Unless the Government determines that 
an exception to the Buy American Act ap-
plies, use of foreign construction material is 
noncompliant with the Buy American Act or 
Balance of Payments Program.

for use of foreign construction materials 
cited in accordance with paragraph (b)(3) of 
this clause.

(3) Nonprofit organization means a univer-
sity or other institution of higher education 
or an organization of the type described in 
section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code 

of 1954 (26 U.S.C. 501(c)) and exempt from tax-
ation under section 501(a) of the Internal 
Revenue Code (26 U.S.C. 501(a)) or any non-
profit scientific or educational organization 
qualified under a state nonprofit organiza-
tion statute. 

(4) Practical application means to manufac-
ture, in the case of a composition of product; 
to practice, in the case of a process or meth-
od, or to operate, in the case of a machine or 
system; and, in each case, under such condi-
tions as to establish that the invention is 
being utilized and that its benefits are, to 
the extent permitted by law or Government 
regulations, available to the public on rea-
sonable terms. 

(5) Small business firm means a small busi-
ness concern as defined at section 2 of Pub. 
L. 85–536 (15 U.S.C. 632) and implementing 
regulations of the Administrator of the 
Small Business Administration. For the pur-
pose of this clause, the size standards for 
small business concerns involved in Govern-
ment procurement and subcontracting at 13 
CFR 121.3–8 and 13 CFR 121.3–12, respectively, 
will be used. 

(6) Subject invention means any invention of 
the contractor conceived or first actually re-
duced to practice in the performance of work 
under this contract, provided that in the 
case of a variety of plant, the date of deter-
mination (as defined in section 41(d) of the 
Plant Variety Protection Act, 7 U.S.C. 
2401(d)) must also occur during the period of 
contract performance. 

(b) Allocation of principal rights. The Con-
tractor may retain the entire right, title, 
and interest throughout the world to each 
subject invention subject to the provisions of 
this clause and 35 U.S.C. 203. With respect to 
any subject invention in which the Con-
tractor retains title, the Federal Govern-
ment shall have a nonexclusive, nontransfer-
able, irrevocable, paid-up license to practice 
or have practiced for or on behalf of the 
United States the subject invention through-
out the world. 

(c) Invention disclosure, election of title, and 
filing of patent application by contractor. (1) 
The Contractor will disclose each subject in-
vention to the Federal agency within 2 
months after the inventor discloses it in 
writing to Contractor personnel responsible 
for patent matters. The disclosure to the 
agency shall be in the form of a written re-
port and shall identify the contract under 
which the invention was made and the inven-
tor(s). It shall be sufficiently complete in 
technical detail to convey a clear under-
standing to the extent known at the time of 
the disclosure, of the nature, purpose, oper-
ation, and the physical, chemical, biological 
or electrical characteristics of the invention. 
The disclosure shall also identify any publi-
cation, on sale or public use of the invention 
and whether a manuscript describing the in-
vention has been submitted for publication 
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and, if so, whether it has been accepted for 
publication at the time of disclosure. In ad-
dition, after disclosure to the agency, the 
contractor will promptly notify the agency 
of the acceptance of any manuscript describ-
ing the invention for publication or of any 
on sale or public use planned by the Con-
tractor. 

(2) The Contractor will elect in writing 
whether or not to retain title to any such in-
vention by notifying the Federal agency 
within 2 years of disclosure to the Federal 
agency. However, in any case where publica-
tion, on sale or public use has initiated the 
1 year statutory period wherein valid patent 
protection can still be obtained in the United 
States, the period for election of title may 
be shortened by the agency to a date that is 
no more than 60 days prior to the end of the 
statutory period. 

(3) The Contractor will file its initial pat-
ent application on a subject invention to 
which it elects to retain title within 1 year 
after election of title, or, if earlier, prior to 
the end of any statutory period wherein 
valid patent protection can be obtained in 
the United States after a publication, on 
sale, or public use. The Contractor will file 
patent applications in additional countries 
or international patent offices within either 
10 months of the corresponding initial patent 
application or 6 months from the date per-
mission is granted by the Commissioner of 
Patents and Trademarks to file foreign pat-
ent applications where such filing has been 
prohibited by a Secrecy Order. 

(4) Requests for extension of the time for 
disclosure election, and filing under subpara-
graphs (c) (1), (2), and (3) of this clause may, 
at the discretion of the agency, be granted. 

(d) Conditions when the government may ob-
tain title. The Contractor will convey to the 
Federal agency, upon written request, title 
to any subject invention— 

(1) If the Contractor fails to disclose or 
elect title to the subject invention within 
the times specified in paragraph (c) of this 
clause, or elects not to retain title; provided, 
that the agency may only request title with-
in 60 days after learning of the failure of the 
Contractor to disclose or elect within the 
specified times.

tain title in that country. 

(3) In any country in which the Contractor 
decided not to continue the prosecution of 
any application for, to pay the maintenance 
fees on, or defend in reexamination or oppo-

sition proceeding on, a patent on a subject 
invention. 

(e) Minimum rights to Contractor and protec-
tion of the Contractor right to file. (1) The Con-
tractor will retain a nonexclusive royalty-
free license throughout the world in each 
subject invention to which the Government 
obtains title, except if the Contractor fails 
to disclose the invention within the times 
specified in paragraph (c) of this clause. The 
Contractor’s license extends to its domestic 
subsidiary and affiliates, if any, within the 
corporate structure of which the Contractor 
is a party and includes the right to grant 
sublicenses of the same scope to the extent 
the Contractor was legally obligated to do so 
at the time the contract was awarded. The 
license is transferable only with the approval 
of the Federal Agency, except when trans-
ferred to the successor of that part of the 
Contractor’s business to which the invention 
pertains. 

(2) The Contractor’s domestic license may 
be revoked or modified by the funding Fed-
eral agency to the extent necessary to 
achieve expeditious practical application of 
subject invention pursuant to an application 
for an exclusive license submitted in accord-
ance with applicable provisions at 37 CFR 
part 404 and agency licensing regulations (if 
any). This license will not be revoked in that 
field of use or the geographical areas in 
which the Contractor has achieved practical 
application and continues to make the bene-
fits of the invention reasonably accessible to 
the public. The license in any foreign coun-
try may be revoked or modified at the dis-
cretion of the funding Federal agency to the 
extent the Contractor, its licensees, or the 
domestic subsidiaries or affiliates have failed 
to achieve practical application in that for-
eign country. 

(3) Before revocation or modification of the 
license, the funding Federal agency will fur-
nish the Contractor a written notice of its 
intention to revoke or modify the license, 
and the Contractor will be allowed 30 days 
(or such other time as may be authorized by 
the funding Federal agency for good cause 
shown by the Contractor) after the notice to 
show cause why the license should not be re-
voked or modified. The Contractor has the 
right to appeal, in accordance with applica-
ble regulations in 37 CFR part 404 and agency 
regulations, if any, concerning the licensing 
revocation of modification of the license. 

(f) Contractor action to protect the govern-
ment’s interest. (1) The Contractor agrees to 
execute or to have executed and promptly 
deliver to the Federal agency all instru-
ments necessary to (i) establish or confirm 
the rights the government has throughout 
the world in those subject inventions to 
which the Contractor elects to retain title, 
and (ii) convey title to the Federal agency 
when requested under paragraph (d) of this 
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clause and to enable the Government to ob-
tain patent protection throughout the world 
in that subject invention. 

(2) The Contractor agrees to require, by 
written agreement, its employees, other 
than clerical and nontechnical employees, to 
disclose promptly in writing to personnel 
identified as responsible for the administra-
tion of patent matters and in a format sug-
gested by the Contractor each subject inven-
tion made under contract in order that the 
Contractor can comply with the disclosure 
provisions of paragraph (c) of this clause, 
and to execute all papers necessary to file 
patent applications on subject inventions 
and to establish the Government’s rights in 
the subject inventions. This disclosure for-
mat should require, as a minimum, the infor-
mation required by subparagraph (c)(1) of 
this clause. The Contractor shall instruct 
such employees, through employee agree-
ments or other suitable educational pro-
grams, on the importance of reporting inven-
tions in sufficient time to permit the filing 
of patent applications prior to U.S. or for-
eign statutory bars. 

(3) The Contractor will notify the Federal 
agency of any decisions not to continue the 
prosecution of a patent application, pay 
maintenance fees, or defend in a reexamina-
tion or opposition proceeding on a patent, in 
any country, not less than 30 days before the 
expiration of the response period required by 
the relevant patent office. 

(4) The Contractor agrees to include, with-
in the specification of any United States pat-
ent application and any patent issuing there-
on covering a subject invention, the fol-
lowing statement, ‘‘The invention was made 
with Government support under (identify the 
contract) awarded by (identify the Federal 
agency). The Government has certain rights 
in the invention.’’

(g) Subcontracts. (1) The Contractor will in-
clude this clause, suitably modified to iden-
tify the parties, in all subcontracts, regard-
less of tier, for experimental, developmental, 
or research work to be performed by a small 
business firm or domestic nonprofit organi-
zation. The subcontractor will retain all 
rights provided for the Contractor in this 
clause, and the Contractor will not, as part 
of the consideration for awarding the sub-
contract, obtain rights in the subcontrac-
tor’s subject inventions. 

(2) The Contractor will include in all other 
subcontracts, regardless of tier, for experi-
mental, developmental, or research work the 
patent rights clause required by subpart 27.3. 

(3) In the case of subcontracts, at any tier, 
the agency, subcontractor, and the Con-
tractor agree that the mutual obligations of 
the parties created by this clause constitute 
a contract between the subcontractor and 
the Federal agency with respect to the mat-
ters covered by the clause; provided, how-
ever, that nothing in this paragraph is in-

tended to confer any jurisdiction under the 
Contract Disputes Act in connection with 
proceedings under paragraph (j) of this 
clause. 

(h) Reporting on utilization of subject inven-
tions. The Contractor agrees to submit, on 
request, periodic reports no more frequently 
than annually on the utilization of a subject 
invention or on efforts at obtaining such uti-
lization that are being made by the Con-
tractor or its licensees or assignees. Such re-
ports shall include information regarding the 
status of development, date of first commer-
cial sale or use, gross royalties received by 
the Contractor, and such other data and in-
formation as the agency may reasonably 
specify. The Contractor also agrees to pro-
vide additional reports as may be requested 
by the agency in connection with any march-
in proceeding undertaken by the agency in 
accordance with paragraph (j) of this clause. 
As required by 35 U.S.C. 202(c)(5), the agency 
agrees it will not disclose such information 
to persons outside the Government without 
permission of the Contractor. 

(i) Preference for United States industry. Not-
withstanding any other provision of this 
clause, the Contractor agrees that neither it 
nor any assignee will grant to any person the 
exclusive right to use or sell any subject in-
vention in the United States unless such per-
son agrees that any product embodying the 
subject invention or produced through the 
use of the subject invention will be manufac-
tured substantially in the United States. 
However, in individual cases, the require-
ment for such an agreement may be waived 
by the Federal agency upon a showing by the 
Contractor or its assignee that reasonable 
but unsuccessful efforts have been made to 
grant licenses on similar terms to potential 
licensees that would be likely to manufac-
ture substantially in the United States or 
that under the circumstances domestic man-
ufacture is not commercially feasible. 

(j) March-in rights. The Contractor agrees 
that, with respect to any subject invention 
in which it has acquired title, the Federal 
agency has the right in accordance with the 
procedures in 37 CFR 401.6 and any supple-
mental regulations of the agency to require 
the Contractor, an assignee or exclusive li-
censee of a subject invention to grant a non-
exclusive, partially exclusive, or exclusive li-
cense in any field of use to a responsible ap-
plicant or applicants, upon terms that are 
reasonable under the circumstances, and if 
the Contractor, assignee, or exclusive li-
censee refuses such a request the Federal 
agency has the right to grant such a license 
itself if the Federal agency determines 
that— 

(1) Such action is necessary because the 
Contractor or assignee has not taken, or is 
not expected to take within a reasonable 
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time, effective steps to achieve practical ap-
plication of the subject invention in such 
field of use; 

(2) Such action is necessary to alleviate 
health or safety needs which are not reason-
ably satisfied by the Contractor, assignee, or 
their licensees; 

(3) Such action is necessary to meet re-
quirements for public use specified by Fed-
eral regulations and such requirements are 
not reasonably satisifed by the Contractor, 
assignee, or licensees; or 

(4) Such action is necessary because the 
agreement required by paragraph (i) of this 
clause has not been obtained or waived or be-
cause a licensee of the exclusive right to use 
or sell any subject invention in the United 
States is in breach of such agreement. 

(k) Special provisions for contracts with non-
profit organizations. If the Contractor is a 
nonprofit organization, it agrees that— 

(1) Rights to a subject invention in the 
United States may not be assigned without 
the approval of the Federal agency, except 
where such assignment is made to an organi-
zation which has as one of its primary func-
tions the management of inventions, pro-
vided that such assignee will be subject to 
the same provisions as the Contractor; 

(2) The Contractor will share royalties col-
lected on a subject invention with the inven-
tor, including Federal employee co-inventors 
(when the agency deems it appropriate) when 
the subject invention is assigned in accord-
ance with 35 U.S.C. 202(e) and 37 CFR 401.10; 

(3) The balance of any royalties or income 
earned by the Contractor with respect to 
subject inventions, after payment of ex-
penses (including payments to inventors) in-
cidental to the administration of subject in-
ventions will be utilized for the support of 
scientific research or education; and 

(4) It will make efforts that are reasonable 
under the circumstances to attract licensees 
of subject inventions that are small business 
firms, and that it will give a preference to a 
small business firm when licensing a subject 
invention if the Contractor determines that 
the small business firm has a plan or pro-
posal for marketing the invention which, if 
executed, is equally as likely to bring the in-
vention to practical application as any plans 
or proposals from applicants that are not 
small business firms; provided, that the Con-
tractor is also satisfied that the small busi-
ness firm has the capability and resources to 
carry out its plan or proposal. The decision 
whether to give a preference in any specific 
case will be at the discretion of the con-
tractor. However, the Contractor agrees that

Made when used in relation to any inven-
tion means the conception or first actual re-
duction to practice of such invention. 

Nonprofit organization means a domestic 
university or other institution of higher edu-
cation or an organization of the type de-
scribed in section 501(c)(3) of the Internal 
Revenue Code of 1954 (26 U.S.C. 501(c)) and 
exempt from taxation under section 501(a) of 
the Internal Revenue Code (26 U.S.C. 501(a)) 
or any nonprofit scientific or educational or-
ganization qualified under a state nonprofit 
organization statute. 

Practical application means to manufacture 
in the case of a composition or product, to 
practice in the case of a process or method, 
or to operate in the case of a machine or sys-
tem; and, in each case, under such conditions 
as to establish that the invention is being 
utilized and that its benefits are, to the ex-
tent permitted by law or Government regula-
tions, available to the public on reasonable 
terms. 

Small business firm means a small business 
concern as defined at section 2 of Pub.

show cause why the license should not be re-
voked or modified.

Subject invention, as used in this clause, 
means any invention of the Contractor con-
ceived or first actually reduced to practice 
in the performance of work under this con-
tract; provided, that in the case of a variety 
of plant, the date of determination (as de-
fined in section 41(d) of the Plant Variety 
Protection Act, 7 U.S.C. 2401(d)) must also 
occur during the period of contract perform-
ance.

Practical application, as used in this clause, 
means to manufacture, in the case of a com-
position or product; to practice, in the case 
of a process or method; or to operate, in the 
case of a machine or system; and, in each 
case, under such conditions as to establish 
that the invention is being utilized and that 
its benefits are, to the extent permitted by 
law or Government regulations, available to 
the public on reasonable terms. 

(b) Allocations of principal rights. (1) Assign-
ment to the Government. The Contractor 
agrees to assign to the Government the en-
tire right, title, and interest throughout the 
world in and to each subject invention, ex-
cept to the extent that rights are retained by 
the Contractor under subparagraph (b)(2) and 
paragraph (d) below. 
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(2) Greater rights determinations (i) The Con-
tractor, or an employee-inventor after con-
sultation with the Contractor, may retain 
greater rights than the nonexclusive license 
provided in paragraph (d) below, in accord-
ance with the procedures of paragraph 27.304–
1(a) of the Federal Acquisition Regulation 
(FAR). A request for a determination of 
whether the Contractor or the employee-in-
ventor is entitled to retain such greater 
rights must be submitted to the Head of the 
Contracting Agency or designee at the time 
of the first disclosure of the invention pursu-
ant to subparagraph (e)(2) below, or not later 
than 8 months thereafter, unless a longer pe-
riod is authorized in writing by the Con-
tracting Officer for good cause shown in 
writing by the Contractor. Each determina-
tion of greater rights under this contract 
normally shall be subject to paragraph (c) 
below, and to the reservations and condi-
tions deemed to be appropriate by the Head 
of the Contracting Agency or designee. 

(ii) Upon request, the Contractor shall pro-
vide the filing date, serial number and title, 
a copy of the patent application (including 
an English-language version if filed in a lan-
guage other than English), and patent num-
ber and issue date for any subject invention 
in any country for which the Contractor has 
retained title. 

(iii) Upon request, the Contractor shall fur-
nish the Government an irrevocable power to 
inspect and make copies of the patent appli-
cation file. 

(c) Minimum rights acquired by the Govern-
ment. (1) With respect to each subject inven-
tion to which the Contractor retains prin-
cipal or exclusive rights, the Contractor 
agrees as follows: 

(i) The Contractor hereby grants to the 
Government a nonexclusive, nontransfer-
able, irrevocable, paid-up license to practice 
or have practiced each subject invention 
throughout the world by or on behalf of the 
Government of the United States (including 
any Government agency). 

(ii) The Contractor agrees that with re-
spect to any subject invention in which it 
has acquired title, the Federal agency has 
the right in accordance with the procedures 
in FAR 27.304–1(g) to require the Contractor, 
an assignee, or exclusive licensee of a subject 
invention to grant a nonexclusive, partially 
exclusive, or exclusive license in any field of 
use to a responsible applicant or applicants, 
upon terms that are reasonable under the 
circumstances, and if the Contractor, as-
signee, or exclusive licensee refuses such a 
request, the Federal agency has the right to 
grant such a license itself if the Federal 
agency determines that— 

(A) Such action is necessary because the 
Contractor or assignee has not taken, or is 
not expected to take within a reasonable 
time, effective steps to achieve practical ap-

plication f the subject invention in such field 
of use; 

(B) Such action is necessary to alleviate 
health or safety needs which are not reason-
ably satisfied by the Contractor, assignee, or 
their licensees; 

(C) Such action is necessary to meet re-
quirements for public use specified by Fed-
eral regulations and such requirements are 
not reasonably satisfied by the Contractor, 
assignee, or licensees; or 

(D) Such action is necessary because the 
agreement required by paragraph (i) of this 
clause has neither been obtained nor waived 
or because a licensee of the exclusive right 
to use or sell any subject invention in the 
United States is in breach of such agree-
ment. 

(iii) The Contractor agrees to submit on re-
quest periodic reports no more frequently 
than annually on the utilization of a subject 
invention or on efforts at obtaining such uti-
lization of a subject invention or on efforts 
at obtaining such utilization that are being 
made by the Contractor or its licensees or 
assignees. Such reports shall include infor-
mation regarding the status of development, 
date of first commercial sale or use, gross 
royalties received by the Contractor, and 
such other data and information as the agen-
cy may reasonably specify. The Contractor 
also agrees to provide additional reports as 
may be requested by the agency in connec-
tion with any march-in proceedings under-
taken by the agency in accordance with sub-
division (ii) above. To the extent data or in-
formation supplied under this section is con-
sidered by the Contractor, its licensee, or as-
signee to be privileged and confidential and 
is so marked, the agency agrees that, to the 
extent permitted by law, it will not disclose 
such information to persons outside the Gov-
ernment. 

(iv) The Contractor agrees, when licensing 
a subject invention, to arrange to avoid roy-
alty charges on acquisitions involving Gov-
ernment funds, including funds derived 
through a Military Assistance Program of 
the Government or otherwise derived 
through the Government, to refund any 
amounts received as royalty charges on a 
subject invention in acquisitions for, or on 
behalf of, the Government, and to provide for 
such refund in any instrument transferring 
rights in the invention to any party. 

(v) The Contractor agrees to provide for 
the Government’s paid-up license pursuant 
to subdivision (i) above in any instrument 
transferring rights in a subject invention 
and to provide for the granting of licenses as 
required by subdivision (ii) above, and for 
the reporting of utilization information as 
required by subdivision (iii) above, whenever 
the instrument transfers principal or exclu-
sive rights in a subject invention. 

(2) Nothing contained in this paragraph (c) 
shall be deemed to grant to the Government 
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any rights with respect to any invention 
other than a subject invention. 

(d) Minimum rights to the Contractor. (1) The 
Contractor is hereby granted a revocable 
nonexclusive, royalty-free license in each 
patent application filed in any country on a 
subject invention and any resulting patent 
in which the Government obtains title, un-
less the Contractor fails to disclose the sub-
ject invention within the times specified in 
subparagraph (e)(2) below. The Contractor’s 
license extends to its domestic subsidiaries 
and affiliates, if any, within the corporate 
structure of which the Contractor is a part 
and includes the right to grant sublicenses of 
the same scope to the extent the Contractor 
was legally obligated to do so at the time the 
contract was awarded. The license is trans-
ferable only with the approval of the funding 
Federal agency except when transferred to 
the successor of that part of the Contractor’s 
business to which the invention pertains. 

(2) The Contractor’s domestic license may 
be revoked or modified by the funding Fed-
eral agency to the extent necessary to 
achieve expeditious practical application of 
the subject invention pursuant to an applica-
tion for an exclusive license submitted in ac-
cordance with applicable provisions in 37 
CFR part 404 and agency licensing regula-
tions. This license will not be revoked in 
that field of use or the geographical areas in 
which the Contractor has achieved practical 
application and continues to make the bene-
fits of the invention reasonably accessible to 
the public. The license in any foreign coun-
try may be revoked or modified at the dis-
cretion of the funding Federal agency to the 
extent the Contractor, its licensees, or its 
domestic subsidiaries or affiliates have failed 
to achieve practical application in that for-
eign country. 

(3) Before revocation or modification of the 
license, the funding Federal agency will fur-
nish the Contractor a written notice of its 
intention to revoke or modify the license, 
and the Contractor will be allowed 30 days 
(or such other time as may be authorized by 
the funding Federal agency for good cause 
shown by the Contractor) after the notice to 
show cause why the license should not be re-
voked or modified. The Contractor has the 
right to appeal, in accordance with applica-
ble agency licensing regulations and 37 CFR 
part 404 concerning the licensing of Govern-
ment-owned inventions, any decision con-
cerning the revocation or modification of its 
license. 

(4) When the Government has the right to 
receive title, and does not elect to secure a 
patent in a foreign country, the Contractor 
may elect to retain such rights in any for-
eign country in which the Government elects 
not to secure a patent, subject to the Gov-
ernment’s rights in subparagraph (c)(1) of 
this clause. 

(e) Invention identification, disclosures, and 
reports. (1) The Contractor shall establish 
and maintain active and effective procedures 
to assure that subject inventions are 
promptly identified and disclosed to Con-
tractor personnel responsible for patent mat-
ters within 6 months of conception and/or 
first actual reduction to practice, whichever 
occurs first in the performance of work 
under this contract. These procedures shall 
include the maintenance of laboratory note-
books or equivalent records and other 
records as are reasonably necessary to docu-
ment the conception and/or the first actual 
reduction to practice of subject inventions, 
and records that show that the procedures 
for identifying and disclosing the inventions 
are followed. Upon request, the Contractor 
shall furnish the Contracting Officer a de-
scription of such procedures for evaluation 
and for determination as to their effective-
ness. 

(2) The Contractor shall disclose each sub-
ject invention to the Contracting Officer 
within 2 months after the inventor discloses 
it in writing to Contractor personnel respon-
sible for patent matters or, if earlier, within 
6 months after the Contractor becomes 
aware that a subject invention has been 
made, but in any event before any on sale, 
public use, or publication of such invention 
known to the Contractor. The disclosure to 
the agency shall be in the form of a written 
report and shall identify the contract under 
which the invention was made and the inven-
tor(s). It shall be sufficiently complete in 
technical detail to convey a clear under-
standing, to the extent known at the time of 
the disclosure, of the nature, purpose, oper-
ation, and physical, chemical, biological, or 
electrical characteristics of the invention. 
The disclosure shall also identify any publi-
cation, on sale, or public use of the invention 
and whether a manuscript describing the in-
vention has been submitted for publication 
and, if so, whether it has been accepted for 
publication at the time of disclosure. In ad-
dition, after disclosure to the agency, the 
Contractor shall promptly notify the agency 
of the acceptance of any manuscript describ-
ing the invention for publication or of any 
on sale or public use planned by the Con-
tractor. 

(3) The Contractor shall furnish the Con-
tracting Officer the following: 

(i) Interim reports every 12 months (or 
such longer period as may be specified by the 
Contracting Officer) from the date of the 
contract, listing subject inventions during 
that period, and stating that all subject in-
ventions have been disclosed (or that there 
are not such inventions) and that the proce-
dures required by subparagraph (e)(1) above 
have been followed. 

(ii) A final report, within 3 months after 
completion of the contracted work, listing 
all subject inventions or stating that there 
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were no such inventions, and listing all sub-
contracts at any tier containing a patent 
rights clause or stating that there were no 
such subcontracts. 

(4) The Contractor agrees to require, by 
written agreement, its employees, other 
than clerical and nontechnical employees, to 
disclose promptly in writing to personnel 
identified as responsible for the administra-
tion of patent matters and in a format sug-
gested by the Contractor each subject inven-
tion made under contract in order that the 
Contractor can comply with the disclosure 
provisions of paragraph (c) above, and to exe-
cute all papers necessary to file patent appli-
cations on subject inventions and to estab-
lish the Government’s rights in the subject 
inventions. This disclosure format should re-
quire, as a minimum, the information re-
quired by subparagraph (2) above. 

(5) The Contractor agrees subject to FAR 
27.302(i) that the Government may duplicate 
and disclose subject invention disclosures 
and all other reports and papers furnished or 
required to be furnished pursuant to this 
clause. 

(f) Examination of records relating to inven-
tions. (1) The Contracting Officer or any au-
thorized representative shall, until 3 years 
after final payment under this contract, 
have the right to examine any books (includ-
ing laboratory notebooks), records, and doc-
uments of the Contractor relating to the 
conception or first actual reduction to prac-
tice of inventions in the same field of tech-
nology as the work under this contract to 
determine whether— 

(i) Any such inventions are subject inven-
tions; 

(ii) The Contractor has established and 
maintains the procedures required by sub-
paragraphs (e) (1) and (4) of this clause; and 

(iii) The Contractor and its inventors have 
complied with the procedures. 

(2) If the Contracting Officer learns of an 
unreported Contractor invention which the 
Contracting Officer believes may be a sub-
ject invention, the Contractor may be re-
quired to disclose the invention to the agen-
cy for a determination of ownership rights. 

(3) Any examination of records under this 
paragraph will be subject to appropriate con-
ditions to protect the confidentiality of the 
information involved. 

(g) Withholding of payment (this paragraph 
does not apply to subcontracts). (1) Any time 
before final payment under this contract, the 
Contracting Officer may, in the Govern-
ment’s interest, withhold payment until a 
reserve not exceeding $50,000 or 5 percent of 
the amount of this contract, whichever is 
less, shall have been set aside if, in the Con-
tracting Officer’s opinion, the Contractor 
fails to— 

(i) Establish, maintain, and follow effec-
tive procedures for identifying and disclosing 

subject inventions pursuant to subparagraph 
(e)(1) above; 

(ii) Disclose any subject invention pursu-
ant to subparagraph (e)(2) above; 

(iii) Deliver acceptable interim reports 
pursuant to subdivision (e)(3)(i) above; or 

(iv) Provide the information regarding sub-
contracts pursuant to subparagraph (h)(4) 
below. 

(2) Such reserve or balance shall be with-
held until the Contracting Officer has deter-
mined that the Contractor has rectified 
whatever deficiencies exist and has delivered 
all reports, disclosures, and other informa-
tion required by this clause. 

(3) Final payment under this contract shall 
not be made before the Contractor delivers 
to the Contracting Officer all disclosures of 
subject inventions required by subparagraph 
(e)(2) above, and acceptable final report pur-
suant to subdivision (e)(3)(ii) above, and all 
past due confirmatory instruments. 

(4) The Contracting Officer may decrease 
or increase the sums withheld up to the max-
imum authorized above. No amount shall be 
withheld under this paragraph while the 
amount specified by this paragraph is being 
withheld under other provisions of the con-
tract. The withholding of any amount or the 
subsequent payment thereof shall not be 
construed as a waiver of any Government 
rights. 

(h) Subcontracts. (1) The Contractor shall 
include this clause (suitably modified to 
identify the parties) in all subcontracts, re-
gardless of tier, for experimental, develop-
mental, or research work. The subcontractor 
shall retain all rights provided for the Con-
tractor in this clause, and the Contractor 
shall not, as part of the consideration for 
awarding the subcontract, obtain rights in 
the subcontractor’s subject inventions. 

(2) In the event of a refusal by a prospec-
tive subcontractor to accept such a clause 
the Contractor— 

(i) Shall promptly submit a written notice 
to the Contracting Officer setting forth the 
subcontractor’s reasons for such refusal and 
other pertinent information that may expe-
dite disposition of the matter; and 

(ii) Shall not proceed with such sub-
contract without the written authorization 
of the Contracting Officer. 

(3) In the case of subcontracts at any tier, 
the agency, subcontractor, and Contractor 
agree that the mutual obligations of the par-
ties created by this clause constitute a con-
tract between the subcontractor and the 
Federal agency with respect to those mat-
ters covered by this clause. 

(4) The Contractor shall promptly notify 
the Contracting Officer in writing upon the 
award of any subcontract at any tier con-
taining a patent rights clause by identifying 
the subcontractor, the applicable patent 
rights clause, the work to be performed 
under the subcontract, and the dates of 
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award and estimated completion. Upon re-
quest of the Contracting Officer, the Con-
tractor shall furnish a copy of such sub-
contract, and, no more frequently than an-
nually, a listing of the subcontracts that 
have been awarded. 

(i) Preference for United States industry. Un-
less provided otherwise, no Contractor that 
receives title to any subject invention and 
no assignee of any such Contractor shall 
grant to any person the exclusive right to 
use or sell any subject invention in the 
United States unless such person agrees that 
any products embodying the subject inven-
tion will be manufactured substantially in 
the United States. However, in individual 
cases, the requirement may be waived by the 
Government upon a showing by the Con-
tractor or assignee that reasonable but un-
successful efforts have been made to grant li-
censes on similar terms to potential licens-
ees that would be likely to manufacture sub-
stantially in the United States or that under 
the circumstances domestic manufacture is 
not commercially feasible.

(End of clause)

(a) Definitions.
Computer software, as used in this clause, 

means computer programs, computer data 
bases, and documentation thereof. 

Data, as used in this clause, means re-
corded information, regardless of form or the 
media on which it may be recorded. The 
term includes technical data and computer 
software. The term does not include informa-
tion incidental to contract administration, 
such as financial, administrative, cost or 
pricing, or management information. 

Form, fit, and function data, as used in this 
clause, means data relating to items, compo-
nents, or processes that are sufficient to en-
able physical and functional interchange-
ability, as well as data identifying source, 
size, configuration, mating, and attachment 
characteristics, functional characteristics, 
and performance requirements; except that 
for computer software it means data identi-
fying source, functional characteristics, and 
performance requirements but specifically 
excludes the source code, algorithm, process, 
formulae, and flow charts of the software. 

Limited rights, as used in this clause, means 
the rights of the Government in limited 
rights data as set forth in the Limited 
Rights Notice of subparagraph (g)(2) if in-
cluded in this clause. 

Limited rights data, as used in this clause, 
means data (other than computer software) 
that embody trade secrets or are commercial 
or financial and confidential or privileged, to 
the extent that such data pertain to items, 
components, or processes developed at pri-
vate expense, including minor modifications 
thereof. 

Restricted computer software, as used in this 
clause, means computer software developed 
at private expense and that is a trade secret; 
is commercial or financial and is confiden-
tial or privileged; or is published copyrighted 
computer software; including minor modi-
fications of such computer software. 

Restricted rights, as used in this clause, 
means the rights of the Government in re-
stricted computer software, as set forth in a 
Restricted Rights Notice of subparagraph 
(g)(3) if included in this clause, or as other-
wise may be provided in a collateral agree-
ment incorporated in and made part of this 
contract, including minor modifications of 
such computer software. 

Technical data, as used in this clause, 
means data (other than computer software) 
which are of a scientific or technical nature. 

Unlimited rights, as used in this clause, 
means the right of the Government to use, 
disclose, reproduce, prepare derivative 
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works, distribute copies to the public, and 
perform publicly and display publicly, in any 
manner and for any purpose, and to have or 
permit others to do so. 

(b) Allocations of rights. (1) Except as pro-
vided in paragraph (c) of this clause regard-
ing copyright, the Government shall have 
unlimited rights in— 

(i) Data first produced in the performance 
of this contract; 

(ii) Form, fit, and function data delivered 
under this contract; 

(iii) Data delivered under this contract (ex-
cept for restricted computer software) that 
constitute manuals or instructional and 
training material for installation, operation, 
or routine maintenance and repair of items, 
components, or processes delivered or fur-
nished for use under this contract; and 

(iv) All other data delivered under this 
contract unless provided otherwise for lim-
ited rights data or restricted computer soft-
ware in accordance with paragraph (g) of this 
clause. 

(2) The Contractor shall have the right to— 
(i) Use, release to others, reproduce, dis-

tribute, or publish any data first produced or 
specifically used by the Contractor in the 
performance of this contract, unless provided 
otherwise in paragraph (d) of this clause; 

(ii) Protect from unauthorized disclosure 
and use those data which are limited rights 
data or restricted computer software to the 
extent provided in paragraph (g) of this 
clause; 

(iii) Substantiate use of, add or correct 
limited rights, restricted rights, or copyright 
notices and to take other appropriate action, 
in accordance with paragraphs (e) and (f) of 
this clause; and 

(iv) Establish claim to copyright subsisting 
in data first produced in the performance of 
this contract to the extent provided in sub-
paragraph (c)(1) of this clause. 

(c) Copyright. (1) Data first produced in the 
performance of this contract. Unless provided 
otherwise in paragraph (d) of this clause, the 
Contractor may establish, without prior ap-
proval of the Contracting Officer, claim to 
copyright subsisting in scientific and tech-
nical articles based on or containing data 
first produced in the performance of this 
contract and published in academic, tech-
nical or professional journals, symposia pro-
ceedings or similar works. The prior, express 
written permission of the Contracting Offi-
cer is required to establish claim to copy-
right subsisting in all other data first pro-
duced in the performance of this contract. 
When claim to copyright is made, the Con-
tractor shall affix the applicable copyright 
notices of 17 U.S.C. 401 or 402 and acknowl-
edgment of Government sponsorship (includ-
ing contract number) to the data when such 
data are delivered to the Government, as 
well as when the data are published or depos-
ited for registration as a published work in 

the U.S. Copyright Office. For data other 
than computer software the Contractor 
grants to the Government, and others acting 
on its behalf, a paid-up, nonexclusive, irrev-
ocable worldwide license in such copyrighted 
data to reproduce, prepare derivative works, 
distribute copies to the public, and perform 
publicly and display publicly, by or on behalf 
of the Government. For computer software, 
the Contractor grants to the Government 
and others acting in its behalf, a paid-up 
nonexclusive, irrevocable worldwide license 
in such copyrighted computer software to re-
produce, prepare derivative works, and per-
form publicly and display publicly by or on 
behalf of the Government. 

(2) Data not first produced in the performance 
of this contract. The Contractor shall not, 
without prior written permission of the Con-
tracting Officer, incorporate in data deliv-
ered under this contract any data not first 
produced in the performance of this contract 
and which contains the copyright notice of 
17 U.S.C. 401 or 402, unless the Contractor 
identifies such data and grants to the Gov-
ernment, or acquires on its behalf, a license 
of the same scope as set forth in subpara-
graph (c)(1) of this clause; provided, however, 
that if such data are computer software the 
Government shall acquire a copyright li-
cense as set forth in subparagraph (g)(3) of 
this clause if included in this contract or as 
otherwise may be provided in a collateral 
agreement incorporated in or made part of 
this contract. 

(3) Removal of copyright notices. The Gov-
ernment agrees not to remove any copyright 
notices placed on data pursuant to this para-
graph (c), and to include such notices on all 
reproductions of the data. 

(d) Release, publication and use of data. (1) 
The Contractor shall have the right to use, 
release to others, reproduce, distribute, or 
publish any data first produced or specifi-
cally used by the Contractor in the perform-
ance of this contract, except to the extent 
such data may be subject to the Federal ex-
port control or national security laws or reg-
ulations, or unless otherwise provided in this 
paragraph of this clause or expressly set 
forth in this contract. 

(2) The Contractor agrees that to the ex-
tent it receives or is given access to data 
necessary for the performance of this con-
tract which contain restrictive markings, 
the Contractor shall treat the data in ac-
cordance with such markings unless other-
wise specifically authorized in writing by the 
Contracting Officer. 

(e) Unauthorized marking of data. (1) Not-
withstanding any other provisions of this 
contract concerning inspection or accept-
ance, if any data delivered under this con-
tract are marked with the notices specified 
in subparagraph (g)(2) or (g)(3) of this clause 
and use of such is not authorized by this 
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clause, or if such data bears any other re-
strictive or limiting markings not author-
ized by this contract, the Contracting Officer 
may at any time either return the data to 
the Contractor, or cancel or ignore the 
markings. However, the following procedures 
shall apply prior to canceling or ignoring the 
markings. 

(i) The Contracting Officer shall make 
written inquiry to the Contractor affording 
the Contractor 30 days from receipt of the in-
quiry to provide written justification to sub-
stantiate the propriety of the markings; 

(ii) If the Contractor fails to respond or 
fails to provide written justification to sub-
stantiate the propriety of the markings 
within the 30-day period (or a longer time 
not exceeding 90 days approved in writing by 
the Contracting Officer for good cause 
shown), the Government shall have the right 
to cancel or ignore the markings at any time 
after said period and the data will no longer 
be made subject to any disclosure prohibi-
tions. 

(iii) If the Contractor provides written jus-
tification to substantiate the propriety of 
the markings within the period set in sub-
division (e)(1)(i) of this clause, the Con-
tracting Officer shall consider such written 
justification and determine whether or not 
the markings are to be cancelled or ignored. 
If the Contracting Officer determines that 
the markings are authorized, the Contractor 
shall be so notified in writing. If the Con-
tracting Officer determines, with concur-
rence of the head of the contracting activity, 
that the markings are not authorized, the 
Contracting Officer shall furnish the Con-
tractor a written determination, which de-
termination shall become the final agency 
decision regarding the appropriateness of the 
markings unless the Contractor files suit in 
a court of competent jurisdiction within 90 
days of receipt of the Contracting Officer’s 
decision. The Government shall continue to 
abide by the markings under this subdivision 
(e)(1)(iii) until final resolution of the matter 
either by the Contracting Officer’s deter-
mination becoming final (in which instance 
the Government shall thereafter have the 
right to cancel or ignore the markings at 
any time and the data will no longer be made 
subject to any disclosure prohibitions), or by 
final disposition of the matter by court deci-
sion if suit is filed. 

(2) The time limits in the procedures set 
forth in subparagraph (e)(1) of this clause 
may be modified in accordance with agency 
regulations implementing the Freedom of In-
formation Act (5 U.S.C. 552) if necessary to 
respond to a request thereunder. 

(3) This paragraph (e) does not apply if this 
contract is for a major system or for support 
of a major system by a civilian agency other 
than NASA and the U.S. Coast Guard agency 
subject to the provisions of Title III of the 

Federal Property and Administrative Serv-
ices Act of 1949. 

(4) Except to the extent the Government’s 
action occurs as the result of final disposi-
tion of the matter by a court of competent 
jurisdiction, the Contractor is not precluded 
by this paragraph (e) from bringing a claim 
under the Contract Disputes Act, including 
pursuant to the Disputes clause of this con-
tract, as applicable, that may arise as the re-
sult of the Government removing or ignoring 
authorized markings on data delivered under 
this contract. 

(f) Omitted or incorrect markings.
(1) Data delivered to the Government with-

out either the limited rights or restricted 
rights notice as authorized by paragraph (g) 
of this clause, or the copyright notice re-
quired by paragraph (c) of this clause, shall 
be deemed to have been furnished with un-
limited rights, and the Government assumes 
no liability for the disclosure, use, or repro-
duction of such data. However, to the extent 
the data has not been disclosed without re-
striction outside the Government, the Con-
tractor may request, within 6 months (or a 
longer time approved by the Contracting Of-
ficer for good cause shown) after delivery of 
such data, permission to have notices placed 
on qualifying data at the Contractor’s ex-
pense, and the Contracting Officer may agree 
to do so if the Contractor— 

(i) Identifies the data to which the omitted 
notice is to be applied; 

(ii) Demonstrates that the omission of the 
notice was inadvertent; 

(iii) Establishes that the use of the pro-
posed notice is authorized; and 

(iv) Acknowledges that the Government 
has no liability with respect to the disclo-
sure, use, or reproduction of any such data 
made prior to the addition of the notice or 
resulting from the omission of the notice. 

(2) The Contracting Officer may also (i) 
permit correction at the Contractor’s ex-
pense of incorrect notices if the Contractor 
identifies the data on which correction of the 
notice is to be made, and demonstrates that 
the correct notice is authorized, or (ii) cor-
rect any incorrect notices. 

(g) Protection of limited rights data and re-
stricted computer software.

(1) When data other than that listed in sub-
divisions (b)(1) (i), (ii), and (iii) of this clause 
are specified to be delivered under this con-
tract and qualify as either limited rights 
data or restricted computer software, if the 
Contractor desires to continue protection of 
such data, the Contractor shall withhold 
such data and not furnish them to the Gov-
ernment under this contract. As a condition 
to this withholding, the Contractor shall 
identify the data being withheld and furnish 
form, fit, and function data in lieu thereof.

(2)–(3) [Reserved] 
(h) Subcontracting. The Contractor has the 

responsibility to obtain from its subcontrac-
tors all data and rights therein necessary to 
fulfill the Contractor’s obligations to the 
Government under this contract. If a subcon-
tractor refuses to accept terms affording the 
Government such rights, the Contractor 
shall promptly bring such refusal to the at-
tention of the Contracting Officer and not 
proceed with subcontract award without fur-
ther authorization. 

(i) Relationship to patents. Nothing con-
tained in this clause shall imply a license to 
the Government under any patent or be con-
strued as affecting the scope of any license 
or other right otherwise granted to the Gov-
ernment.

Alternate I (JUN 1987). As prescribed 
in 27.409(b), substitute the following 
definition for Limited Rights Data in 
paragraph (a) of the clause:

Limited rights data, as used in this clause, 
means data (other than computer software) 
developed at private expense that embody 
trade secrets or are commercial or financial 
and confidential or privileged.

Data, as used in this clause, means re-
corded information, regardless of form or the 
media on which it may be recorded. The 
term includes technical data and computer 
software. The term does not include informa-
tion incidental to contract administration, 
such as financial, administrative, cost or 
pricing or management information. 

Form, fit, and function data, as used in this 
clause, means data relating to items, compo-
nents, or processes that are sufficient to en-
able physical and functional interchange-
ability as well as data identifying source, 
size, configuration, mating and attachment 
characteristics, functional characteristics, 
and performance requirements except that 
for computer software it means data identi-
fying source, functional characteristics, and 
performance requirements but specifically 
excludes the source code, algorithm, process, 
formulae, and flow charts of the software. 

Limited rights data, as used in this clause, 
means data (other than computer software) 
developed at private expense that embody 
trade secrets or are commercial or financial 
and confidential or privileged. 

Restricted computer software, as used in this 
clause, means computer software developed 
at private expense and that is a trade secret; 
is commercial or financial and confidential 
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or privileged; or is published copyrighted 
computer software; including modifications 
of such computer software. 

SBIR data, as used in this clause, means 
data first produced by a Contractor that is a 
small business firm in performance of a 
small business innovation research contract 
issued under the authority of 15 U.S.C. 638 
(Pub. L. 97–219, Small Business Innovation 
Development Act of 1982), which data are not 
generally known, and which data without ob-
ligation as to its confidentiality have not 
been made available to others by the Con-
tractor or are not already available to the 
Government. 

SBIR rights, as used in this clause, mean 
the rights in SBIR data set forth in the SBIR 
Rights Notice of paragraph (d) of this clause. 

Technical data, as used in this clause, 
means that data which are of a scientific or 
technical nature. 

Unlimited rights, as used in this clause, 
means the right of the Government to use, 
disclose, reproduce, prepare derivative 
works, distribute copies to the public, and 
perform publicly and display publicly, in any 
manner and for any purpose whatsoever, and 
to have or permit others to do so. 

(b) Allocation of rights. (1) Except as pro-
vided in paragraph (c) of this clause regard-
ing copyright, the Government shall have 
unlimited rights in— 

(i) Data specifically identified in this con-
tract as data to be delivered without restric-
tion; 

(ii) Form, fit, and function data delivered 
under this contract; 

(iii) Data delivered under this contract (ex-
cept for restricted computer software) that 
constitute manuals or instructional and 
training material for installation, operation, 
or routine maintenance and repair of items, 
components, or processes delivered or fur-
nished for use under this contract; and 

(iv) All other data delivered under this 
contract unless provided otherwise for SBIR 
data in accordance with paragraph (d) of this 
clause or for limited rights data or restricted 
computer software in accordance with para-
graph (f) of this clause. 

(2) The Contractor shall have the right to— 
(i) Protect SBIR rights in SBIR data deliv-

ered under this contract in the manner and 
to the extent provided in paragraph (d) of 
this clause; 

(ii) Withhold from delivery those data 
which are limited rights data or restricted 
computer software to the extent provided in 
paragraph (g) of this clause; 

(iii) Substantiate use of, add, or correct 
SBIR rights or copyrights notices and to 
take other appropriate action, in accordance 
with paragraph (e) of this clause; and 

(iv) Establish claim to copyright subsisting 
in data first produced in the performance of 
this contract to the extent provided in sub-
paragraph (c)(1) of this clause. 

(c) Copyright. (1) Data first produced in the 
performance of this contract. Except as other-
wise specifically provided in this contract, 
the Contractor may establish claim to copy-
right subsisting in any data first produced in 
the performance of this contract. If claim to 
copyright is made, the Contractor shall affix 
the applicable copyright notice of 17 U.S.C. 
401 or 402 and acknowledgment of Govern-
ment sponsorship (including contract num-
ber) to the data when such data are delivered 
to the Government, as well as when the data 
are published or deposited for registration as 
a published work in the U.S. Copyright Of-
fice. For data other than computer software 
the Contractor grants to the Government, 
and others acting on its behalf, a paid-up 
nonexclusive, irrevocable, worldwide license 
to reproduce, prepare derivative works, dis-
tribute copies to the public, and perform 
publicly and display publicly, by or on behalf 
of the Government, for all such data. For 
computer software, the Contractor grants to 
the Government, and others acting on its be-
half, a paid-up, nonexclusive, irrevocable 
worldwide license for all such computer soft-
ware to reproduce, prepare derivative works, 
and perform publicly and display publicly, by 
or on behalf of the Government. 

(2) Data not first produced in the performance 
of this contract. The Contractor shall not, 
without prior written permission of the Con-
tracting Officer, incorporate in data deliv-
ered under this contract any data that are 
not first produced in the performance of this 
contract and that contain the copyright no-
tice of 17 U.S.C. 401 or 402, unless the Con-
tractor identifies such data and grants to the 
Government, or acquires on its behalf, a li-
cense of the same scope as set forth in sub-
paragraph (c)(1) of this clause. 

(3) Removal of copyright notices. The Gov-
ernment agrees not to remove any copyright 
notices placed on data pursuant to this para-
graph (c), and to include such notices on all 
reproductions of the data. 

(d) Rights to SBIR data. (1) The Contractor 
is authorized to affix the following SBIR 
Rights Notice to SBIR data delivered under 
this contract and the Government will there-
after treat the data, subject to the provi-
sions of paragraphs (e) and (f) of this clause, 
in accordance with such Notice: 

SBIR RIGHTS NOTICE (MAR 1994) 

These SBIR data are furnished with SBIR 
rights under Contract No.lll (and sub-
contract lll if appropriate). For a period 
of 4 years after acceptance of all items to be 
delivered under this contract, the Govern-
ment agrees to use these data for Govern-
ment purposes only, and they shall not be 
disclosed outside the Government (including 
disclosure for procurement purposes) during 
such period without permission of the Con-
tractor, except that, subject to the foregoing 
use and disclosure prohibitions, such data 
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may be disclosed for use by support Contrac-
tors. After the aforesaid 4-year period the 
Government has a royalty-free license to 
use, and to authorize others to use on its be-
half, these data for Government purposes, 
but is relieved of all disclosure prohibitions 
and assumes no liability for unauthorized 
use of these data by third parties. This No-
tice shall be affixed to any reproductions of 
these data, in whole or in part. 

(End of notice) 

(2) The Government’s sole obligation with 
respect to any SBIR data shall be as set 
forth in this paragraph (d). 

(e) Omitted or incorrect markings. (1) Data 
delivered to the Government without any no-
tice authorized by paragraph (d) of this 
clause, and without a copyright notice, shall 
be deemed to have been furnished with un-
limited rights, and the Government assumes 
no liability for the disclosure, use, or repro-
duction of such data. However, to the extent 
the data have not been disclosed without re-
striction outside the Government, the Con-
tractor may request, within six months (or a 
longer time approved by the Contracting Of-
ficer for good cause shown) after delivery of 
such data, permission to have notices placed 
on qualifying data at the Contractor’s ex-
pense, and the Contracting Officer may agree 
to do so if the Contractor— 

(i) Identifies the data to which the omitted 
notice is to be applied; 

(ii) Demonstrates that the omission of the 
notice was inadvertent; 

(iii) Establishes that the use of the pro-
posed notice is authorized; and 

(iv) Acknowledges that the Government 
has no liability with respect to the disclo-
sure or use of any such data made prior to 
the addition of the notice or resulting from 
the omission of the notice. 

(2) The Contracting Officer may also (i) 
permit correction, at the Contractor’s ex-
pense, of incorrect notices if the Contractor 
identifies the data on which correction of the 
notice is to be made and demonstrates that 
the correct notice is authorized, or (ii) cor-
rect any incorrect notices.

(a)(1) Except as provided in subparagraph 
(a)(2) of this clause, the Contractor shall pro-
vide and maintain workers’ compensation, 
employer’s liability, comprehensive general 
liability (bodily injury), comprehensive 
automobile liability (bodily injury and prop-
erty damage) insurance, and such other in-
surance as the Contracting Officer may re-
quire under this contract. 

(2) The Contractor may, with the approval 
of the Contracting Officer, maintain a self-
insurance program; provided that, with re-
spect to workers’ compensation, the Con-
tractor is qualified pursuant to statutory au-
thority.

(b) The Contractor agrees to submit for the 
Contracting Officer’s approval, to the extent 
and in the manner required by the Con-
tracting Officer, any other insurance that is 
maintained by the Contractor in connection 
with the performance of this contract and 
for which the Contractor seeks reimburse-
ment. 

(c) The Contractor shall be reimbursed— 
(1) For that portion (i) of the reasonable 

cost of insurance allocable to this contract 
and (ii) required or approved under this 
clause; and 

(2) For certain liabilities (and expenses in-
cidental to such liabilities) to third persons 
not compensated by insurance or otherwise 
without regard to and as an exception to the 
limitation of cost or the limitation of funds 
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clause of this contract. These liabilities 
must arise out of the performance of this 
contract, whether or not caused by the neg-
ligence of the Contractor or of the Contrac-
tor’s agents, servants, or employees, and 
must be represented by final judgments or 
settlements approved in writing by the Gov-
ernment. These liabilities are for— 

(i) Loss of or damage to property (other 
than property owned, occupied, or used by 
the Contractor, rented to the Contractor, or 
in the care, custody, or control of the Con-
tractor); or 

(ii) Death or bodily injury. 
(d) The Government’s liability under para-

graph (c) of this clause is subject to the 
availability of appropriated funds at the 
time a contingency occurs.

(f) The provisions of paragraph (e) of this 
clause shall not restrict the right of the Con-

(3) Cost impact proposals submitted for 
failure to comply with an applicable CAS or 
to follow a disclosed practice as con-
templated by subparagraph (a)(5) of the 
clauses at FAR 52.230–2, Cost Accounting 
Standards, and FAR 52.230–5, Cost Account-
ing Standards—Educational Institution; or 
by subparagraph (a)(4) of the clause at FAR 
52.230–3, Disclosure and Consistency of Cost 
Accounting Practices, shall identify the cost 
impact on each separate CAS covered con-
tract from the date of failure to comply until 
the noncompliance is corrected. 

(c) If the submissions required by para-
graphs (a) and (b) of this clause are not sub-
mitted within the specified time, or any ex-
tension granted by the Contracting Officer, 
an amount not to exceed 10 percent of each 
subsequent amount determined payable re-

This 
notice is due within 30 days after proposed 
subcontract adjustments are received and 
shall include a proposal for adjusting the 
higher tier subcontract or the prime con-
tract appropriately. 

(g) For subcontracts containing the clauses 
at FAR 52.230–2 or 52.230–5, require the sub-
contractor to comply with all Standards in 
effect on the date of award or of final agree-
ment on price, as shown on the subcontrac-
tor’s signed Certificate of Current Cost or 
Pricing Data, whichever is earlier.

Mate-
rial delivered to the Contractor at locations 
other than the site also may be taken into 
consideration if— 

(i) Consideration is specifically authorized 
by this contract; and 

(ii) The Contractor furnishes satisfactory 
evidence that it has acquired title to such 
material and that the material will be used 
to perform this contract. 

(c) Contractor certification. Along with each 
request for progress payments, the Con-
tractor shall furnish the following certifi-
cation, or payment shall not be made: (How-
ever, if the Contractor elects to delete para-
graph (c)(4) from the certification, the cer-
tification is still acceptable.)

(1) The amounts requested are only for per-
formance in accordance with the specifica-
tions, terms, and conditions of the contract;

(3) This request for progress payments does 
not include any amounts which the prime 
contractor intends to withhold or retain 
from a subcontractor or supplier in accord-
ance with the terms and conditions of the 
subcontract; and 

(4) This certification is not to be construed 
as final acceptance of a subcontractor’s per-
formance.

(d) Refund of unearned amounts. If the Con-
tractor, after making a certified request for 
progress payments, discovers that a portion 
or all of such request constitutes a payment 
for performance by the Contractor that fails 
to conform to the specifications, terms, and 
conditions of this contract (hereinafter re-
ferred to as the unearned amount), the Con-
tractor shall— 
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(1) Notify the Contracting Officer of such 
performance deficiency; and 

(2) Be obligated to pay the Government an 
amount (computed by the Contracting Offi-
cer in the manner provided in paragraph (j) 
of this clause) equal to interest on the un-
earned amount from the 8th day after the 
date of receipt of the unearned amount 
until— 

(i) The date the Contractor notifies the 
Contracting Officer that the performance de-
ficiency has been corrected; or 

(ii) The date the Contractor reduces the 
amount of any subsequent certified request 
for progress payments by an amount equal to 
the unearned amount. 

(e) Retainage. If the Contracting Officer 
finds that satisfactory progress was achieved 
during any period for which a progress pay-
ment is to be made, the Contracting Officer 
shall authorize payment to be made in full.

(a) Hourly rate. (1) The amounts shall be 
computed by multiplying the appropriate 
hourly rates prescribed in the Schedule by 
the number of direct labor hours performed. 
The rates shall include wages, indirect costs, 
general and administrative expense, and 
profit. Fractional parts of an hour shall be 
payable on a prorated basis. Vouchers may 
be submitted once each month (or at more 
frequent intervals, if approved by the Con-
tracting Officer), to the Contracting Officer 
or designee. The Contractor shall substan-
tiate vouchers by evidence of actual pay-
ment and by individual daily job timecards, 
or other substantiation approved by the Con-
tracting Officer. Promptly after receipt of 
each substantiated voucher, the Government 
shall, except as otherwise provided in this 
contract, and subject to the terms of (e) 
below, pay the voucher as approved by the 
Contracting Officer. 

(2) Unless otherwise prescribed in the 
Schedule, the Contracting Officer shall with-
hold 5 percent of the amounts due under this 
paragraph (a), but the total amount withheld 
shall not exceed $50,000. The amounts with-
held shall be retained until the execution 
and delivery of a release by the Contractor 
as provided in paragraph (f) below. 

(3) Unless the Schedule prescribes other-
wise, the hourly rates in the Schedule shall 
not be varied by virtue of the Contractor 
having performed work on an overtime basis. 
If no overtime rates are provided in the 
Schedule and overtime work is approved in 
advance by the Contracting Officer, overtime 
rates shall be negotiated. Failure to agree 
upon these overtime rates shall be treated as 
a dispute under the Disputes clause of this 
contract. If the Schedule provides rates for 
overtime, the premium portion of those rates 
will be reimbursable only to the extent the 
overtime is approved by the Contracting Of-
ficer. 

(b) Materials and subcontracts. (1) The Con-
tracting Officer will determine allowable 
costs of direct materials in accordance with 
Subpart 31.2 of the Federal Acquisition Reg-

ulation (FAR) in effect on the date of this 
contract. Direct materials, as used in this 
clause, are those materials that enter di-
rectly into the end product, or that are used 
or consumed directly in connection with the 
furnishing of the end product. 

(2) The Contractor may include reasonable 
and allocable material handling costs in the 
charge for material to the extent they are 
clearly excluded from the hourly rate. Mate-
rial handling costs are comprised of indirect 
costs, including, when appropriate, general 
and administrative expense allocated to di-
rect materials in accordance with the Con-
tractor’s usual accounting practices con-
sistent with Subpart 31.2 of the FAR. 

(3) The Government will reimburse the 
Contractor for supplies and services pur-
chased directly for the contract when the 
Contractor— 

(i) Has made payments of cash, checks, or 
other forms of payment for these purchased 
supplies or services; or 

(ii) Will make these payments determined 
due— 

(A) In accordance with the terms and con-
ditions of a subcontract or invoice; and 

(B) Ordinarily within 30 days of the sub-
mission of the Contractor’s payment request 
to the Government. 

(4)(i) The Government will reimburse the 
Contractor for costs of subcontracts that are 
authorized under the subcontracts clause of 
this contract, provided that the costs are 
consistent with paragraph (b)(5) of this 
clause. 

(ii) The Government will limit reimburs-
able costs in connection with subcontracts 
to the amounts paid for supplies and services 
purchased directly for the contract when the 
Contractor has made or will make payments 
determined due of cash, checks, or other 
forms of payment to the subcontractor— 

(A) In accordance with the terms and con-
ditions of a subcontract or invoice; and 

(B) Ordinarily within 30 days of the sub-
mission of the Contractor’s payment request 
to the Government. 

(iii) The Government will not reimburse 
the Contractor for any costs arising from the 
letting, administration, or supervision of 
performance of the subcontract, if the costs 
are included in the hourly rates payable 
under paragraph (a)(1) of this clause. 

(5) To the extent able, the Contractor 
shall— 

(i) Obtain materials at the most advan-
tageous prices available with due regard to 
securing prompt delivery of satisfactory ma-
terials; and 

(ii) Take all cash and trade discounts, re-
bates, allowances, credits, salvage, commis-
sions, and other benefits. When unable to 
take advantage of the benefits, the Con-
tractor shall promptly notify the Con-
tracting Officer and give the reasons. The 
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Contractor shall give credit to the Govern-
ment for cash and trade discounts, rebates, 
scrap, commissions, and other amounts that 
have accrued to the benefit of the Con-
tractor, or would have accrued except for the 
fault or neglect of the Contractor. The Con-
tractor shall not deduct from gross costs the 
benefits lost without fault or neglect on the 
part of the Contractor, or lost through fault 
of the Government. 

(c) Total cost. It is estimated that the total 
cost to the Government for the performance 
of this contract shall not exceed the ceiling 
price set forth in the Schedule and the Con-
tractor agrees to use its best efforts to per-
form the work specified in the Schedule and 
all obligations under this contract within 
such ceiling price. If at any time the Con-
tractor has reason to believe that the hourly 
rate payments and material costs that will 
accrue in performing this contract in the 
next succeeding 30 days, if added to all other 
payments and costs previously accrued, will 
exceed 85 percent of the ceiling price in the 
Schedule, the Contractor shall notify the 
Contracting Officer giving a revised estimate 
of the total price to the Government for per-
forming this contract with supporting rea-
sons and documentation. If at any time dur-
ing performing this contract, the Contractor 
has reason to believe that the total price to 
the Government for performing this contract 
will be substantially greater or less than the 
then stated ceiling price, the Contractor 
shall so notify the Contracting Officer, giv-
ing a revised estimate of the total price for 
performing this contract, with supporting 
reasons and documentation. If at any time 
during performing this contract, the Govern-
ment has reason to believe that the work to 
be required in performing this contract will 
be substantially greater or less than the 
stated ceiling price, the Contracting Officer 
will so advise the Contractor, giving the 
then revised estimate of the total amount of 
effort to be required under the contract. 

(d) Ceiling price. The Government shall not 
be obligated to pay the Contractor any 
amount in excess of the ceiling price in the 
Schedule, and the Contractor shall not be ob-
ligated to continue performance if to do so 
would exceed the ceiling price set forth in 
the Schedule, unless and until the Con-
tracting Officer shall have notified the Con-
tractor in writing that the ceiling price has 
been increased and shall have specified in 
the notice a revised ceiling that shall con-
stitute the ceiling price for performance 
under this contract. When and to the extent 
that the ceiling price set forth in the Sched-
ule has been increased, any hours expended 
and material costs incurred by the Con-
tractor in excess of the ceiling price before 
the increase shall be allowable to the same 
extent as if the hours expended and material 
costs had been incurred after the increase in 
the ceiling price. 

(e) Audit. At any time before final payment 
under this contract the Contracting Officer 
may request audit of the invoices or vouch-
ers and substantiating material. Each pay-
ment previously made shall be subject to re-
duction to the extent of amounts, on pre-
ceding invoices or vouchers, that are found 
by the Contracting Officer not to have been 
properly payable and shall also be subject to 
reduction for overpayments or to increase 
for underpayments. Upon receipt and ap-
proval of the voucher or invoice designated 
by the Contractor as the completion voucher 
or completion invoice and substantiating ma-
terial, and upon compliance by the Con-
tractor with all terms of this contract (in-
cluding, without limitation, terms relating 
to patents and the terms of (f) and (g) below), 
the Government shall promptly pay any bal-
ance due the Contractor. The completion in-
voice or voucher, and substantiating mate-
rial, shall be submitted by the Contractor as 
promptly as practicable following comple-
tion of the work under this contract, but in 
no event later than 1 year (or such longer pe-
riod as the Contracting Officer may approve 
in writing) from the date of completion. 

(f) Assignment. The Contractor, and each 
assignee under an assignment entered into 
under this contract and in effect at the time 
of final payment under this contract, shall 
execute and deliver, at the time of and as a 
condition precedent to final payment under 
this contract, a release discharging the Gov-
ernment, its officers, agents, and employees 
of and from all liabilities, obligations, and 
claims arising out of or under this contract, 
subject only to the following exceptions: 

(1) Specified claims in stated amounts, or 
in estimated amounts if the amounts are not 
susceptible of exact statement by the Con-
tractor. 

(2) Claims, together with reasonable inci-
dental expenses, based upon the liabilities of 
the Contractor to third parties arising out of 
performing this contract, that are not 
known to the Contractor on the date of the 
execution of the release, and of which the 
Contractor gives notice in writing to the 
Contracting Officer not more than 6 years 
after the date of the release or the date of 
any notice to the Contractor that the Gov-
ernment is prepared to make final payment, 
whichever is earlier.

The Contractor agrees that 
any refunds, rebates, or credits (including 
any related interest) accruing to or received 
by the Contractor or any assignee, that arise 
under the materials portion of this contract 
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and for which the Contractor has received re-
imbursement, shall be paid by the Con-
tractor to the Government. The Contractor 
and each assignee, under an assignment en-
tered into under this contract and in effect 
at the time of final payment under this con-
tract, shall execute and deliver, at the time 
of and as a condition precedent to final pay-
ment under this contract, an assignment to 
the Government of such refunds, rebates, or 
credits (including any interest) in form and 
substance satisfactory to the Contracting Of-
ficer. 

(h) Interim payments. (1) Interim payments 
made prior to the final payment under the 
contract are contract financing payments. 
Contract financing payments are not subject 
to the interest penalty provisions of the 
Prompt Payment Act. 

(2) The designated payment office will 
make interim payments for contract financ-
ing on the llll[Contracting Officer insert 
day as prescribed by agency head; if not pre-
scribed, insert ‘‘30th’’] day after the des-
ignated billing office receives a proper pay-
ment request. In the event that the Govern-
ment requires an audit or other review of a 
specific payment request to ensure compli-
ance with the terms and conditions of the 
contract, the designated payment office is 
not compelled to make payment by the spec-
ified due date.

Alternate I (Mar 2000). If the nature of 
the work to be performed requires the 
Contractor to furnish material that the 
Contractor regularly sells to the gen-
eral public in the normal course of 
business, and the price is under the 
limitations prescribed in 16.601(b)(3), 
add the following paragraph (6) to para-
graph (b) of the basic clause:

(b)(6) If the nature of the work to be per-
formed requires the Contractor to furnish 
material that the Contractor regularly sells 
to the general public in the normal course of 
business, the price to be paid for such mate-
rial, notwithstanding the other requirements 
of this paragraph (b), shall be on the basis of 
an established catalog or list price, in effect 
when the material is furnished, less all appli-
cable discounts to the Government, provided 
that in no event shall such price be in excess 
of the Contractor’s sales price to its most fa-
vored customer for the same item in like 
quantity, or the current market price, 
whichever is lower.

(c) Upon satisfactory completion by the 
Contractor and acceptance by the Con-

tracting Officer of the work done by the Con-
tractor under the Statement of Architect-Engi-
neer Services, the Contractor will be paid the 
unpaid balance of any money due for work 
under the statement, including retained per-
centages relating to this portion of the work. 
Upon satisfactory completion and final ac-
ceptance of the construction work, the Con-
tractor shall be paid any unpaid balance of 
money due under this contract. 

(d) Before final payment under the con-
tract, or before settlement upon termination 
of the contract, and as a condition precedent 
thereto, the Contractor shall execute and de-
liver to the Contracting Officer a release of 
all claims against the Government arising 
under or by virtue of this contract, other 
than any claims that are specifically ex-
cepted by the Contractor from the operation 
of the release in amounts stated in the re-
lease. 

(e) Notwithstanding any other provision in 
this contract, and specifically paragraph (b) 
of this clause, progress payments shall not 
exceed 80 percent on work accomplished on 
undefinitized contract actions. A contract ac-
tion is any action resulting in a contract, as 
defined in FAR subpart 2.1, including con-
tract modifications for additional supplies or 
services, but not including contract modi-
fications that are within the scope and under 
the terms of the contract, such as contract 
modifications issued pursuant to the 
Changes clause, or funding and other admin-
istrative changes.

agency procedures], or (2) under a letter of 
credit. The amount of the invoice or voucher 
submitted plus all advance payments pre-
viously approved shall not exceed $ll If a 
letter of credit is used, the Contractor shall 
withdraw cash only when needed for dis-
bursements acceptable under this contract 
and report cash disbursements and balances 
as required by the administering office. The 
Contractor shall apply terms similar to this 
clause to any advance payments to sub-
contractors. 

(b) Special account. Until (1) the Contractor 
has liquidated all advance payments made 
under the contract and related interest 
charges and (2) the administering office has 
approved in writing the release of any funds 
due and payable to the Contractor, all ad-
vance payments and other payments under 
this contract shall be made by check payable 
to the Contractor marked for deposit only in 
the Contractor’s special account with the 
llll [insert the name of the financial insti-
tution]. None of the funds in the special ac-
count shall be mingled with other funds of 
the Contractor. Withdrawals from the spe-
cial account may be made only by check of 
the Contractor countersigned by the Con-
tracting Officer or a Government 
countersigning agent designated in writing 
by the Contracting Officer. 

(c) Use of funds. The Contractor may with-
draw funds from the special account only to 
pay for properly allocable, allowable, and 
reasonable costs for direct materials, direct 
labor, and indirect costs. Other withdrawals 
require approval in writing by the admin-
istering office. Determinations of whether 
costs are properly allocable, allowable, and 
reasonable shall be in accordance with gen-
erally accepted accounting principles, sub-
ject to any applicable subparts of part 31 of 
the Federal Acquisition Regulation. 

(d) Repayment to the Government. At any 
time, the Contractor may repay all or any 
part of the funds advanced by the Govern-
ment. Whenever requested in writing to do 
so by the administering office, the Con-
tractor shall repay to the Government any 
part of unliquidated advance payments con-
sidered by the administering office to exceed 
the Contractor’s current requirements or the 
amount specified in paragraph (a) above. If 
the Contractor fails to repay the amount re-
quested by the administering office, all or 
any part of the unliquidated advance pay-
ments may be withdrawn from the special 
account by check signed by only the 
countersigning agent and applied to reduc-

tion of the unliquidated advance payments 
under this contract. 

(e) Maximum payment. When the sum of all 
unliquidated advance payments, unpaid in-
terest charges, and other payments exceed l 
percent of the contract price, the Govern-
ment shall withhold further payments to the 
Contractor. On completion or termination of 
the contract, the Government shall deduct 
from the amount due to the Contractor all 
unliquidated advance payments and all in-
terest charges payable. If previous payments 
to the Contractor exceed the amount due, 
the excess amount shall be paid to the Gov-
ernment on demand. For purposes of this 
paragraph, the contract price shall be con-
sidered to be the stated contract price of 
$ll, less any subsequent price reductions 
under the contract, plus (1) any price in-
creases resulting from any terms of this con-
tract for price redetermination or esca-
lation, and (2) any other price increases that 
do not, in the aggregate, exceed $ll [Insert 
an amount not higher than 10 percent of the 
stated contract amount inserted in this para-
graph]. Any payments withheld under this 
paragraph shall be applied to reduce the un-
liquidated advance payments. If full liquida-
tion has been made, payments under the con-
tract shall resume. 

(f) Interest. (1) The Contractor shall pay in-
terest to the Government on the daily unliq-
uidated advance payments at the daily rate 
specified in subparagraph (f)(3) below. Inter-
est shall be computed at the end of each cal-
endar month for the actual number of days 
involved. For the purpose of computing the 
interest charge— 

(i) Advance payments shall be considered 
as increasing the unliquidated balance as of 
the date of the advance payment check; 

(ii) Repayments by Contractor check shall 
be considered as decreasing the unliquidated 
balance as of the date on which the check is 
received by the Government authority des-
ignated by the Contracting Officer; and 

(iii) Liquidations by deductions from Gov-
ernment payments to the Contractor shall be 
considered as decreasing the unliquidated 
balance as of the date of the check for the re-
duced payment. 

(2) Interest charges resulting from the 
monthly computation shall be deducted from 
payments, other than advance payments, due 
the Contractor. If the accrued interest ex-
ceeds the payment due, any excess interest 
shall be carried forward and deducted from 
subsequent payments. Interest carried for-
ward shall not be compounded. Interest on 
advance payments shall cease to accrue upon 
satisfactory completion or termination of 
the contract for the convenience of the Gov-
ernment. The Contractor shall charge inter-
est on advance payments to subcontractors 
in the manner described above and credit the 
interest to the Government. Interest need 
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not be charged on advance payments to non-
profit educational or research subcontrac-
tors for experimental, developmental, or re-
search work. 

(3) If interest is required under the con-
tract, the Contracting Officer shall deter-
mine a daily interest rate based on the high-
er of (i) the published prime rate of the fi-
nancial institution (depository) in which the 
special account is established or (ii) the rate 
established by the Secretary of the Treasury 
under Pub.

The Contracting Officer shall revise the 
daily interest rate during the contract pe-
riod in keeping with any changes in the cited 
interest rates. 

(4) If the full amount of interest charged 
under this paragraph has not been paid by 
deduction or otherwise upon completion or 
termination of this contract, the Contractor 
shall pay the remaining interest to the Gov-
ernment on demand. 

(g) Financial institution agreement. Before 
an advance payment is made under this con-
tract, the Contractor shall transmit to the 
administering office, in the form prescribed 
by the administering office, an agreement in 
triplicate from the financial institution in 
which the special account is established, 
clearly setting forth the special character of 
the account and the responsibilities of the fi-
nancial institution under the account. The 
Contractor shall select a financial institu-
tion that is a member bank of the Federal 
Reserve System, an ‘‘insured’’ bank within 
the meaning of the Federal Deposit Insur-
ance Corporation Act (12 U.S.C. 1811), or a 
credit union insured by the National Credit 
Union Administration. 

(h) Lien on Special Bank Account. The Gov-
ernment shall have a lien upon any balance 
in the special account paramount to all 
other liens. The Government lien shall se-
cure the repayment of any advance pay-
ments made under this contract and any re-
lated interest charges. 

(i) Lien on property under contract. (1) All 
advance payments under this contract, to-
gether with interest charges, shall be se-
cured, when made, by a lien in favor of the 
Government, paramount to all other liens, 
on the supplies or other things covered by 
this contract and on all material and other 
property acquired for or allocated to the per-
formance of this contract, except to the ex-
tent that the Government by virtue of any 
other terms of this contract, or otherwise, 
shall have valid title to the supplies, mate-
rials, or other property as against other 
creditors of the Contractor. 

(2) The Contractor shall identify, by mark-
ing or segregation, all property that is sub-
ject to a lien in favor of the Government by 
virtue of any terms of this contract in such 
a way as to indicate that it is subject to a 
lien and that it has been acquired for or allo-
cated to performing this contract. If, for any 

reason, the supplies, materials, or other 
property are not identified by marking or 
segregation, the Government shall be consid-
ered to have a lien to the extent of the Gov-
ernment’s interest under this contract on 
any mass of property with which the sup-
plies, materials, or other property are com-
mingled. The Contractor shall maintain ade-
quate accounting control over the property 
on its books and records. 

(3) If, at any time during the progress of 
the work on the contract, it becomes nec-
essary to deliver to a third person any items 
or materials on which the Government has a 
lien, the Contractor shall notify the third 
person of the lien and shall obtain from the 
third person a receipt in duplicate acknowl-
edging the existence of the lien. The Con-
tractor shall provide a copy of each receipt 
to the Contracting Officer. 

(4) If, under the termination clause, the 
Contracting Officer authorizes the Con-
tractor to sell or retain termination inven-
tory, the approval shall constitute a release 
of the Government’s lien to the extent that— 

(i) The termination inventory is sold or re-
tained; and 

(ii) The sale proceeds or retention credits 
are applied to reduce any outstanding ad-
vance payments. 

(j) Insurance. (1) The Contractor shall 
maintain with responsible insurance car-
riers— 

(i) Insurance on plant and equipment 
against fire and other hazards, to the extent 
that similar properties are usually insured 
by others operating plants and properties of 
similar character in the same general local-
ity; 

(ii) Adequate insurance against liability on 
account of damage to persons or property; 
and 

(iii) Adequate insurance under all applica-
ble workers’ compensation laws. 

(2) Until work under this contract has been 
completed and all advance payments made 
under the contract have been liquidated, the 
Contractor shall— 

(i) Maintain this insurance; 
(ii) Maintain adequate insurance on any 

materials, parts, assemblies, subassemblies, 
supplies, equipment, and other property ac-
quired for or allocable to this contract and 
subject to the Government lien under para-
graph (i) of this clause; and 

(iii) Furnish any evidence with respect to 
its insurance that the administering office 
may require. 

(k) Default. (1) If any of the following 
events occurs, the Government may, by writ-
ten notice to the Contractor, withhold fur-
ther withdrawals from the special account 
and further payments on this contract: 

(i) Termination of this contract for a fault 
of the Contractor. 

(ii) A finding by the administering office 
that the Contractor has failed to—

(A) Observe any of the conditions of the ad-
vance payment terms; 

(B) Comply with any material term of this 
contract; 

(C) Make progress or maintain a financial 
condition adequate for performance of this 
contract; 

(D) Limit inventory allocated to this con-
tract to reasonable requirements; or 

(E) Avoid delinquency in payment of taxes 
or of the costs of performing this contract in 
the ordinary course of business. 

(iii) The appointment of a trustee, re-
ceiver, or liquidator for all or a substantial 
part of the Contractor’s property, or the in-
stitution of proceedings by or against the 
Contractor for bankruptcy, reorganization, 
arrangement, or liquidation. 

(iv) The service of any writ of attachment, 
levy of execution, or commencement of gar-
nishment proceedings concerning the special 
account. 

(v) The commission of an act of bank-
ruptcy. 

(2) If any of the events described in sub-
paragraph (1) above continue for 30 days 
after the written notice to the Contractor, 
the Government may take any of the fol-
lowing additional actions: 

(i) Withdraw by checks payable to the 
Treasurer of the United States, signed only 
by the countersigning agency, all or any part 
of the balance in the special account and 
apply the amounts to reduce outstanding ad-
vance payments and any other claims of the 
Government against the Contractor. 

(ii) Charge interest, in the manner pre-
scribed in paragraph (f) above, on out-
standing advance payments during the pe-
riod of any event described in subparagraph 
(1) above. 

(iii) Demand immediate repayment by the 
Contractor of the unliquidated balance of ad-
vance payments. 

(iv) Take possession of and, with or with-
out advertisement, sell at public or private 
sale all or any part of the property on which 
the Government has a lien under this con-
tract and, after deducting any expenses inci-
dent to the sale, apply the net proceeds of 
the sale to reduce the unliquidated balance 
of advance payments or other Government 
claims against the Contractor. 

(3) The Government may take any of the 
actions described in subparagraphs (k) (1) 
and (2) of this clause it considers appropriate 
at its discretion and without limiting any 
other rights of the Government. 

(l) Prohibition against assignment. Notwith-
standing any other terms of this contract, 
the Contractor shall not assign this con-
tract, any interest therein, or any claim 
under the contract to any party. 

(m) Information and access to records. The 
Contractor shall furnish to the admin-
istering office (1) monthly or at other inter-
vals as required, signed or certified balance 

sheets and profit and loss statements to-
gether with a report on the operation of the 
special account in the form prescribed by the 
administering office; and (2) if requested, 
other information concerning the operation 
of the Contractor’s business. The Contractor 
shall provide the authorized Government 
representatives proper facilities for inspec-
tion of the Contractor’s books, records, and 
accounts. 

(n) Other security. The terms of this con-
tract are considered to provide adequate se-
curity to the Government for advance pay-
ments; however, if the administering office 
considers the security inadequate, the Con-
tractor shall furnish additional security sat-
isfactory to the administering office, to the 
extent that the security is available. 

(o) Representations. The Contractor rep-
resents the following: 

(1) The balance sheet, the profit and loss 
statement, and any other supporting finan-
cial statements furnished to the admin-
istering office fairly reflect the financial 
condition of the Contractor at the date 
shown or the period covered, and there has 
been no subsequent materially adverse 
change in the financial condition of the Con-
tractor. 

(2) No litigation or proceedings are pres-
ently pending or threatened against the Con-
tractor, except as shown in the financial 
statements. 

(3) The Contractor has disclosed all contin-
gent liabilities, except for liability resulting 
from the renegotiation of defense production 
contracts, in the financial statements fur-
nished to the administering office. 

(4) None of the terms in this clause conflict 
with the authority under which the Con-
tractor is doing business or with the provi-
sion of any existing indenture or agreement 
of the Contractor. 

(5) The Contractor has the power to enter 
into this contract and accept advance pay-
ments, and has taken all necessary action to 
authorize the acceptance under the terms of 
this contract. 

(6) The assets of the Contractor are not 
subject to any lien or encumbrance of any 
character except for current taxes not delin-
quent, and except as shown in the financial 
statements furnished by the Contractor. 
There is no current assignment of claims 
under any contract affected by these advance 
payment provisions. 

(7) All information furnished by the Con-
tractor to the administering office in con-
nection with each request for advance pay-
ments is true and correct. 

(8) These representations shall be con-
tinuing and shall be considered to have been 
repeated by the submission of each invoice 
for advance payments. 
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(p) Covenants. To the extent the Govern-
ment considers it necessary while any ad-
vance payments made under this contract re-
main outstanding, the Contractor, without 
the prior written consent of the admin-
istering office, shall not— 

(1) Mortgage, pledge, or otherwise encum-
ber or allow to be encumbered, any of the as-
sets of the Contractor now owned or subse-
quently acquired, or permit any preexisting 
mortgages, liens, or other encumbrances to 
remain on or attach to any assets of the Con-
tractor which are allocated to performing 
this contract and with respect to which the 
Government has a lien under this contract; 

(2) Sell, assign, transfer, or otherwise dis-
pose of accounts receivable, notes, or claims 
for money due or to become due; 

(3) Declare or pay any dividends, except 
dividends payable in stock of the corpora-
tion, or make any other distribution on ac-
count of any shares of its capital stock, or 
purchase, redeem, or otherwise acquire for 
value any of its stock, except as required by 
sinking fund or redemption arrangements re-
ported to the administering office incident 
to the establishment of these advance pay-
ment provisions; 

(4) Sell, convey, or lease all or a substan-
tial part of its assets; 

(5) Acquire for value the stock or other se-
curities of any corporation, municipality, or 
governmental authority, except direct obli-
gations of the United States; 

(6) Make any advance or loan or incur any 
liability as guarantor, surety, or accommo-
dation endorser for any party; 

(7) Permit a writ of attachment or any 
similar process to be issued against its prop-
erty without getting a release or bonding the 
property within 30 days after the entry of the 
writ of attachment or other process; 

(8) Pay any remuneration in any form to 
its directors, officers, or key employees 
higher than rates provided in existing agree-
ments of which notice has been given to the 
administering office; accrue excess remu-
neration without first obtaining an agree-
ment subordinating it to all claims of the 
Government; or employ any person at a rate 
of compensation over $— a year; 

(9) Change substantially the management, 
ownership, or control of the corporation; 

(10) Merge or consolidate with any other 
firm or corporation, change the type of busi-
ness, or engage in any transaction outside 
the ordinary course of the Contractor’s busi-
ness as presently conducted; 

(12) Create or incur indebtedness for ad-
vances, other than advances to be made 
under the terms of this contract, or for bor-
rowings; 

(13) Make or covenant for capital expendi-
tures exceeding $ll in total; 

(14) Permit its net current assets, com-
puted in accordance with generally accepted 

accounting principles, to become less than 
$ll; or 

(15) Make any payments on account of the 
obligations listed below, except in the man-
ner and to the extent provided in this con-
tract:

Alternate I (APR 1984). If the agency 
desires to waive the countersignature 
requirement because of the Contrac-
tor’s financial strength, good perform-
ance record, and favorable experience 
concerning cost disallowances, add the 
following sentence, if appropriate, to 
paragraph (b) of the basic clause:

However, for this contract, 
countersignature on behalf of the Govern-
ment will not be required unless it is deter-
mined necessary by the administering office.

Credits resulting from these deductions shall 
be made upon the approval of the reimburse-
ment vouchers by the Disbursing Officer, 
based upon the Contracting Officer’s certifi-
cation of the applicable dates. 

(2) Interest charges resulting from the 
monthly computation shall be deducted from 
any payments on account of the fixed-fee due 
to the Contractor. If the accrued interest ex-
ceeds the payment due, any excess interest 
shall be carried forward and deducted from 
subsequent payments of the contract price or 
fixed-fee. Interest carried forward shall not 
be compounded. Interest on advance pay-
ments shall cease to accrue upon (i) satisfac-
tory completion or (ii) termination of the 
contract for the convenience of the Govern-
ment. The Contractor shall charge interest 
on advance payments to subcontractors in 
the manner described above and credit the 
interest to the Government. Interest need 
not be charged on advance payments to non-
profit educational or research subcontrac-
tors for experimental, developmental, or re-
search work.

Alternate III (APR 1984). If the agency 
considers a more rapid liquidation ap-
propriate, add the following sentence 
as the first sentence of paragraph (e) of 
the basic clause with the appropriate 
percentage specified:

Advance pay-
ments will be made under this contract (1) 
upon submission of properly certified in-
voices or vouchers by the contractor, and ap-

The Contractor may use 
advance payment funds only to pay for prop-
erly allocable, allowable, and reasonable 
costs for direct materials, direct labor, and 
indirect costs. Determinations of whether 
costs are properly allocable, allowable, and 
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reasonable shall be in accordance with gen-
erally accepted accounting principles, sub-
ject to any applicable subparts of part 31 of 
the Federal Acquisition Regulation. 

(c) Repayment to the Government. At any 
time, the Contractor may repay all or any 
part of the funds advanced by the Govern-
ment. Whenever requested in writing to do 
so by the administering office, the Con-
tractor shall repay to the Government any 
part of unliquidated advance payments con-
sidered by the administering office to exceed 
the Contractor’s current requirements or the 
amount specified in paragraph (a) of this 
clause. 

(d) Maximum payment. When the sum of all 
unliquidated advance payments, unpaid in-
terest charges, and other payments exceed ––
––– percent of the contract price, the Govern-
ment shall withhold further payments to the 
Contractor. On completion or termination of 
the contract, the Government shall deduct 
from the amount due to the Contractor all 
unliquidated advance payments and all in-
terest charges payable. If previous payments 
to the Contractor exceed the amount due, 
the excess amount shall be paid to the Gov-
ernment on demand. For purposes of this 
paragraph, the contract price shall be con-

(iii) Liquidations by deductions from Gov-
ernment payments to the Contractor shall be 
considered as decreasing the unliquidated 
balance as of the date of the check for the re-
duced payment. 

(2) Interest charges resulting from the 
monthly computation shall be deducted from 
payments, other than advance payments, due 

the Contractor. If the accrued interest ex-
ceeds the payment due, any excess interest 
shall be carried forward and deducted from 
subsequent payments. Interest carried for-
ward shall not be compounded. Interest on 
advance payments shall cease to accrue upon 
satisfactory completion or termination of 
the contract for the convenience of the Gov-
ernment. The Contractor shall charge inter-
est on advance payments to subcontractors 
in the manner described above and credit the 
interest to the Government. Interest need 
not be charged on advance payments to non-
profit educational or research subcontrac-
tors, for experimental, developmental, or re-
search work. 

(3) If interest is required under the con-
tract, the Contracting Officer shall deter-
mine a daily interest rate based on the rate 
established by the Secretary of the Treasury 
under Pub. L. 92–41 (50 U.S.C. App., 
1215(b)(2)). The Contracting Officer shall re-
vise the daily interest rate during the con-
tract period in keeping with any changes in 
the cited interest rate. 

(4) If the full amount of interest charged 
under this paragraph has not been paid by 
deduction or otherwise upon completion or 
termination of this contract, the Contractor 
shall pay the remaining interest to the Gov-
ernment on demand. 

(f) Lien on property under contract. (1) All 
advance payments under this contract, to-
gether with interest charges, shall be se-
cured, when made, by a lien in favor of the 
Government, paramount to all other liens, 
on the supplies or other things covered by 
this contract and on all material and other 
property acquired for or allocated to the per-
formance of this contract, except to the ex-
tent that the Government by virtue of any 
other terms of this contract, or otherwise, 
shall have valid title to the supplies, mate-
rials, or other property as against other 
creditors of the Contractor. 

(2) The Contractor shall identify, by mark-
ing or segregation, all property that is sub-
ject to a lien in favor of the Government by 
virtue of any terms of this contract in such 
a way as to indicate that it is subject to a 
lien and that it has been acquired for or allo-
cated to performing this contract. If, for any 
reason, the supplies, materials, or other 
property are not identified by marking or 
segregation, the Government shall be consid-
ered to have a lien to the extent of the Gov-
ernment’s interest under this contract on 
any mass of property with which the sup-
plies, materials, or other property are com-
mingled. The Contractor shall maintain ade-
quate accounting control over the property 
on its books and records. 

(3) If, at any time during the progress of 
the work on the contract, it becomes nec-
essary to deliver to a third person any items 
or materials on which the Government has a 
lien, the Contractor shall notify the third 
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person of the lien and shall obtain from the 
third person a receipt in duplicate acknowl-
edging the existence of the lien. The Con-
tractor shall provide a copy of each receipt 
to the Contracting Officer. 

(4) If, under the termination clause, the 
Contracting Officer authorizes the con-
tractor to sell or retain termination inven-
tory, the approval shall constitute a release 
of the Government’s lien to the extent that— 

(i) The termination inventory is sold or re-
tained; and 

(ii) The sale proceeds or retention credits 
are applied to reduce any outstanding ad-
vance payments. 

(g) Insurance. (1) The Contractor shall 
maintain with responsible insurance car-
riers— 

(i) Insurance on plant and equipment 
against fire and other hazards, to the extent 
that similar properties are usually insured 
by others operating plants and properties of 
similar character in the same general local-
ity; 

(ii) Adequate insurance against liability on 
account of damage to persons or property; 
and 

(iii) Adequate insurance under all applica-
ble workers’ compensation laws. 

(2) Until work under this contract has been 
completed and all advance payments made 
under the contract have been liquidated, the 
Contractor shall— 

(i) Maintain this insurance; 
(ii) Maintain adequate insurance on any 

materials, parts, assemblies, subassemblies, 
supplies, equipment, and other property ac-
quired for or allocable to this contract and 
subject to the Government lien under para-
graph (f) of this clause; and 

(iii) Furnish any evidence with respect to 
its insurance that the administering office 
may require. 

(h) Default. (1) If any of the following 
events occur, the Government may, by writ-
ten notice to the Contractor, withhold fur-
ther payments on this contract: 

(i) Termination of this contract for a fault 
of the Contractor. 

(ii) A finding by the administering office 
that the Contractor has failed to— 

(A) Observe any of the conditions of the ad-
vance payment terms; 

(B) Comply with any material term of this 
contract; 

(C) Make progress or maintain a financial 
condition adequate for performance of this 
contract; 

(D) Limit inventory allocated to this con-
tract to reasonable requirements; or 

(E) Avoid delinquency in payment of taxes 
or of the costs of performing this contract in 
the ordinary course of business. 

(iii) The appointment of a trustee, re-
ceiver, or liquidator for all or a substantial 
part of the Contractor’s property, or the in-
stitution of proceedings by or against the 

Contractor for bankruptcy, reorganization, 
arrangement, or liquidation. 

(iv) The commission of an act of bank-
ruptcy. 

(2) If any of the events described in sub-
paragraph (h)(1) of this clause continue for 30 
days after the written notice to the Con-
tractor, the Government may take any of 
the following additional actions: 

(i) Charge interest, in the manner pre-
scribed in paragraph (e) of this clause, on 
outstanding advance payments during the 
period of any event described in subpara-
graph (h)(1) of this clause. 

(ii) Demand immediate repayment by the 
Contractor of the unliquidated balance of ad-
vance payments. 

(iii) Take possession of and, with or with-
out advertisement, sell at public or private 
sale all or any part of the property on which 
the Government has a lien under this con-
tract and, after deducting any expenses inci-
dent to the sale, apply the net proceeds of 
the sale to reduce the unliquidated balance 
of advance payments or other Government 
claims against the Contractor. 

(3) The Government may take any of the 
actions described in subparagraphs (h)(1) and 
(h)(2) of this clause it considers appropriate 
at its discretion and without limiting any 
other rights of the Government. 

(i) Prohibition against assignment. Notwith-
standing any other terms of this contract, 
the Contractor shall not assign this con-
tract, any interest therein, or any claim 
under the contract to any party. 

(j) Information and access to records. The 
Contractor shall furnish to the admin-
istering office (1) monthly or at other inter-
vals as required, signed or certified balance 
sheets and profit and loss statements, and, 
(2) if requested, other information con-
cerning the operation of the contractor’s 
business. The Contractor shall provide the 
authorized Government representatives 
proper facilities for inspection of the Con-
tractor’s books, records, and accounts. 

(k) Other security. The terms of this con-
tract are considered to provide adequate se-
curity to the Government for advance pay-
ments; however, if the administering office 
considers the security inadequate, the Con-
tractor shall furnish additional security sat-
isfactory to the administering office, to the 
extent that the security is available. 

(l) Representations. The Contractor rep-
resents the following: 

(1) The balance sheet, the profit and loss 
statement, and any other supporting finan-
cial statements furnished to the admin-
istering office fairly reflect the financial 
condition of the Contractor at the date 
shown or the period covered, and there has 
been no subsequent materially adverse 
change in the financial condition of the Con-
tractor. 
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(2) No litigation or proceedings are pres-
ently pending or threatened against the Con-
tractor, except as shown in the financial 
statements. 

(3) The Contractor has disclosed all contin-
gent liabilities, except for liability resulting 
from the renegotiation of defense production 
contracts, in the financial statements fur-
nished to the administering office. 

(4) None of the terms in this clause conflict 
with the authority under which the Con-
tractor is doing business or with the provi-
sion of any existing indenture or agreement 
of the Contractor. 

(5) The Contractor has the power to enter 
into this contract and accept advance pay-
ments, and has takken all necessary action 
to authorize the acceptance under the terms 
of this contract. 

(6) The assets of the Contractor are not 
subject to any lien or encumbrance of any 
character except for current taxes not delin-
quent, and except as shown in the financial 
statements furnished by the Contractor. 
There is no current assignment of claims 
under any contract affected by these advance 
payment provisions. 

(7) All information furnished by the Con-
tractor to the administering office in con-
nection with each request for advance pay-
ments is true and correct. 

(8) These representations shall be con-
tinuing and shall be considered to have been 
repeated by the submission of each invoice 
for advance payments. 

(m) Covenants. To the extent the Govern-
ment considers it necessary while any ad-
vance payments made under this contract re-
main outstanding, the Contractor, without 
the prior written consent of the admin-
istering office, shall not— 

(1) Mortgage, pledge, or otherwise encum-
ber or allow to be encumbered, any of the as-
sets of the Contractor now owned or subse-
quently acquired, or permit any preexisting 
mortgages, liens, or other encumbrances to 
remain on or attach to any assets of the Con-
tractor which are allocated to performing 
this contract and with respect to which the 
Government has a lien under this contract; 

(2) Sell, assign, transfer, or otherwise dis-
pose of accounts receivable, notes, or claims 
for money due or to become due; 

(3) Declare or pay any dividends, except 
dividends payable in stock of the corpora-
tion, or make any other distribution on ac-
count of any shares of its capital stock, or 
purchase, redeem, or otherwise acquire for 
value any of its stock, except as required by 
sinking fund or redemption arrangements re-
ported to the administering office incident 
to the establishment of these advance pay-
ment provisions; 

(4) Sell, convey, or lease all or a substan-
tial part of its assets; 

(5) Acquire for value the stock or other se-
curities of any corporation, municipality, or 

Governmental authority, except direct obli-
gations of the United States; 

(6) Make any advance or loan or incur any 
liability as guarantor, surety, or accommo-
dation endorser for any party; 

(7) Permit a writ of attachment or any 
similar process to be issued against its prop-
erty without getting a release or bonding the 
property within 30 days after the entry of the 
writ of attachment or other process; 

(8) Pay any remuneration in any form to 
its directors, officers, or key employees 
higher than rates provided in existing agree-
ments of which notice has been given to the 
administering office; accure excess remu-
neration without first obtaining an agree-
ment subordinating it to all claims of the 
Government; or employ any person at a rate 
of compensation over ––––– a year. 

(9) Change substantially the management, 
ownership, or control of the corporation; 

(10) Merge or consolidate with any other 
firm or corporation, change the type of busi-
ness, or engage in any transaction outside 
the ordinary course of the Contractor’s busi-
ness as presently conducted;

Incomplete work shall 
be considered to be the supplies and services 
required by this contract, for which delivery 
and invoicing by the Contractor and accept-
ance by the Government are incomplete. 

(6) The total amount of progress payments 
shall not exceed 80 percent of the total con-
tract price. 

(7) If a progress payment or the unliqui-
dated progress payments exceed the amounts 
permitted by subparagraphs (a)(4) or (a)(5) 
above, the Contractor shall repay the 
amount of such excess to the Government on 
demand. 

(8) Notwithstanding any other terms of the 
contract, the Contractor agrees not to re-
quest progress payments in dollar amounts 
of less than $2,500. The Contracting Officer 
may make exceptions. 

(b) Liquidation. Except as provided in the 
Termination for Convenience of the Govern-
ment clause, all progress payments shall be 
liquidated by deducting from any payment 
under this contract, other than advance or 
progress payments, the unliquidated 
progress payments, or 80 percent of the 
amount invoiced, whichever is less. The Con-
tractor shall repay to the Government any 
amounts required by a retroactive price re-
duction, after computing liquidations and 
payments on past invoices at the reduced 
prices and adjusting the unliquidated 
progress payments accordingly. The Govern-
ment reserves the right to unilaterally 
change from the ordinary liquidation rate to 
an alternate rate when deemed appropriate 
for proper contract financing. 

(c) Reduction or suspension. The Con-
tracting Officer may reduce or suspend 
progress payments, increase the rate of liq-
uidation, or take a combination of these ac-
quisitions, after finding on substantial evi-
dence any of the following conditions: 

(1) The Contractor failed to comply with 
any material requirement of this contract 
(which includes paragraphs (f) and (g) below). 

(2) Performance of this contract is endan-
gered by the Contractor’s (i) failure to make 
progress or (ii) unsatisfactory financial con-
dition. 

(3) Inventory allocated to this contract 
substantially exceeds reasonable require-
ments. 

(4) The Contractor is delinquent in pay-
ment of the costs of performing this contract 
in the ordinary course of business. 

(5) The unliquidated progress payments ex-
ceed the fair value of the work accomplished 
on the undelivered portion of this contract. 

(6) The Contractor is realizing less profit 
than that reflected in the establishment of 
any alternate liquidation rate in paragraph 
(b) above, and that rate is less than the 
progress payment rate stated in subpara-
graph (a)(1) above. 

(d) Title. (1) Title to the property described 
in this paragraph (d) shall vest in the Gov-
ernment. Vestiture shall be immediately 
upon the date of this contract, for property 
acquired or produced before that date. Other-
wise, vestiture shall occur when the property 
is or should have been allocable or properly 
chargeable to this contract. 

(2) Property, as used in this clause, includes 
all of the below-described items acquired or 
produced by the Contractor that are or 
should be allocable or properly chargeable to 
this contract under sound and generally ac-
cepted accounting principles and practices. 

(i) Parts, materials, inventories, and work 
in process; 

(ii) Special tooling and special test equip-
ment to which the Government is to acquire 
title under any other clause of this contract; 

(iii) Nondurable (i.e., noncapital) tools, 
jigs, dies, fixtures, molds, patterns, taps, 
gauges, test equipment, and other similar 
manufacturing aids, title to which would not 
be obtained as special tooling under subpara-
graph (ii) above; and 

(iv) Drawings and technical data, to the ex-
tent the Contractor or subcontractors are re-
quired to deliver them to the Government by 
other clauses of this contract. 

(3) Although title to property is in the 
Government under this clause, other applica-
ble clauses of this contract, e.g., the termi-
nation or special tooling clauses, shall deter-
mine the handling and disposition of the 
property. 

(4) The Contractor may sell any scrap re-
sulting from production under this contract 
without requesting the Contracting Officer’s 
approval, but the proceeds shall be credited 
against the costs of performance. 

(5) To acquire for its own use or dispose of 
property to which title is vested in the Gov-
ernment under this clause, the Contractor 
must obtain the Contracting Officer’s ad-
vance approval of the action and the terms. 
The Contractor shall (i) exclude the allo-
cable costs of the property from the costs of 
contract performance, and (ii) repay to the 
Government any amount of unliquidated 
progress payments allocable to the property. 
Repayment may be by cash or credit memo-
randum. 

(6) When the Contractor completes all of 
the obligations under this contract, includ-
ing liquidation of all progress payments, 
title shall vest in the Contractor for all prop-
erty (or the proceeds thereof) not— 

(i) Delivered to, and accepted by, the Gov-
ernment under this contract; or 

(ii) Incorporated in supplies delivered to, 
and accepted by, the Government under this 
contract and to which title is vested in the 
Government under this clause. 

(7) The terms of this contract concerning 
liability for Government-furnished property 
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shall not apply to property to which the Gov-
ernment acquired title solely under this 
clause. 

(e) Risk of loss. Before delivery to and ac-
ceptance by the Government, the Contractor 
shall bear the risk of loss for property, the 
title to which vests in the Government under 
this clause, except to the extent the Govern-
ment expressly assumes the risk. The Con-
tractor shall repay the Government an 
amount equal to the unliquidated progress 
payments that are based on costs allocable 
to property that is damaged, lost, stolen, or 
destroyed. 

(f) Control of costs and property. The Con-
tractor shall maintain an accounting system 
and controls adequate for the proper admin-
istration of this clause. 

(g) Reports and access to records. The Con-
tractor shall promptly furnish reports, cer-
tificates, financial statements, and other 
pertinent information reasonably requested 
by the Contracting Officer for the adminis-
tration of this clause. Also, the Contractor 
shall give the Government reasonable oppor-
tunity to examine and verify the Contrac-
tor’s books, records, and accounts. 

(h) Special terms regarding default. If this 
contract is terminated under the Default 
clause, (i) the Contractor shall, on demand, 
repay to the Government the amount of un-
liquidated progress payments and (ii) title 
shall vest in the Contractor, on full liquida-
tion of progress payments, for all property 
for which the Government elects not to re-
quire delivery under the Default clause. The 
Government shall be liable for no payment 
except as provided by the Default clause. 

(i) Reservations of rights. (1) No payment or 
vesting of title under this clause shall (i) ex-
cuse the Contractor from performance of ob-
ligations under this contract or (ii) con-
stitute a waiver of any of the rights or rem-
edies of the parties under the contract. 

(2) The Government’s rights and remedies 
under this clause (i) shall not be exclusive 
but rather shall be in addition to any other 
rights and remedies provided by law or this 
contract and (ii) shall not be affected by de-
layed, partial, or omitted exercise of any 
right, remedy, power, or privilege, nor shall 
such exercise or any single exercise preclude 
or impair any further exercise under this 
clause or the exercise of any other right, 
power, or privilege of the Government. 

(j) Financing payments to subcontractors. 
The financing payments to subcontractors 
mentioned in paragraphs (a)(1) and (a)(2) of 
this clause shall be all financing payments 
to subcontractors or divisions, if the fol-
lowing conditions are met: 

(1) The amounts included are limited to— 
(i) The unliquidated remainder of financing 

payments made; plus 
(ii) Any unpaid subcontractor requests for 

financing payments. 

(2) The subcontract or interdivisional order 
is expected to involve a minimum of approxi-
mately 6 months between the beginning of 
work and the first delivery; or, if the subcon-
tractor is a small business concern, 4 
months. 

(3) If the financing payments are in the 
form of progress payments, the terms of the 
subcontract or interdivisional order con-
cerning progress payments— 

(i) Are substantially similar to the terms 
of this clause for any subcontractor that is a 
large business concern, or this clause with 
its Alternate I for any subcontractor that is 
a small business concern; 

(ii) Are at least as favorable to the Govern-
ment as the terms of this clause; 

(iii) Are not more favorable to the subcon-
tractor or division than the terms of this 
clause are to the Contractor; 

(iv) Are in conformance with the require-
ments of FAR 32.504(e); and 

(v) Subordinate all subcontractor rights 
concerning property to which the Govern-
ment has title under the subcontract to the 
Government’s right to require delivery of the 
property to the Government if— 

(A) The Contractor defaults; or 
(B) The subcontractor becomes bankrupt 

or insolvent. 
(4) If the financing payments are in the 

form of performance-based payments, the 
terms of the subcontract or interdivisional 
order concerning payments— 

(i) Are substantially similar to the Per-
formance-Based Payments clause at FAR 
52.232–32 and meet the criteria for, and defi-
nition of, performance-based payments in 
FAR Part 32; 

(ii) Are in conformance with the require-
ments of FAR 32.504(f); and 

(iii) Subordinate all subcontractor rights 
concerning property to which the Govern-
ment has title under the subcontract to the 
Government’s right to require delivery of the 
property to the Government if— 

(A) The Contractor defaults; or 
(B) The subcontractor becomes bankrupt 

or insolvent. 
(5) If the financing payments are in the 

form of commercial item financing pay-
ments, the terms of the subcontract or inter-
divisional order concerning payments— 

(i) Are constructed in accordance with 
FAR 32.206(c) and included in a subcontract 
for a commercial item purchase that meets 
the definition and standards for acquisition 
of commercial items in FAR Parts 2 and 12; 

(ii) Are in conformance with the require-
ments of FAR 32.504(g); and 

(iii) Subordinate all subcontractor rights 
concerning property to which the Govern-
ment has title under the subcontract to the 
Government’s right to require delivery of the 
property to the Government if— 

(A) The Contractor defaults; or 
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(B) The subcontractor becomes bankrupt 
or insolvent. 

(6) If financing is in the form of progress 
payments, the progress payment rate in the 
subcontract is the customary rate used by 
the contracting agency, depending on wheth-
er the subcontractor is or is not a small busi-
ness concern. 

(7) Concerning any proceeds received by 
the Government for property to which title 
has vested in the Government under the sub-
contract terms, the parties agree that the 
proceeds shall be applied to reducing any un-
liquidated financing payments by the Gov-
ernment to the Contractor under this con-
tract. 

(8) If no unliquidated financing payments 
to the Contractor remain, but there are un-
liquidated financing payments that the Con-
tractor has made to any subcontractor, the 
Contractor shall be subrogated to all the 
rights the Government obtained through the 
terms required by this clause to be in any 
subcontract, as if all such rights had been as-
signed and transferred to the Contractor. 

(9) To facilitate small business participa-
tion in subcontracting under this contract, 
the Contractor shall provide financing pay-
ments to small business concerns, in con-
formity with the standards for customary 
contract financing payments stated in FAR 
32.113. The Contractor shall not consider the 
need for such financing payments as a handi-
cap or adverse factor in the award of sub-
contracts. 

(k) Limitations on undefinitized contract ac-
tions. Notwithstanding any other progress 
payment provisions in this contract, 
progress payments may not exceed 80 per-
cent of costs incurred on work accomplished 
under undefinitized contract actions. A con-
tract action is any action resulting in a con-
tract, as defined in subpart 2.1, including 
contract modifications for additional sup-
plies or services, but not including contract 
modifications that are within the scope and 
under the terms of the contract, such as con-
tract modifications issued pursuant to the 
Changes clause, or funding and other admin-
istrative changes. This limitation shall 
apply to the costs incurred, as computed in 
accordance with paragraph (a) of this clause, 
and shall remain in effect until the contract 
action is definitized. Costs incurred which 
are subject to this limitation shall be seg-
regated on Contractor progress payment re-
quests and invoices from those costs eligible 
for higher progress payment rates. For pur-
poses of progress payment liquidation, as de-
scribed in paragraph (b) of this clause, 
progress payments for undefinitized contract 
actions shall be liquidated at 80 percent of 
the amount invoiced for work performed 
under the undefinitized contract action as 
long as the contract action remains 
undefinitized. The amount of unliquidated 
progress payments for undefinitized contract 

actions shall not exceed 80 percent of the 
maximum liability of the Government under 
the undefinitized contract action or such 
lower limit specified elsewhere in the con-
tract. Separate limits may be specified for 
separate actions. 

(l) Due date. The designated payment office 
will make progress payments on the llll 
[Contracting Officer insert date as prescribed by 
agency head; if not prescribed, insert ‘‘30th’’] 
day after the designated billing office re-
ceives a proper progress payment request. In 
the event that the Government requires an 
audit or other review of a specific progress 
payment request to ensure compliance with 
the terms and conditions of the contract, the 
designated payment office is not compelled 
to make payment by the specified due date. 
Progress payments are considered contract 
financing and are not subject to the interest 
penalty provisions of the Prompt Payment 
Act. 

(m) Progress payments under indefinite—de-
livery contracts. The Contractor shall account 
for and submit progress payment requests 
under individual orders as if the order con-
stituted a separate contract, unless other-
wise specified in this contract.

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (Mar 2000). If the contract 
is with a small business concern, 
change each mention of the progress 
payment and liquidation rates except-
ing paragraph (k) to the customary 
rate of 85 percent for small business 
concerns (see FAR 32.501–1).

(4) If the method of liquidating progress 
payments provided in this clause does not re-
sult in full liquidation, the Contractor shall 
immediately pay the unliquidated balance to 
the Government on demand.

cost-reimbursement contract is con-
templated. The 60-day period may be 
varied from 30 to 90 days and the 75 per-
cent from 75 to 85 percent. Task Order 
or other appropriate designation may 
be substituted for Schedule wherever 
that word appears in the clause.

LIMITATION OF FUNDS (APR 1984) 

(a) The parties estimate that performance 
of this contract will not cost the Govern-
ment more than (1) the estimated cost speci-
fied in the Schedule or, (2) if this is a cost-
sharing contract, the Government’s share of 
the estimated cost specified in the Schedule. 
The Contractor agrees to use its best efforts 
to perform the work specified in the Sched-
ule and all obligations under this contract 
within the estimated cost, which, if this is a 
cost-sharing contract, includes both the Gov-
ernment’s and the Contractor’s share of the 
cost. 

(b) The Schedule specifies the amount 
presently available for payment by the Gov-
ernment and allotted to this contract, the 
items covered, the Government’s share of the 
cost if this is a cost-sharing contract, and 
the period of performance it is estimated the 
allotted amount will cover. The parties con-
template that the Government will allot ad-
ditional funds incrementally to the contract 
up to the full estimated cost to the Govern-
ment specified in the Schedule, exclusive of 
any fee. The Contractor agrees to perform, 
or have performed, work on the contract up 
to the point at which the total amount paid 
and payable by the Government under the 
contract approximates but does not exceed 
the total amount actually allotted by the 
Government to the contract. 

(c) The Contractor shall notify the Con-
tracting Officer in writing whenever it has 
reason to believe that the costs it expects to 
incur under this contract in the next 60 days, 
when added to all costs previously incurred, 
will exceed 75 percent of (1) the total amount 
so far allotted to the contract by the Gov-
ernment or, (2) if this is a cost-sharing con-
tract, the amount then allotted to the con-
tract by the Government plus the Contrac-
tor’s corresponding share. The notice shall 
state the estimated amount of additional 
funds required to continue performance for 
the period specified in the Schedule. 

(d) Sixty days before the end of the period 
specified in the Schedule, the Contractor 
shall notify the Contracting Officer in writ-
ing of the estimated amount of additional 
funds, if any, required to continue timely 
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performance under the contract or for any 
further period specified in the Schedule or 
otherwise agreed upon, and when the funds 
will be required. 

(e) If, after notification, additional funds 
are not allotted by the end of the period 
specified in the Schedule or another agreed-
upon date, upon the Contractor’s written re-
quest the Contracting Officer will terminate 
this contract on that date in accordance 
with the provisions of the Termination 
clause of this contract. If the Contractor es-
timates that the funds available will allow it 
to continue to discharge its obligations be-
yond that date, it may specify a later date in 
its request, and the Contracting Officer may 
terminate this contract on that later date. 

(f) Except as required by other provisions 
of this contract, specifically citing and stat-
ed to be an exception to this clause— 

(1) The Government is not obligated to re-
imburse the Contractor for costs incurred in 
excess of the total amount allotted by the 
Government to this contract; and 

(2) The Contractor is not obligated to con-
tinue performance under this contract (in-
cluding actions under the Termination 
clause of this contract) or otherwise incur 
costs in excess of (i) the amount then allot-
ted to the contract by the Government or, 
(ii) if this is a cost-sharing contract, the 
amount then allotted by the Government to 
the contract plus the Contractor’s cor-
responding share, until the Contracting Offi-
cer notifies the Contractor in writing that 
the amount allotted by the Government has 
been increased and specifies an increased 
amount, which shall then constitute the 
total amount allotted by the Government to 
this contract. 

(g) The estimated cost shall be increased to 
the extent that (1) the amount allotted by 
the Government or, (2) if this is a cost-shar-
ing contract, the amount then allotted by 
the Government to the contract plus the 
Contractor’s corresponding share, exceeds 
the estimated cost specified in the Schedule. 
If this is a cost-sharing contract, the in-
crease shall be allocated in accordance with 
the formula specified in the Schedule. 

(h) No notice, communication, or represen-
tation in any form other than that specified 
in subparagraph (f)(2) above, or from any per-
son other than the Contracting Officer, shall 
affect the amount allotted by the Govern-
ment to this contract. In the absence of the 
specified notice, the Government is not obli-
gated to reimburse the Contractor for any 
costs in excess of the total amount allotted 
by the Government to this contract, whether 
incurred during the course of the contract or 
as a result of termination. 

(i) When and to the extent that the amount 
allotted by the Government to the contract 
is increased, any costs the Contractor incurs 
before the increase that are in excess of (1) 
the amount previously allotted by the Gov-

ernment or, (2) if this is a cost-sharing con-
tract, the amount previously allotted by the 
Government to the contract plus the Con-
tractor’s corresponding share, shall be allow-
able to the same extent as if incurred after-
ward, unless the Contracting Officer issues a 
termination or other notice and directs that 
the increase is solely to cover termination or 
other specified expenses. 

(j) Change orders shall not be considered 
an authorization to exceed the amount allot-
ted by the Government specified in the 
Schedule, unless they contain a statement 
increasing the amount allotted. 

(k) Nothing in this clause shall affect the 
right of the Government to terminate this 
contract. If this contract is terminated, the 
Government and the Contractor shall nego-
tiate an equitable distribution of all prop-
erty produced or purchased under the con-
tract, based upon the share of costs incurred 
by each. 

(l) If the Government does not allot suffi-
cient funds to allow completion of the work, 
the Contractor is entitled to a percentage of 
the fee specified in the Schedule equalling 
the percentage of completion of the work 
contemplated by this contract.

(End of clause)

52.232–23 Assignment of Claims. 

As prescribed in 32.806(a)(1), insert 
the following clause:

ASSIGNMENT OF CLAIMS (JAN 1986) 

(a) The Contractor, under the Assignment

PROMPT PAYMENT (FEB 2002) 

Notwithstanding any other payment clause 
in this contract, the Government will make 
invoice payments under the terms and condi-
tions specified in this clause. The Govern-
ment considers payment as being made on 
the day a check is dated or the date of an 
electronic funds transfer (EFT). Definitions 
of pertinent terms are set forth in sections 
2.101, 32.001, and 32.902 of the Federal Acquisi-
tion Regulation. All days referred to in this 
clause are calendar days, unless otherwise 
specified. (However, see paragraph (a)(4) of 
this clause concerning payments due on Sat-
urdays, Sundays, and legal holidays.) 

(a) Invoice payments—(1) Due date. (i) Ex-
cept as indicated in paragraphs (a)(2) and (c) 
of this clause, the due date for making in-
voice payments by the designated payment 
office is the later of the following two 
events: 

(A) The 30th day after the designated bill-
ing office receives a proper invoice from the 
Contractor (except as provided in paragraph 
(a)(1)(ii) of this clause). 

(B) The 30th day after Government accept-
ance of supplies delivered or services per-

formed. For a final invoice, when the pay-
ment amount is subject to contract settle-
ment actions, acceptance is deemed to occur 
on the effective date of the contract settle-
ment. 

(ii) If the designated billing office fails to 
annotate the invoice with the actual date of 
receipt at the time of receipt, the invoice 
payment due date is the 30th day after the 
date of the Contractor’s invoice, provided 
the designated billing office receives a prop-
er invoice and there is no disagreement over 
quantity, quality, or Contractor compliance 
with contract requirements. 

(2) Certain food products and other payments.

(C) For perishable agricultural commod-
ities, as defined in section 1(4) of the Perish-
able Agricultural Commodities Act of 1930 (7 
U.S.C. 499a(4)), as close as possible to, but 
not later than, the 10th day after product de-
livery, unless another date is specified in the 
contract. 

(D) For dairy products, as defined in sec-
tion 111(e) of the Dairy Production Stabiliza-
tion Act of 1983 (7 U.S.C. 4502(e)), edible fats 
or oils, and food products prepared from edi-
ble fats or oils, as close as possible to, but 
not later than, the 10th day after the date on 
which a proper invoice has been received. 
Liquid milk, cheese, certain processed cheese 
products, butter, yogurt, ice cream, may-
onnaise, salad dressings, and other similar 
products, fall within this classification. 
Nothing in the Act limits this classification 
to refrigerated products. When questions 
arise regarding the proper classification of a 
specific product, prevailing industry prac-
tices will be followed in specifying a con-
tract payment due date. The burden of proof 
that a classification of a specific product is, 
in fact, prevailing industry practice is upon 
the Contractor making the representation. 

(ii) If the contract does not require submis-
sion of an invoice for payment (e.g., periodic 
lease payments), the due date will be as spec-
ified in the contract.

(vi) Name and address of Contractor offi-
cial to whom payment is to be sent (must be 
the same as that in the contract or in a prop-
er notice of assignment). 

(vii) Name (where practicable), title, phone 
number, and mailing address of person to no-
tify in the event of a defective invoice. 

(viii) Taxpayer Identification Number 
(TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN 
on the invoice only if required elsewhere in 
this contract. 

(ix) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) bank-
ing information. 

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT 
banking information on the invoice only if 
required elsewhere in this contract. 

(B) If EFT banking information is not re-
quired to be on the invoice, in order for the 
invoice to be a proper invoice, the Con-

The designated pay-
ment office will pay an interest penalty 
automatically, without request from the 
Contractor, if payment is not made by the 
due date and the conditions listed in para-
graphs (a)(4)(i) through (a)(4)(iii) of this 
clause are met, if applicable. However, when 
the due date falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or 
legal holiday, the designated payment office 
may make payment on the following work-
ing day without incurring a late payment in-
terest penalty. 

(i) The designated billing office received a 
proper invoice. 

(ii) The Government processed a receiving 
report or other Government documentation 
authorizing payment, and there was no dis-
agreement over quantity, quality, or Con-
tractor compliance with any contract term 
or condition. 

(iii) In the case of a final invoice for any 
balance of funds due the Contractor for sup-
plies delivered or services performed, the 
amount was not subject to further contract 
settlement actions between the Government 
and the Contractor. 

(5) Computing penalty amount. The Govern-
ment will compute the interest penalty in 
accordance with the Office of Management 
and Budget prompt payment regulations at 5 
CFR part 1315. 

(i) For the sole purpose of computing an in-
terest penalty that might be due the Con-
tractor, Government acceptance is deemed 
to occur constructively on the 7th day (un-
less otherwise specified in this contract) 
after the Contractor delivers the supplies or 
performs the services in accordance with the 
terms and conditions of the contract, unless 
there is a disagreement over quantity, qual-
ity, or Contractor compliance with a con-
tract provision. If actual acceptance occurs 
within the constructive acceptance period, 
the Government will base the determination 
of an interest penalty on the actual date of 
acceptance. The constructive acceptance re-
quirement does not, however, compel Gov-
ernment officials to accept supplies or serv-
ices, perform contract administration func-
tions, or make payment prior to fulfilling 
their responsibilities. 

(ii) The prompt payment regulations at 5 
CFR 1315.10(c) do not require the Govern-
ment to pay interest penalties if payment 
delays are due to disagreement between the 
Government and the Contractor over the 
payment amount or other issues involving 
contract compliance, or on amounts tempo-
rarily withheld or retained in accordance 
with the terms of the contract.

(C) The Contractor makes a written de-
mand to the designated payment office for 
additional penalty payment, in accordance 
with paragraph (a)(7)(ii) of this clause, post-
marked not later than 40 days after the in-
voice amount is paid. 

(ii)(A) The Contractor shall support writ-
ten demands for additional penalty pay-
ments with the following data. The Govern-
ment will not request any additional data. 
The Contractor shall— 

(1) Specifically assert that late payment 
interest is due under a specific invoice, and 
request payment of all overdue late payment 
interest penalty and such additional penalty 
as may be required; 

(2) Attach a copy of the invoice on which 
the unpaid late payment interest is due; and 

(3) State that payment of the principal has 
been received, including the date of receipt. 

(B) If there is no postmark or the post-
mark is illegible— 

(1) The designated payment office that re-
ceives the demand will annotate it with the 
date of receipt, provided the demand is re-
ceived on or before the 40th day after pay-
ment was made; or 

(2) If the designated payment office fails to 
make the required annotation, the Govern-
ment will determine the demand’s validity 
based on the date the Contractor has placed 
on the demand, provided such date is no 
later than the 40th day after payment was 
made. 

(iii) The additional penalty does not apply 
to payments regulated by other Government 
regulations (e.g., payments under utility 
contracts subject to tariffs and regulation). 

(b) Contract financing payment. If this con-
tract provides for contract financing, the 
Government will make contract financing 
payments in accordance with the applicable 
contract financing clause. 

(c) Fast payment procedure due dates. If this 
contract contains the clause at 52.213–1, Fast 

Payment Procedure, payments will be made 
within 15 days after the date of receipt of the 
invoice. 

(d) Overpayments. If the Contractor be-
comes aware of a duplicate payment or that 
the Government has otherwise overpaid on 
an invoice payment, the Contractor shall im-
mediately notify the Contracting Officer and 
request instructions for disposition of the 
overpayment.

Notwithstanding any other payment terms 
in this contract, the Government will make 
invoice payments under the terms and condi-
tions specified in this clause. The Govern-
ment considers payment as being made on 
the day a check is dated or the date of an 
electronic funds transfer. Definitions of per-
tinent terms are set forth in sections 2.101, 
32.001, and 32.902 of the Federal Acquisition 
Regulation. All days referred to in this 
clause are calendar days, unless otherwise 
specified. (However, see paragraph (a)(3) of 
this clause concerning payments due on Sat-
urdays, Sundays, and legal holidays.) 

(a) Invoice payments—(1) Due date. The due 
date for making invoice payments is— 

(i) For work or services completed by the 
Contractor, the later of the following two 
events: 

(A) The 30th day after the designated bill-
ing office receives a proper invoice from the 
Contractor (except as provided in paragraph 
(a)(1)(iii) of this clause). 

(B) The 30th day after Government accept-
ance of the work or services completed by 
the Contractor. For a final invoice, when the 
payment amount is subject to contract set-
tlement actions (e.g., release of claims), ac-
ceptance is deemed to occur on the effective 
date of the settlement. 

(ii) The due date for progress payments is 
the 30th day after Government approval of 
Contractor estimates of work or services ac-
complished. 

(iii) If the designated billing office fails to 
annotate the invoice or payment request 
with the actual date of receipt at the time of 
receipt, the payment due date is the 30th day 
after the date of the Contractor’s invoice or 
payment request, provided the designated 
billing office receives a proper invoice or 
payment request and there is no disagree-
ment over quantity, quality, or Contractor 
compliance with contract requirements. 

(2) Contractor’s invoice. The Contractor 
shall prepare and submit invoices to the des-
ignated billing office specified in the con-
tract. A proper invoice must include the 
items listed in paragraphs (a)(2)(i) through 
(a)(2)(x) of this clause. If the invoice does not 
comply with these requirements, the des-
ignated billing office will return it within 7 
days after receipt, with the reasons why it is 
not a proper invoice. When computing any 
interest penalty owed the Contractor, the 
Government will take into account if the 
Government notifies the Contractor of an 
improper invoice in an untimely manner. 

(i) Name and address of the Contractor. 
(ii) Invoice date and invoice number. (The

The Contractor shall include its TIN 
on the invoice only if required elsewhere in 
this contract.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT 
banking information on the invoice only if 
required elsewhere in this contract.

The designated pay-
ment office will pay an interest penalty 
automatically, without request from the 
Contractor, if payment is not made by the 
due date and the conditions listed in para-
graphs (a)(3)(i) through (a)(3)(iii) of this 
clause are met, if applicable. However, when 
the due date falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or 
legal holiday, the designated payment office 
may make payment on the following work-
ing day without incurring a late payment in-
terest penalty. 

(i) The designated billing office received a 
proper invoice. 

(ii) The Government processed a receiving 
report or other Government documentation 
authorizing payment and there was no dis-
agreement over quantity, quality, Con-
tractor compliance with any contract term 
or condition, or requested progress payment 
amount. 

(iii) In the case of a final invoice for any 
balance of funds due the Contractor for work 
or services performed, the amount was not 
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subject to further contract settlement ac-
tions between the Government and the Con-
tractor. 

(4) Computing penalty amount. The Govern-
ment will compute the interest penalty in 
accordance with the Office of Management 
and Budget prompt payment regulations at 5 
CFR part 1315. 

(i) For the sole purpose of computing an in-
terest penalty that might be due the Con-
tractor, Government acceptance or approval 
is deemed to occur constructively as shown 
in paragraphs (a)(4)(i)(A) and (B) of this 
clause. If actual acceptance or approval oc-
curs within the constructive acceptance or 
approval period, the Government will base 
the determination of an interest penalty on 
the actual date of acceptance or approval. 
Constructive acceptance or constructive ap-
proval requirements do not apply if there is 
a disagreement over quantity, quality, Con-
tractor compliance with a contract provi-
sion, or requested progress payment 
amounts. These requirements also do not 
compel Government officials to accept work 
or services, approve Contractor estimates, 
perform contract administration functions, 
or make payment prior to fulfilling their re-
sponsibilities. 

(A) For work or services completed by the 
Contractor, Government acceptance is 
deemed to occur constructively on the 7th 
day after the Contractor completes the work 
or services in accordance with the terms and 
conditions of the contract. 

(B) For progress payments, Government 
approval is deemed to occur on the 7th day 
after the designated billing office receives 
the Contractor estimates. 

(ii) The prompt payment regulations at 5 
CFR 1315.10(c) do not require the Govern-
ment to pay interest penalties if payment 
delays are due to disagreement between the 
Government and the Contractor over the 
payment amount or other issues involving 
contract compliance, or on amounts tempo-
rarily withheld or retained in accordance 
with the terms of the contract. The Govern-
ment and the Contractor shall resolve claims 
involving disputes, and any interest that 
may be payable in accordance with the 
clause at FAR 52.233–1, Disputes. 

(5) Discounts for prompt payment. The des-
ignated payment office will pay an interest 
penalty automatically, without request from 
the Contractor, if the Government takes a 
discount for prompt payment improperly. 
The Government will calculate the interest 
penalty in accordance with 5 CFR part 1315. 

(6) Additional interest penalty. (i) The des-
ignated payment office will pay a penalty 
amount, calculated in accordance with the 
prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 
1315, in addition to the interest penalty 
amount only if— 

(A) The Government owes an interest pen-
alty of $1 or more; 

(B) The designated payment office does not 
pay the interest penalty within 10 days after 
the date the invoice amount is paid; and 

(C) The contractor makes a written de-
mand to the designated payment office for 
additional penalty payment, in accordance 
with paragraph (a)(6)(ii) of this clause, post-
marked not later than 40 days after the date 
the invoice amount is paid. 

(ii)(A) The Contractor shall support writ-
ten demands for additional penalty pay-
ments with the following data. The Govern-
ment will not request any additional data. 
The Contractor shall— 

(1) Specifically assert that late payment 
interest is due under a specific invoice, and 
request payment of all overdue late payment 
interest penalty and such additional penalty 
as may be required; 

(2) Attach a copy of the invoice on which 
the unpaid late payment interest is due; and 

(3) State that payment of the principal has 
been received, including the date of receipt. 

(B) If there is no postmark or the post-
mark is illegible— 

(1) The designated payment office that re-
ceives the demand will annotate it with the 
date of receipt, provided the demand is re-
ceived on or before the 40th day after pay-
ment was made; or 

(2) If the designated payment office fails to 
make the required annotation, the Govern-
ment will determine the demand’s validity 
based on the date the Contractor has placed 
on the demand, provided such date is no 
later than the 40th day after payment was 
made. 

(iii) The additional penalty does not apply 
to payments regulated by other Government 
regulations (e.g., payments under utility 
contracts subject to tariffs and regulation). 

(b) Contract financing payments. If this con-
tract provides for contract financing, the 
Government will make contract financing 
payments in accordance with the applicable 
contract financing clause. 

(c) Overpayments. If the Contractor be-
comes aware of a duplicate payment or that 
the Government has otherwise overpaid on 
an invoice payment, the Contractor shall im-
mediately notify the Contracting Officer and 
request instructions for disposition of the 
overpayment.

Notwithstanding any other payment terms 
in this contract, the Government will make 
invoice payments under the terms and condi-
tions specified in this clause. The Govern-
ment considers payment as being made on 
the day a check is dated or the date of an 
electronic funds transfer.Definitions of perti-
nent terms are set forth in sections 2.101, 
32.001, and 32.902 of the Federal Acquisition 
Regulation. All days referred to in this 
clause are calendar days, unless otherwise 
specified. (However, see paragraph (a)(3) con-
cerning payments due on Saturdays, Sun-
days, and legal holidays.) 

(a) Invoice payments—(1) Types of invoice 
payments. For purposes of this clause, there 
are several types of invoice payments that 
may occur under this contract, as follows: 

(i) Progress payments, if provided for else-
where in this contract, based on Contracting 
Officer approval of the estimated amount 
and value of work or services performed, in-
cluding payments for reaching milestones in 
any project.

sion of the contract for which the price is 
stated separately in the contract). 

(A) The due date for making such pay-
ments is the later of the following two 
events:

(2) The 30th day after Government accept-
ance of the work or services completed by 
the Contractor. For a final invoice when the 
payment amount is subject to contract set-
tlement actions (e.g., release of claims), ac-
ceptance is deemed to occur on the effective 
date of the contract settlement.

er invoice and there is no disagreement over 
quantity, quality, or Contractor compliance 
with contract requirements. 

(2) Contractor’s invoice. The Contractor 
shall prepare and submit invoices to the des-
ignated billing office specified in the con-
tract.

(i) A notice conforming to the standards of 
paragraph (g) of this clause previously has 
been furnished to the subcontractor; and 

(ii) The Contractor furnishes to the Con-
tracting Officer a copy of any notice issued 
by a Contractor pursuant to paragraph 
(d)(3)(i) of this clause. 

(e) Subcontractor withholding procedures. If a 
Contractor, after making a request for pay-
ment to the Government but before making 
a payment to a subcontractor for the sub-
contractor’s performance covered by the 
payment request, discovers that all or a por-
tion of the payment otherwise due such sub-
contractor is subject to withholding from 
the subcontractor in accordance with the 
subcontract agreement, then the Contractor 
shall— 

(1) Subcontractor notice. Furnish to the sub-
contractor a notice conforming to the stand-
ards of paragraph (g) of this clause as soon as 
practicable upon ascertaining the cause giv-
ing rise to a withholding, but prior to the 
due date for subcontractor payment; 

(2) Contracting Officer notice. Furnish to the 
Contracting Officer, as soon as practicable, a 
copy of the notice furnished to the subcon-
tractor pursuant to paragraph (e)(1) of this 
clause; 

(3) Subcontractor progress payment reduction. 
Reduce the subcontractor’s progress pay-
ment by an amount not to exceed the 
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amount specified in the notice of with-
holding furnished under paragraph (e)(1) of 
this clause; 

(4) Subsequent subcontractor payment. Pay 
the subcontractor as soon as practicable 
after the correction of the identified sub-
contract performance deficiency, and— 

(i) Make such payment within— 
(A) Seven days after correction of the iden-

tified subcontract performance deficiency 
(unless the funds therefor must be recovered 
from the Government because of a reduction 
under paragraph (e)(5)(i)) of this clause; or 

(B) Seven days after the Contractor recov-
ers such funds from the Government; or 

(ii) Incur an obligation to pay a late pay-
ment interest penalty computed at the rate 
of interest established by the Secretary of 
the Treasury, and published in the FEDERAL 
REGISTER, for interest payments under sec-
tion 12 of the Contracts Disputes Act of 1978 
(41 U.S.C. 611) in effect at the time the Con-
tractor accrues the obligation to pay an in-
terest penalty; 

(5) Notice to Contracting Officer. Notify the 
Contracting Officer upon— 

(i) Reduction of the amount of any subse-
quent certified application for payment; or 

(ii) Payment to the subcontractor of any 
withheld amounts of a progress payment, 
specifying— 

(A) The amounts withheld under paragraph 
(e)(1) of this clause; and 

(B) The dates that such withholding began 
and ended; and 

(6) Interest to Government. Be obligated to 
pay to the Government an amount equal to 
interest on the withheld payments (com-
puted in the manner provided in 31 U.S.C. 
3903(c)(1)), from the 8th day after receipt of 
the withheld amounts from the Government 
until— 

(i) The day the identified subcontractor 
performance deficiency is corrected; or 

(ii) The date that any subsequent payment 
is reduced under paragraph (e)(5)(i) of this 
clause. 

(f) Third-party deficiency reports—(1) With-
holding from subcontractor. If a Contractor, 
after making payment to a first-tier subcon-
tractor, receives from a supplier or subcon-
tractor of the first-tier subcontractor (here-
after referred to as a ‘‘second-tier subcon-
tractor’’) a written notice in accordance 
with section 2 of the Act of August 24, 1935 
(40 U.S.C. 270b, Miller Act), asserting a defi-
ciency in such first-tier subcontractor’s per-
formance under the contract for which the 
Contractor may be ultimately liable, and the 
Contractor determines that all or a portion 
of future payments otherwise due such first-
tier subcontractor is subject to withholding 
in accordance with the subcontract agree-
ment, the Contractor may, without incur-
ring an obligation to pay an interest penalty 
under paragraph (e)(6) of this clause— 

(i) Furnish to the first-tier subcontractor a 
notice conforming to the standards of para-
graph (g) of this clause as soon as practicable 
upon making such determination; and 

(ii) Withhold from the first-tier sub-
contractor’s next available progress payment 
or payments an amount not to exceed the 
amount specified in the notice of with-
holding furnished under paragraph (f)(1)(i) of 
this clause. 

(2) Subsequent payment or interest charge. As 
soon as practicable, but not later than 7 days 
after receipt of satisfactory written notifica-
tion that the identified subcontract perform-
ance deficiency has been corrected, the Con-
tractor shall— 

(i) Pay the amount withheld under para-
graph (f)(1)(ii) of this clause to such first-tier 
subcontractor; or 

(ii) Incur an obligation to pay a late pay-
ment interest penalty to such first-tier sub-
contractor computed at the rate of interest 
established by the Secretary of the Treasury, 
and published in the FEDERAL REGISTER, for 
interest payments under section 12 of the 
Contracts DisputesAct of 1978 (41 U.S.C. 611) 
in effect at the time the Contractor accrues 
the obligation to pay an interest penalty. 

(g) Written notice of subcontractor with-
holding. The Contractor shall issue a written 
notice of any withholding to a subcontractor 
(with a copy furnished to the Contracting Of-
ficer), specifying— 

(1) The amount to be withheld; 
(2) The specific causes for the withholding 

under the terms of the subcontract; and 
(3) The remedial actions to be taken by the 

subcontractor in order to receive payment of 
the amounts withheld. 

(h) Subcontractor payment entitlement. The 
Contractor may not request payment from 
the Government of any amount withheld or 
retained in accordance with paragraph (d) of 
this clause until such time as the Contractor 
has determined and certified to the Con-
tracting Officer that the subcontractor is en-
titled to the payment of such amount. 

(i) Prime-subcontractor disputes. A dispute

As prescribed in 32.1005(b)(1), insert 
the following provision:

INVITATION TO PROPOSE PERFORMANCE-BASED 
PAYMENTS (MAR 2000) 

(a) The Government invites the offeror to 
propose terms under which the Government 
will make performance-based contract fi-
nancing payments during contract perform-
ance. The Government will consider perform-
ance-based payment financing terms pro-
posed by the offeror in the evaluation of the 
offeror’s proposal. The Contracting Officer 

will incorporate the financing terms of the 
successful offeror and the FAR clause, Per-
formance-Based Payments, at FAR 52.232–32, 
in any resulting contract. 

(b) In the event of any conflict between the 
terms proposed by the offeror and the terms 
in the clause at FAR 52.232–32, Performance-
Based Payments, the terms of the clause at 
FAR 52.232–32 shall govern. 

(c) The Contracting Officer will not accept 
the offeror’s proposed performance-based 
payment financing if the financing does not 
conform to the following limitations: 

(1) The Government will make delivery 
payments only for supplies delivered and ac-
cepted, or services rendered and accepted in 
accordance with the payment terms of this 
contract. 

(2) The terms and conditions of the per-
formance-based payments must— 

(i) Comply with FAR 32.1004; 
(ii) Be reasonable and consistent with all 

other technical and cost information in-
cluded in the offeror’s proposal; and 

(iii) Their total shall not exceed 90 percent 
of the contract price if on a whole contract 
basis, or 90 percent of the delivery item price 
if on a delivery item basis. 

(3) The terms and conditions of the per-
formance-based financing must be in the best 
interests of the Government. 

(d) The offeror’s proposal of performance-
based payment financing shall include the 
following: 

(1) The proposed contractual language de-
scribing the performance-based payments 
(see FAR 32.1004 for appropriate criteria for 
establishing performance bases and perform-
ance-based finance payment amounts). 

(2) A listing of— 
(i) The projected performance-based pay-

ment dates and the projected payment 
amounts; and 

(ii) The projected delivery date and the 
projected payment amount. 

(3) Information addressing the Contractor’s 
investment in the contract. 

(e) Evaluation of the offeror’s proposed 
prices and financing terms will include 
whether the offeror’s proposed performance-
based payment events and payment amounts 
are reasonable and consistent with all other 
terms and conditions of the offeror’s pro-
posal.

Alternate I (Mar 2000). As prescribed 
in FAR 32.1005(b)(2), add the following 
paragraph (f) to the basic provision:

(f) The Government will adjust each pro-
posed price to reflect the cost of providing 
the proposed performance-based payments to 
determine the total cost to the Government 
of that particular combination of price and 
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performance-based financing. The Govern-
ment will make the adjustment using the 
procedure described in FAR 32.205(c).

The Contractor may request, and the 
Government shall pay, a contract financing 
payment as specified elsewhere in this con-
tract when: the payment requested is prop-
erly due in accordance with this contract; 
the supplies deliverable or services due under 
the contract will be delivered or performed 
in accordance with the contract; and there 
has been no impairment or diminution of the 
Government’s security under this contract. 

(b) Special terms regarding termination for 
cause. If this contract is terminated for 
cause, the Contractor shall, on demand, 
repay to the Government the amount of un-
liquidated contract financing payments. The 
Government shall be liable for no payment 
except as provided by the Termination for 
Cause paragraph of the clause at 52.212–4, 
Contract Terms and Conditions—Commer-
cial Items. 

(c) Security for Government financing. In the 
event the Contractor fails to provide ade-
quate security, as required in this contract, 
no financing payment shall be made under 
this contract. Upon receipt of adequate secu-
rity, financing payments shall be made, in-
cluding all previous payments to which the 
Contractor is entitled, in accordance with 
the terms of the provisions for contract fi-
nancing. If at any time the Contracting Offi-
cer determines that the security provided by 
the Contractor is insufficient, the Con-
tractor shall promptly provide such addi-
tional security as the Contracting Officer de-
termines necessary. In the event the Con-
tractor fails to provide such additional secu-
rity, the Contracting Officer may collect or 
liquidate such security that has been pro-
vided and suspend further payments to the 
Contractor; and the Contractor shall repay 
to the Government the amount of unliqui-
dated financing payments as the Contracting 
Officer at his sole discretion deems repay-
able. 

(d) Reservation of rights. (1) No payment or 
other action by the Government under this 
clause shall (i) excuse the Contractor from 
performance of obligations under this con-
tract, or (ii) constitute a waiver of any of the 
rights or remedies of the parties under the 
contract. 

(2) The Government’s rights and remedies 
under this clause (i) shall not be exclusive,

(4) An appropriately itemized and totaled 
statement of the financing payments re-
quested and such other information as is 
necessary for computation of the payment, 
prepared in accordance with the direction of 
the Contracting Officer. 

(f) Limitation on frequency of financing pay-
ments. Contractor financing payments shall 
be provided no more frequently than month-
ly. 

(g) Dates for payment. A payment under 
this clause is a contract financing payment 
and not subject to the interest penalty provi-
sions of the Prompt Payment Act. The des-
ignated payment office will pay approved 
payment requests within 30 days of sub-
mittal of a proper request for payment. 

(h) Conflict between terms of offeror and 
clause. In the event of any conflict between 
the terms proposed by the offeror in response 
to an invitation to propose financing terms 
(52.232–31) and the terms in this clause, the 
terms of this clause shall govern.

The Contractor may request, and the 
Government shall pay, a contract financing 
installment payment as specified in this con-
tract when: the payment requested is prop-
erly due in accordance with this contract;

the contract will be delivered or performed

(b) Computation of amounts. Installment 
payment financing shall be paid to the Con-
tractor when requested for each separately 
priced unit of supply (but not for services) of 
each contract line item in amounts approved 
by the Contracting Officer pursuant to this 
clause. 

(1) Number of installment payments for each 
contract line item. Each separately priced unit 
of each contract line item is authorized a 
fixed number of monthly installment pay-
ments. The number of installment payments 
authorized for each unit of a contract line 
item is equal to the number of months from 
the date of contract award to the date one 
month before the first delivery of the first 
separately priced unit of the contract line 
item. For example, if the first scheduled de-
livery of any separately priced unit of a con-
tract line item is 9 months after award of the 
contract, all separately priced units of that 
contract line item are authorized 8 install-
ment payments. 

(2) Amount of each installment payment. The 
amount of each installment payment for 
each separately priced unit of each contract 
line item is equal to 70 percent of the unit 
price divided by the number of installment 
payments authorized for that unit. 

(3) Date of each installment payment. Install-
ment payments for any particular separately 
priced unit of a contract line item begin the 
number of months prior to the delivery of 
that unit that are equal to the number of in-
stallment payments authorized for that unit. 
For example, if 8 installment payments are 
authorized for each separately priced unit of 
a contract line item, the first installment 
payment for any particular unit of that con-
tract line item would be 8 months before the 
scheduled delivery date for that unit. The 
last installment payment would be 1 month 
before scheduled delivery of a unit. 

(4) Limitation on payment. Prior to the de-
livery payment for a separately priced unit 
of a contract line item, the sum of all in-
stallment payments for that unit shall not 
exceed 70 percent of the price of that unit. 

(c) Contractor request for installment pay-
ment. The Contractor may submit requests 
for payment of installment payments not 
more frequently than monthly, in a form and 
manner acceptable to the Contracting Offi-
cer. Unless otherwise authorized by the Con-
tracting Officer, all installment payments in 
any month for which payment is being re-
quested shall be included in a single request, 
appropriately itemized and totaled. 

(d) Dates for payment. An installment pay-
ment under this clause is a contract financ-
ing payment under the Prompt Payment 
clause of this contract, and except as pro-
vided in paragraph (e) of this clause, ap-

proved requests shall be paid within 30 days 
of submittal of a proper request for payment. 

(e) Liquidation of installment payments. In-
stallment payments shall be liquidated by 
deducting from the delivery payment of each 
item the total unliquidated amount of in-
stallment payments made for that sepa-
rately priced unit of that contract line item. 
The liquidation amounts for each unit of 
each line item shall be clearly delineated in 
each request for delivery payment submitted 
by the Contractor. 

(f) Security for installment payment financ-
ing. In the event the Contractor fails to pro-
vide adequate security as required in this 
contract, no financing payment shall be 
made under this contract. Upon receipt of 
adequate security, financing payments shall 
be made, including all previous payments to 
which the Contractor is entitled, in accord-
ance with the terms of the contract. If at 
any time the Contracting Officer determines 
that the security provided by the Contractor 
is insufficient, the Contractor shall promptly 
provide such additional security as the Con-
tracting Officer determines necessary. In the 
event the Contractor fails to provide such 
additional security, the Contracting Officer 
may collect or liquidate such security that 
has been provided, and suspend further pay-
ments to the Contractor; the Contractor 
shall repay to the Government the amount 
of unliquidated financing payments as the 
Contracting Officer at his sole discretion 
deems repayable. 

(g) Special terms regarding termination for 
cause. If this contract is terminated for 
cause, the Contractor shall, on demand, 
repay to the Government the amount of un-
liquidated installment payments. The Gov-
ernment shall be liable for no payment ex-
cept as provided by the Termination for 
Cause paragraph of the clause at 52.212–4, 
Contract Terms and Conditions—Commer-
cial Items. 

(h) Reservation of rights. (1) No payment, 
vesting of title under this clause, or other 
action taken by the Government under this 
clause shall (i) excuse the Contractor from 
performance of obligations under this con-
tract, or (ii) constitute a waiver of any of the 
rights or remedies of the parties under the 
contract. 

(2) The Government’s rights and remedies 
under this clause (i) shall not be exclusive, 
but rather shall be in addition to any other 
rights and remedies provided by law or this 
contract, and (ii) shall not be affected by de-
layed, partial, or omitted exercise of any 
right, remedy, power, or privilege, nor shall 
such exercise or any single exercise preclude 
or impair any further exercise under this 
clause or the exercise of any other right, 
power, or privilege of the Government.

(4) An itemized and totaled statement of 
the items, installment payment amount, and 
month for which payment is being requested, 
for each separately priced unit of each con-
tract line item.

INVITATION TO PROPOSE FINANCING TERMS 
(OCT 1995) 

(a) The offeror is invited to propose terms 
under which the Government shall make 
contract financing payments during contract 
performance. The financing terms proposed 
by the offeror shall be a factor in the evalua-
tion of the offeror’s proposal. The financing 
terms of the successful offeror and the 
clause, Terms for Financing of Purchases of 
Commercial Items, at 52.232–29, shall be in-
corporated in any resulting contract. 

(b) The offeror agrees that in the event of 
any conflict between the terms proposed by 
the offeror and the terms in the clause at 
52.232–29, Terms for Financing of Purchases 
of Commercial Items, the terms of the clause 
at 52.232–29 shall govern. 

(c) Because of statutory limitations (10 
U.S.C. 2307(f) and 41 U.S.C. 255(f)), the 
offeror’s proposed financing shall not be ac-
ceptable if it does not conform to the fol-
lowing limitations: 

(1) Delivery payments shall be made only 
for supplies delivered and accepted, or serv-
ices rendered and accepted in accordance 
with the payment terms of this contract; 

(2) Contract financing payments shall not 
exceed 15 percent of the contract price in ad-
vance of any performance of work under the 
contract; 

(3) The terms and conditions of the con-
tract financing must be appropriate or cus-
tomary in the commercial marketplace; and 

(4) The terms and conditions of the con-
tract financing must be in the best interests 
of the United States. 

(d) The offeror’s proposal of financing 
terms shall include the following: 

(1) The proposed contractual language de-
scribing the contract financing (see FAR 

32.202–2 for appropriate definitions of types 
of payments); and 

(2) A listing of the earliest date and great-
est amount at which each contract financing 
payment may be payable and the amount of 
each delivery payment. Any resulting con-
tract shall provide that no contract financ-
ing payment shall be made at any earlier 
date or in a greater amount than shown in 
the offeror’s listing. 

(e) The offeror’s proposed prices and fi-
nancing terms shall be evaluated to deter-
mine the cost to the United States of the 
proposal using the interest rate and delivery 
schedule specified elsewhere in this solicita-
tion.

52.232–32 Performance-Based Pay-
ments. 

As prescribed in 32.1005, insert the 
following clause:

PERFORMANCE-BASED PAYMENTS (FEB 2002) 

(a) Amount of payments and limitations on 
payments. Subject to such other limitations 
and conditions as are specified in this con-
tract and this clause, the amount of pay-
ments and limitations on payments shall be 
specified in the contract’s description of the 
basis for payment. 

(b) Contractor request for performance-based 
payment. The Contractor may submit re-
quests for payment of performance-based 
payments not more frequently than month-
ly, in a form and manner acceptable to the 
Contracting Officer. Unless otherwise au-
thorized by the Contracting Officer, all per-
formance-based payments in any period for 
which payment is being requested shall be 
included in a single request, appropriately 
itemized and totaled. The Contractor’s re-
quest shall contain the information and cer-
tification detailed in paragraphs (l) and (m) 
of this clause. 

(c) Approval and payment of requests. (1) The 
Contractor shall not be entitled to payment 
of a request for performance-based payment 
prior to successful accomplishment of the 
event or performance criterion for which 
payment is requested. The Contracting Offi-
cer shall determine whether the event or per-
formance criterion for which payment is re-
quested has been successfully accomplished 
in accordance with the terms of the con-
tract. The Contracting Officer may, at any 
time, require the Contractor to substantiate 
the successful performance of any event or 
performance criterion which has been or is 
represented as being payable. 

(2) A payment under this performance-
based payment clause is a contract financing 
payment under the Prompt Payment clause 
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of this contract and not subject to the inter-
est penalty provisions of the Prompt Pay-
ment Act. The designated payment office 
will pay approved requests on the llll 
[Contracting Officer insert day as prescribed by 
agency head; if not prescribed, insert ‘‘30th’’] 
day after receipt of the request for perform-
ance-based payment. However, the des-
ignated payment office is not required to 
provide payment if the Contracting Officer 
requires substantiation as provided in para-
graph (c)(1) of this clause, or inquires into 
the status of an event or performance cri-
terion, or into any of the conditions listed in 
paragraph (e) of this clause, or into the Con-
tractor certification. The payment period 
will not begin until the Contracting Officer 
approves the request. 

(3) The approval by the Contracting Officer 
of a request for performance-based payment 
does not constitute an acceptance by the 
Government and does not excuse the Con-
tractor from performance of obligations 
under this contract. 

(d) Liquidation of performance-based pay-
ments. (1) Performance-based finance 
amounts paid prior to payment for delivery 
of an item shall be liquidated by deducting a 
percentage or a designated dollar amount 
from the delivery payment. If the perform-
ance-based finance payments are on a deliv-
ery item basis, the liquidation amount for 
each such line item shall be the percent of 
that delivery item price that was previously 
paid under performance-based finance pay-
ments or the designated dollar amount. If 
the performance-based finance payments are 
on a whole contract basis, liquidation shall 
be by either predesignated liquidation 
amounts or a liquidation percentage. 

(2) If at any time the amount of payments 
under this contract exceeds any limitation 
in this contract, the Contractor shall repay 
to the Government the excess. Unless other-
wise determined by the Contracting Officer, 
such excess shall be credited as a reduction 
in the unliquidated performance-based pay-
ment balance(s), after adjustment of invoice 
payments and balances for any retroactive 
price adjustments. 

(e) Reduction or suspension of performance-
based payments. The Contracting Officer may 
reduce or suspend performance-based pay-
ments, liquidate performance-based pay-
ments by deduction from any payment under 
the contract, or take a combination of these 
actions after finding upon substantial evi-
dence any of the following conditions: 

(1) The Contractor failed to comply with 
any material requirement of this contract 
(which includes paragraphs (h) and (i) of this 
clause). 

(2) Performance of this contract is endan-
gered by the Contractor’s (i) failure to make 
progress, or (ii) unsatisfactory financial con-
dition. 

(3) The Contractor is delinquent in pay-
ment of any subcontractor or supplier under 
this contract in the ordinary course of busi-
ness. 

(f) Title. (1) Title to the property described 
in this paragraph (f) shall vest in the Gov-
ernment. Vestiture shall be immediately 
upon the date of the first performance-based 
payment under this contract, for property 
acquired or produced before that date. Other-
wise, vestiture shall occur when the property 
is or should have been allocable or properly 
chargeable to this contract. 

(2) Property, as used in this clause, includes 
all of the following described items acquired 
or produced by the Contractor that are or 
should be allocable or properly chargeable to 
this contract under sound and generally ac-
cepted accounting principles and practices: 

(i) Parts, materials, inventories, and work 
in process; 

(ii) Special tooling and special test equip-
ment to which the Government is to acquire 
title under any other clause of this contract; 

(iii) Nondurable (i.e., noncapital) tools, 
jigs, dies, fixtures, molds, patterns, taps, 
gauges, test equipment and other similar 
manufacturing aids, title to which would not 
be obtained as special tooling under subpara-
graph (f)(2)(ii) of this clause; and 

(iv) Drawings and technical data, to the ex-
tent the Contractor or subcontractors are re-
quired to deliver them to the Government by 
other clauses of this contract. 

(3) Although title to property is in the 
Government under this clause, other applica-
ble clauses of this contract (e.g., the termi-
nation or special tooling clauses) shall deter-
mine the handling and disposition of the 
property. 

(4) The Contractor may sell any scrap re-
sulting from production under this contract, 
without requesting the Contracting Officer’s 
approval, provided that any significant re-
duction in the value of the property to which 
the Government has title under this clause is 
reported in writing to the Contracting Offi-
cer. 

(5) In order to acquire for its own use or 
dispose of property to which title is vested in 
the Government under this clause, the Con-
tractor must obtain the Contracting Offi-
cer’s advance approval of the action and the 
terms. If approved, the basis for payment 
(the events or performance criteria) to which 
the property is related shall be deemed to be 
not in compliance with the terms of the con-
tract and not payable (if the property is part 
of or needed for performance), and the Con-
tractor shall refund the related performance-
based payments in accordance with para-
graph (d) of this clause. 

(6) When the Contractor completes all of 
the obligations under this contract, includ-
ing liquidation of all performance-based pay-
ments, title shall vest in the Contractor for 
all property (or the proceeds thereof) not— 
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(i) Delivered to, and accepted by, the Gov-
ernment under this contract; or 

(ii) Incorporated in supplies delivered to, 
and accepted by, the Government under this 
contract and to which title is vested in the 
Government under this clause. 

(7) The terms of this contract concerning 
liability for Government-furnished property 
shall not apply to property to which the Gov-
ernment acquired title solely under this 
clause. 

(g) Risk of loss. Before delivery to and ac-
ceptance by the Government, the Contractor 
shall bear the risk of loss for property, the 
title to which vests in the Government under 
this clause, except to the extent the Govern-
ment expressly assumes the risk. If any 
property is damaged, lost, stolen, or de-
stroyed, the basis of payment (the events or 
performance criteria) to which the property 
is related shall be deemed to be not in com-
pliance with the terms of the contract and 
not payable (if the property is part of or 
needed for performance), and the Contractor 
shall refund the related performance-based 
payments in accordance with paragraph (d) 
of this clause. 

(h) Records and controls. The Contractor 
shall maintain records and controls adequate 
for administration of this clause. The Con-
tractor shall have no entitlement to per-
formance-based payments during any time 
the Contractor’s records or controls are de-
termined by the Contracting Officer to be in-
adequate for administration of this clause. 

(i) Reports and Government access. The Con-
tractor shall promptly furnish reports, cer-
tificates, financial statements, and other 
pertinent information requested by the Con-
tracting Officer for the administration of 
this clause and to determine that an event or 
other criterion prompting a financing pay-
ment has been successfully accomplished. 
The Contractor shall give the Government 
reasonable opportunity to examine and 
verify the Contractor’s records and to exam-
ine and verify the Contractor’s performance 
of this contract for administration of this 
clause. 

(j) Special terms regarding default. If this 
contract is terminated under the Default 
clause, (1) the Contractor shall, on demand, 
repay to the Government the amount of un-
liquidated performance-based payments, and 
(2) title shall vest in the Contractor, on full 
liquidation of all performance-based pay-
ments, for all property for which the Govern-
ment elects not to require delivery under the 
Default clause of this contract. The Govern-
ment shall be liable for no payment except 
as provided by the Default clause. 

(k) Reservation of rights. (1) No payment or 
vesting of title under this clause shall (i) ex-
cuse the Contractor from performance of ob-
ligations under this contract, or (ii) con-
stitute a waiver of any of the rights or rem-
edies of the parties under the contract. 

(2) The Government’s rights and remedies 
under this clause (i) shall not be exclusive, 
but rather shall be in addition to any other 
rights and remedies provided by law or this 
contract, and (ii) shall not be affected by de-
layed, partial, or omitted exercise of any 
right, remedy, power, or privilege, nor shall 
such exercise or any single exercise preclude 
or impair any further exercise under this 
clause or the exercise of any other right, 
power, or privilege of the Government. 

(l) Content of Contractor’s request for per-
formance-based payment. The Contractor’s re-
quest for performance-based payment shall 
contain the following: 

(1) The name and address of the Con-
tractor; 

(2) The date of the request for perform-
ance-based payment; 

(3) The contract number and/or other iden-
tifier of the contract or order under which 
the request is made; 

(4) Such information and documentation as 
is required by the contract’s description of 
the basis for payment; and 

(5) A certification by a Contractor official 
authorized to bind the Contractor, as speci-
fied in paragraph (m) of this clause. 

(m) Content of Contractor’s certification. As 
required in paragraph (l)(5) of this clause, 
the Contractor shall make the following cer-
tification in each request for performance-
based payment: 

I certify to the best of my knowledge and 
belief that— 

(1) This request for performance-based pay-
ment is true and correct; this request (and 
attachments) has been prepared from the 
books and records of the Contractor, in ac-
cordance with the contract and the instruc-
tions of the Contracting Officer; 

(2) (Except as reported in writing on 
lllllll), all payments to subcontrac-
tors and suppliers under this contract have 
been paid, or will be paid, currently, when 
due in the ordinary course of business; 

(3) There are no encumbrances (except as 
reported in writing on lllllll) against 
the property acquired or produced for, and 
allocated or properly chargeable to, the con-
tract which would affect or impair the Gov-
ernment’s title; 

(4) There has been no materially adverse 
change in the financial condition of the Con-
tractor since the submission by the Con-
tractor to the Government of the most re-
cent written information dated 
lllllll; and 

(5) After the making of this requested per-

(c) Failure of the Contractor to comply 
with the requirements of the Contracting Of-
ficer under this clause shall be grounds for a 
determination by the Contracting Officer 
that the Contractor is not prosecuting the 
work with sufficient diligence to ensure 
completion within the time specified in the 
contract. Upon making this determination, 
the Contracting Officer may terminate the 
Contractor’s right to proceed with the work, 
or any separable part of it, in accordance 
with the default terms of this contract.

(c) If a stop-work order is not canceled and 
the work covered by the order is terminated, 
the Contracting Officer shall allow reason-
able costs resulting from the stop-work order 
in arriving at the termination settlement. 

(d) An appropriate equitable adjustment 
may be made in any related contract of the 
Contractor that provides for adjustment and 
is affected by any stop-work order under this 
clause. The Government shall not be liable 
to the Contractor for damages or loss of prof-
its because of a stop-work order issued under 
this clause.

On the basis of the most ac-
curate information available to the Con-
tractor, the notice shall state— 

(1) The date, nature, and circumstances of 
the conduct regarded as a change; 

(2) The name, function, and activity of 
each Government individual and Contractor 
official or employee involved in or knowl-
edgeable about such conduct; 

(3) The identification of any documents 
and the substance of any oral communica-
tion involved in such conduct; 

(4) In the instance of alleged acceleration 
of scheduled performance or delivery, the 
basis upon which it arose; 

(5) The particular elements of contract per-
formance for which the Contractor may seek 
an equitable adjustment under this clause, 
including— 

(i) What contract line items have been or 
may be affected by the alleged change; 

(ii) What labor or materials or both have 
been or may be added, deleted, or wasted by 
the alleged change; 

(iii) To the extent practicable, what delay 
and disruption in the manner and sequence 
of performance and effect on continued per-
formance have been or may be caused by the 
alleged change; 

(iv) What adjustments to contract price, 
delivery schedule, and other provisions af-
fected by the alleged change are estimated; 
and 

(6) The Contractor’s estimate of the time 
by which the Government must respond to 
the Contractor’s notice to minimize cost, 
delay or disruption of performance. 

(c) Continued performance. Following sub-
mission of the notice required by (b) above, 
the Contractor shall diligently continue per-
formance of this contract to the maximum 
extent possible in accordance with its terms 
and conditions as construed by the Con-
tractor, unless the notice reports a direction 
of the Contracting Officer or a communica-
tion from a SAR of the Contracting Officer, 
in either of which events the Contractor 
shall continue performance; provided, how-
ever, that if the Contractor regards the di-
rection or communication as a change as de-
scribed in (b) above, notice shall be given in 
the manner provided. All directions, commu-
nications, interpretations, orders and similar 
actions of the SAR shall be reduced to writ-
ing promptly and copies furnished to the 
Contractor and to the Contracting Officer. 
The Contracting Officer shall promptly 
countermand any action which exceeds the 
authority of the SAR. 

(d) Government response. The Contracting 
Officer shall promptly, within l (to be nego-
tiated) calendar days after receipt of notice, 
respond to the notice in writing.

In the case of drawings, de-
signs or specifications which are defective 
and for which the Government is responsible, 
the equitable adjustment shall include the 
cost and time extension for delay reasonably 
incurred by the Contractor in attempting to 
comply with the defective drawings, designs 
or specifications before the Contractor iden-
tified, or reasonably should have identified, 
such defect.

The equitable adjust-
ment shall not include increased costs or 
time extensions for delay resulting from the 
Contractor’s failure to provide notice or to 
continue performance as provided, respec-
tively, in (b) and (c) above.

NOTE: The phrases contract price and cost 
wherever they appear in the clause, may be 
appropriately modified to apply to cost-re-
imbursement or incentive contracts, or to 
combinations thereof.

(C) The reason cost or pricing data were or 
were not required; 

(D) The extent, if any, to which the Con-
tractor did not rely on the subcontractor’s 
cost or pricing data in determining the price 
objective and in negotiating the final price; 

(E) The extent to which it was recognized 
in the negotiation that the subcontractor’s 
cost or pricing data were not accurate, com-
plete, or current; the action taken by the 
Contractor and the subcontractor; and the 
effect of any such defective data on the total 
price negotiated; 

(F) The reasons for any significant dif-
ference between the Contractor’s price objec-
tive and the price negotiated; and 

(G) A complete explanation of the incen-
tive fee or profit plan when incentives are 
used. The explanation shall identify each 
critical performance element, management 
decisions used to quantify each incentive 
element, reasons for the incentives, and a 
summary of all trade-off possibilities consid-
ered.

(a) Government-furnished property—(1) The 
Government shall deliver to the Contractor, 
for use in connection with and under the 
terms of this contract, the Government-fur-
nished property described in the Schedule or 
specifications together with any related data 
and information that the Contractor may re-
quest and is reasonably required for the in-
tended use of the property (hereinafter re-
ferred to as Government-furnished property). 

(2) The delivery or performance dates for 
this contract are based upon the expectation 
that Government-furnished property suitable 
for use (except for property furnished as-is) 
will be delivered to the Contractor at the 
times stated in the Schedule or, if not so 
stated, in sufficient time to enable the Con-
tractor to meet the contract’s delivery or 
performance dates. 

(3) If Government-furnished property is re-
ceived by the Contractor in a condition not 
suitable for the intended use, the Contractor 
shall, upon receipt of it, notify the Con-
tracting Officer, detailing the facts, and, as 
directed by the Contracting Officer and at 
Government expense, either repair, modify, 
return, or otherwise dispose of the property. 
After completing the directed action and 
upon written request of the Contractor, the 
Contracting Officer shall make an equitable 
adjustment as provided in paragraph (h) of 
this clause. 

(4) If Government-furnished property is not 
delivered to the Contractor by the required 
time, the Contracting Officer shall, upon the 
Contractor’s timely written request, make a 
determination of the delay, if any, caused 
the Contractor and shall make an equitable 
adjustment in accordance with paragraph (h) 
of this clause. 

(b) Changes in Government-furnished prop-
erty. (1) The Contracting Officer may, by 
written notice, (i) decrease the Government-
furnished property provided or to be provided 
under this contract, or (ii) substitute other 
Government-furnished property for the prop-
erty to be provided by the Government, or to 
be acquired by the Contractor for the Gov-
ernment, under this contract. The Con-
tractor shall promptly take such action as 
the Contracting Officer may direct regarding 
the removal, shipment, or disposal of the 
property covered by such notice. 

(2) Upon the Contractor’s written request, 
the Contracting Officer shall make an equi-
table adjustment to the contract in accord-
ance with paragraph (h) of this clause, if the 

Government has agreed in the Schedule to 
make the property available for performing 
this contract and there is any— 

(i) Decrease or substitution in this prop-
erty pursuant to subparagraph (b)(1) above; 
or 

(ii) Withdrawal of authority to use this 
property, if provided under any other con-
tract or lease. 

(c) Title in Government property. (1) The 
Government shall retain title to all Govern-
ment-furnished property. 

(2) All Government-furnished property and 
all property acquired by the Contractor, title 
to which vests in the Government under this 
paragraph (collectively referred to as Govern-
ment property), are subject to the provisions 
of this clause. However, special tooling ac-
countable to this contract is subject to the 
provisions of the Special Tooling clause and 
is not subject to the provisions of this 
clause. Title to Government property shall 
not be affected by its incorporation into or 
attachment to any property not owned by 
the Government, nor shall Government prop-
erty become a fixture or lose its identity as 
personal property by being attached to any 
real property. 

(3) Title to each item of facilities and spe-
cial test equipment acquired by the Con-
tractor for the Government under this con-
tract shall pass to and vest in the Govern-
ment when its use in performing this con-
tract commences or when the Government 
has paid for it, whichever is earlier, whether 
or not title previously vested in the Govern-
ment. 

(4) If this contract contains a provision di-
recting the Contractor to purchase material 
for which the Government will reimburse the 
Contractor as a direct item of cost under 
this contract— 

(i) Title to material purchased from a ven-
dor shall pass to and vest in the Government 
upon the vendor’s delivery of such material; 
and 

(ii) Title to all other material shall pass to 
and vest in the Government upon— 

(A) Issuance of the material for use in con-
tract performance; 

(B) Commencement of processing of the 
material or its use in contract performance; 
or 

(C) Reimbursement of the cost of the mate-
rial by the Government, whichever occurs 
first. 

(d) Use of Government property. The Govern-
ment property shall be used only for per-
forming this contract, unless otherwise pro-
vided in this contract or approved by the 
Contracting Officer. 

(e) Property administration. (1) The Con-
tractor shall be responsible and accountable 
for all Government property provided under 
this contract and shall comply with Federal 
Acquisition Regulation (FAR) subpart 45.5, 
as in effect on the date of this contract.
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(2) The Contractor shall establish and 
maintain a program for the use, mainte-
nance, repair, protection, and preservation of 
Government property in accordance with 
sound industrial practice and the applicable 
provisions of subpart 45.5 of the FAR. 

(3) If damage occurs to Government prop-
erty, the risk of which has been assumed by 
the Government under this contract, the 
Government shall replace the items or the 
Contractor shall make such repairs as the 
Government directs. However, if the Con-
tractor cannot effect such repairs within the 
time required, the Contractor shall dispose 
of the property as directed by the Con-
tracting Officer. When any property for 
which the Government is responsible is re-
placed or repaired, the Contracting Officer 
shall make an equitable adjustment in ac-
cordance with paragraph (h) of this clause. 

(4) The Contractor represents that the con-
tract price does not include any amount for 
repairs or replacement for which the Govern-
ment is responsible. Repair or replacement 
of property for which the Contractor is re-
sponsible shall be accomplished by the Con-
tractor at its own expense. 

(f) Access. The Government and all its des-
ignees shall have access at all reasonable 
times to the premises in which any Govern-
ment property is located for the purpose of 
inspecting the Government property. 

(g) Risk of loss. Unless otherwise provided 
in this contract, the Contractor assumes the 
risk of, and shall be responsible for, any loss 
or destruction of, or damage to, Government 
property upon its delivery to the Contractor 
or upon passage of title to the Government 
under paragraph (c) of this clause. However, 
the Contractor is not responsible for reason-
able wear and tear to Government property 
or for Government property properly con-
sumed in performing this contract. 

(h) Equitable adjustment. When this clause 
specifies an equitable adjustment, it shall be 
made to any affected contract provision in 
accordance with the procedures of the 
Changes clause. When appropriate, the Con-
tracting Officer may initiate an equitable 
adjustment in favor of the Government. The 
right to an equitable adjustment shall be the 
Contractor’s exclusive remedy. The Govern-
ment shall not be liable to suit for breach of 
contract for— 

(1) Any delay in delivery of Government-
furnished property; 

(2) Delivery of Government-furnished prop-
erty in a condition not suitable for its in-
tended use;

Upon completing this con-
tract, or at such earlier dates as may be 

fixed by the Contracting Officer, the Con-
tractor shall submit, in a form acceptable to 
the Contracting Officer, inventory schedules 
covering all items of Government property 
(including any resulting scrap) not consumed 
in performing this contract or delivered to 
the Government. The Contractor shall pre-
pare for shipment, deliver f.o.b. origin, or 
dispose of the Government property as may 
be directed or authorized by the Contracting 
Officer. The net proceeds of any such dis-
posal shall be credited to the contract price 
or shall be paid to the Government as the 
Contracting Officer directs. 

(j) Abandonment and restoration of Contrac-
tor’s premises. Unless otherwise provided 
herein, the Government— 

(1) May abandon any Government property 
in place, at which time all obligations of the 
Government regarding such abandoned prop-
erty shall cease; and 

(2) Has no obligation to restore or rehabili-
tate the Contractor’s premises under any cir-
cumstances (e.g., abandonment, disposition 
upon completion of need, or upon contract 
completion). However, if the Government-
furnished property (listed in the Schedule or 
specifications) is withdrawn or is unsuitable 
for the intended use, or if other Government 
property is substituted, then the equitable 
adjustment under paragraph (h) of this 
clause may properly include restoration or 
rehabilitation costs. 

(k) Communications. All communications 
under this clause shall be in writing. 

(l) Overseas contracts. If this contract is to 
be performed outside of the United States 
and it’s outlying areas, the words Government 
and Government-furnished (wherever they ap-
pear in this clause) shall be construed as 
United States Government and United States 
Government-furnished, respectively.

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(2) The Contractor shall not be liable for 
loss or destruction of, or damage to, the Gov-
ernment property provided under this con-
tract (or, if an educational or nonprofit orga-
nization, for expenses incidental to such loss, 
destruction, or damage), except as provided 
in subparagraphs (3) and (4) below. 

(3) The Contractor shall be responsible for 
loss or destruction of, or damage to, the Gov-
ernment property provided under this con-
tract (including expenses incidental to such 
loss, destruction, or damage)— 

(i) That results from a risk expressly re-
quired to be insured under this contract, but 
only to the extent of the insurance required 
to be purchased and maintained, or to the 
extent of insurance actually purchased and 
maintained, whichever is greater; 

(ii) That results from a risk that is in fact 
covered by insurance or for which the Con-
tractor is otherwise reimbursed, but only to 
the extent of such insurance or reimburse-
ment; 

(iii) For which the Contractor is otherwise 
responsible under the express terms of this 
contract; 

(iv) That results from willful misconduct 
or lack of good faith on the part of the Con-
tractor’s managerial personnel; or 

(v) That results from a failure on the part 
of the Contractor, due to willful misconduct 
or lack of good faith on the part of the Con-
tractor’s managerial personnel, to establish 
and administer a program or system for the 
control, use, protection, preservation, main-
tenance, and repair of Government property 
as required by paragraph (e) of this clause. 

(4)(i) If the Contractor fails to act as pro-
vided in subdivision (g)(3)(v) above, after 
being notified (by certified mail addressed to 
one of the Contractor’s managerial per-
sonnel) of the Government’s disapproval, 
withdrawal of approval, or nonacceptance of 
the system or program, it shall be conclu-
sively presumed that such failure was due to 
willful misconduct or lack of good faith on 
the part of the Contractor’s managerial per-
sonnel. 

(ii) In such event, any loss or destruction 
of, or damage to, the Government property 
shall be presumed to have resulted from such 
failure unless the Contractor can establish 
by clear and convincing evidence that such 
loss, destruction, or damage— 

(A) Did not result from the Contractor’s 
failure to maintain an approved program or 
system; or 

(B) Occurred while an approved program or 
system was maintained by the Contractor. 

(5) If the Contractor transfers Government 
property to the possession and control of a 
subcontractor, the transfer shall not affect 
the liability of the Contractor for loss or de-
struction of, or damage to, the property as 
set forth above. However, the Contractor 
shall require the subcontractor to assume 
the risk of, and be responsible for, any loss 

or destruction of, or damage to, the property 
while in the subcontractor’s possession or 
control, except to the extent that the sub-
contract, with the advance approval of the 
Contracting Officer, relieves the subcon-
tractor from such liability. In the absence of 
such approval, the subcontract shall contain 
appropriate provisions requiring the return 
of all Government property in as good condi-
tion as when received, except for reasonable 
wear and tear or for its use in accordance 
with the provisions of the prime contract. 

(6) Upon loss or destruction of, or damage 
to, Government property provided under this 
contract, the Contractor shall so notify the 
Contracting Officer and shall communicate 
with the loss and salvage organization, if 
any, designated by the Contracting Officer. 
With the assistance of any such organiza-
tion, the Contractor shall take all reason-
able action to protect the Government prop-
erty from further damage, separate the dam-
aged and undamaged Government property, 
put all the affected Government property in 
the best possible order, and furnish to the 
Contracting Officer a statement of—

posed by the Contracting Officer, sell such 
property for the account of the Government. 
Such sales may be made in order to mini-
mize the loss to the Government, to permit 
the resumption of business, or to accomplish 
a similar purpose. The Contractor shall be 
entitled to an equitable adjustment in the 
contract price for the expenditures made in 
performing the obligations under this sub-
paragraph (g)(6) in accordance with para-
graph (h) of this clause. However, the Gov-
ernment may directly reimburse the loss and 
salvage organization for any of their 
charges. The Contracting Officer shall give 
due regard to the Contractor’s liability 
under this paragraph (g) when making any 
such equitable adjustment. 

(7) The Contractor shall not be reimbursed 
for, and shall not include as an item of over-
head, the cost of insurance or of any reserve 
covering risk of loss or destruction of, or 
damage to, Government property, except to 
the extent that the Government may have 
expressly required the Contractor to carry 
such insurance under another provision of 
this contract. 

(8) In the event the Contractor is reim-
bursed or otherwise compensated for any loss 
or destruction of, or damage to, Government 
property, the Contractor shall use the pro-
ceeds to repair, renovate, or replace the lost, 
destroyed, or damaged Government property 
or shall otherwise credit the proceeds to, or 
equitably reimburse, the Government, as di-
rected by the Contracting Officer. 

(9) The Contractor shall do nothing to prej-
udice the Government’s rights to recover 
against third parties for any loss or destruc-
tion of, or damage to, Government property. 
Upon the request of the Contracting Officer, 
the Contractor shall, at the Government’s 
expense, furnish to the Government all rea-
sonable assistance and cooperation (includ-
ing the prosecution of suit and the execution 
of instruments of assignment in favor of the 
Government) in obtaining recovery. In addi-
tion, where a subcontractor has not been re-
lieved from liability for any loss or destruc-
tion of, or damage to, Government property, 

the Contractor shall enforce for the benefit 
of the Government the liability of the sub-
contractor for such loss, destruction, or 
damage. 

(h) Equitable adjustment. When this clause 
specifies an equitable adjustment, it shall be 
made to any affected contract provision in 
accordance with the procedures of the 
Changes clause. When appropriate, the Con-
tracting Officer may initiate an equitable 
adjustment in favor of the Government. The 
right to an equitable adjustment shall be the 
Contractor’s exclusive remedy. The Govern-
ment shall not be liable to suit for breach of 
contract for— 

(1) Any delay in delivery of Government-
furnished property; 

(2) Delivery of Government-furnished prop-
erty in a condition not suitable for its in-
tended use; 

(3) A decrease in or substitution of Govern-
ment-furnished property; or 

(4) Failure to repair or replace Government 
property for which the Government is re-
sponsible. 

(i) Final accounting and disposition of Gov-
ernment property. Upon completing this con-
tract, or at such earlier dates as may be 
fixed by the Contracting Officer, the Con-
tractor shall submit, in a form acceptable to 
the Contracting Officer, inventory schedules 
covering all items of Government property 
not consumed in performing this contract or 
delivered to the Government. The Contractor 
shall prepare for shipment, deliver f.o.b. ori-
gin, or dispose of the Government property 
as may be directed or authorized by the Con-
tracting Officer. The net proceeds of any 
such disposal shall be credited to the cost of 
the work covered by this contract or paid to 
the Government as directed by the Con-
tracting Officer. The foregoing provisions 
shall apply to scrap from Government prop-
erty; provided, however, that the Contracting 
Officer may authorize or direct the Con-
tractor to omit from such inventory sched-
ules any scrap consisting of faulty castings 
or forgings or of cutting and processing 
waste, such as chips, cuttings, borings, 
turnings, short ends, circles, trimmings, 
clippings, and remnants, and to dispose of 
such scrap in accordance with the Contrac-
tor’s normal practice and account for it as a 
part of general overhead or other reimburs-
able costs in accordance with the Contrac-
tor’s established accounting procedures. 

(j) Abandonment and restoration of Con-
tractor premises. Unless otherwise provided 
herein, the Government— 

(1) May abandon any Government property 
in place, at which time all obligations of the 
Government regarding such abandoned prop-
erty shall cease; and 

(2) Has no obligation to restore or rehabili-
tate the Contractor’s premises under any cir-
cumstances (e.g., abandonment, disposition 
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upon completion of need, or contract com-
pletion). However, if the Government-fur-
nished property (listed in the Schedule or 
specifications) is withdrawn or is unsuitable 
for the intended use, or if other Government 
property is substituted, then the equitable 
adjustment under paragraph (h) of this 
clause may properly include restoration or 
rehabilitation costs. 

(k) Communications. All communications 
under this clause shall be in writing. 

(l) Overseas contracts. If this contract is to 
be performed outside the United States of 
America and its outlying areas the words 
Government and Government-furnished (wher-
ever they appear in this clause) shall be con-
strued as United States Government and United 
States Government-furnished, respectively.

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (June 2003). As prescribed 
in 45.106(f)(2), substitute the following 
paragraph (c) for paragraph (c) of the 
basic clause:

(c) Title. (1) The Government shall retain 
title to all Government-furnished property. 

(2) All Government-furnished property and 
all property acquired by the Contractor, title 
to which vests in the Government under this 
paragraph (collectively referred to as Govern-
ment property), are subject to the provisions 
of this clause. Title to Government property 
shall not be affected by its incorporation 
into or attachment to any property not 
owned by the Government, nor shall Govern-
ment property become a fixture or lose its 
identity as personal property by being at-
tached to any real property. 

(3) Title to all property purchased by the 
Contractor for which the Contractor is enti-
tled to be reimbursed as a direct item of cost 
under this contract and that, under the pro-
visions of this contract is to vest in the Gov-
ernment, shall pass to and vest in the Gov-
ernment upon the vendor’s delivery of such 
property. Title to all other property, the 
cost of which is to be reimbursed to the Con-
tractor under this contract and that under 
the provisions of this contract is to vest in 
the Government, shall pass to and vest in the 
Government upon— 

(i) Issuance of the property for use in con-
tract performance; 

(ii) Commencement of processing of the 
property or its use in contract performance; 
or 

(iii) Reimbursement of the cost of the 
property by the Government, whichever oc-
curs first. 

(4) Title to equipment (and other tangible 
personal property) purchased with funds 
available for research and having an acquisi-
tion cost of less than $5,000 shall vest in the 
Contractor upon acquisition or as soon 

thereafter as feasible; provided, that the Con-
tractor obtained the Contracting Officer’s 
approval before each acquisition. Title to 
equipment purchased with funds available 
for research and having an acquisition cost 
of $5,000 or more shall vest as set forth in the 
contract. If title to equipment vests in the 
Contractor under this subparagraph (c)(4), 
the Contractor agrees that no charge will be 
made to the Government for any deprecia-
tion, amortization, or use under any existing 
or future Government contract or sub-
contract thereunder. The Contractor shall 
furnish the Contracting Officer a list of all 
equipment to which title is vested in the 
Contractor under this subparagraph (c)(4) 
within 10 days following the end of the cal-
endar quarter during which it was received. 

(5) Vesting title under this paragraph (c) is 
subject to civil rights legislation, 42 U.S.C. 
2000d. Before title is vested and by signing 
this contract, the Contractor accepts and 
agrees that—

No person in the United States or its outlying 
text shall, on the ground of race, color, or na-
tional origin, be excluded from participation in, 
be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise sub-
jected to discrimination under this contemplated 
financial assistance (title to equipment).

As prescribed in 45.106(g) insert the 
following clause, in addition to the 
clauses prescribed at 37.304, in solicita-
tions and contracts for dismantling, 
demolition, or removal of improve-
ments:

LIABILITY FOR GOVERNMENT PROPERTY (DEM-
OLITION SERVICES CONTRACTS) (APR 1984) 

Except for reasonable wear and tear inci-
dent to removal and delivery to the Govern-
ment, the Contractor assumes the risk of 
and shall be responsible for any loss or de-
struction of, or damage to, items of prop-
erty, title to which— 

(a) Remains in the Government and that 
are to be delivered to the Government by the 
Contractor in performing the work; and 

(b) Is vested in the Contractor but that 
under the Termination clauses of this con-
tract is revested in the Government upon no-
tice of termination.
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(End of clause)

52.245–7 Government Property (Con-
solidated Facilities). 

As prescribed in 45.302–6(a), insert the 
following clause in solicitations and 
contracts when a consolidated facili-
ties contract is contemplated:

GOVERNMENT PROPERTY (CONSOLIDATED 
FACILITIES) (MAR 1996) 

(a) Definitions. For the purpose of this con-
tract, the following definitions apply: 

Facilities, as used in this clause, means all 
property provided under this facilities con-
tract. 

Related contract, as used in this clause, 
means a Government contract or sub-
contract for supplies or services under which 
the use of the facilities is or may be author-
ized. 

(b) Facilities to be provided. (1) The Con-
tractor, at Government expense and subject 
to the provisions of this contract, shall ac-
quire, construct, or install the facilities and 
perform the related work as described in the 
Schedule. 

(2) The Government, subject to the provi-
sions of this contract, shall furnish to the 
Contractor the facilities identified in the 
Schedule as Government-furnished facilities. 
The Contractor, at Government expense, 
shall perform the work with respect to those 
facilities as is described in the Schedule. 

(3) All shipments of the facilities shall be 
made on Government bills of lading, unless 
otherwise authorized by the Contracting Of-
ficer. The required number of such Govern-
ment bills of lading will be furnished to the 
Contractor by, and the Contractor shall be 
accountable therefor to, the transportation 
activity designated by the Contracting Offi-
cer. 

(c) Period of this contract. If not otherwise 
specified in the contract and if not pre-
viously terminated under paragraph (m), the 
use of the facilities authorized under this 
contract shall terminate 5 years after its ef-
fective date. Thereafter, if continued use of 
the facilities by the Contractor is mutually 
desired, the parties shall enter into a new 
contract that shall incorporate such provi-
sions as may then be required by applicable 
laws and regulations. The parties may, by 
written agreement, extend the use of the fa-
cilities under this contract beyond this 5-
year period to permit the completion of any 
then-existing related contracts and sub-
contracts. 

(d) Title in the facilities. (1) The Government 
shall retain title to all Government-fur-
nished property. 

(2) Title to all facilities and components 
shall pass to and vest in the Government 
upon delivery by the vendor of all such items 
purchased by the Contractor for which it is 

entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of 
cost under this contract. 

(3) Title to replacement parts furnished by 
the Contractor in carrying out its normal 
maintenance obligations under paragraph (h) 
shall pass to and vest in the Government 
upon completion of their installation in the 
facilities. 

(4) Title to other property, the cost of 
which is reimbursable to the Contractor 
under this contract, shall pass to and vest in 
the Government upon— 

(i) Issuance of the property for use in per-
forming this contract; 

(ii) Commencement of processing or use of 
the property in performing this contract; or 

(iii) Reimbursement of the cost of the 
property by the Government, whichever oc-
curs first. 

(5) Title to the facilities shall not be af-
fected by their incorporation into or attach-
ment to any property not owned by the Gov-
ernment, nor shall any item of the facilities 
become a fixture or lose its identity as per-
sonal property by being attached to any real 
property. The Contractor shall keep the fa-
cilities free and clear of all liens and encum-
brances and, except as otherwise authorized 
by this contract or by the Contracting Offi-
cer, shall not remove or otherwise part with 
possession of, or permit the use by others of, 
any of the facilities. 

(6) The Contractor may, with the written 
approval of the Contracting Officer, install, 
arrange, or rearrange, on Government-fur-
nished premises, readily movable machinery, 
equipment, and other items belonging to the 
Contractor. Title to any such item shall re-
main in the Contractor even though it may 
be attached to real property owned by the 
Government, unless the Contracting Officer 
determines that it is so permanently at-
tached that removal would cause substantial 
injury to Government property. 

(7) The Contractor shall not construct or 
install, at its own expense, any fixed im-
provement or structural alterations in Gov-
ernment buildings or other real property 
without advance written approval of the 
Contracting Officer. Fixed improvement or 
structural alterations, as used herein, means 
any alteration or improvement in the nature 
of the building or other real property, that, 
after completion, cannot be removed without 
substantial loss of value or damage to the 
premises. The term does not include founda-
tions for production equipment. 

(e) Location of the facilities. The Contractor 
may use the facilities at any of the locations 
specified in the Schedule and, with the prior 
written approval of the Contracting Officer, 
at any other location. In granting this ap-
proval, the Contracting Officer may pre-
scribe such terms and conditions as may be 
deemed necessary for protecting the Govern-
ment’s interest in the facilities involved. 
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Those terms and conditions shall take prece-
dence over any conflicting provisions of this 
contract. 

(f) Notice of use of the facilities. The Con-
tractor shall notify the Contracting Officer 
in writing— 

(1) Whenever use of all facilities for Gov-
ernment work in any quarterly period aver-
ages less than 75 percent of the total use of 
the facilities; or 

(2) Whenever any item of the facilities is 
no longer needed or usable for performing ex-
isting related contracts that authorize such 
use. 

(g) Property control. The Contractor shall 
maintain property control procedures and 
records and a system of identification of the 
facilities, in accordance with the provisions 
of Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 
subpart 45.5 in effect on the date of this con-
tract. The provisions of FAR 45.5 are hereby 
incorporated by reference and made a part of 
this contract. 

(h) Maintenance. (1) Except as otherwise 
provided in the Schedule, the Contractor 
shall perform normal maintenance of the fa-
cilities in accordance with sound industrial 
practice, including protection, preservation, 
and repair of the facilities and normal parts 
replacement for equipment. 

(2) As soon as practicable after the execu-
tion of this contract, the Contractor shall 
submit to the Contracting Officer a written 
proposed maintenance program, including a 
maintenance records system, in sufficient 
detail to show its adequacy. If the Con-
tracting Officer agrees to the proposed pro-
gram, it shall become the normal mainte-
nance obligation of the Contractor. The Con-
tractor’s performance according to the ap-
proved program shall satisfy the Contrac-
tor’s obligations under subparagraphs (h)(1) 
and (h)(5) of this clause. 

(3) The Contracting Officer may at any 
time direct the Contractor in writing to re-
duce the work required by the normal main-
tenance program. If such order reduces the 
cost of performing the maintenance, an ap-
propriate equitable adjustment may be made 
in any affected related contract that so pro-
vides. 

(4) The Contractor shall perform any main-
tenance work directed by the Contracting 
Officer in writing. Work in excess of the 
maintenance required under subparagraphs 
(h)(1) through (h)(3) of this clause shall be at 
Government expense. The Contractor shall 
notify the Contracting Officer in writing 
when sound industrial practice requires 
maintenance in excess of the normal mainte-
nance program. 

(5) The Contractor shall keep records of all 
work done on the facilities and shall give the 
Government reasonable opportunity to in-
spect these records. When facilities are dis-
posed of under this contract, the Contractor 
shall deliver the related records to the Gov-

ernment or, if the Contracting Officer di-
rects, to third persons. 

(6) The Contractor’s obligation under this 
clause for each item of facilities shall con-
tinue until the item is removed, abandoned, 
or disposed of; until the expiration of the 120-
day period stated in subparagraph (n)(4) of 
this clause; and until the Contractor has dis-
charged its other obligations under this con-
tract with respect to such items. 

(i) Access. The Government and any per-
sons designated by it shall, at all reasonable 
times, have access to the premises where any 
of the facilities are located. 

(j) Indemnification of the Government. The 
Contractor shall indemnify the Government 
and hold it harmless against claims for in-
jury to persons or damage to property of the 
Contractor or others arising from the Con-
tractor’s possession or use of the facilities, 
except as specified in the clause at FAR 
52.228–7, Insurance—Liability to Third Per-
sons. However, the provisions of the Contrac-
tor’s related contracts shall govern any as-
sumption of liability by the Government for 
claims arising under those contracts. 

(k) Late delivery, diversion, and substitution. 
(1) The Government shall not be liable for 
breach of contract for any delay in delivery 
or nondelivery of facilities to be furnished 
under this contract. 

(2) The Government has the right, at its 
expense, to divert the facilities under this 
contract by directing the Contractor to— 

(i) Deliver any of the facilities to locations 
other than those specified in the Schedule; 
or 

(ii) Assign purchase orders or subcontracts 
for any of the facilities to the Government 
or third parties. 

(3) The Government may furnish any facili-
ties instead of having the Contractor acquire 
or construct them. In such event, the Con-
tractor is entitled to reimbursement for the 
cost related to the acquisition or construc-
tion of the facilities, including the cost of 
terminating purchase orders and sub-
contracts. 

(4) Appropriate equitable adjustment may 
be made in any related contract that so pro-
vides and that is affected by any non-
delivery, delay, diversion, or substitution 
under this paragraph (k). 

(l) Representations and warranties. (1) The 
Government makes no warranty, express or 
implied, regarding the condition or fitness 
for use of any facilities. To the extent prac-
tical, the Contractor shall be allowed to in-
spect all the facilities to be furnished by the 
Government before their shipment. 

(2) If the Contractor receives facilities in a 
condition not suitable for the intended use, 
the Contractor shall, within 30 days after re-
ceipt and installation thereof, so notify the 
Contracting Officer, detailing the facts and, 
as directed by the Contracting Officer and at 
Government expense, either (i) return such 
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item or otherwise dispose of it or (ii) effect 
repairs or modifications. An appropriate eq-
uitable adjustment may be made in any re-
lated contract that so provides and that is 
affected by the return, disposition, repair, or 
modification of any facilities. 

(m) Termination of the use of the facilities. (1) 
The Contractor may at any time, upon writ-
ten notice to the Contracting Officer, termi-
nate its authority to use any or all of the fa-
cilities. Termination under this paragraph 
(m) shall not relieve the Contractor of any of 
its obligations or liabilities under any re-
lated contract or subcontract affected by the 
termination. 

(2) The Contracting Officer may at any 
time, upon written notice, terminate or 
limit the Contractor’s authority to use any 
of the facilities. Except as otherwise pro-
vided in the Failure to Perform clause of this 
contract, an equitable adjustment may be 
made in any related contract of the Con-
tractor that so provides and that is affected 
by such notice. 

(n) Disposition of the facilities. (1) The provi-
sions of this paragraph (n) shall apply to fa-
cilities for which use has been terminated by 
either the Contracting Officer or the Con-
tractor under paragraph (m), except as pro-
vided in subparagraph (n)(2). 

(2) Unless otherwise directed by the Con-
tracting Officer, this paragraph shall not 
apply to facilities terminated by the Con-
tractor if— 

(i) The facilities terminated do not com-
prise all of the facilities in the possession of 
the Contractor; and 

(ii) The Contracting Officer determines 
that continued retention of the facilities will 
not interfere with the Contractor’s oper-
ations. 

(3) Within 60 days after the effective date 
of any notice of termination given under 
paragraph (m), or within such longer period 
as the Contracting Officer may approve in 
writing, the Contractor shall submit to the 
Contracting Officer, in a form satisfactory to 
the Contracting Officer, an accounting for 
all the facilities covered by the notice. 

(4) Within 120 days after the Contractor ac-
counts for any facilities under subparagraph 
(n)(3), the Contracting Officer shall give 
written notice to the Contractor as to the 
disposition of the facilities, except as other-
wise provided in subparagraph (n)(6). In its 
disposition of the facilities, the Government 
may either— 

(i) Abandon the facilities in place, in which 
case all obligations of the Government re-
garding such abandoned facilities and the 
restoration or rehabilitation of the premises 
in and on which they are located shall imme-
diately cease; or 

(ii) Require the Contractor to comply, at 
Government expense, with such directions as 
the Contracting Officer may give with re-
spect to— 

(A) The preparation, protection, removal, 
or shipment of the affected facilities; 

(B) The retention or storage of the affected 
facilities; provided, that the Contracting Of-
ficer shall not direct the Contractor to re-
tain or store any items of facilities in or on 
real property not owned by the Government 
if such retention or storage will interfere 
with the Contractor’s operations; 

(C) The restoration of Government-owned 
property incident to the removal of the fa-
cilities from such property; and 

(D) The sale of any affected facilities in 
such manner, at such times, and at such 
price as may be approved by the Govern-
ment, except that the Contractor shall not 
be required to extend credit to any pur-
chaser. 

(5) If the Contracting Officer fails to give 
the written notice required by subparagraph 
(n)(4) within the prescribed 120-day period, 
the Contractor may, upon not less than 30 
days’ written notice to the Government and 
at Government risk and expense, (i) retain 
the facilities in place or (ii) remove any of 
the affected severable facilities located in 
Contractor-owned property and store them 
at the Contractor’s plant or in a public in-
sured warehouse, in accordance with sound 
practice and in a manner compatible with 
their security classification. Except as pro-
vided in this subparagraph, the Government 
shall not be liable to the Contractor for fail-
ure to give the written notice required by 
subparagraph (n)(4). 

(6) Nonseverable items of the facilities or 
items of the facilities subject to patent or 
proprietary rights shall be disposed of in 
such manner as the parties may have agreed 
to in writing. 

(7) The Government, either directly or by 
third persons engaged by it, may remove or 
otherwise dispose of any facilities for which 
the Contractor’s authority to use has been 
terminated, other than those for which spe-
cific provision is made in subparagraph 
(n)(6). 

(8) The Contractor shall, within a reason-
able time after the expiration of the 120-day 
period specified in subparagraph (n)(4), re-
move all of its property from the Govern-
ment property and take such action as the 
Contracting Officer may direct in writing 
with respect to restoring that Government 
property (to the extent that it is affected by 
the installation of the Contractor’s property) 
to its condition before such installation. 

(9) Unless otherwise specifically provided 
in this contract, the Government shall not 
be obligated to the Contractor to restore or 
rehabilitate any property at the Contractor’s 
plant, except for restoration or rehabilita-
tion costs caused by removal of the facilities 
under subdivision (n)(4)(ii). The Contractor 
agrees to indemnify the Government against 
all suits or claims for damages arising out of 
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the Government’s failure to restore or reha-
bilitate any property at the Contractor’s 
plant or property of its subcontractors, ex-
cept any damage as may be caused by the 
negligence of the Government, its agents, or 
independent contractors.

following clause:

LIABILITY FOR THE FACILITIES (JAN 1997) 

(a) The term Contractor’s managerial per-
sonnel, as used in this clause, means any of 
the Contractor’s directors, officers, man-
agers, superintendents, or equivalent rep-
resentatives who have supervision or direc-
tion of— 

(1) All or substantially all of the Contrac-
tor’s business; 

(2) All or substantially all of the Contrac-
tor’s operations at any one plant or separate 
location in which the facilities are installed 
or located; or 

(3) A separate and complete major indus-
trial operation in connection with which the 
facilities are used. 

(b) The Contractor shall not be liable for 
any loss or destruction of, or damage to, the 
facilities, or for expenses incidental to such 
loss, destruction, or damage, except as pro-
vided in this clause. 

(c) The Contractor shall be liable for loss 
or destruction of, or damage to, the facili-
ties, and for expenses incidental to such loss, 
destruction, or damage— 

(1) That results from a risk expressly re-
quired to be insured under this contract, but 
only to the extent of the insurance required 
to be purchased and maintained, or to the 
extent of insurance actually purchased and 
maintained, whichever is greater; 

(2) That results from a risk that is in fact 
covered by insurance or for which the Con-
tractor is otherwise reimbursed, but only to 
the extent of such insurance or reimburse-
ment; 

(3) For which the Contractor is otherwise 
responsible under the express terms of this 
contract; 

(4) That results from willful misconduct or 
lack of good faith on the part of the Contrac-
tor’s managerial personnel; or 

(5) That results from a failure, due to will-
ful misconduct or lack of good faith on the 
part of the Contractor’s managerial per-
sonnel— 

(i) To establish, maintain, and administer 
a system for control of the facilities in ac-
cordance with the Property administration 

paragraph of the Government Property 
clause; or 

(ii) To maintain and administer a program 
for maintenance, repair, protection, and 
preservation of the facilities, in accordance 
with the Property administration paragraph of 
the Government Property clause, or to take 
reasonable steps to comply with any appro-
priate written direction that the Contracting 
Officer may prescribe as reasonably nec-
essary for the protection of the facilities. If 
the Government Property clause does not in-
clude the Property administration paragraph, 
then the Contractor shall exercise sound in-
dustrial practice in complying with the re-
quirements of this subdivision (c)(5)(ii). 

(d)(1) If the Contractor fails to act as pro-
vided by subparagraph (c)(5) above, after 
being notified (by certified mail addressed to 
one of the Contractor’s managerial per-
sonnel) of the Government’s disapproval, 
withdrawal of approval, or nonacceptance of 
the system or program, it shall be conclu-
sively presumed that such failure was due to 
willful misconduct or lack of good faith on 
the part of the Contractor’s managerial per-
sonnel. 

(2) Furthermore, any loss or destruction of, 
or damage to, the Government property shall 
be presumed to have resulted from such fail-
ure unless the Contractor can establish by 
clear and convincing evidence that such loss, 
destruction, or damage— 

(i) Did not result from the Contractor’s 
failure to maintain an approved program or 
system; or 

(ii) Occurred while an approved program or 
system was maintained by the Contractor. 

(e) If the Contractor transfers facilities to 
the possession and control of a subcon-
tractor, the transfer shall not affect the li-
ability of the Contractor for loss or destruc-
tion of, or damage to, the facilities. How-
ever, the Contractor shall require the sub-
contractor to assume the risk of, and be re-
sponsible for, any loss or destruction of, or 
damage to, the facilities while in the sub-
contractor’s possession or control, except to 
the extent that the subcontract, with the ad-
vance approval of the Contracting Officer, 
relieves the subcontractor from such liabil-
ity. In the absence of such approval, the sub-
contract shall contain appropriate provisions 
requiring the return of all the facilities in as 
good condition as when received, except for 
reasonable wear and tear or for their utiliza-
tion in accordance with the provisions of the 
prime contract. 

(f) Unless expressly directed in writing by 
the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall 
not include in the price or cost under any 
contract with the Government the cost of in-
surance (including self-insurance) against 
any form of loss, destruction, or damage to 
the facilities. Any insurance required under 
this clause shall be in such form, in such 
amounts, for such periods of time, and with 
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such insurers (including the Contractor as 
self-insurer in appropriate circumstances) as 
the Contracting Officer shall require or ap-
prove. Such insurance shall provide for 30 
days advance notice to the Contracting Offi-
cer, in the event of cancellation or material 
change in the policy coverage on the part of 
the insurer. Documentation of insurance or 
an authenticated copy of such insurance 
shall be deposited promptly with the Con-
tracting Officer. The Contractor shall, not 
less than 30 days before the expiration of 
such insurance, deliver to the Contracting 
Officer documentation of insurance or an au-
thenticated copy of each renewal policy. The 
insurance shall be in the name of the United 
States of America (Agency Name), the Con-
tractor, and such other interested parties as 
the Contracting Officer shall approve, and 
shall contain a loss payable clause reading 
substantially as follows:
Any loss under this policy shall be adjusted 
with (Contractor) and the proceeds, at the direc-
tion of the Government, shall be paid to (Con-
tractor). Proceeds not paid to (Contractor) shall 
be paid to the office designated by the Con-
tracting Officer.

(g) When there is any loss or destruction 
of, or damage to, the facilities— 

(1) The Contractor shall promptly notify 
the Contracting Officer and, with the assist-
ance of the Contracting Officer, shall take 
all reasonable steps to protect the facilities 
from further damage, separate the damaged 
and undamaged facilities, put all the facili-
ties in the best possible order, and promptly 
furnish to the Contracting Officer (and in 
any event within 30 days) a statement of— 

(i) The facilities lost or damaged; 
(ii) The time and origin of the loss or dam-

age; 
(iii) All known interests in commingled 

property of which the facilities are a part; 
and 

(iv) Any insurance covering any part of or 
interest in such commingled property; 

(2) The Contractor shall make such repairs, 
replacements, and renovations of the lost, 
destroyed, or damaged facilities, or take 
such other action as the Contracting Officer 
may direct in writing; and 

(3) The Contractor shall perform its obliga-
tions under this paragraph (g) at Govern-
ment expense, except to the extent that the 
Contractor is liable for such damage, de-
struction, or loss under the terms of this 
clause, and except as any damage, destruc-
tion, or loss is compensated by insurance. 

(h) The Government is not obliged to re-
place or repair the facilities that have been 
lost, destroyed, or damaged. If the Govern-
ment does not replace or repair the facili-
ties, the right of the parties to an equitable 
adjustment in delivery or performance dates, 
price, or both, and in any other contractual 
condition of the related contracts affected 

shall be governed by the terms and condi-
tions of those contracts. 

(i) Except to the extent of any loss or de-
struction of, or damage to, the facilities for 
which the Contractor is relieved of liability, 
the facilities shall be returned to the Gov-
ernment or otherwise disposed of under the 
terms of this contract (1) in as good condi-
tion as when received by the Contractor, (2) 
improved, or (3) as required under the terms 
of this contract, less ordinary wear and tear. 

(j) If the Contractor is in any way com-
pensated (excepting proceeds from use and 
occupancy insurance, the cost of which is 
not borne directly or indirectly by the Gov-
ernment) for any loss or destruction of, or 
damage to, the facilities, the Contractor, as 
directed by the Contracting Officer, shall— 

(1) Use the proceeds to repair, renovate, or 
replace the facilities involved; or 

(2) Pay such proceeds to the Government. 
(k) The Contractor shall do nothing to 

prejudice the Government’s right to recover 
against third parties for any loss or destruc-
tion of, or damage to, the facilities. Upon the 
request of the Contracting Officer, the Con-
tractor shall furnish to the Government, at 
Government expense, all reasonable assist-
ance and cooperation (including the prosecu-
tion of suit and the execution of instruments 
of assignment in favor of the Government) in 
obtaining recovery.

52.245–9 Use and Charges. 

As prescribed in 45.302–6(c), insert the 
following clause in solicitations and 
contracts (1) when a consolidated fa-
cilities contract or a facilities use con-
tract or (2) when a fixed-price contract 
is contemplated, and Government pro-
duction and research property is pro-
vided other than on a rent-free basis. If 
the conditions specified in 45.403(a) 
apply, the contracting officer shall 
modify the clause, as appropriate.

USE AND CHARGES (APR 1984) 

(a) The Contractor may use the facilities 
without charge in the performance of— 

(1) Contracts with the Government that 
specifically authorize such use without 
charge; 

(2) Subcontracts of any tier under Govern-
ment prime contracts if the Contracting Of-
ficer having cognizance of the prime con-
tract (i) approves a subcontract specifically 
authorizing such use or (ii) otherwise au-
thorizes such use in writing; and 
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(3) Other work, if the Contracting Officer 
specifically authorizes in writing use with-
out charge for such work. 

(b) If granted written permission by the 
Contracting Officer, or if it is specifically 
provided for in the Schedule, the Contractor 
may use the facilities for a rental fee for 
work other than that provided in paragraph 
(a). Authorizing such use of the facilities 
does not waive any rights of the Government 
to terminate the Contractor’s right to use 
the facilities. The rental fee shall be deter-
mined in accordance with the following para-
graphs. 

(c) The following bases are or shall be es-
tablished in writing for the rental computa-
tion prescribed in paragraphs (d) and (e) 
below in advance of any use of the facilities 
on a rental basis: 

(1) The rental rates shall be those set forth 
in Table I. 

(2) The acquisition cost of the facilities 
shall be the total cost to the Government, as 
determined by the Contracting Officer, and 
includes the cost of transportation and in-
stallation, if borne by the Government. 

(i) When Government-owned special tool-
ing or accessories are rented with any of the 
facilities, the acquisition cost of the facili-
ties shall be increased by the total cost to 
the Government of such tooling or acces-
sories, as determined by the Contracting Of-
ficer. 

(ii) When any of the facilities are substan-
tially improved at Government expense, the 
acquisition cost of the facilities shall be in-
creased by the increase in value that the im-
provement represents, as determined by the 
Contracting Officer. 

(iii) The determinations of the Contracting 
Officer under this subparagraph (c)(2) shall 
be final. 

(3) For the purpose of determining the 
amount of rental due under paragraph (d), 
the rental period shall be not less than 1 
month nor more than 6 months, as approved 
by the Contracting Officer. 

(4) For the purpose of computing any cred-
it under paragraph (e), the unit in deter-
mining the amount of use of the facilities 
shall be direct labor hours, sales, hours of 
use, or any other unit of measure that will 
result in an equitable apportionment of the 
rental charge, as approved by the Con-
tracting Officer. 

(d) The Contractor shall compute the 
amount of rentals to be paid for each rental 
period by applying the appropriate rental 
rates to the acquisition cost of such facili-
ties as may have been authorized for use in 
advance for the rental period. 

(e) The full rental charge for each period 
shall be reduced by a credit. The credit 
equals the rental amount that would other-
wise be properly allocable to the work for 
which the facilities were used without 
charge under paragraph (a). The credit shall 

be computed by multiplying the full rental 
for the rental period by a fraction in which 
the numerator is the amount of use of the fa-
cilities by the Contractor without charge 
during the period, and the denominator is 
the total amount of use of the facilities by 
the Contractor during the period. 

(f) Within 90 days after the close of each 
rental period, the Contractor shall submit to 
the Contracting Officer a written statement 
of the use made of the facilities by the Con-
tractor and the rental due the Government. 
At the same time, the Contractor shall make 
available such records and data as are deter-
mined by the Contracting Officer to be nec-
essary to verify the information contained in 
the statement. 

(g) If the Contractor fails to submit the in-
formation as required in paragraph (f) above, 
the Contractor shall be liable for the full 
rental for the period. However, if the Con-
tractor’s failure to submit was not the fault 
of the Contractor, the Contracting Officer 
shall grant to the Contractor in writing a 
reasonable extension of time to submit. 

(h) Unless otherwise directed in writing by 
the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall 
give priority in the use of the facilities to 
performing contracts and subcontracts of the 
Contracting Officer having cognizance of the 
facilities and shall not undertake any work 
involving the use of the facilities that would 
interfere with performing existing Govern-
ment contracts or subcontracts. 

(i) Concurrently with the submission of the 
written statement prescribed by paragraph 
(f) of this clause, the Contractor shall pay 
the rental due the Government under this 
clause. Payment shall be by check made pay-
able to the office designated for contract ad-
ministration and mailed or delivered to the 
Contracting Officer. Receipt and acceptance 
by the Government of the Contractor’s check 
pursuant to this paragraph shall constitute 
an accord and satisfaction of the final 
amount due the Government hereunder, un-
less the Contractor is notified in writing 
within 180 days following receipt that the 
amount received is not regarded by the Gov-
ernment as the final amount due. 

(j) If the Contractor uses any item of the 
facilities without authorization, the Con-
tractor shall be liable for the full monthly 
rental, without credit, for such item for each 
month or part of a month in which such un-
authorized use occurs; provided, however, 
that the agency head concerned may, in 
writing, waive the Contractor’s liability for 
such unauthorized use if the agency head de-
termines that without such a waiver gross 
inequity would result. The acceptance of any 
rental by the Government under this clause 
shall not be construed as a waiver or relin-
quishment of any rights it may have against 
the Contractor growing out of the Contrac-
tor’s unauthorized use of the facilities or any 
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other failure to perform this contract ac-
cording to its terms.

(iii) For personal property and equipment 
not covered in (i) or (ii) above, a rental shall 
be established at not less than the prevailing 
commercial rate, if any, or, in the absence of 
such rate, not less than 2 percent per month 
for electronic test equipment and auto-
motive equipment and not less than 1 per-
cent per month for all other property and 
equipment.

52.245–10 Government Property (Fa-
cilities Acquisition). 

As prescribed in 45.302–6(d), insert the 
following clause in solicitations and 
contracts when a facilities acquisition 
contract is contemplated:

GOVERNMENT PROPERTY (FACILITIES 
ACQUISITION) (MAR 1996) 

(a) Definitions. 
Facilities, as used in this clause, means all 

property provided under this facilities con-
tract. 

Related contract, as used in this clause, 
means a Government contract or sub-
contract for supplies or services under which 
the use of the facilities is or may be author-
ized. 

(b) Facilities to be provided. (1) The Con-
tractor, at Government expense and subject 
to the provisions of this contract, shall ac-

quire, construct, or install the facilities and 
perform the related work as described in the 
Schedule. 

(2) The Government, subject to the provi-
sions of this contract, shall furnish to the 
Contractor the facilities identified in the 
Schedule as Government-furnished facilities. 
The Contractor, at Government expense, 
shall perform the work with respect to those 
Government-furnished facilities as is de-
scribed in the Schedule. 

(c) Title in the facilities. (1) The Government 
shall retain title to all Government-fur-
nished property. 

(2) Title to all facilities and components 
shall pass to and vest in the Government 
upon delivery by the vendor of all such items 
purchased by the Contractor for which it is 
entitled to be reimbursed as a direct item of 
cost under this contract. 

(3) Title to other property, the cost of 
which is reimbursable to the Contractor 
under this contract, shall pass to and vest in 
the Government upon— 

(i) Issuance of the property for use in per-
forming this contract; 

(ii) Commencement of processing or use of 
the property in performing this contract; or 

(iii) Reimbursement of the cost of the 
property by the Government, whichever oc-
curs first. 

(4) Title to the facilities shall not be af-
fected by their incorporation into, or attach-
ment to, any property not owned by the Gov-
ernment, nor shall any item of the facilities 
become a fixture or lose its identity as per-
sonal property by being attached to any real 
property. The Contractor shall keep the fa-
cilities free and clear of all liens and encum-
brances and, except as otherwise authorized 
by this contract or by the Contracting Offi-
cer, shall not remove or otherwise part with 
possession of, or permit the use by others of, 
any of the facilities. 

(5) The Contractor may, with the written 
approval of the Contracting Officer, install, 
arrange, or rearrange, on Government-fur-
nished premises, readily movable machinery, 
equipment, and other items belonging to the 
Contractor. Title to any such item shall re-
main in the Contractor even though it may 
be attached to real property owned by the 
Government, unless the Contracting Officer 
determines that it is so permanently at-
tached that removal would cause substantial 
injury to Government property. 

(6) The Contractor shall not construct or 
install, at its own expense, any fixed im-
provement or structural alterations in Gov-
ernment buildings or other real property 
without advance written approval of the 
Contracting Officer. Fixed improvement, or 
structural alterations, as used herein, means 
any alteration or improvement in the nature 
of the building or other real property, that, 
after completion, cannot be removed without 
substantial loss of value or damage to the 
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premises. The term does not include founda-
tions for production equipment. 

(d) Property control. The Contractor shall 
maintain property control procedures and 
records and a system of identification of the 
facilities in accordance with the provisions 
of Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 
subpart 45.5 in effect on the date of this con-
tract. The provisions of FAR 45.5 are hereby 
incorporated by reference and made a part of 
this contract. 

(e) Access. The Government and any per-
sons designated by it shall, at all reasonable 
times, have access to the premises where any 
of the facilities are located. 

(f) Indemnification of the Government. The 
Contractor shall indemnify the Government 
and hold it harmless against claims for in-
jury to persons or damage to property of the 
Contractor or others arising from the Con-
tractor’s possession or use of the facilities, 
except as specified in the clause at FAR 
52.228–7, Insurance—Liability to Third Per-
sons. However, the provisions of the Contrac-
tor’s related contracts shall govern any as-
sumption of liability by the Government for 
claims arising under such related contracts. 

(g) Late delivery, diversion, and substitution. 
(1) The Government shall not be liable for 
breach of contract for any delay in delivery 
or nondelivery of facilities to be furnished 
under this contract. 

(2) The Government has the right, at its 
expense, to divert the facilities under this 
contract by directing the Contractor to— 

(i) Deliver any of the facilities to locations 
other than those specified in the Schedule; 
or 

(ii) Assign purchase orders or subcontracts 
for any of the facilities to the Government 
or third parties. 

(3) The Government may furnish any facili-
ties instead of having the Contractor acquire 
or construct them. In such event, the Con-
tractor is entitled to reimbursement for the 
cost related to the acquisition or construc-
tion of the facilities, including the cost of 
terminating purchase orders and sub-
contracts. 

(4) Appropriate equitable adjustment may 
be made in any related contract that so pro-
vides and that is affected by nondelivery, 
delay, diversion, or substitution under this 
paragraph (g). 

(h) Representations and warranties. (1) The 
Government makes no warranty, express or 
implied, regarding the condition or fitness 
for use of any facilities. To the extent prac-
tical, the Contractor shall be allowed to in-
spect all the facilities to be furnished by the 
Government before their shipment. 

(2) If the Contractor receives facilities in a 
condition not suitable for the intended use, 
the Contractor shall, within 30 days after re-
ceipt and installation thereof, so notify the 
Contracting Officer, detailing the facts, and, 
as directed by the Contracting Officer and at 

Government expense, either (i) return such 
item or otherwise dispose of it or (ii) effect 
repairs or modifications. An appropriate eq-
uitable adjustment may be made in any re-
lated contract that so provides and that is 
affected by the return, disposition, repair, or 
modification of any facilities. 

(i) Supersedure. Upon the acquisition, con-
struction, or installation of the facilities 
called for by this contract, or any usable in-
crement of the facilities, and acceptance by 
the Government, the facilities shall then be 
subject to the provisions of the facilities 
contract that authorizes the use of the 
items.

52.245–11 Government Property (Fa-
cilities Use). 

As prescribed in 45.302–6(e)(1), insert 
the following clause:

GOVERNMENT PROPERTY (FACILITIES USE) 
(APR 1984) 

(a) Definitions. Facilities, as used in this 
clause, means property provided under this 
facilities contract. 

Related contract, as used in this clause, 
means a Government contract or sub-
contract for supplies or services under which 
the use of the facilities is or may be author-
ized. 

(b) Period of this contract. If not otherwise 
specified in this contract and if not pre-
viously terminated under paragraph (k), the 
use of the facilities authorized under this 
contract shall terminate 5 years after its ef-
fective date. Thereafter, if continued use of 
the facilities by the Contractor is mutually 
desired, the parties shall enter into a new 
contract that shall incorporate such provi-
sions as may then be required by applicable 
laws and regulations. The parties may, by 
written agreement, extend the use of the fa-
cilities under this contract beyond this 5-
year period to permit the completion of any 
then-existing related contracts and sub-
contracts. 

(c) Title in the facilities. (1) Title to the fa-
cilities shall remain in the Government. 
Title to parts replaced by the Contractor in 
carrying out its normal maintenance obliga-
tions under paragraph (g) shall pass to and 
vest in the Government upon completion of 
their installation in the facilities. 

(2) Title to the facilities shall not be af-
fected by their incorporation into or attach-
ment to any property not owned by the Gov-
ernment, nor shall any item of the facilities 
become a fixture or lose its identity as per-
sonal property by being attached to any real 
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property. The Contractor shall keep the fa-
cilities free and clear of all liens and encum-
brances and, except as otherwise authorized 
by this contract or by the Contracting Offi-
cer, shall not remove or otherwise part with 
possession of, or permit the use by others of, 
any of the facilities. 

(3) The Contractor may, with the written 
approval of the Contracting Officer, install, 
arrange, or rearrange, on Government-fur-
nished premises, readily movable machinery, 
equipment, and other items belonging to the 
Contractor. Title to any such item shall re-
main in the Contractor even though it may 
be attached to real property owned by the 
Government, unless the Contracting Officer 
determines that it is so permanently at-
tached that removal would cause substantial 
injury to Government property.

The Contractor 
may use the facilities at any of the locations 
specified in the Schedule and, with the prior 
written approval of the Contracting Officer, 
at any other location. In granting this ap-
proval, the Contracting Officer may pre-
scribe such terms and conditions as may be 
deemed necessary for protecting the Govern-
ment’s interest in the facilities involved. 
Those terms and conditions shall take prece-
dence over any conflicting provisions of this 
contract. 

(e) Notice of use of the facilities. The Con-
tractor shall notify the Contracting Officer 
in writing— 

(1) Whenever use of all facilities for Gov-
ernment work in any quarterly period aver-
ages less than 75 percent of the total use of 
the facilities; or 

(2) Whenever any item of the facilities is 
no longer needed or usable for performing ex-
isting related contracts that authorize such 
use. 

(f) Property control. The Contractor shall 
maintain property control procedures and 
records, and a system of identification of the 
facilities, in accordance with the provisions 
of Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 
subpart 45.5 in effect on the date of this con-
tract. The provisions of FAR 45.5 are hereby 
incorporated by reference and made a part of 
this contract. 

(g) Maintenance. (1) Except as otherwise 
provided in the Schedule, the Contractor 
shall protect, preserve, maintain (including 

normal parts replacement), and repair the 
facilities in accordance with sound indus-
trial practice. 

(2) As soon as practicable after the execu-
tion of this contract, the Contractor shall 
submit to the Contracting Officer a written 
proposed maintenance program, including a 
maintenance records system, in sufficient 
detail to show the adequacy of the proposed 
program. If the Contracting Officer agrees to 
the proposed program, it shall become the 
normal maintenance obligation of the Con-
tractor. The Contractor’s performance ac-
cording to the approved program shall sat-
isfy the Contractor’s obligations under sub-
paragraphs (g)(1) and (g)(5) of this clause. 

(3) The Contracting Officer may at any 
time direct the Contractor in writing to re-
duce the work required by the normal main-
tenance program. If such order reduces the 
cost of performing the maintenance, an ap-
propriate equitable adjustment may be made 
in any affected related contract that so pro-
vides. 

(4) The Contractor shall perform any main-
tenance work directed by the Contracting 
Officer in writing. Work in excess of the 
maintenance required under subparagraphs 
(g)(1) through (g)(3) of this clause shall be at 
Government expense. The Contractor shall 
notify the Contracting Officer in writing 
when sound industrial practice requires 
maintenance in excess of the normal mainte-
nance program. 

(5) The Contractor shall keep records of all 
work done on the facilities and shall give the 
Government reasonable opportunity to in-
spect such records. When facilities are dis-
posed of under this contract, the Contractor 
shall deliver the related records to the Gov-
ernment or, if directed by the Contracting 
Officer, to third persons. 

(6) The Contractor’s obligation under this 
clause for each item of facilities shall con-
tinue until the item is removed, abandoned, 
or disposed of at the expiration of the 120-
day period stated in subparagraph (l)(4) of 
this clause and when the Contractor has dis-
charged its other obligations under this con-
tract with respect to such items. 

(h) Access. The Government and any per-
sons designated by it shall, at all reasonable 
times, have access to the premises where any 
of the facilities are located. 

(i) Indemnification of the Government. The 
Contractor shall indemnify the Government 
and hold it harmless against claims for in-
jury to persons or damage to property of the 
Contractor or others arising from the Con-
tractor’s possession or use of the facilities 
under this contract. However, the provisions 
of the Contractor’s related contracts shall 
govern any assumption of liability by the 
Government for claims arising under those 
contracts. 

(j) Representations and warranties. (1) The 
Government makes no warranty, express or 
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implied, regarding the condition or fitness 
for use of any facilities. To the extent prac-
tical, the Contractor shall be allowed to in-
spect all the facilities to be furnished by the 
Government before their shipment. 

(2) If the Contractor receives facilities in a 
condition not suitable for the intended use, 
the Contractor shall, within 30 days after re-
ceipt and installation thereof, so notify the 
Contracting Officer, detailing the facts, and, 
as directed by the Contracting Officer and at 
Government expense, either (i) return such 
item or otherwise dispose of it or (ii) effect 
repairs or modifications. An appropriate eq-
uitable adjustment may be made in any re-
lated contract that so provides and that is 
affected by the return, disposition, repair, or 
modification of any facilities. 

(k) Termination of use of the facilities. (1) 
The Contractor may at any time, upon writ-
ten notice to the Contracting Officer, termi-
nate its authority to use any or all of the fa-
cilities. Termination under this paragraph 
(k) shall not relieve the Contractor of any of 
its obligations or liabilities under any re-
lated contract or subcontract affected by the 
termination. 

(2) The Contracting Officer may at any 
time, upon written notice, terminate or 
limit the Contractor’s authority to use any 
of the facilities. Except as otherwise pro-
vided in the Failure to Perform clause of this 
contract, an equitable adjustment may be 
made in any related contract of the Con-
tractor that so provides and that is affected 
by such notice. 

(l) Disposition of the facilities. (1) The provi-
sions of this paragraph (l) shall apply to fa-
cilities whose use has been terminated by ei-
ther the Contracting Officer or the Con-
tractor under paragraph (k), except as pro-
vided in subparagraph (l)(2). 

(2) Unless otherwise directed by the Con-
tracting Officer, this paragraph (l) shall not 
apply to facilities terminated by the Con-
tractor if— 

(i) The facilities terminated do not com-
prise all of the facilities in the possession of 
the Contractor; and 

(ii) The Contracting Officer determines 
that continued retention of the facilities will 
not interfere with the Contractor’s oper-
ations. 

(3) Within 60 days after the effective date 
of any notice of termination given under 
paragraph (k) or within such longer period as 
the Contracting Officer may approve in writ-
ing, the Contractor shall submit to the Con-
tracting Officer an accounting for all the fa-
cilities covered by such notice. The submis-
sion of the Contractor shall be in a form sat-
isfactory to the Contracting Officer. 

(4) Within 120 days after the Contractor ac-
counts for any facilities under subparagraph 
(l)(3), the Contracting Officer shall give writ-
ten notice to the Contractor as to the dis-
position of the facilities, except as otherwise 

provided in subparagraph (l)(6). In its dis-
position of the facilities, the Government 
may either— 

(i) Abandon the facilities in place, in which 
case all obligations of the Government re-
garding such abandoned facilities and the re-
habilitation of the premises in and on which 
they are located shall immediately cease; or 

(ii) Require the Contractor to comply, at 
Government expense, with such directions as 
the Contracting Officer may give with re-
spect to— 

(A) The preparation, protection, removal, 
or shipment of the affected facilities; 

(B) The retention or storage of the affected 
facilities; provided, that the Contracting Of-
ficer shall not direct the Contractor to re-
tain or store any items of facilities in or on 
real property not owned by the Government 
if such retention or storage will interfere 
with the Contractor’s operations; 

(C) The restoration of Government-owned 
property incident to the removal of the fa-
cilities from such property; and 

(D) The sale of any affected facilities in 
such manner, at such times, and at such 
price as may be approved by the Govern-
ment, except that the Contractor shall not 
be required to extend credit to any pur-
chaser. 

(5) If the Contracting Officer fails to give 
the written notice required by subparagraph 
(l)(4) of this clause within the prescribed 120-
day period, the Contractor may, upon not 
less than 30 days’ written notice to the Gov-
ernment, and at Government risk and ex-
pense, (i) retain the facilities in place or (ii) 
remove any of the affected severable facili-
ties located in Contractor-owned property 
and store them at the Contractor’s plant or 
in a public insured warehouse. Such removal 
and storage shall be in accordance with 
sound practice and in a manner compatible 
with the security classification of the facili-
ties. Except as provided in this subparagraph 
(l)(5), the Government shall not be liable to 
the Contractor for failure to give the written 
notice required by subparagraph (l)(4). 

(6) Nonseverable items of the facilities or 
items of the facilities subject to patent or 
proprietary rights shall be disposed of in 
such manner as the parties may have agreed 
to in writing. 

(7) The Government, either directly or by 
third persons engaged by it, may remove or 
otherwise dispose of any facilities for which 
the Contractor’s authority to use has been 
terminated, other than those for which spe-
cific provision is made in subparagraph (l)(6). 

(8) The Contractor shall, within a reason-
able time after the expiration of the 120-day 
period specified in subparagraph (l)(4), re-
move all of its property from the Govern-
ment property and take such action as the 
Contracting Officer may direct in writing 
with respect to restoring such Government 
property, to the extent that it is affected by 
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the installation of the Contractor’s property, 
to its condition before such installation. 

(9) Unless otherwise specifically provided 
in this contract, the Government shall not 
be obligated to the Contractor to restore or 
rehabilitate any property at the Contractor’s 
plant, except for restoration or rehabilita-
tion costs caused by removal of the facilities 
under subdivision (l)(4)(ii). The Contractor 
agrees to indemnify the Government against 
all suits or claims for damages arising out of 
the Government’s failure to restore or reha-
bilitate any property at the Contractor’s 
plant or property of its subcontractors, ex-
cept any damage as may be caused by the 
negligence of the Government, its agents, or 
independent contractors. 

(m) Supersedure. (1) Facilities previously 
provided to the Contractor under the con-
tracts specified in the Schedule of this con-
tract shall become subject to this contract 
upon its effective date. The terms of those 
contracts by which such facilities were pre-
viously provided to the Contractor are here-
by superseded with respect to such facilities, 
except for rights and obligations that may 
have accrued under such other contract be-
fore the effective date of this contract. 

(2) Facilities subsequently provided the 
Contractor under any contract shall, if that 
contract so specifies, be subject to this con-
tract upon the completion of their construc-
tion, acquisition, and installation or upon 
their availability for use, whichever occurs 
first, except as otherwise provided in the 
contract or other document by which such 
facilities are provided to the Contractor.

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (June 2003). As prescribed 
in 45.302–6(e)(2), substitute the fol-
lowing paragraph (c) of the basic 
clause:

(c) Title. (1) Title to equipment (and other 
tangible personal property) having a unit ac-
quisition cost of less than $5,000, purchased 
with funds available for research, shall vest 
in the Contractor upon acquisition or as 
soon thereafter as feasible, provided that the 
Contractor received the Contracting Offi-
cer’s approval before acquiring the equip-
ment.

Within 10 days after the end of the cal-
endar quarter in which such acquisition or 
transfer of title occurs, the Contractor shall 
furnish the Contracting Officer a list of all 
equipment, title to which is vested in the 
Contractor. 

(2)(i) The Government shall retain title to 
all Government-furnished property. 

(ii) Except as set forth in subparagraph 
(c)(1), title to all property shall pass to and 
vest in the Government upon delivery by the 
vendor of all such items purchased by the 
Contractor for which it is entitled to be re-
imbursed as a direct item of cost under this 
or a related contract. 

(iii) Title to replacement parts furnished 
by the Contractor in performing its normal 
obligations under paragraph (g) shall pass to 
and vest in the Government upon completion 
of their installation in the facilities. 

(iv) Title to other property, the cost of 
which is reimbursable to the contractor 
under this contract or a related contract, 
shall pass to and vest in the Government 
upon— 

(A) Issuance of the property for use in per-
forming this contract; 

(B) Commencement of processing or use of 
the property in performing this contract; or 

(C) Reimbursement of the cost of the prop-
erty by the Government, whichever occurs 
first. 

(3) Title to the facilities shall not be af-
fected by their incorporation into or attach-
ment to any property not owned by the Gov-
ernment, nor shall any item of the facilities 
become a fixture or lose its identity as per-
sonal property by being attached to any real 
property.

(a) The Contractor agrees to return to the 
Government the net cost savings realized 
from using modernized or replacement equip-
ment provided by the Government under this 
contract. This applies to using such equip-
ment on any contracts or subcontracts that 
are firm-fixed price, or that are fixed-price 
with economic price adjustment provisions, 
entered into within the 3 years following the 
date such equipment is placed into produc-
tion. This provision does not apply to the use 
of such equipment in sealed bid contracts en-
tered into after the equipment is placed in 
production or in contracts or subcontracts 
that specifically provide that they have been 
priced on the basis of anticipated use of such 
equipment.

(2) When the Contractor authorizes a sub-
contractor to use the modernized or replace-
ment equipment, the subcontractor shall be 
required to maintain records and make them 
and additional information available to the 
Contracting Officer. 

(c) Records of equipment shall generally be 
acceptable if they are maintained under es-
tablished accounting practices and permit a 
fair estimation of the net cost savings real-
ized. Net cost savings realized shall be deter-
mined by a comparison of the Contractor’s 
cost experience in the operation of the equip-
ment before and after modernization. 

(d) Amounts due the Government under 
this clause shall be returned by the Con-
tractor, as directed by the Contracting Offi-
cer, by— 

(1) Credits to, or adjustment of the prices 
of, the related contracts benefitting from 
using the modernized or replacement equip-
ment; 

(2) Payment to the Government through 
the Contracting Officer having cognizance of 
the equipment; or 

(3) Any other means mutually agreed to.

SPECIAL TOOLING (DEC 1989) 

(a) Definition. Special tooling means jigs, 
dies, fixtures, molds, patterns, taps, gauges, 
other equipment and manufacturing aids, all 
components of these items, and replace-
ments of these items that are of such a spe-
cialized nature that without substantial 
modification or alteration their use is lim-
ited to the development or production of par-
ticular supplies or parts thereof or per-
forming particular services. It does not in-
clude material, special test equipment, fa-
cilities (except foundations and similar im-
provements necessary for installing special 
tooling), general or special machine tools, or 
similar capital items. Special tooling for the 
purpose of this clause, includes all special 
tooling acquired or fabricated by the Con-
tractor for the Government (other than spe-
cial tooling to be delivered as a line item) or 
furnished by the Government for use in con-
nection with and under the terms of the con-
tract. 

(b) Title. The Government retains title to 
Government-owned special tooling and op-
tion to take title to all special tooling sub-
ject to this clause until such time as title or 
option to take title is relinquished by the 
Contracting Officer as provided for in sub-
paragraphs (j)(2) and (j)(3) of this clause. 

(c) Risk of loss. Except to the extent that 
the Government shall have otherwise as-
sumed the risk of loss to special tooling ap-
plicable to this clause, in the event of the 
loss, theft or destruction of or damage to 
any such property, the repair or replacement 
shall be accomplished by the Contractor at 
its own expense. 

(d) Special tooling furnished by the Govern-
ment. (1) Except as otherwise provided in this 
contract, all Government-furnished special 
tooling is provided as is. The Government 
makes no warranty whatsoever with respect 
to special tooling furnished as is, except that 
the property is in the same condition when 
placed at the f.o.b. point specified in the so-
licitation as when last available for inspec-
tion by the Contractor under the solicita-
tion. 

(2) The Contractor may repair any special 
tooling made available on an as is basis. 
Such repair will be at the Contractor’s ex-
pense, except as otherwise provided in this 
clause. Such property may be modified as 
necessary for use under this contract at the 
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Contractor’s expense, except as otherwise di-
rected by the Contracting Officer. Any repair 
or modification of property furnished as is 
shall not affect the title of the Government. 

(3) If there is any change in the condition 
of special tooling furnished as is from the 
time inspected or last available for inspec-
tion under the solicitation to the time 
placed on board at the location specified in 
the solicitation or the Government directs a 
change in the quantity of special tooling fur-
nished or to be furnished, and such change 
will adversely affect the Contractor, the 
Contractor shall, upon receipt of the prop-
erty, notify the Contracting Officer detailing 
the facts, and, as directed by the Contracting 
Officer, either (i) return such items at the 
Government’s expense or otherwise dispose 
of the property or (ii) effect repair to return 
the property to its condition when inspected 
under the solicitation or, if not inspected, 
last available for inspection under the solici-
tation. After completing the directed action 
and upon written request of the Contractor, 
the Contracting Officer shall equitably ad-
just any contractual provisions affected by 
the return, disposition, or repair in accord-
ance with procedures provided for in the 
Changes clause of this contract. The fore-
going provisions for adjustment are the ex-
clusive remedy available to the Contractor, 
and the Government shall not be otherwise 
liable for any delivery of special tooling in a 
condition or in quantities other than that 
when originally offered. 

(e) Use of special tooling. The Contractor 
may use special tooling subject to this 
clause on other Government effort when spe-
cifically approved in writing by the Con-
tracting Officer for this contract and the 
Contracting Officer for the contract under 
which the special tooling will be used. Any 
other use of the special tooling shall be sub-
ject to advance written approval of the Con-
tracting Officer. In the event the Govern-
ment elects to remove any speical tooling 
that is required for continued contract per-
formance, the contract shall be equitably ad-
justed in accordance with paragraph (m) of 
this clause. 

(f) Property control—(1) Records. The Con-
tractor’s special tooling records shall pro-
vide the following minimum information re-
garding each item of special tooling subject 
to this clause and shall be made available for 
Government inspection at all reasonable 
times: 

(i) Number or code of the contract to which 
the tooling is accountable and the number or 
code of the contract for which the tooling 
was originally acquired or fabricated. 

(ii) Retention codes as defined below: 
(A) Primary Code. Assign one of the fol-

lowing to each item of special tooling: 
Code A. Spares Tooling. Required to produce 

a provisioned spare part or assembly. 

Code B. Judgment (Insurance) Tooling. Fab-
rication tools for parts that are not 
provisioned spares but which in the judg-
ment of the Contractor will be required at 
some time for logistic support of the end 
item. 

Code C. Rate Tooling. Necessary to eco-
nomically produce at increased rates (e.g., 
for mobilization or surge) but not essential 
for parts fabrication at low production rates. 

Code D. Assembly Tooling. Required for 
manufacture of the end product but not re-
quired for production of spare parts. Those 
items having no postproduction need except 
for potential modification or resumed pro-
duction programs. 

(B) Secondary Code. Assign one or more of 
the following codes, as applicable, to each 
item of special tooling: 

Code 1. Repair Tooling. Items which are ca-
pable of being used for repair of provisioned 
parts or assemblies. 

Code 2. Replaceable Tooling. Spares or judg-
ment tooling (primary retention code A or B) 
which, in the opinion of the Contractor, can 
be effectively and economically replaced by 
soft tooling on an as required basis in lieu of 
retention of the hard production tooling for 
supporting postproduction requirements. 

Code 3. Maintenance Tooling. Items which 
are capable of being used for depot level 
maintenance of the applicable end item or 
components thereof. 

Code 4. Crash Damage Tooling. Items which 
apply to provisioned or nonprovisioned parts 
or assemblies which are designated as or 
have the potential of being required for crash 
damage repairs. 

(iii) Nomenclature, function, or com-
parable code. 

(iv) Tool part number or code. 
(v) Tool identification number, or quantity 

of each tool part number or code, if tool 
identification number is not assigned. 

(vi) Part number(s) of item(s) on which 
used (complete hierarchy of part numbers). 

(vii) Unit price. (Estimates are acceptable.) 
(viii) Storage method code. Assign one of 

the following: 
Code J. Inside storage.
Code K. Outside storage.
Code L. Other.
(ix) Estimated weight of tool, if over 25 

pounds. 
(x) Estimated volume of tool, if over 3 

cubic feet. 
(xi) Location of Contractor, subcontractor, 

vendor for each item. Use Federal Supply 
Code for Manufacturers (FSCM), or name and 
address if code is not available. 

(xii) All operation sheets or other data as 
are necessary to show the manufacturing op-
eration or processes for which such items 
were used, designed, or modified. 

(2) Identification or tagging. To the extent 
practicable, the Contractor shall identify all 
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special tooling subject to this clause in ac-
cordance with the Contractor’s identifica-
tion procedures. 

(g) Maintenance. The Contractor shall 
maintain special tooling in accordance with 
sound industrial practice. These require-
ments do not apply to those items des-
ignated by the Contracting Officer for dis-
posal as scrap or identified as of no further 
interest to the Government under paragraph 
(j), Disposition instructions, of this clause. 

(h) Identification of excess special tooling. 
The Contractor shall promptly identify and 
report all special tooling in excess of the 
amounts needed to complete full perform-
ance under this contract (see subdivision 
(i)(2)(i) of this clause). 

(i) Lists of special tooling. The Contractor 
shall periodically prepare and distribute lists 
of special tooling as described below: 

(1) Special tooling list. The list shall be fur-
nished within 60 days after delivery of the 
first production end item under this contract 
or completion of the initial provisioning 
process, whichever is later, and shall include 
all special tooling subject to this clause as of 
the reporting date. However, if this contract 
represents the final production contract, the 
Contractor shall provide this list of all tools 
not later than 180 days prior to scheduled de-
livery of the last production end item. If this 
is a contract for storage of special tooling, 
the list shall be provided within 60 days of 
contract implementation. 

(2) Excess special tooling list—(i) Excess spe-
cial tooling. Except for items subject to sub-
division (i)(2)(ii) of this clause, lists of spe-
cial tooling excess to this contract shall be 
furnished within 60 days of the date that the 
item is determined to be excess. The Con-
tractor shall include in this list the informa-
tion prescribed in Format of lists, subpara-
graph (i)(3) of this clause, as well as the ap-
plicable excess code as follows: 

Code V. Excess to contract requirements 
with no follow-on requirements. 

Code W. Excess to contract requirements 
but can be used to support actual or antici-
pated follow-on requirements. 

Code X. Excess due to changes in design or 
specification of the end items. 

Code Y. Excess due to nonserviceable or 
nonrepairable condition. 

Code Z. Other. 
(ii) Termination inventory. These items 

shall be submitted on SF 1432 or by computer 
list attached to an SF 1432 in accordance 
with FAR 45.606. Format and content of this 
submission will be as prescribed by Format 
of lists, subparagraph (i)(3) of this clause, 
but will contain information as prescribed by 
FAR subpart 45.6, in effect on the date of 
award of this contract. 

(3) Format of lists. Lists furnished by the 
Contractor shall state the type of list and 
shall include all information from subpara-
graph (f)(1), Records, of this clause, items (i) 

through (xi). All lists will be grouped by pri-
mary retention code as prescribed in subdivi-
sion (f)(1)(ii)(A) of this clause and further 
listed in tool part number sequence. 

(4) Distribution of lists. The Contractor shall 
submit two copies of lists to each of the fol-
lowing recipients unless otherwise directed: 

(i) The Contracting Officer. 
(ii) The Administrative Contracting Offi-

cer. 
(iii) The inventory control point des-

ignated by the contracting office. 
(j) Disposition instructions. The Contracting 

Officer shall provide the Contractor with 
written disposition instructions within 180 
days of receipt of the list as prescribed by 
subparagraph (i)(1) of this clause and within 
90 days of the receipt of excess special tool-
ing lists reported in accordance with sub-
paragraph (i)(2) of this clause. The Con-
tracting Officer may direct disposition by 
any of the methods listed in subparagraphs 
(j)(1) through (j)(3) of this clause, or a com-
bination of such methods. The Contractor 
shall comply with such disposition instruc-
tions. 

(1) The Contracting Officer may identify 
specific items of special tooling to be re-
tained or give the Contractor a list speci-
fying the products, parts, or services includ-
ing follow-on requirements for which the 
Government may require special tooling and 
request the Contractor to identify all usable 
items of special tooling on hand that were 
designed for or used in the production or per-
formance of such products, parts, or services. 
Once items of usable special tooling required 
by the Government are identified, the Con-
tracting Officer may— 

(i) Direct the Contractor to transfer speci-
fied items of special tooling to follow-on con-
tracts requiring their use. Those items shall 
be furnished for use on the contract(s) as 
specified by the Contracting Officer and 
shall be subject to the provisions of the gain-
ing contracts(s); or 

(ii) Request the Contractor to enter into 
an appropriate storage contract for special 
tooling specified to be retained by the Con-
tractor for the Government. Tooling to be 
stored shall be stored pursuant to a storage 
contract between the Government and the 
Contractor; or 

(iii) Direct the Contractor to transfer title 
to the Government (to the extent not pre-
viously transferred) and deliver to the Gov-
ernment those items of special tooling which 
are specified for removal from the Contrac-
tor’s plant. 

(2) The Contracting Officer may direct the 
Contractor to sell, or dispose of as scrap, for 
the account of the Government, any special 
tooling not specified by the Government pur-
suant to subparagraph (j)(1) of this clause. 
To the extent that the Contractor incurs any 
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costs occasioned by compliance with such di-
rection, for which it is not otherwise com-
pensated, the contract price shall be equi-
tably adjusted in accordance with the 
Changes clause of this contract. The net pro-
ceeds of all sales shall either be credited to 
the cost of contract performance or shall be 
otherwise paid to the Government as di-
rected by the Contracting Officer. Sale of 
special tooling to the prime Contractor or 
any of its subcontractors is subject to the 
prior written approval of the Contracting Of-
ficer. 

(3) The Contracting Officer may furnish 
the Contractor with a statement disclaiming 
further Government interest or right in spec-
ified special tooling. 

(4) Restoration of Contractor’s premises. 
Unless otherwise provided in this contract, 
the Government has no obligation to restore 
or rehabilitate the Contractor’s premises 
under any circumstances (e.g., abandonment, 
disposition upon completion of need, or upon 
contract completion). However, if special 
tooling is withdrawn or if other special tool-
ing is substituted, then the equitable adjust-
ment under paragraph (m) of this clause may 
properly include restoration or rehabilita-
tion costs. 

(k) Access to special tooling. The Contractor 
shall provide access to special tooling sub-
ject to this clause at all reasonable times to 
all individuals designated by the Contracting 
Officer. 

(l) Storage or shipment. The Contractor 
shall promptly arrange for either the ship-
ment or the storage of special tooling speci-
fied in accordance with the final disposition 
instructions in subdivisions (j)(1)(ii) or 
(j)(1)(iii) of this clause. Tooling to be shipped 
shall be properly packaged, packed, and 
marked in accordance with the directions of 
the Contracting Officer. All operation sheets 
or other appropriate data necessary to show 
the manufacturing operations or processes 
for which the items were used or designed 
shall accompany special tooling to be 
shipped or stored or shall otherwise be pro-
vided to the Government as directed by the 
Contracting Officer. To the extent that the 
Contractor incurs costs for storage, ship-
ment, packing, crating, or handling under 
this paragraph and not otherwise com-
pensated for, the contract price shall be eq-
uitably adjusted in accordance with the 
Changes clause of this contract. 

(m) Equitable adjustment. When this clause 
specifies an equitable adjustment, it shall be 
made to any affected contract provision in 
accordance with the procedures of the 
Changes clause. When appropriate, the Con-
tracting Officer may initiate an equitable 
adjustment in favor of the Government. The 
right to an equitable adjustment shall be the 
Contractor’s exclusive remedy. The Govern-
ment shall not be liable to suit for breach of 
contract for— 

(1) Any delay in delivery of Government-
furnished special tooling; 

(2) Delivery of Government-furnished spe-
cial tooling in a condition not suitable for 
its intended use; 

(3) A decrease in or substitution of special 
tooling; or 

(4) Failure to repair or replace Govern-
ment-furnished special tooling for which the 
Government is responsible. 

(n) Subcontract provisions. In order to per-
form this contract, the Contractor may place 
subcontracts (including purchase orders) in-
volving the use of special tooling. If the full 
cost of the tooling is charged to those sub-
contracts, the Contractor agrees to include 
in the subcontract appropriate provisions to 
obtain Government rights and data com-
parable to the rights of the Government 
under this clause (unless the Contractor and 
Contracting Officer agree in writing that 
such rights are not of interest to the Govern-
ment). The Contractor agrees to exercise 
such rights for the benefit of the Govern-
ment as directed by the Contracting Officer.

52.245–18 Special Test Equipment. 
As prescribed in 45.307–3, insert the 

following clause:

SPECIAL TEST EQUIPMENT (FEB 1993) 

(a) Special test equipment, as used in this 
clause, means either single or multipurpose 
integrated test units engineered, designed, 
fabricated, or modified to accomplish special 
purpose testing in performing a contract. It 
consists of items or assemblies of equipment, 
including standard or general purpose items 
or components, that are interconnected and 
interdependent so as to become a new func-
tional entity for special testing purposes. It 
does not include material, special tooling, 
facilities (except foundations and similar im-
provements necessary for installing special 
test equipment), and plant equipment items 
used for general plant testing purposes. 

(b) The Contractor may either acquire or 
fabricate special test equipment at Govern-
ment expense when the equipment is not 
otherwise itemized in this contract and the 
prior approval of the Contracting Officer has 
been obtained. The Contractor shall provide 
the Contracting Officer with a written no-
tice, at least 30 days in advance, of the Con-
tractor’s intention to acquire or fabricate 
the special test equipment. As a minimum, 
the notice shall also include an estimated 
aggregate cost of all items and components 
of the equipment the individual cost of 
which is less than $5,000, and the following 
information on each item or component of 
equipment costing $5,000 or more: 
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(1) The end use application and function of 
each proposed special test unit, identifying 
special characteristics and the reasons for 
the classification of the test unit as special 
test equipment. 

(2) A complete description identifying the 
items to be acquired and the items to be fab-
ricated by the Contractor. 

(3) The estimated cost of the item of spe-
cial test equipment or component. 

(4) A statement that intra-plant screening 
of Contractor and Government-owned special 
test equipment and components has been ac-
complished and that none are available for 
use in performing this contract. 

(c) The Government may furnish any spe-
cial test equipment or components rather 
than approve their acquisition or fabrication 
by the Contractor. Such Government-fur-
nished items shall be subject to the Govern-
ment Property clause, except that the Gov-
ernment shall not be obligated to deliver 
such items any sooner than the Contractor 
could have acquired or fabricated them after 
expiration of the 30-day notice period in 
paragraph (b) of this clause. However, unless 
the Government notifies the Contractor of 
its decision to furnish the items within the 
30-day notice period, the Contractor may 
proceed to acquire or fabricate the equip-
ment or components subject to any other ap-
plicable provisions of this contract. 

(d) The Contractor shall, in any sub-
contract that provides that special test 
equipment or components may be acquired 
or fabricated for the Government, insert pro-
visions that conform substantially to the 
language of this clause, including this para-
graph (d). The Contractor shall furnish the 
names of such subcontractors to the Con-
tracting Officer. 

(e) If an engineering change requires either 
the acquisition or fabrication of new special 
test equipment or substantial modification 
of existing special test equipment, the Con-
tractor shall comply with paragraph (b) 
above. In so complying, the Contractor shall 
identify the change order which requires the 
proposed acquisition, fabrication, or modi-
fication.

As prescribed in 45.308–2, insert the 
following clause:

GOVERNMENT PROPERTY FURNISHED ‘‘AS IS’’ 
(APR 1984) 

(a) The Government makes no warranty 
whatsoever with respect to Government 
property furnished as is, except that the 
property is in the same condition when 
placed at the f.o.b. point specified in the so-
licitation as when inspected by the Con-
tractor pursuant to the solicitation or, if not 
inspected by the Contractor, as when last 
available for inspection under the solicita-
tion. 

(b) The Contractor may repair any prop-
erty made available on an as is basis. Such 
repair will be at the Contractor’s expense ex-
cept as otherwise provided in this clause. 
Such property may be modified at the Con-
tractor’s expense, but only with the written 
permission of the Contracting Officer. Any 
repair or modification of property furnished 
as is shall not affect the title of the Govern-
ment. 

(c) If there is any change in the condition 
of Government property furnished as is from 
the time inspected or last available for in-
spection under the solicitation to the time 
placed on board at the location specified in 
the solicitation, and such change will ad-
versely affect the Contractor, the Contractor 
shall, upon receipt of the property, notify 
the Contracting Officer detailing the facts 
and, as directed by the Contracting Officer, 
either (1) return such property at the Gov-
ernment’s expense or otherwise dispose of 
the property or (2) effect repairs to return 
the property to its condition when inspected 
under the solicitation or, if not inspected, 
last available for inspection under the solici-
tation. After completing the directed action 
and upon written request of the Contractor, 
the Contracting Officer shall equitably ad-
just any contractual provisions affected by 
the return, disposition, or repair in accord-
ance with the procedures provided for in the 
Changes clause of this contract. The fore-
going provisions for adjustment are the ex-
clusive remedy available to the Contractor, 
and the Government shall not be otherwise 
liable for any delivery of Government prop-
erty furnished as is in a condition other than 
that in which it was originally offered. 

(d) Except as otherwise provided in this 
clause, Government property furnished as is 
shall be governed by the Government Prop-
erty clause of this contract.

ments for specified manufacturers’ parts. 
This clause takes precedence over any Gov-
ernment inspection and testing required in 
the contract’s specifications, except for spe-
cialized inspections or tests specified to be 
performed solely by the Government.

52.246–2 Inspection of Supplies—

As prescribed in 46.302, insert the fol-
lowing clause:

INSPECTION OF SUPPLIES—FIXED-PRICE (AUG 
1996) 

(a) Definition. Supplies, as used in this 
clause, includes but is not limited to raw 
materials, components, intermediate assem-
blies, end products, and lots of supplies. 

(b) The Contractor shall provide and main-
tain an inspection system acceptable to the 
Government covering supplies under this 
contract and shall tender to the Government 
for acceptance only supplies that have been 
inspected in accordance with the inspection 
system and have been found by the Con-
tractor to be in conformity with contract re-
quirements. As part of the system, the Con-
tractor shall prepare records evidencing all 
inspections made under the system and the 
outcome. These records shall be kept com-
plete and made available to the Government 
during contract performance and for as long 
afterwards as the contract requires. The 
Government may perform reviews and eval-
uations as reasonably necessary to ascertain 
compliance with this paragraph. These re-
views and evaluations shall be conducted in 
a manner that will not unduly delay the con-
tract work. The right of review, whether ex-
ercised or not, does not relieve the Con-
tractor of the obligations under the con-
tract. 

(c) The Government has the right to in-
spect and test all supplies called for by the 
contract, to the extent practicable, at all 
places and times, including the period of 
manufacture, and in any event before accept-
ance. The Government shall perform inspec-
tions and tests in a manner that will not un-
duly delay the work. The Government as-
sumes no contractual obligation to perform 
any inspection and test for the benefit of the 

Contractor unless specifically set forth else-
where in this contract. 

(d) If the Government performs inspection 
or test on the premises of the Contractor or 
a subcontractor, the Contractor shall fur-
nish, and shall require subcontractors to fur-
nish, at no increase in contract price, all rea-
sonable facilities and assistance for the safe 
and convenient performance of these duties. 
Except as otherwise provided in the con-
tract, the Government shall bear the expense 
of Government inspections or tests made at 
other than the Contractor’s or subcontrac-
tor’s premises; provided, that in case of rejec-
tion, the Government shall not be liable for 
any reduction in the value of inspection or 
test samples. 

(e)(1) When supplies are not ready at the 
time specified by the Contractor for inspec-
tion or test, the Contracting Officer may 
charge to the Contractor the additional cost 
of inspection or test. 

(2) The Contracting Officer may also 
charge the Contractor for any additional 
cost of inspection or test when prior rejec-
tion makes reinspection or retest necessary. 

(f) The Government has the right either to 
reject or to require correction of noncon-
forming supplies. Supplies are noncon-
forming when they are defective in material 
or workmanship or are otherwise not in con-
formity with contract requirements. The 
Government may reject nonconforming sup-
plies with or without disposition instruc-
tions. 

(g) The Contractor shall remove supplies 
rejected or required to be corrected. How-
ever, the Contracting Officer may require or 
permit correction in place, promptly after 
notice, by and at the expense of the Con-
tractor. The Contractor shall not tender for 
acceptance corrected or rejected supplies 
without disclosing the former rejection or 
requirement for correction, and, when re-
quired, shall disclose the corrective action 
taken. 

(h) If the Contractor fails to promptly re-
move, replace, or correct rejected supplies 
that are required to be removed or to be re-
placed or corrected, the Government may ei-
ther (1) by contract or otherwise, remove, re-
place, or correct the supplies and charge the 
cost to the Contractor or (2) terminate the 
contract for default. Unless the Contractor 
corrects or replaces the supplies within the 
delivery schedule, the Contracting Officer 
may require their delivery and make an eq-
uitable price reduction. Failure to agree to a 
price reduction shall be a dispute. 

(i)(1) If this contract provides for the per-
formance of Government quality assurance 
at source, and if requested by the Govern-
ment, the Contractor shall furnish advance 
notification of the time (i) when Contractor 
inspection or tests will be performed in ac-
cordance with the terms and conditions of 
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the contract and (ii) when the supplies will 
be ready for Government inspection. 

(2) The Governments request shall specify 
the period and method of the advance notifi-
cation and the Government representative to 
whom it shall be furnished. Requests shall 
not require more than 2 workdays of advance 
notification if the Government representa-
tive is in residence in the Contractor’s plant, 
nor more than 7 workdays in other instances. 

(j) The Government shall accept or reject 
supplies as promptly as practicable after de-
livery, unless otherwise provided in the con-
tract. Government failure to inspect and ac-
cept or reject the supplies shall not relieve 
the Contractor from responsibility, nor im-
pose liability on the Government, for non-
conforming supplies. 

(k) Inspections and tests by the Govern-
ment do not relieve the Contractor of re-
sponsibility for defects or other failures to 
meet contract requirements discovered be-
fore acceptance. Acceptance shall be conclu-
sive, except for latent defects, fraud, gross 
mistakes amounting to fraud, or as other-
wise provided in the contract. 

(l) If acceptance is not conclusive for any 
of the reasons in paragraph (k) hereof, the 
Government, in addition to any other rights 
and remedies provided by law, or under other 
provisions of this contract, shall have the 
right to require the Contractor (1) at no in-
crease in contract price, to correct or re-
place the defective or nonconforming sup-
plies at the original point of delivery or at 
the Contractor’s plant at the Contracting Of-
ficer’s election, and in accordance with a 
reasonable delivery schedule as may be 
agreed upon between the Contractor and the 
Contracting Officer; provided, that the Con-
tracting Officer may require a reduction in 
contract price if the Contractor fails to meet 
such delivery schedule, or (2) within a rea-
sonable time after receipt by the Contractor 
of notice of defects or nonconformance, to 
repay such portion of the contract as is equi-
table under the circumstances if the Con-
tracting Officer elects not to require correc-
tion or replacement. When supplies are re-
turned to the Contractor, the Contractor 
shall bear the transportation cost from the 
original point of delivery to the Contractor’s 
plant and return to the original point when 
that point is not the Contractor’s plant. If 
the Contractor fails to perform or act as re-
quired in (1) or (2) above and does not cure 
such failure within a period of 10 days (or 
such longer period as the Contracting Officer 
may authorize in writing) after receipt of no-
tice from the Contracting Officer specifying 
such failure, the Government shall have the 
right by contract or otherwise to replace or 
correct such supplies and charge to the Con-
tractor the cost occasioned the Government 
thereby.

Alternate I (JUL 1985). If a fixed-price 
incentive contract is contemplated, 
substitute paragraphs (g), (h), and (l) 
below for paragraphs (g), (h), and (l) of 
the basic clause.

(g) The Contractor shall remove supplies 
rejected or required to be corrected. How-
ever, the Contracting Officer may require or 
permit correction in place, promptly after 
notice. The Contractor shall not tender for 
acceptance corrected or rejected supplies 
without disclosing the former rejection or 
requirement for correction, and when re-
quired shall disclose the corrective action 
taken. Cost of removal, replacement, or cor-
rection shall be considered a cost incurred, 
or to be incurred, in the total final nego-
tiated cost fixed under the incentive price 
revision clause. However, replacements or 
corrections by the Contractor after the es-
tablishment of the total final price shall be 
at no increase in the total final price. 

(h) If the Contractor fails to promptly re-
move, replace, or correct rejected supplies 
that are required to be removed or to be re-
placed or corrected, the Government may ei-
ther (1) by contract or otherwise, remove, re-
place, or correct the supplies and equitably 
reduce the target price or, if established, the 
total final price or (2) may terminate the 
contract for default. Unless the Contractor 
corrects or replaces the nonconforming sup-
plies within the delivery schedule, the Con-
tracting Officer may require their delivery 
and equitably reduce any target price or, if 
it is established, the total final contract 
price. Failure to agree upon an equitable 
price reduction shall be a dispute. 

(l) If acceptance is not conclusive for any 
of the reasons in paragraph (k) hereof, the 
Government, in addition to any other rights 
and remedies provided by law, or under other 
provisions of this contract, shall have the 
right to require the Contractor (1) at no in-
crease in any target price or, if it is estab-
lished, the total final price of this contract, 
to correct or replace the defective or noncon-
forming supplies at the original point of de-
livery or at the Contractor’s plant at the 
Contracting Officer’s election, and in accord-
ance with a reasonable delivery schedule as 
may be agreed upon between the Contractor 
and the Contracting Officer; provided, that 
the Contracting Officer may require a reduc-
tion in any target price, or, if it is estab-
lished, the total final price of this contract, 
if the Contractor fails to meet such delivery 
schedule; or (2) within a reasonable time 
after receipt by the Contractor of notice of 
defects or nonconformance, to repay such 
portion of the total final price as is equitable 
under the circumstances if the Contracting 
Officer elects not to require correction or re-
placement. When supplies are returned to 
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the Contractor, the Contractor shall bear the 
transportation costs from the original point 
of delivery to the Contractor’s plant and re-
turn to the original point when that point is 
not the Contractor’s plant. If the Contractor 
fails to perform or act as required in (1) or (2) 
above and does not cure such failure within 
a period of 10 days (or such longer period as 
the Contracting Officer may authorize in 
writing) after receipt of notice from the Con-
tracting Officer specifying such failure, the 
Government shall have the right by contract 
or otherwise to replace or correct such sup-
plies and equitably reduce any target price 
or, if it is established, the total final price of 
this contract.

Alternate II (JUL 1985). If a fixed-ceil-
ing-price contract with retroactive 
price redetermination is contemplated, 
substitute paragraphs (g), (h), and (l) 
below for paragraphs (g), (h), and (l) of 
the basic clause:

(g) The Contractor shall remove supplies 
rejected or required to be corrected. How-
ever, the Contracting Officer may require or 
permit correction in place, promptly after 
notice. The Contractor shall not tender for 
acceptance corrected or rejected supplies 
without disclosing the former rejection or 
requirement for correction, and when re-
quired shall disclose the corrective action 
taken. Cost of removal, replacement, or cor-
rection shall be considered a cost incurred, 
or to be incurred, when redetermining the 
prices under the price redetermination 
clause.

(h) If the Contractor fails to promptly re-
move, replace, or correct rejected supplies 
that are required to be removed or to be re-
placed or corrected, the Government may ei-
ther (1) by contract or otherwise, remove, re-
place, or correct the supplies and equitably 
reduce the initial contract prices or, if estab-
lished, the redetermined contract prices or 
(2) terminate the contract for default. Unless 
the Contractor corrects or replaces the non-
conforming supplies within the delivery 
schedule, the Contracting Officer may re-
quire their delivery and equitably reduce the 
initial contract price or, if it is established, 
the redetermined contract prices. Failure to 
agree upon an equitable price reduction shall 
be a dispute. 

(l) If acceptance is not conclusive for any 
of the reasons in paragraph (k) hereof, the 
Government, in addition to any other rights 
and remedies provided by law, or under other 
provisions of this contract, shall have the 
right to require the Contractor (1) at no in-
crease in the initial contract prices, or, if it 
is established, the redetermined prices of 
this contract, to correct or replace the defec-

tive or nonconforming supplies at the origi-
nal point of delivery or at the Contractor’s 
plant at the Contracting Officer’s election, 
and in accordance with a reasonable delivery 
schedule as may be agreed upon between the 
Contractor and the Contracting Officer; pro-
vided, that the Contracting Officer may re-
quire a reduction in the initial contract 
prices, or, if it is established, the redeter-
mined prices of this contract, if the Con-
tractor fails to meet such delivery schedule; 
or (2) within a reasonable time after receipt 
by the Contractor of notice of defects or non-
conformance, to repay such portion of the 
initial contract prices, or, if it is established, 
the redetermined prices of this contract, as 
is equitable under the circumstances if the 
Contracting Officer elects not to require cor-
rection or replacement. When supplies are 
returned to the Contractor, the Contractor 
shall bear the transportation costs from the 
original point of delivery to the Contractor’s 
plant and return to the original point when 
that point is not the Contractor’s plant. If 
the Contractor fails to perform or act as re-
quired in (1) or (2) above and does not cure 
such failure within a period of 10 days (or 
such longer period as the Contracting Officer 
may authorize in writing) after receipt of no-
tice from the Contracting Officer specifying 
such failure, the Government shall have the 
right by contract or otherwise to replace or 
correct such supplies and equitably reduce 
the initial contract prices, or, if it is estab-
lished, the redetermined prices of this con-
tract.

tion of— 

(1) All or substantially all of the Contrac-
tor’s business;

Supplies includes but is not limited to raw 
materials, components, intermediate assem-
blies, end products, lots of supplies, and, 
when the contract does not include the War-
ranty of Data clause, data. 

(b) The Contractor shall provide and main-
tain an inspection system acceptable to the 
Government covering the supplies, fabri-
cating methods, and special tooling under 
this contract. Complete records of all inspec-
tion work performed by the Contractor shall 
be maintained and made available to the 
Government during contract performance 
and for as long afterwards as the contract re-
quires. 

(c) The Government has the right to in-
spect and test the contract supplies, to the 
extent practicable at all places and times, 
including the period of manufacture, and in 
any event before acceptance. The Govern-
ment may also inspect the plant or plants of 
the Contractor or any subcontractor engaged 
in the contract performance. The Govern-
ment shall perform inspections and tests in a 
manner that will not unduly delay the work. 

(d) If the Government performs inspection 
or test on the premises of the Contractor or 
a subcontractor, the Contractor shall furnish 
and shall require subcontractors to furnish 
all reasonable facilities and assistance for 
the safe and convenient performance of these 
duties. 

(e) Unless otherwise specified in the con-
tract, the Government shall accept supplies 
as promptly as practicable after delivery, 
and supplies shall be deemed accepted 60 
days after delivery, unless accepted earlier. 

(f) At any time during contract perform-
ance, but no later than 6 months (or such 
other time as may be specified in the con-
tract) after acceptance of the supplies to be 
delivered under the contract, the Govern-
ment may require the Contractor to replace 
or correct any supplies that are noncon-
forming at time of delivery. Supplies are 
nonconforming when they are defective in 
material or workmanship or are otherwise 
not in conformity with contract require-
ments. Except as otherwise provided in para-
graph (h) below, the cost of replacement or 
correction shall be included in allowable 
cost, determined as provided in the Allow-
able Cost and Payment clause, but no addi-
tional fee shall be paid. The Contractor shall 
not tender for acceptance supplies required 
to be replaced or corrected without dis-
closing the former requirement for replace-
ment or correction, and, when required, shall 
disclose the corrective action taken. 

(g)(1) If the Contractor fails to proceed 
with reasonable promptness to perform re-
quired replacement or correction, the Gov-
ernment may— 

(i) By contract or otherwise, perform the 
replacement or correction and charge to the 
Contractor any increased cost or make an 
equitable reduction in any fixed fee paid or 
payable under the contract; 

(ii) Require delivery of undelivered sup-
plies at an equitable reduction in any fixed 
fee paid or payable under the contract; or 

(iii) Terminate the contract for default. 
(2) Failure to agree on the amount of in-

creased cost to be charged to the Contractor 
or to the reduction in the fixed fee shall be 
a dispute. 

(h) Notwithstanding paragraphs (f) and (g) 
above, the Government may at any time re-
quire the Contractor to correct or replace, 
without cost to the Government, noncon-
forming supplies, if the nonconformances are 
due to (1) fraud, lack of good faith, or willful 
misconduct on the part of the Contractor’s 
managerial personnel or (2) the conduct of 
one or more of the Contractor’s employees 
selected or retained by the Contractor after 
any of the Contractor’s managerial per-
sonnel has reasonable grounds to believe 
that the employee is habitually careless or 
unqualified. 

(i) This clause applies in the same manner 
to corrected or replacement supplies as to 
supplies originally delivered. 

(j) The Contractor shall have no obligation 
or liability under this contract to replace 
supplies that were nonconforming at the 
time of delivery, except as provided in this 
clause or as may be otherwise provided in 
the contract. 

(k) Except as otherwise specified in the 
contract, the Contractor’s obligation to cor-
rect or replace Government-furnished prop-
erty shall be governed by the clause per-
taining to Government property.

Services, as used in this 
clause, includes services performed, work-
manship, and material furnished or utilized 
in the performance of services. 

(b) The Contractor shall provide and main-
tain an inspection system acceptable to the 
Government covering the services under this 
contract. Complete records of all inspection 
work performed by the Contractor shall be 
maintained and made available to the Gov-
ernment during contract performance and

(f) If the Contractor fails to promptly per-
form the services again or to take the nec-
essary action to ensure future performance 
in conformity with contract requirements, 
the Government may (1) by contract or oth-
erwise, perform the services and charge to 
the Contractor any cost incurred by the Gov-
ernment that is directly related to the per-
formance of such service or (2) terminate the 
contract for default.

(c) The Government has the right to in-
spect and test all services called for by the 
contract, to the extent practicable at all 
places and times during the term of the con-
tract. The Government shall perform inspec-
tions and tests in a manner that will not un-
duly delay the work. 

(d) If any of the services performed do not 
conform with contract requirements, the 
Government may require the Contractor to 
perform the services again in conformity 
with contract requirements, for no addi-
tional fee. When the defects in services can-
not be corrected by reperformance, the Gov-
ernment may (1) require the Contractor to 
take necessary action to ensure that future 
performance conforms to contract require-
ments and (2) reduce any fee payable under 
the contract to reflect the reduced value of 
the services performed. 

(e) If the Contractor fails to promptly per-
form the services again or take the action 
necessary to ensure future performance in 
conformity with contract requirements, the 
Government may (1) by contract or other-
wise, perform the services and reduce any fee 
payable by an amount that is equitable 
under the circumstances or (2) terminate the 
contract for default.

52.246–6 Inspection—Time-and-Mate-
rial and Labor-Hour. 

As prescribed in 46.306, insert the fol-
lowing clause:

INSPECTION—TIME-AND-MATERIAL AND LABOR-
HOUR (MAY 2001) 

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause—Con-
tractor’s managerial personnel means any of 
the Contractor’s directors, officers, man-
agers, superintendents, or equivalent rep-
resentatives who have supervision or direc-
tion of— 

(1) All or substantially all of the Contrac-
tor’s business;

(c) The Government has the right to in-
spect and test all materials furnished and 
services performed under this contract, to 
the extent practicable at all places and 
times, including the period of performance, 
and in any event before acceptance. The Gov-
ernment may also inspect the plant or plants 
of the Contractor or any subcontractor en-
gaged in contract performance. The Govern-
ment shall perform inspections and tests in a 
manner that will not unduly delay the work. 

(d) If the Government performs inspection 
or test on the premises of the Contractor or 
a subcontractor, the Contractor shall furnish 
and shall require subcontractors to furnish 
all reasonable facilities and assistance for 
the safe and convenient performance of these 
duties. 

(e) Unless otherwise specified in the con-
tract, the Government shall accept or reject 
services and materials at the place of deliv-
ery as promptly as practicable after deliv-
ery, and they shall be presumed accepted 60 
days after the date of delivery, unless ac-
cepted earlier. 

(f) At any time during contract perform-
ance, but not later than 6 months (or such 
other time as may be specified in the con-
tract) after acceptance of the services or ma-
terials last delivered under this contract, the 
Government may require the Contractor to 
replace or correct services or materials that 
at time of delivery failed to meet contract 
requirements. Except as otherwise specified 
in paragraph (h) below, the cost of replace-
ment or correction shall be determined 
under the Payments Under Time–and–Mate-
rials and Labor–Hour Contracts clause, but 
the hourly rate for labor hours incurred in 
the replacement or correction shall be re-
duced to exclude that portion of the rate at-
tributable to profit. The Contractor shall not 
tender for acceptance materials and services 
required to be replaced or corrected without 
disclosing the former requirement for re-
placement or correction, and, when required, 
shall disclose the corrective action taken. 

(g)(1) If the Contractor fails to proceed 
with reasonable promptness to perform re-
quired replacement or correction, and if the 
replacement or correction can be performed 
within the ceiling price (or the ceiling price 
as increased by the Government), the Gov-
ernment may— 

(i) By contract or otherwise, perform the 
replacement or correction, charge to the 
Contractor any increased cost, or deduct 
such increased cost from any amounts paid 
or due under this contract; or 

(ii) Terminate this contract for default. 

(2) Failure to agree to the amount of in-
creased cost to be charged to the Contractor 
shall be a dispute. 

(h) Notwithstanding paragraphs (f) and (g) 
above, the Government may at any time re-
quire the Contractor to remedy by correc-
tion or replacement, without cost to the 
Government, any failure by the Contractor 
to comply with the requirements of this con-
tract, if the failure is due to (1) fraud, lack 
of good faith, or willful misconduct on the 
part of the Contractor’s managerial per-
sonnel or (2) the conduct of one or more of 
the Contractor’s employees selected or re-
tained by the Contractor after any of the 
Contractor’s managerial personnel has rea-
sonable grounds to believe that the employee 
is habitually careless or unqualified. 

(i) This clause applies in the same manner 
and to the same extent to corrected or re-
placement materials or services as to mate-
rials and services originally delivered under 
this contract. 

(j) The Contractor has no obligation or li-
ability under this contract to correct or re-
place materials and services that at time of 
delivery do not meet contract requirements, 
except as provided in this clause or as may 
be otherwise specified in the contract. 

(k) Unless otherwise specified in the con-
tract, the Contractor’s obligation to correct 
or replace Government-furnished property 
shall be governed by the clause pertaining to 
Government property.

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (APR 1984). If Government 
inspection and acceptance are to be 
performed at the contractor’s plant, 
paragraph (e) below may be substituted 
for paragraph (e) of the basic clause:

(e) The Government shall inspect for ac-
ceptance all items (other than aircraft to be 
flown away, if any) to be furnished under 
this contract at the Contractor’s plant or 
plants specified in the contract, or at any 
other plant or plants approved for such pur-
pose in writing by the Contracting Officer.

(a) The Contractor shall provide and main-
tain an inspection system acceptable to the 
Government covering the work under this 
contract. Complete records of all inspection 
work performed by the Contractor shall be 
maintained and made available to the Gov-
ernment during contract performance and 
for as long afterwards as the contract re-
quires. 

(b) The Government has the right to in-
spect and test all work called for by the con-
tract, to the extent practicable at all places 
and times, including the period of perform-
ance, and in any event before acceptance. 
The Government may also inspect the prem-
ises of the Contractor or any subcontractor 
engaged in contract performance. The Gov-
ernment shall perform inspections and tests 
in a manner that will not unduly delay the 
work. 

(c) If the Government performs any inspec-
tion or test on the premises of the Con-
tractor or a subcontractor, the Contractor 
shall furnish and shall require subcontrac-
tors to furnish, at no increase in contract 
price, all reasonable facilities and assistance 
for the safe and convenient performance of 
these duties. Except as otherwise provided in 
the contract, the Government shall bear the 
expense of Government inspections or tests 
made at other than the Contractor’s or sub-
contractor’s premises. 

(d) The Government shall accept or reject 
the work as promptly as practicable after de-
livery, unless otherwise specified in the con-
tract. Government failure to inspect and ac-
cept or reject the work shall not relieve the 
Contractor from responsibility, nor impose 
liability on the Government, for noncon-
forming work. Work is nonconforming when 
it is defective in material or workmanship or 
is otherwise not in conformity with contract 
requirements. 

(e) The Government has the right to reject 
nonconforming work.

As used in this clause— Con-
tractor’s managerial personnel means the Con-
tractor’s directors, officers, managers, super-
intendents, or equivalent representatives 
who have supervision or direction of— 

(1) All or substantially all of the Contrac-
tor’s business; 

(2) All or substantially all of the Contrac-
tor’s operation at any one plant or separate 
location where the contract is being per-
formed; or 

(3) A separate and complete major indus-
trial operation connected with performing 
this contract. 

Work includes data when the contract does 
not include the Warranty of Data clause. 
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(b) The Contractor shall provide and main-
tain an inspection system acceptable to the 
Government covering the work under this 
contract. Complete records of all inspection 
work performed by the Contractor shall be 
maintained and made available to the Gov-
ernment during contract performance and 
for as long afterwards as the contract re-
quires. 

(c) The Government has the right to in-
spect and test all work called for by the con-
tract, to the extent practicable at all places 
and times, including the period of perform-
ance, and in any event before acceptance. 
The Government may also inspect the plant 
or plants of the Contractor or its subcontrac-
tors engaged in the contract performance.

(i) By contract or otherwise, perform the 
replacement or correction, charge to the 
Contractor any increased cost, or make an 
equitable reduction in any fixed fee paid or 
payable under the contract; 

(ii) Require delivery of any undelivered ar-
ticles and shall have the right to make an 
equitable reduction in any fixed fee paid or 
payable under the contract; or 

(iii) Terminate the contract for default. 
(2) Failure to agree on the amount of in-

creased cost to be charged the Contractor or 
to the reduction in fixed fee shall be a dis-
pute. 

(h) Notwithstanding paragraphs (f) and (g) 
above, the Government may at any time re-
quire the Contractor to remedy by correc-
tion or replacement, without cost to the 
Government, any failure by the Contractor 
to comply with the requirements of this con-
tract, if the failure is due to (1) fraud, lack 
of good faith, or willful misconduct on the

(k) Unless otherwise provided in the con-
tract, the Contractor’s obligations to correct 
or replace Government-furnished property 
shall be governed by the clause pertaining to 
Government property.

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (APR 1984). If it is con-
templated that the contract will be on 
a no-fee basis, substitute paragraphs (f) 
and (g) below for paragraphs (f) and (g) 
of the basic clause.

(f) At any time during contract perform-
ance, but not later than 6 months (or such

(c) The Government has the right to in-
spect and test the facilities and work called 
for by the contract, to the extent practicable 

at all places and times, including the period 
of manufacture. The Government may also 
inspect the facilities and work at the plant 
or plants of the Contractor or its subcontrac-
tors engaged in the performance of the con-
tract. The Government shall perform inspec-
tions and tests in a manner that will not un-
duly delay the work to be performed by the 
Contractor under this contract or any re-
lated contract. 

(d) If the Government performs inspection 
or test on the premises of the Contractor or 
a subcontractor, the Contractor shall furnish 
and shall require subcontractors to furnish 
all reasonable facilities and assistance for 
the safe and convenient performance of these 
duties.

(g) Corrected or replacement facilities or 
work shall be subject to this clause in the 
same manner as facilities or work originally 
completed under the contract.

If the work is found to 
be defective or nonconforming in any mate-
rial respect due to the fault of the Con-
tractor or its subcontractors, the Contractor 
shall defray the expenses of the examination 
and of satisfactory reconstruction. However, 
if the work is found to meet contract re-
quirements, the Contracting Officer shall 
make an equitable adjustment for the addi-
tional services involved in the examination 
and reconstruction, including, if completion 
of the work was thereby delayed, an exten-
sion of time. 

(i) Unless otherwise specified in the con-
tract, the Government shall accept, as 
promptly as practicable after completion 
and inspection, all work required by the con-
tract or that portion of the work the Con-
tracting Officer determines can be accepted 
separately.

(i) All supplies furnished under this con-
tract will be free from defects in material or 
workmanship and will conform with all re-
quirements of this contract; and 

(ii) The preservation, packaging, packing, 
and marking, and the preparation for, and 
method of, shipment of such supplies will 
conform with the requirements of this con-
tract. 

(2) When return, correction, or replace-
ment is required, transportation charges and 
responsibility for the supplies while in tran-
sit shall be borne by the Contractor. How-
ever, the Contractor’s liability for the trans-
portation charges shall not exceed an 
amount equal to the cost of transportation 
by the usual commercial method of shipment 
between the place of delivery specified in 
this contract and the Contractor’s plant, and 
return. 

(3) Any supplies or parts thereof, corrected 
or furnished in replacement under this 
clause, shall also be subject to the terms of 
this clause to the same extent as supplies 
initially delivered. The warranty, with re-
spect to supplies or parts thereof, shall be 
equal in duration to that in paragraph (b)(1) 
of this clause and shall run from the date of 
delivery of the corrected or replaced sup-
plies. 

(4) All implied warranties of 
merchantability and fitness for a particular 
purpose are excluded from any obligation 
contained in this contract. 

(c) Remedies available to the Government. (1) 
The Contracting Officer shall give written 
notice to the Contractor of any breach of 
warranties in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause 
within ll [Contracting Officer shall insert 
specific period of time; e.g., ‘‘45 days of the last 
delivery under this contract,’’ or ‘‘45 days after 
discovery of the defect’’]. 

(2) Within a reasonable time after the no-
tice, the Contracting Officer may either— 

(i) Require, by written notice, the prompt 
correction or replacement of any supplies or 
parts thereof (including preservation, pack-
aging, packing, and marking) that do not 
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conform with the requirements of this con-
tract within the meaning of paragraph (b)(1) 
of this clause; or 

(ii) Retain such supplies and reduce the 
contract price by an amount equitable under 
the circumstances. 

(3)(i) If the contract provides for inspection 
of supplies by sampling procedures, conform-
ance of supplies or components subject to 
warranty action shall be determined by the 
applicable sampling procedures in the con-
tract. The Contracting Officer— 

(A) May, for sampling purposes, group any 
supplies delivered under this contract; 

(B) Shall require the size of the sample to 
be that required by sampling procedures 
specified in the contract for the quantity of 
supplies on which warranty action is pro-
posed; 

(C) May project warranty sampling results 
over supplies in the same shipment or other 
supplies contained in other shipments even 
though all of such supplies are not present at 
the point of reinspection; provided, that the 
supplies remaining are reasonably represent-
ative of the quantity on which warranty ac-
tion is proposed; and 

(D) Need not use the same lot size as on 
original inspection or reconstitute the origi-
nal inspection lots. 

(ii) Within a reasonable time after notice 
of any breach of the warranties specified in 
paragraph (b)(1) of this clause, the Con-
tracting Officer may exercise one or more of 
the following options: 

(A) Require an equitable adjustment in the 
contract price for any group of supplies. 

(B) Screen the supplies grouped for war-
ranty action under this clause at the Con-
tractor’s expense and return all noncon-
forming supplies to the Contractor for cor-
rection or replacement. 

(C) Require the Contractor to screen the 
supplies at locations designated by the Gov-
ernment within the contiguous United 
States and to correct or replace all noncon-
forming supplies. 

(D) Return the supplies grouped for war-
ranty action under this clause to the Con-
tractor (irrespective of the f.o.b. point or the 
point of acceptance) for screening and cor-
rection or replacement. 

(4)(i) The Contracting Officer may, by con-
tract or otherwise, correct or replace the 
nonconforming supplies with similar sup-
plies from another source and charge to the 
Contractor the cost occasioned to the Gov-
ernment thereby if the Contractor— 

(A) Fails to make redelivery of the cor-
rected or replaced supplies within the time 
established for their return; or 

(B) Fails either to accept return of the 
nonconforming supplies or fails to make 
progress after their return to correct or re-
place them so as to endanger performance of 
the delivery schedule, and in either of these 
circumstances does not cure such failure 

within a period of 10 days (or such longer pe-
riod as the Contracting Officer may author-
ize in writing) after receipt of notice from 
the Contracting Officer specifying such fail-
ure. 

(ii) Instead of correction or replacement by 
the Government, the Contracting Officer 
may require an equitable adjustment of the 
contract price. In addition, if the Contractor 
fails to furnish timely disposition instruc-
tions, the Contracting Officer may dispose of 
the nonconforming supplies for the Contrac-
tor’s account in a reasonable manner. The 
Government is entitled to reimbursement 
from the Contractor, or from the proceeds of 
such disposal, for the reasonable expenses of 
the care and disposition of the noncon-
forming supplies, as well as for excess costs 
incurred or to be incurred. 

(5) The rights and remedies of the Govern-
ment provided in this clause are in addition 
to and do not limit any rights afforded to the 
Government by any other clause of this con-
tract.

the Government assumes for itself, or as an 
agent of another, ownership of existing and 
identified supplies, or approves specific serv-
ices rendered, as partial or complete per-
formance of the contract. 

Supplies means the end items furnished by 
the Contractor and related services required 
under this contract. The word does not in-
clude ‘‘data.’’

(b) Contractor’s obligations. (1) The Con-
tractor warrants that for ll [Contracting 
Officer shall state the specific warranty period 
after delivery, or the specified event whose oc-
currence will terminate the warranty period; 

e.g., the number of miles or hours of use, or com-
binations of any applicable events or periods of 
time] all supplies furnished under this con-
tract will be free from defects in material 
and workmanship and will conform with all 
requirements of this contract; provided, how-
ever, that with respect to Government-fur-
nished property, the Contractor’s warranty 
shall extend only to its proper installation, 
unless the Contractor performs some modi-
fication or other work on the property, in 
which case the Contractor’s warranty shall 
extend to the modification or other work. 

(2) Any supplies or parts thereof corrected 
or furnished in replacement shall be subject 
to the conditions of this clause to the same 
extent as supplies initially delivered. This 
warranty shall be equal in duration to that 
set forth in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause 
and shall run from the date of delivery of the 
corrected or replaced supplies. 

(3) The Contractor shall not be obligated to 
correct or replace supplies if the facilities, 
tooling, drawings, or other equipment or 
supplies necessary to accomplish the correc-
tion or replacement have been made unavail-
able to the Contractor by action of the Gov-
ernment. In the event that correction or re-
placement has been directed, the Contractor 
shall promptly notify the Contracting Offi-
cer, in writing, of the nonavailability. 

(4) The Contractor shall also prepare and 
furnish to the Government data and reports 
applicable to any correction required (in-
cluding revision and updating of all affected 
data called for under this contract) at no in-
crease in the contract price. 

(5) When supplies are returned to the Con-
tractor, the Contractor shall bear the trans-
portation costs from the place of delivery 
specified in the contract (irrespective of the 
f.o.b. point or the point of acceptance) to the 
Contractor’s plant and return. 

(6) All implied warranties of 
merchantability and fitness for a particular 
purpose are excluded from any obligation 
contained in this contract. 

(c) Remedies available to the Government. (1) 
In the event of a breach of the Contractor’s 
warranty in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause, 
the Government may, at no increase in con-
tract price— 

(i) Require the Contractor, at the place of 
delivery specified in the contract (irrespec-
tive of the f.o.b. point or the point of accept-
ance) or at the Contractor’s plant, to repair 
or replace, at the Contractor’s election, de-
fective or nonconforming supplies; or 

(ii) Require the Contractor to furnish at 
the Contractor’s plant the materials or parts 
and installation instructions required to suc-
cessfully accomplish the correction. 

(2) If the Contracting Officer does not re-
quire correction or replacement of defective 
or nonconforming supplies or the Contractor 
is not obligated to correct or replace under 
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paragraph (b)(3) of this clause, the Govern-
ment shall be entitled to an equitable reduc-
tion in the contract price. 

(3) The Contracting Officer shall notify the 
Contractor in writing of any breach of the 
warranty in paragraph (b) of this clause 
within ll [Contracting Officer shall insert 
specific period of time in which notice shall be 
given to the Contractor; e.g., 45 days after deliv-
ery of the nonconforming supplies.; 45 days of 
the last delivery under this contract.; or 45 days 
after discovery of the defect.] The Contractor 
shall submit to the Contracting Officer a 
written recommendation within ll 
[Contracting Officer shall insert period of time] 
as to the corrective action required to rem-
edy the breach. After the notice of breach, 
but not later than ll [Contracting Officer 
shall insert period within which the warranty 
remedies should be exercised] after receipt of 
the Contractor’s recommendation for correc-
tive action, the Contracting Officer may, in 
writing, direct correction or replacement as 
in paragraph (c)(1) of this clause, and the 
Contractor shall, notwithstanding any dis-
agreement regarding the existence of a 
breach of warranty, comply with this direc-
tion. If it is later determined that the Con-
tractor did not breach the warranty in para-
graph (b)(1) of this clause, the contract price 
will be equitably adjusted. 

(4) If supplies are corrected or replaced, the 
period for notification of a breach of the 
Contractor’s warranty in paragraph (c)(3) of 
this clause shall be ll [Contracting Officer 
shall insert period within which the Contractor 
must be notified of a breach as to corrected or 
replaced supplies] from the furnishing or re-

[Contracting Officer shall state the warranty 
period; e.g., at the time of delivery; within 45 
days after delivery, or the specified event 
whose occurrence will terminate the war-
ranty period; e.g., the number of miles or 
hours of use, or combination of any applica-
ble events or periods of time.] 

(2) If the Contractor becomes aware at any 
time before acceptance by the Government 
(whether before or after tender to the Gov-
ernment) that a defect exists in any supplies 
or services, the Contractor shall (i) promptly 
correct the defect or (ii) promptly notify the 
Contracting Officer, in writing, of the defect, 
using the same procedures prescribed in 
paragraph (b)(3) of this clause.

notice shall be given to the Contractor; e.g., 30 
days after delivery of the nonconforming sup-
plies; 90 days of the last delivery under this con-
tract; or 90 days after discovery of the defect.] 
Upon timely notification of the existence of 
a defect, or if the Contractor independently 
discovers a defect in accepted supplies or 
services, the Contractor shall submit to the 
Contracting Officer, in writing, within ll 
[Contracting Officer shall insert period of time] 
a recommendation for corrective actions, to-
gether with supporting information in suffi-
cient detail for the Contracting Officer to de-
termine what corrective action, if any, shall 
be undertaken. 

(4) The Contractor shall promptly comply 
with any timely written direction from the 
Contracting Officer to correct or partially 
correct a defect, at no increase in the con-
tract price. 

(5) The Contractor shall also prepare and 
furnish to the Contracting Officer data and 
reports applicable to any correction required 
under this clause (including revision and up-
dating of all other affected data called for 
under this contract) at no increase in the 
contract price. 

(6) In the event of timely notice of a deci-
sion not to correct or only to partially cor-
rect, the Contractor shall submit a technical 

and cost proposal within ll [Contracting Of-
ficer shall insert period of time] to amend the 
contract to permit acceptance of the affected 
supplies or services in accordance with the 
revised requirement, and an equitable reduc-
tion in the contract price shall promptly be 
negotiated by the parties and be reflected in 
a supplemental agreement to this contract. 

(7) Any supplies or parts thereof corrected 
or furnished in replacement and any services 
reperformed shall also be subject to the con-
ditions of this clause to the same extent as 
supplies or services initially accepted. The 
warranty, with respect to these supplies, 
parts, or services, shall be equal in duration 
to that set forth in paragraph (b)(1) of this 
clause, and shall run from the date of deliv-
ery of the corrected or replaced supplies. 

(8) The Contractor shall not be responsible 
under this clause for the correction of de-
fects in Government-furnished property, ex-
cept for defects in installation, unless the 
Contractor performs, or is obligated to per-
form, any modifications or other work on 
such property. In that event, the Contractor 
shall be responsible for correction of defects 
that result from the modifications or other 
work. 

(9) If the Government returns supplies to 
the Contractor for correction or replacement 
under this clause, the Contractor shall be 
liable for transportation charges up to an 
amount equal to the cost of transportation 
by the usual commercial method of shipment 
from the place of delivery specified in this 
contract (irrespective of the f.o.b. point or 
the point of acceptance) to the Contractor’s 
plant and return to the place of delivery 
specified in this contract. The Contractor 
shall also bear the responsibility for the sup-
plies while in transit. 

(10) All implied warranties of 
merchantability and fitness for a particular 
purpose are excluded from any obligation 
under this contract. 

(c) Remedies available to the Government. (1) 
The rights and remedies of the Government 
provided in this clause— 

(i) Shall not be affected in any way by any 
terms or conditions of this contract con-
cerning the conclusiveness of inspection and 
acceptance; and 

(ii) Are in addition to, and do not limit, 
any rights afforded to the Government by 
any other clause of this contract. 

(2) Within ll [Contracting Officer shall in-
sert period of time] after receipt of the Con-
tractor’s recommendations for corrective ac-
tion and adequate supporting information, 
the Contracting Officer, using sole discre-
tion, shall give the Contractor written no-
tice not to correct any defect, or to correct 
or partially correct any defect within a rea-
sonable time at ll [Contracting Officer shall 
insert locations where corrections may be per-
formed]. 
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(3) In no event shall the Government be re-
sponsible for any extension or delays in the 
scheduled deliveries or periods of perform-
ance under this contract as a result of the 
Contractor’s obligations to correct defects, 
nor shall there be any adjustment of the de-
livery schedule or period of performance as a 
result of the correction of defects unless pro-
vided by a supplemental agreement with ade-
quate consideration. 

(4) This clause shall not be construed as 
obligating the Government to increase the 
contract price. 

(5)(i) The Contracting Officer shall give the 
Contractor a written notice, specifying any 
failure or refusal of the Contractor to— 

(A) Present a detailed recommendation for 
corrective action as required by paragraph 
(b)(3) of this clause; 

(B) Correct defects as directed under para-
graph (b)(4) of this clause; or 

(C) Prepare and furnish data and reports as 
required by paragraph (b)(5) of this clause. 

(ii) The notice shall specify a period of 
time following receipt of the notice by the 
Contractor in which the Contractor must 
remedy the failure or refusal specified in the 
notice. 

(6) If the Contractor does not comply with 
the Contracting Officer’s written notice in 
paragraph (c)(5)(i) of this clause, the Con-
tracting Officer may by contract or other-
wise— 

(i) Obtain detailed recommendations for 
corrective action and either— 

(A) Correct the supplies or services; or 
(B) Replace the supplies or services, and if 

the Contractor fails to furnish timely dis-
position instructions, the Contracting Offi-
cer may dispose of the nonconforming sup-
plies for the Contractor’s account in a rea-
sonable manner, in which case the Govern-
ment is entitled to reimbursement from the 
Contractor, or from the proceeds, for the rea-
sonable expenses of care and disposition, as 
well as for excess costs incurred or to be in-
curred; 

(ii) Obtain applicable data and reports; and 
(iii) Charge the Contractor for the costs in-

curred by the Government.

(b) Notwithstanding inspection and accept-
ance by the Government or any provision 
concerning the conclusiveness thereof, the 
Contractor warrants that all services per-
formed under this contract will, at the time 
of acceptance, be free from defects in work-
manship and conform to the requirements of 
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this contract. The Contracting Officer shall 
give written notice of any defect or non-
conformance to the Contractor ll 
[Contracting Officer shall insert the specific pe-
riod of time in which notice shall be given to the 
Contractor; e.g., within 30 days from the date of 
acceptance by the Government,; within 1000 
hours of use by the Government,; or other 
specified event whose occurrence will termi-
nate the period of notice, or combination of 
any applicable events or period of time]. 
This notice shall state either (1) that the 
Contractor shall correct or reperform any 
defective or nonconforming services, or (2) 
that the Government does not require cor-
rection or reperformance. 

(c) If the Contractor is required to correct 
or reperform, it shall be at no cost to the 
Government, and any services corrected or 
reperformed by the Contractor shall be sub-
ject to this clause to the same extent as 
work initially performed. If the Contractor 
fails or refuses to correct or reperform, the 
Contracting Officer may, by contract or oth-
erwise, correct or replace with similar serv-
ices and charge to the Contractor the cost 
occasioned to the Government thereby, or 
make an equitable adjustment in the con-
tract price. 

(d) If the Government does not require cor-
rection or reperformance, the Contracting 
Officer shall make an equitable adjustment 
in the contract price.

(c) The Contractor shall remedy at the 
Contractor’s expense any failure to conform, 
or any defect. In addition, the Contractor 
shall remedy at the Contractor’s expense any 
damage to Government-owned or controlled 
real or personal property, when that damage 
is the result of— 

(1) The Contractor’s failure to conform to 
contract requirements; or 

(2) Any defect of equipment, material, 
workmanship, or design furnished. 

(d) The Contractor shall restore any work 
damaged in fulfilling the terms and condi-
tions of this clause. The Contractor’s war-
ranty with respect to work repaired or re-
placed will run for 1 year from the date of re-
pair or replacement. 

(e) The Contracting Officer shall notify the 
Contractor, in writing, within a reasonable 
time after the discovery of any failure, de-
fect, or damage. 

(f) If the Contractor fails to remedy any 
failure, defect, or damage within a reason-
able time after receipt of notice, the Govern-
ment shall have the right to replace, repair, 
or otherwise remedy the failure, defect, or 
damage at the Contractor’s expense. 

(g) With respect to all warranties, express 
or implied, from subcontractors, manufac-
turers, or suppliers for work performed and 
materials furnished under this contract, the 
Contractor shall— 

(1) Obtain all warranties that would be 
given in normal commercial practice; 

(2) Require all warranties to be executed, 
in writing, for the benefit of the Govern-
ment, if directed by the Contracting Officer; 
and 

(3) Enforce all warranties for the benefit of 
the Government, if directed by the Con-
tracting Officer. 

(h) In the event the Contractor’s warranty 
under paragraph (b) of this clause has ex-
pired, the Government may bring suit at its 
expense to enforce a subcontractor’s, manu-
facturer’s, or supplier’s warranty. 

(i) Unless a defect is caused by the neg-
ligence of the Contractor or subcontractor or 
supplier at any tier, the Contractor shall not 
be liable for the repair of any defects of ma-
terial or design furnished by the Government 
nor for the repair of any damage that results 
from any defect in Government-furnished 
material or design. 

(j) This warranty shall not limit the Gov-
ernment’s rights under the Inspection and 
Acceptance clause of this contract with re-
spect to latent defects, gross mistakes, or 
fraud.

If the Govern-
ment specifies in the contract the use 
of any equipment by brand name and 
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model, the contracting officer may add 
a paragraph substantially the same as 
the following paragraph (k) to the 
basic clause:

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (Apr 2003). As prescribed in 
47.507(a)(2), substitute the following 
paragraphs (a) and (b) for paragraphs 
(a) and (b) of the basic clause:

(a) Except as provided in paragraphs (b) 
and (e) of this clause, the Contractor shall 
use privately owned U.S.-flag commercial 
vessels, and no others, in the ocean transpor-
tation of any supplies to be furnished under 
this contract. 

(b) If such vessels are not available for 
timely shipment at rates that are fair and 
reasonable for privately owned U.S.-flag 
commercial vessels, the Contractor shall no-
tify the Contracting Officer and request (1) 
authorization to ship in foreign-flag vessels 
or (2) designation of available U.S.-flag ves-
sels. If the Contractor is authorized in writ-

(a) When authorized by the Contracting Of-
ficer, f.o.b. origin freight shipments which do 
not have a security classification shall move 
on prepaid commercial bills of lading or 
other shipping documents to domestic des-
tinations, including air and water terminals. 
Weight of individual shipments shall be gov-
erned by carrier restrictions but shall not 
exceed 150 pounds by any form of commercial 
air or 1,000 pounds by other commercial car-
riers. The Government will reimburse the 
Contractor for reasonable freight charges. 

(b) The Contractor shall annotate the com-
mercial bill of lading as required by the 
clause of this contract entitled ‘‘Commercial 
Bill of Lading Notations.’’

(c) The Contractor shall consolidate pre-
paid shipments in accordance with proce-
dures established by the cognizant transpor-
tation office. The Contractor is authored to 
combine Government prepaid shipments 
with the Contractor’s commercial shipments 
for delivery to one or more consignees and 
the Government will reimburse its pro rata 
share of the total freight costs. The Con-
tractor shall provide a copy of the commer-
cial bill of lading promptly to each con-
signee. Quantities shall not be divided into 
mailable lots for the purpose of avoiding 
movement by other modes of transportation. 

(d) Transportation charges will be billed as 
a separate item on the invoice for each ship-
ment made. A copy of the pertinent bill of 
lading, shipment receipt, or freight bill shall 
accompany the invoice unless otherwise 
specified in the contract. 

(e) Loss and damage claims will be proc-
essed by the Government.

(b) Returnable cylinders shall remain the 
Contractor’s property but shall be loaned 
without charge to the Government for a pe-
riod of ll days [Contracting Officer shall in-
sert number of days] (hereafter referred to as 
loan period) following the day of delivery to 
the f.o.b. point specified in the contract. Any 
cylinder not returned within the loan period 
shall be charged a daily rental beginning 
with the first day after the loan period ex-
pires, to and including the day the cylinders 
are delivered to the Contractor (if the origi-
nal delivery was f.o.b. origin) or are deliv-
ered or made available for delivery to the 
Contractor’s designated carrier (if the origi-
nal delivery was f.o.b. destination). The Gov-
ernment shall pay the Contractor a rental of 
$llllll [Contracting Officer shall insert 
dollar amount for rental, after evaluation of of-
fers] per cylinder, per day, computed sepa-
rately for cylinders by type, size, and capac-
ity and for each point of delivery named in 
the contract. No rental shall accrue to the 
Contractor in excess of replacement value 
per cylinder specified in paragraph (c) of this 
clause. 

(c) For each cylinder lost or damaged be-
yond repair while in the Government’s pos-
session, the Government shall pay to the 
Contractor the replacement value, less the 
allocable rental paid for that cylinder as fol-
lows: llllllllll [Contracting Officer 
shall insert the cylinder types, sizes, capacities, 
and associated replacement values.] These cyl-
inders shall become Government property. 

(d) If any lost cylinder is located within 
llllllllll [Contracting Officer shall 
insert number of days] calendar days after 
payment by the Government, it may be re-
turned to the Contractor by the Govern-
ment, and the Contractor shall pay to the 
Government an amount equal to the replace-
ment value, less rental computed in accord-
ance with paragraph (b) of this clause, begin-
ning at the expiration of the loan period 
specified in paragraph (b) of this clause, and 
continuing to the date on which the cylinder 
was delivered to the Contractor.

As prescribed in 47.104–4(c), insert the 
following clause:

SUBMISSION OF COMMERCIAL TRANSPORTATION 
BILLS TO THE GENERAL SERVICES ADMINIS-
TRATION FOR AUDIT (JUN 1997) 

(a)(1) In accordance with paragraph (a)(2) 
of this clause, the Contractor shall submit to 
the General Services Administration (GSA) 
for audit, legible copies of all paid freight 
bills/invoices, commercial bills of lading 
(CBL’s), passenger coupons, and other sup-
porting documents for transportation serv-
ices on which the United States will assume 
freight charges that were paid (i) by the Con-
tractor under a cost-reimbursement con-
tract, and (ii) by a first-tier subcontractor 
under a cost-reimbursement subcontract 
thereunder. 

(2) Cost-reimbursement Contractors shall 
only submit for audit those CBL’s with 
freight shipment charges exceeding $50.00. 
Bills under $50.00 shall be retained on-site by 
the Contractor and made available for GSA 
on-site audits. This exception only applies to 
freight shipment bills and is not intended to 
apply to bills and invoices for any other 
transportation services. 

(b) The Contractor shall forward copies of 
paid freight bills/invoices, CBL’s, passenger 
coupons, and supporting documents as soon 
as possible following the end of the month, 
in one package to the General Services Ad-
ministration, ATTN: FWA, 1800 F Street, 
NW, Washington, DC 20405. The Contractor 
shall include the paid freight bills/invoices, 
CBL’s, passenger coupons, and supporting 
documents for first-tier subcontractors 
under a cost-reimbursement contract. If the 
inclusion of the paid freight bills/invoices, 
CBL’s, passenger coupons, and supporting 
documents for any subcontractor in the ship-
ment is not practicable, the documents may 
be forwarded to GSA in a separate package. 

(c) Any original transportation bills or 
other documents requested by GSA shall be 
forwarded promptly by the Contractor to 
GSA. The Contractor shall ensure that the 
name of the contracting agency is stamped 
or written on the face of the bill before send-
ing it to GSA. 

(d) A statement prepared in duplicate by 
the Contractor shall accompany each ship-
ment of transportation documents. GSA will 
acknowledge receipt of the shipment by sign-
ing and returning the copy of the statement. 
The statement shall show— 

(1) The name and address of the Con-
tractor; 

(2) The contract number including any 
alpha-numeric prefix identifying the con-
tracting office; 

(3) The name and address of the con-
tracting office; 

(4) The total number of bills submitted 
with the statement; and 

(5) A listing of the respective amounts paid 
or, in lieu of such listing, an adding machine 
tape of the amounts paid showing the Con-
tractor’s voucher or check numbers.

52.248–1 Value Engineering. 
As prescribed in 48.201, insert the fol-

lowing clause:

VALUE ENGINEERING (FEB 2000) 

(a) General. The Contractor is encouraged 
to develop, prepare, and submit value engi-
neering change proposals (VECP’s) volun-
tarily. The Contractor shall share in any net 
acquisition savings realized from accepted 
VECP’s, in accordance with the incentive 
sharing rates in paragraph (f) below. 

(b) Definitions. Acquisition savings, as used 
in this clause, means savings resulting from 
the application of a VECP to contracts 
awarded by the same contracting office or its 
successor for essentially the same unit. Ac-
quisition savings include— 

(1) Instant contract savings, which are the 
net cost reductions on this, the instant con-
tract, and which are equal to the instant 
unit cost reduction multiplied by the num-
ber of instant contract units affected by the 
VECP, less the Contractor’s allowable devel-
opment and implementation costs; 

(2) Concurrent contract savings, which are 
net reductions in the prices of other con-
tracts that are definitized and ongoing at the 
time the VECP is accepted; and 

(3) Future contract savings, which are the 
product of the future unit cost reduction 
multiplied by the number of future contract 
units in the sharing base. On an instant con-
tract, future contract savings include sav-
ings on increases in quantities after VECP 
acceptance that are due to contract modi-
fications, exercise of options, additional or-
ders, and funding of subsequent year require-
ments on a multiyear contract. 

Collateral costs, as used in this clause, 
means agency cost of operation, mainte-
nance, logistic support, or Government-fur-
nished property. 

Collateral savings, as used in this clause, 
means those measurable net reductions re-
sulting from a VECP in the agency’s overall 
projected collateral costs, exclusive of acqui-
sition savings, whether or not the acquisi-
tion cost changes. 
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Contracting office includes any contracting 
office that the acquisition is transferred to, 
such as another branch of the agency or an-
other agency’s office that is performing a 
joint acquisition action. 

Contractor’s development and implementation 
costs, as used in this clause, means those 
costs the Contractor incurs on a VECP spe-
cifically in developing, testing, preparing, 
and submitting the VECP, as well as those 
costs the Contractor incurs to make the con-
tractual changes required by Government ac-
ceptance of a VECP. 

Future unit cost reduction, as used in this 
clause, means the instant unit cost reduc-
tion adjusted as the Contracting Officer con-
siders necessary for projected learning or 
changes in quantity during the sharing pe-
riod. It is calculated at the time the VECP is 
accepted and applies either (1) throughout 
the sharing period, unless the Contracting 
Officer decides that recalculation is nec-
essary because conditions are significantly 
different from those previously anticipated 
or (2) to the calculation of a lump-sum pay-
ment, which cannot later be revised. 

Government costs, as used in this clause, 
means those agency costs that result di-
rectly from developing and implementing 
the VECP, such as any net increases in the 
cost of testing, operations, maintenance, and 
logistics support. The term does not include 
the normal administrative costs of proc-
essing the VECP or any increase in this con-
tract’s cost or price resulting from negative 
instant contract savings. 

Instant contract, as used in this clause, 
means this contract, under which the VECP 
is submitted. It does not include increases in 
quantities after acceptance of the VECP that 
are due to contract modifications, exercise 
of options, or additional orders. If this is a 
multiyear contract, the term does not in-
clude quantities funded after VECP accept-
ance. If this contract is a fixed-price con-
tract with prospective price redetermina-
tion, the term refers to the period for which 
firm prices have been established. 

Instant unit cost reduction means the 
amount of the decrease in unit cost of per-
formance (without deducting any Contrac-
tor’s development or implementation costs) 
resulting from using the VECP on this, the 
instant contract. If this is a service contract, 
the instant unit cost reduction is normally 
equal to the number of hours per line-item 
task saved by using the VECP on this con-
tract, multiplied by the appropriate contract 
labor rate. 

Negative instant contract savings means the 
increase in the cost or price of this contract 
when the acceptance of a VECP results in an 
excess of the Contractor’s allowable develop-
ment and implementation costs over the 
product of the instant unit cost reduction 
multiplied by the number of instant contract 
units affected. 

Net acquisition savings means total acquisi-
tion savings, including instant, concurrent, 
and future contract savings, less Govern-
ment costs. 

Sharing base, as used in this clause, means 
the number of affected end items on con-
tracts of the contracting office accepting the 
VECP. 

Sharing period, as used in this clause, 
means the period beginning with acceptance 
of the first unit incorporating the VECP and 
ending at a calendar date or event deter-
mined by the contracting officer for each 
VECP. 

Unit, as used in this clause, means the item 
or task to which the Contracting Officer and 
the Contractor agree the VECP applies. 

Value engineering change proposal (VECP) 
means a proposal that— 

(1) Requires a change to this, the instant 
contract, to implement; and 

(2) Results in reducing the overall pro-
jected cost to the agency without impairing 
essential functions or characteristics; pro-
vided, that it does not involve a change— 

(i) In deliverable end item quantities only; 
(ii) In research and development (R&D) end 

items or R&D test quantities that is due 
solely to results of previous testing under 
this contract; or 

(iii) To the contract type only. 
(c) VECP preparation. As a minimum, the 

Contractor shall include in each VECP the 
information described in subparagraphs (1) 
through (8) below. If the proposed change is 
affected by contractually required configura-
tion management or similar procedures, the 
instructions in those procedures relating to 
format, identification, and priority assign-
ment shall govern VECP preparation. The 
VECP shall include the following: 

(1) A description of the difference between 
the existing contract requirement and the 
proposed requirement, the comparative ad-
vantages and disadvantages of each, a jus-
tification when an item’s function or charac-
teristics are being altered, the effect of the 
change on the end item’s performance, and 
any pertinent objective test data. 

(2) A list and analysis of the contract re-
quirements that must be changed if the 
VECP is accepted, including any suggested 
specification revisions. 

(3) Identification of the unit to which the 
VECP applies. 

(4) A separate, detailed cost estimate for 
(i) the affected portions of the existing con-
tract requirement and (ii) the VECP. The 
cost reduction associated with the VECP 
shall take into account the Contractor’s al-
lowable development and implementation 
costs, including any amount attributable to 
subcontracts under the Subcontracts para-
graph of this clause, below. 

(5) A description and estimate of costs the 
Government may incur in implementing the 
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VECP, such as test and evaluation and oper-
ating and support costs. 

(6) A prediction of any effects the proposed 
change would have on collateral costs to the 
agency. 

(7) A statement of the time by which a con-
tract modification accepting the VECP must 
be issued in order to achieve the maximum 
cost reduction, noting any effect on the con-
tract completion time or delivery schedule. 

(8) Identification of any previous submis-
sions of the VECP, including the dates sub-
mitted, the agencies and contract numbers 
involved, and previous Government actions, 
if known. 

(d) Submission. The Contractor shall submit 
VECP’s to the Contracting Officer, unless 
this contract states otherwise. If this con-
tract is administered by other than the con-
tracting office, the Contractor shall submit a 
copy of the VECP simultaneously to the 
Contracting Officer and to the Administra-
tive Contracting Officer. 

(e) Government action. (1) The Contracting 
Officer will notify the Contractor of the sta-
tus of the VECP within 45 calendar days 
after the contracting office receives it. If ad-
ditional time is required, the Contracting Of-
ficer will notify the Contractor within the 
45-day period and provide the reason for the 
delay and the expected date of the decision. 
The Government will process VECP’s expedi-
tiously; however, it will not be liable for any 
delay in acting upon a VECP. 

(2) If the VECP is not accepted, the Con-
tracting Officer will notify the Contractor in 
writing, explaining the reasons for rejection. 
The Contractor may withdraw any VECP, in 
whole or in part, at any time before it is ac-
cepted by the Government. The Contracting 
Officer may require that the Contractor pro-
vide written notification before undertaking 
significant expenditures for VECP effort. 

(3) Any VECP may be accepted, in whole or 
in part, by the Contracting Officer’s award of 
a modification to this contract citing this 
clause and made either before or within a 
reasonable time after contract performance 
is completed. Until such a contract modifica-
tion applies a VECP to this contract, the 
Contractor shall perform in accordance with 
the existing contract. The decision to accept 
or reject all or part of any VECP is a unilat-
eral decision made solely at the discretion of 
the Contracting Officer. 

(f) Sharing rates. If a VECP is accepted, the 
Contractor shall share in net acquisition 
savings according to the percentages shown 
in the table below. The percentage paid the 
Contractor depends upon (1) this contract’s 
type (fixed-price, incentive, or cost-reim-
bursement), (2) the sharing arrangement 
specified in paragraph (a) above (incentive, 
program requirement, or a combination as 
delineated in the Schedule), and (3) the 
source of the savings (the instant contract, 
or concurrent and future contracts), as fol-
lows:

(g) Calculating net acquisition savings. (1) 
Acquisition savings are realized when (i) the 
cost or price is reduced on the instant con-
tract, (ii) reductions are negotiated in con-
current contracts, (iii) future contracts are 
awarded, or (iv) agreement is reached on a 
lump-sum payment for future contract sav-
ings (see subparagraph (i)(4) below). Net ac-
quisition savings are first realized, and the 
Contractor shall be paid a share, when Gov-
ernment costs and any negative instant con-

tract savings have been fully offset against 
acquisition savings. 

(2) Except in incentive contracts, Govern-
ment costs and any price or cost increases 
resulting from negative instant contract sav-
ings shall be offset against acquisition sav-
ings each time such savings are realized 
until they are fully offset. Then, the Con-
tractor’s share is calculated by multiplying 
net acquisition savings by the appropriate 
Contractor’s percentage sharing rate (see 
paragraph (f) above). Additional Contractor 
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shares of net acquisition savings shall be 
paid to the Contractor at the time realized. 

(3) If this is an incentive contract, recov-
ery of Government costs on the instant con-
tract shall be deferred and offset against 
concurrent and future contract savings. The 
Contractor shall share through the contract 
incentive structure in savings on the instant 
contract items affected. Any negative in-
stant contract savings shall be added to the 
target cost or to the target price and ceiling 
price, and the amount shall be offset against 
concurrent and future contract savings. 

(4) If the Government does not receive and 
accept all items on which it paid the Con-
tractor’s share, the Contractor shall reim-
burse the Government for the proportionate 
share of these payments. 

(h) Contract adjustment. The modification 
accepting the VECP (or a subsequent modi-
fication issued as soon as possible after any 
negotiations are completed) shall— 

(1) Reduce the contract price or estimated 
cost by the amount of instant contract sav-
ings, unless this is an incentive contract; 

(2) When the amount of instant contract 
savings is negative, increase the contract 
price, target price and ceiling price, target 
cost, or estimated cost by that amount; 

(3) Specify the Contractor’s dollar share 
per unit on future contracts, or provide the 
lump-sum payment; 

(4) Specify the amount of any Government 
costs or negative instant contract savings to 
be offset in determining net acquisition sav-
ings realized from concurrent or future con-
tract savings; and 

(5) Provide the Contractor’s share of any 
net acquisition savings under the instant 
contract in accordance with the following: 

(i) Fixed-price contracts—add to contract 
price. 

(ii) Cost-reimbursement contracts—add to 
contract fee. 

(i) Concurrent and future contract savings. 
(1) Payments of the Contractor’s share of 
concurrent and future contract savings shall 
be made by a modification to the instant 
contract in accordance with subparagraph 
(h)(5) above. For incentive contracts, shares 
shall be added as a separate firm-fixed-price 
line item on the instant contract. The Con-
tractor shall maintain records adequate to 
identify the first delivered unit for 3 years 
after final payment under this contract. 

(2) The Contracting Officer shall calculate 
the Contractor’s share of concurrent con-
tract savings by (i) subtracting from the re-
duction in price negotiated on the concur-
rent contract any Government costs or nega-
tive instant contract savings not yet offset 
and (ii) multiplying the result by the Con-
tractor’s sharing rate. 

(3) The Contracting Officer shall calculate 
the Contractor’s share of future contract 
savings by (i) multiplying the future unit 
cost reduction by the number of future con-

tract units scheduled for delivery during the 
sharing period, (ii) subtracting any Govern-
ment costs or negative instant contract sav-
ings not yet offset, and (iii) multiplying the 
result by the Contractor’s sharing rate. 

(4) When the Government wishes and the 
Contractor agrees, the Contractor’s share of 
future contract savings may be paid in a sin-
gle lump sum rather than in a series of pay-
ments over time as future contracts are 
awarded. Under this alternate procedure, the 
future contract savings may be calculated 
when the VECP is accepted, on the basis of 
the Contracting Officer’s forecast of the 
number of units that will be delivered during 
the sharing period. The Contractor’s share 
shall be included in a modification to this 
contract (see subparagraph (h)(3) above) and 
shall not be subject to subsequent adjust-
ment. 

(5) Alternate no-cost settlement method. 
When, in accordance with subsection 48.104–4 
of the Federal Acquisition Regulation, the 
Government and the Contractor mutually 
agree to use the no-cost settlement method, 
the following applies: 

(i) The Contractor will keep all the savings 
on the instant contract and on its concur-
rent contracts only. 

(ii) The Government will keep all the sav-
ings resulting from concurrent contracts 
placed on other sources, savings from all fu-
ture contracts, and all collateral savings. 

(j) Collateral savings. If a VECP is accepted, 
the Contracting Officer will increase the in-
stant contract amount, as specified in para-
graph (h)(5) of this clause, by a rate from 20 
to 100 percent, as determined by the Con-
tracting Officer, of any projected collateral 
savings determined to be realized in a typ-
ical year of use after subtracting any Gov-
ernment costs not previously offset. How-
ever, the Contractor’s share of collateral 
savings will not exceed the contract’s firm-
fixed-price, target price, target cost, or esti-
mated cost, at the time the VECP is accept-
ed, or $100,000, whichever is greater.

(m) Data. The Contractor may restrict the 
Government’s right to use any part of a 
VECP or the supporting data by marking the 
following legend on the affected parts:

‘‘These data, furnished under the Value En-
gineering clause of contract ll, shall not be 
disclosed outside the Government or dupli-
cated, used, or disclosed, in whole or in part, 
for any purpose other than to evaluate a 
value engineering change proposal submitted 
under the clause. This restriction does not 
limit the Goverment’s right to use informa-
tion contained in these data if it has been 
obtained or is otherwise available from the 
Contractor or from another source without 
limitations.’’

If a VECP is accepted, the Contractor here-
by grants the Government unlimited rights 
in the VECP and supporting data, except 
that, with respect to data qualifying and 
submitted as limited rights technical data, 
the Government shall have the rights speci-
fied in the contract modification imple-
menting the VECP and shall appropriately 
mark the data. (The terms unlimited rights 
and limited rights are defined in part 27 of the 
Federal Acquisition Regulation.)

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (APR 1984). If the con-
tracting officer selects a mandatory 
value engineering program require-
ment, substitute the following para-
graph (a) for paragraph (a) of the basic 
clause:

Value engineering, as used in this clause, 
means an organized effort to analyze the 
functions of systems, equipment, facilities, 
services, and supplies for the purpose of 
achieving the essential functions at the low-
est life cycle cost consistent with required 
performance, reliability, quality, and safety. 

Value engineering proposal, as used in this 
clause, means, in connection with an A–E 
contract, a change proposal developed by 
employees of the Federal Government or 
contractor value engineering personnel 
under contract to an agency to provide value 
engineering services for the contract or pro-
gram. 

(c) Submissions. After award of an archi-
tect-engineering contract the contractor 
shall— 

(1) Provide the Government with a fee 
breakdown schedule for the VE services 
(such as criteria review, task team review, 
and bid package review) included in the con-
tract schedule; 

(2) Submit, for approval by the Contracting 
Officer, a list of team members and their re-
spective resumes representing the engineer-
ing disciplines required to complete the 
study effort, and evidence of the team lead-
er’s qualifications and engineering dis-
cipline. Subsequent changes or substitutions 
to the approved VE team shall be submitted 
in writing to the Contracting Officer for ap-
proval; and 

(3) The team leader shall be responsible for 
prestudy work assembly and shall edit, re-
produce, and sign the final report and each 
VEP. All VEP’s, even if submitted earlier as 
an individual submission, shall be contained 
in the final report. 

(d) VEP preparation. As a minimum, the 
contractor shall include the following infor-
mation in each VEP: 

(1) A description of the difference between 
the existing the proposed design, the com-
parative advantage and disadvantages of 
each, a justification when an item’s function 
is being altered, the effect of the change on 
system or facility performance, and any per-
tinent objective test data. 

(2) A list and analysis of design criteria or 
specifications that must be changed if the 
VEP is accepted. 

(3) A separate detailed estimate of the im-
pact on project cost of each VEP, if accepted 
and implemented by the Government. 

(4) A description and estimate of costs the 
Government may incur in implementing the 
VEP, such as design change cost and test and 
evaluation cost. 

(5) A prediction of any effects the proposed 
change may have on life cycle cost. 

(6) The effect the VEP will have on design 
or construction schedules. 

(e) VEP acceptance. Approved VEP’s shall 
be implemented by bilateral modification to 
this contract.

Government costs, as used in this clause, 
means those agency costs that result di-
rectly from developing and implementing 
the VECP, such as any net increases in the 
cost of testing, operations, maintenance, and 
logistic support. The term does not include 
the normal administrative costs of proc-
essing the VECP. 

Instant contract savings, as used in this 
clause, means the estimated reduction in 
Contractor cost of performance resulting 
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from acceptance of the VECP, minus allow-
able Contractor’s development and imple-
mentation costs, including subcontractors’ 
development and implementation costs (see 
paragraph (h) below). 

Value engineering change proposal (VECP) 
means a proposal that— 

(1) Requires a change to this, the instant 
contract, to implement; and 

(2) Results in reducing the contract price 
or estimated cost without impairing essen-
tial functions or characteristics; provided, 
that it does not involve a change— 

(i) In deliverable end item quantities only; 
or 

(ii) To the contract type only. 
(c) VECP preparation. As a minimum, the 

Contractor shall include in each VECP the 
information described in subparagraphs (1) 
through (7) below. If the proposed change is 
affected by contractually required configura-
tion management or similar procedures, the 
instructions in those procedures relating to 
format, identification, and priority assign-
ment shall govern VECP preparation. The 
VECP shall include the following: 

(1) A description of the difference between 
the existing contract requirement and that 
proposed, the comparative advantages and 
disadvantages of each, a justification when 
an item’s function or characteristics are 
being altered, and the effect of the change on 
the end item’s performance. 

(2) A list and analysis of the contract re-
quirements that must be changed if the 
VECP is accepted, including any suggested 
specification revisions. 

(3) A separate, detailed cost estimate for 
(i) the affected portions of the existing con-
tract requirement and (ii) the VECP. The 
cost reduction associated with the VECP 
shall take into account the Contractor’s al-
lowable development and implementation 
costs, including any amount attributable to 
subcontracts under paragraph (h) below. 

(4) A description and estimate of costs the 
Government may incur in implementing the 
VECP, such as test and evaluation and oper-
ating and support costs. 

(5) A prediction of any effects the proposed 
change would have on collateral costs to the 
agency. 

(6) A statement of the time by which a con-
tract modification accepting the VECP must 
be issued in order to achieve the maximum 
cost reduction, noting any effect on the con-
tract completion time or delivery schedule. 

(7) Identification of any previous submis-
sions of the VECP, including the dates sub-
mitted, the agencies and contract numbers 
involved, and previous Government actions, 
if known. 

(d) Submission. The Contractor shall submit 
VECP’s to the Resident Engineer at the 
worksite, with a copy to the Contracting Of-
ficer. 

(e) Government action. (1) The Contracting 
Officer will notify the Contractor of the sta-
tus of the VECP within 45 calendar days 
after the contracting office receives it. If ad-
ditional time is required, the Contracting Of-
ficer will notify the Contractor within the 
45-day period and provide the reason for the 
delay and the expected date of the decision. 
The Government will process VECP’s expedi-
tiously; however, it will not be liable for any 
delay in acting upon a VECP. 

(2) If the VECP is not accepted, the Con-
tracting Officer will notify the Contractor in 
writing, explaining the reasons for rejection.

The Contracting Officer may accept 
the VECP, even though an agreement on 
price reduction has not been reached, by 
issuing the Contractor a notice to proceed 
with the change. Until a notice to proceed is 
issued or a contract modification applies a 
VECP to this contract, the Contractor shall 
perform in accordance with the existing con-
tract. The decision to accept or reject all or 
part of any VECP is a unilateral decision 
made solely at the discretion of the Con-
tracting Officer. 

(f) Sharing. (1) Rates. The Government’s 
share of savings is determined by sub-
tracting Government costs from instant con-
tract savings and multiplying the result by 
(i) 45 percent for fixed-price contracts or (ii) 
75 percent for cost-reimbursement contracts. 

(2) Payment. Payment of any share due the 
Contractor for use of a VECP on this con-
tract shall be authorized by a modification 
to this contract to— 

(i) Accept the VECP; 
(ii) Reduce the contract price or estimated 

cost by the amount of instant contract sav-
ings; and 

(iii) Provide the Contractor’s share of sav-
ings by adding the amount calculated to the 
contract price or fee. 

(g) Collateral savings. If a VECP is accepted, 
the Contracting Officer will increase the in-
stant contract amount by 20 percent of any 
projected collateral savings determined to be 
realized in a typical year of use after sub-
tracting any Government costs not pre-
viously offset.

TERMINATION FOR CONVENIENCE OF THE GOV-

The Contracting Officer, by written notice, 
may terminate this contract, in whole or in 
part, when it is in the Government’s inter-
est. If this contract is terminated, the 
rights, duties, and obligations of the parties, 
including compensation to the Contractor, 
shall be in accordance with part 49 of the 
Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on 
the date of this contract.

Alternate I (APR 1984). If the contract 
is for dismantling, demolition, or re-
moval of improvements, designate the 
basic clause as paragraph (a) and add 
the following paragraph (b):

(a) The Government may terminate per-
formance of work under this contract in 
whole or, from time to time, in part if the 
Contracting Officer determines that a termi-
nation is in the Government’s interest. The 
Contracting Officer shall terminate by deliv-
ering to the Contractor a Notice of Termi-
nation specifying the extent of termination 
and the effective date.

(5) With approval or ratification to the ex-
tent required by the Contracting Officer, set-
tle all outstanding liabilities and termi-
nation settlement proposals arising from the 
termination of subcontracts; the approval or 
ratification will be final for purposes of this 
clause. 

(6) As directed by the Contracting Officer, 
transfer title and deliver to the Government 
(i) the fabricated or unfabricated parts, work 
in process, completed work, supplies, and 
other material produced or acquired for the 
work terminated, and (ii) the completed or 
partially completed plans, drawings, infor-
mation, and other property that, if the con-
tract had been completed, would be required 
to be furnished to the Government. 

(7) Complete performance of the work not 
terminated. 

(8) Take any action that may be necessary, 
or that the Contracting Officer may direct, 
for the protection and preservation of the 
property related to this contract that is in 
the possession of the Contractor and in 
which the Government has or may acquire 
an interest. 

(9) Use its best efforts to sell, as directed 
or authorized by the Contracting Officer, any 
property of the types referred to in subpara-
graph (b)(6) of this clause; provided, however, 
that the Contractor (i) is not required to ex-
tend credit to any purchaser and (ii) may ac-
quire the property under the conditions pre-
scribed by, and at prices approved by, the 
Contracting Officer. The proceeds of any 
transfer or disposition will be applied to re-
duce any payments to be made by the Gov-
ernment under this contract, credited to the 
price or cost of the work, or paid in any 
other manner directed by the Contracting 
Officer. 

(c) The Contractor shall submit complete 
termination inventory schedules no later 
than 120 days from the effective date of ter-
mination, unless extended in writing by the 

Contracting Officer upon written request of 
the Contractor within this 120-day period. 

(d) After expiration of the plant clearance 
period as defined in subpart 45.6 of the Fed-
eral Acquisition Regulation, the Contractor 
may submit to the Contracting Officer a list, 
certified as to quantity and quality, of ter-
mination inventory not previously disposed 
of, excluding items authorized for disposi-
tion by the Contracting Officer. The Con-
tractor may request the Government to re-
move those items or enter into an agreement 
for their storage. Within 15 days, the Govern-
ment will accept title to those items and re-
move them or enter into a storage agree-
ment.

However, the agreed amount, 
whether under this paragraph (f) or para-
graph (g) of this clause, exclusive of costs 
shown in subparagraph (g)(3) of this clause, 
may not exceed the total contract price as 
reduced by (1) the amount of payments pre-
viously made and (2) the contract price of 
work not terminated. The contract shall be 
modified, and the Contractor paid the agreed 
amount. Paragraph (g) of this clause shall 
not limit, restrict, or affect the amount that 
may be agreed upon to be paid under this 
paragraph. 

(g) If the Contractor and the Contracting 
Officer fail to agree on the whole amount to 
be paid because of the termination of work, 
the Contracting Officer shall pay the Con-
tractor the amounts determined by the Con-
tracting Officer as follows, but without du-
plication of any amounts agreed on under 
paragraph (f) of this clause:

TERMINATION (COST-REIMBURSEMENT) (SEP 
1996) 

(a) The Government may terminate per-
formance of work under this contract in 
whole or, from time to time, in part, if— 

(1) The Contracting Officer determines 
that a termination is in the Government’s 
interest; or 

(2) The Contractor defaults in performing 
this contract and fails to cure the default 
within 10 days (unless extended by the Con-
tracting Officer) after receiving a notice 
specifying the default. Default includes fail-
ure to make progress in the work so as to en-
danger performance. 

(b) The Contracting Officer shall terminate 
by delivering to the Contractor a Notice of 
Termination specifying whether termination 
is for default of the Contractor or for con-
venience of the Government, the extent of 
termination, and the effective date. If, after 
termination for default, it is determined 
that the Contractor was not in default or 
that the Contractor’s failure to perform or 
to make progress in performance is due to 
causes beyond the control and without the 
fault or negligence of the Contractor as set 
forth in the Excusable Delays clause, the 
rights and obligations of the parties will be 
the same as if the termination was for the 
convenience of the Government. 

(c) After receipt of a Notice of Termi-
nation, and except as directed by the Con-
tracting Officer, the Contractor shall imme-
diately proceed with the following obliga-
tions, regardless of any delay in determining 
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or adjusting any amounts due under this 
clause: 

(1) Stop work as specified in the notice. 
(2) Place no further subcontracts or orders 

(referred to as subcontracts in this clause), 
except as necessary to complete the contin-
ued portion of the contract. 

(3) Terminate all subcontracts to the ex-
tent they relate to the work terminated. 

(4) Assign to the Government, as directed 
by the Contracting Officer, all right, title, 
and interest of the Contractor under the sub-
contracts terminated, in which case the Gov-
ernment shall have the right to settle or to 
pay any termination settlement proposal 
arising out of those terminations. 

(5) With approval or ratification to the ex-
tent required by the Contracting Officer, set-
tle all outstanding liabilities and termi-
nation settlement proposals arising from the 
termination of subcontracts, the cost of 
which would be reimbursable in whole or in 
part, under this contract; approval or ratifi-
cation will be final for purposes of this 
clause. 

(6) Transfer title (if not already trans-
ferred) and, as directed by the Contracting 
Officer, deliver to the Government (i) the 
fabricated or unfabricated parts, work in 
process, completed work, supplies, and other 
material produced or acquired for the work 
terminated, (ii) the completed or partially 
completed plans, drawings, information, and 
other property that, if the contract had been 
completed, would be required to be furnished 
to the Government, and (iii) the jigs, dies, 
fixtures, and other special tools and tooling 
acquired or manufactured for this contract, 
the cost of which the Contractor has been or 
will be reimbursed under this contract. 

(7) Complete performance of the work not 
terminated. 

(8) Take any action that may be necessary, 
or that the Contracting Officer may direct, 
for the protection and preservation of the 
property related to this contract that is in 
the possession of the Contractor and in 
which the Government has or may acquire 
an interest. 

(9) Use its best efforts to sell, as directed 
or authorized by the Contracting Officer, any 
property of the types referred to in subpara-
graph (c)(6) of this clause; provided, however, 
that the Contractor (i) is not required to ex-
tend credit to any purchaser and (ii) may ac-
quire the property under the conditions pre-
scribed by, and at prices approved by, the 
Contracting Officer. The proceeds of any 
transfer or disposition will be applied to re-
duce any payments to be made by the Gov-
ernment under this contract, credited to the 
price or cost of the work, or paid in any 
other manner directed by the Contracting 
Officer. 

(d) The Contractor shall submit complete 
termination inventory schedules no later 
than 120 days from the effective date of ter-

mination, unless extended in writing by the 
Contracting Officer upon written request of 
the Contractor within this 120-day period. 

(e) After expiration of the plant clearance 
period as defined in subpart 45.6 of the Fed-
eral Acquisition Regulation, the Contractor 
may submit to the Contracting Officer a list, 
certified as to quantity and quality, of ter-
mination inventory not previously disposed 
of, excluding items authorized for disposi-
tion by the Contracting Officer. The Con-
tractor may request the Government to re-
move those items or enter into an agreement 
for their storage. Within 15 days, the Govern-
ment will accept the items and remove them 
or enter into a storage agreement. The Con-
tracting Officer may verify the list upon re-
moval of the items, or if stored, within 45 
days from submission of the list, and shall 
correct the list, as necessary, before final 
settlement. 

(f) After termination, the Contractor shall 
submit a final termination settlement pro-
posal to the Contracting Officer in the form 
and with the certification prescribed by the 
Contracting Officer. The Contractor shall 
submit the proposal promptly, but no later 
than 1 year from the effective date of termi-
nation, unless extended in writing by the 
Contracting Officer upon written request of 
the Contractor within this 1-year period. 
However, if the Contracting Officer deter-
mines that the facts justify it, a termination 
settlement proposal may be received and 
acted on after 1 year or any extension. If the 
Contractor fails to submit the proposal with-
in the time allowed, the Contracting Officer 
may determine, on the basis of information 
available, the amount, if any, due the Con-
tractor because of the termination and shall 
pay the amount determined. 

(g) Subject to paragraph (f) of this clause, 
the Contractor and the Contracting Officer 
may agree on the whole or any part of the 
amount to be paid (including an allowance 
for fee) because of the termination. The con-
tract shall be amended, and the Contractor 
paid the agreed amount. 

(h) If the Contractor and the Contracting 
Officer fail to agree in whole or in part on 
the amount of costs and/or fee to be paid be-
cause of the termination of work, the Con-
tracting Officer shall determine, on the basis 
of information available, the amount, if any, 
due the Contractor, and shall pay that 
amount, which shall include the following: 

(1) All costs reimbursable under this con-
tract, not previously paid, for the perform-
ance of this contract before the effective 
date of the termination, and those costs that 
may continue for a reasonable time with the 
approval of or as directed by the Contracting 
Officer; however, the Contractor shall dis-
continue these costs as rapidly as prac-
ticable. 
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(2) The cost of settling and paying termi-
nation settlement proposals under termi-
nated subcontracts that are properly charge-
able to the terminated portion of the con-
tract if not included in subparagraph (h)(1) of 
this clause. 

(3) The reasonable costs of settlement of 
the work terminated, including— 

(i) Accounting, legal, clerical, and other 
expenses reasonably necessary for the prepa-
ration of termination settlement proposals 
and supporting data; 

(ii) The termination and settlement of sub-
contracts (excluding the amounts of such 
settlements); and 

(iii) Storage, transportation, and other 
costs incurred, reasonably necessary for the 
preservation, protection, or disposition of 
the termination inventory. If the termi-
nation is for default, no amounts for the 
preparation of the Contractor’s termination 
settlement proposal may be included. 

(4) A portion of the fee payable under the 
contract, determined as follows: 

(i) If the contract is terminated for the 
convenience of the Government, the settle-
ment shall include a percentage of the fee 
equal to the percentage of completion of 
work contemplated under the contract, but 
excluding subcontract effort included in sub-
contractors’ termination proposals, less pre-
vious payments for fee. 

(ii) If the contract is terminated for de-
fault, the total fee payable shall be such pro-
portionate part of the fee as the total num-
ber of articles (or amount of services) deliv-
ered to and accepted by the Government is 
to the total number of articles (or amount of 
services) of a like kind required by the con-
tract. 

(5) If the settlement includes only fee, it 
will be determined under subparagraph (h)(4) 
of this clause. 

(i) The cost principles and procedures in 
part 31 of the Federal Acquisition Regula-
tion, in effect on the date of this contract, 
shall govern all costs claimed, agreed to, or 
determined under this clause. 

(j) The Contractor shall have the right of 
appeal, under the Disputes clause, from any 
determination made by the Contracting Offi-
cer under paragraph (f), (h), or (l) of this 
clause, except that if the Contractor failed 
to submit the termination settlement pro-
posal within the time provided in paragraph 
(f) and failed to request a time extension, 
there is no right of appeal. If the Contracting 
Officer has made a determination of the 
amount due under paragraph (f), (h) or (l) of 
this clause, the Government shall pay the 
Contractor (1) the amount determined by the 
Contracting Officer if there is no right of ap-
peal or if no timely appeal has been taken, or 
(2) the amount finally determined on an ap-
peal. 

(k) In arriving at the amount due the Con-
tractor under this clause, there shall be de-
ducted— 

(1) All unliquidated advance or other pay-
ments to the Contractor, under the termi-
nated portion of this contract; 

(2) Any claim which the Government has 
against the Contractor under this contract; 
and 

(3) The agreed price for, or the proceeds of 
sale of materials, supplies, or other things 
acquired by the Contractor or sold under this 
clause and not recovered by or credited to 
the Government. 

(l) The Contractor and Contracting Officer 
must agree to any equitable adjustment in 
fee for the continued portion of the contract 
when there is a partial termination. The 
Contracting Officer shall amend the contract 
to reflect the agreement. 

(m)(1) The Government may, under the 
terms and conditions it prescribes, make 
partial payments and payments against 
costs incurred by the Contractor for the ter-
minated portion of the contract, if the Con-
tracting Officer believes the total of these 
payments will not exceed the amount to 
which the Contractor will be entitled. 

(2) If the total payments exceed the 
amount finally determined to be due, the 
Contractor shall repay the excess to the Gov-
ernment upon demand, together with inter-
est computed at the rate established by the 
Secretary of the Treasury under 50 U.S.C. 
App. 1215(b)(2). Interest shall be computed 
for the period from the date the excess pay-
ment is received by the Contractor to the 
date the excess is repaid. Interest shall not 
be charged on any excess payment due to a 
reduction in the Contractor’s termination 
settlement proposal because of retention or 
other disposition of termination inventory 
until 10 days after the date of the retention 
or disposition, or a later date determined by 
the Contracting Officer because of the cir-
cumstances. 

(n) The provisions of this clause relating to 
fee are inapplicable if this contract does not 
include a fee.

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (SEP 1996). If the contract 
is for construction, substitute the fol-
lowing subparagraph (h)(4) for subpara-
graph (h)(4) of the basic clause:

(4) A portion of the fee payable under the 
contract determined as follows: 

(i) If the contract is terminated for the 
convenience of the Government, the settle-
ment shall include a percentage of the fee 
equal to the percentage of completion of 
work contemplated under the contract, but 
excluding subcontract effort included in sub-
contractors’ termination settlement pro-
posals, less previous payments for fee. 
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(ii) If the contract is terminated for de-
fault, the total fee payable shall be such pro-
portionate part of the fee as the actual work 
in place is to the total work in place re-
quired by the contract.

Alternate II (SEP 1996). If the con-
tract is with an agency of the U.S. 
Government or with State, local, or 
foreign governments or their agencies, 
and if the contracting officer deter-
mines that the requirement to pay in-
terest on excess partial payments is in-
appropriate, delete subparagraph (m)(2) 
from the basic clause. 

Alternate III (SEP 1996). If the con-
tract is for construction with an agen-
cy of the U.S. Government or with 
State, local, or foreign governments or 
their agencies, the following subpara-
graph (h)(4) shall be substituted for 
subparagraph (h)(4) of the basic clause. 
Subparagraph (m)(2) may be deleted 
from the basic clause if the contracting 
officer determines that the require-
ment to pay interest on excess partial 
payments is inappropriate.

(4) A portion of the fee payable under the 
contract determined as follows: 

(i) If the contract is terminated for the 
convenience of the Government, the settle-
ment shall include a percentage of the fee 
equal to the percentage of completion of 
work contemplated under the contract, but 
excluding subcontract effort included in sub-
contractors’ termination settlement pro-
posals, less previous payments for fee. 

(ii) If the contract is terminated for de-
fault, the total fee payable shall be such pro-
portionate part of the fee as the actual work 
in place is to the total work in place re-
quired by the contract.

Alternate IV (SEP 1996). If the con-
tract is a time-and-material or labor-
hour contract, substitute the following 
paragraphs (h) and (l) for paragraphs 
(h) and (l) of the basic clause:

(h) If the Contractor and the Contracting 
Officer fail to agree in whole or in part on 
the amount to be paid because of the termi-
nation of work, the Contracting Officer shall 
determine, on the basis of information avail-
able, the amount, if any, due the Contractor 
and shall pay the amount determined as fol-
lows: 

(1) If the termination is for the conven-
ience of the Government, include— 

(i) An amount for direct labor hours (as de-
fined in the Schedule of the contract) deter-
mined by multiplying the number of direct 
labor hours expended before the effective 
date of termination by the hourly rate(s) in 

the Schedule, less any hourly rate payments 
already made to the contractor; 

(ii) An amount (computed under the provi-
sions for payment of materials) for material 
expenses incurred before the effective date of 
termination, not previously paid to the Con-
tractor; 

(iii) An amount for labor and material ex-
penses computed as if the expenses were in-
curred before the effective date of termi-
nation if they are reasonably incurred after 
the effective date, with the approval of or as 
directed by the Contracting Officer; however, 
the Contractor shall discontinue these ex-
penses as rapidly as practicable; 

(iv) If not included in subdivision (h)(1)(i), 
(ii), or (iii) above, the cost of settling and 
paying termination settlement proposals 
under terminated subcontracts that are 
properly chargeable to the terminated por-
tion of the contract; and 

(v) The reasonable costs of settlement of 
the work terminated, including— 

(A) Accounting, legal, clerical, and other 
expenses reasonably necessary for the prepa-
ration of termination settlement proposals 
and supporting data; 

(B) The termination and settlement of sub-
contracts (excluding the amounts of such 
settlements); and 

(C) Storage, transportation, and other 
costs incurred, reasonably necessary for the 
protection or disposition of the termination 
inventory. 

(2) If the termination is for default of the 
Contractor, include the amounts computed 
under subparagraph (h)(1) above but omit— 

(i) Any amount for preparation of the Con-
tractor’s termination settlement proposal; 
and 

(ii) The portion of the hourly rate allocable 
to profit for any direct labor hours expended 
in furnishing materials and services not de-
livered to and accepted by the Government. 

(l) If the termination is partial, the Con-
tractor may file with the Contracting Officer 
a proposal for an equitable adjustment of the 
price(s) for the continued portion of the con-
tract. The Contracting Officer shall make 
any equitable adjustment agreed upon. Any 
proposal by the Contractor for an equitable 
adjustment under this clause shall be re-
quested within 90 days from the effective 
date of termination, unless extended in writ-
ing by the Contracting Officer.

Alternate V (SEP 1996). If the contract 
is a time-and-material or labor-hour 
contract with an agency of the U.S. 
Government or with State, local or for-
eign governments or their agencies, 
substitute the following paragraphs (h) 
and (l) for paragraphs (h) and (l) of the 
basic clause. Subparagraph (m)(2) may 
be deleted from the basic clause if the 
contracting officer determines that the 
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requirement to pay interest on excess 
partial payments is inappropriate.

(h) If the Contractor and the Contracting 
Officer fail to agree in whole or in part on 
the amount to be paid because of the termi-
nation of work, the Contracting Officer shall 
determine, on the basis of information avail-
able, the amount, if any, due the Contractor 
and shall pay the amount determined as fol-
lows: 

(1) If the termination is for the conven-
ience of the Government, include— 

(i) An amount for direct labor hours (as de-
fined in the Schedule of the contract) deter-
mined by multiplying the number of direct 
labor hours expended before the effective 
date of termination by the hourly rate(s) in 
the Schedule, less any hourly rate payments 
already made to the Contractor; 

(ii) An amount (computed under the provi-
sions for payment of materials) for material 
expenses incurred before the effective date of 
termination, not previously paid to the Con-
tractor; 

(iii) An amount for labor and material ex-
penses computed as if the expenses were in-
curred before the effective date of termi-
nation, if they are reasonably incurred after 
the effective date with the approval of or as 
directed by the Contracting Officer; however, 
the Contractor shall discontinue these ex-
penses as rapidly as practicable; 

(iv) If not included in subdivision (h)(1)(i), 
(ii), or (iii) above, the cost of settling and 
paying termination settlement proposals 
under terminated subcontracts that are 
properly chargeable to the terminated por-
tion of the contract; and 

(v) The reasonable costs of settlement of 
the work terminated, including— 

(A) Accounting, legal, clerical, and other 
expenses reasonably necessary for the prepa-
ration of termination settlement proposals 
and supporting data; 

(B) The termination and settlement of sub-
contracts (excluding the amounts of such 
settlements); and 

(C) Storage, transportation, and other 
costs incurred, reasonably necessary for the 
protection or disposition of the termination 
inventory. 

(2) If the termination is for default of the 
Contractor, include the amounts computed 
under subparagraph (h)(1) of this clause but 
omit— 

(i) Any amount for preparation of the Con-
tractor’s termination settlement proposal; 
and 

(ii) The portion of the hourly rate allocable 
to profit for any direct labor hours expended 
in furnishing materials and services not de-
livered to and accepted by the Government. 

(l) If the termination is partial, the Con-
tractor may file with the Contracting Officer 
a proposal for an equitable adjustment of the 

price(s) for the continued portion of the con-
tract. The Contracting Officer shall make 
any equitable adjustment agreed upon. Any 
proposal by the Contractor for an equitable 
adjustment under this clause shall be re-
quested within 90 days from the effective 
date of termination, unless extended in writ-
ing by the Contracting Officer.

As prescribed in 49.503(b), insert the 
following clause in solicitations and 
contracts for architect-engineer serv-
ices when a fixed-price contract is con-
templated:

TERMINATION (FIXED-PRICE ARCHITECT-
ENGINEER) (APR 1984) 

(a) The Government may terminate this 
contract in whole or, from time to time, in 
part, for the Government’s convenience or 
because of the failure of the Contractor to 
fulfill the contract obligations. The Con-
tracting Officer shall terminate by deliv-
ering to the Contractor a Notice of Termi-
nation specifying the nature, extent, and ef-
fective date of the termination. Upon receipt 
of the notice, the Contractor shall (1) imme-
diately discontinue all services affected (un-
less the notice directs otherwise), and (2) de-
liver to the Contracting Officer all data, 
drawings, specifications, reports, estimates, 
summaries, and other information and mate-
rials accumulated in performing this con-
tract, whether completed or in process. 

(b) If the termination is for the conven-
ience of the Government, the Contracting Of-
ficer shall make an equitable adjustment in 
the contract price but shall allow no antici-
pated profit on unperformed services. 

(c) If the termination is for failure of the 
Contractor to fulfill the contract obliga-
tions, the Government may complete the 
work by contract or otherwise and the Con-
tractor shall be liable for any additional cost 
incurred by the Government. 

(d) If, after termination for failure to ful-
fill contract obligations, it is determined 
that the Contractor had not failed, the 
rights and obligations of the parties shall be 
the same as if the termination had been 
issued for the convenience of the Govern-
ment. 

(e) The rights and remedies of the Govern-
ment provided in this clause are in addition 
to any other rights and remedies provided by 
law or under this contract.
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(End of clause)

52.249–8 Default (Fixed-Price Supply 
and Service). 

As prescribed in 49.504(a)(1), insert 
the following clause:

DEFAULT (FIXED-PRICE SUPPLY AND SERVICE) 
(APR 1984) 

(a)(1) The Government may, subject to 
paragraphs (c) and (d) below, by written no-
tice of default to the Contractor, terminate 
this contract in whole or in part if the Con-
tractor fails to— 

(i) Deliver the supplies or to perform the 
services within the time specified in this 
contract or any extension; 

(ii) Make progress, so as to endanger per-
formance of this contract (but see subpara-
graph (a)(2) below); or 

(iii) Perform any of the other provisions of 
this contract (but see subparagraph (a)(2) 
below). 

(2) The Government’s right to terminate 
this contract under subdivisions (1)(ii) and 
(1)(iii) above, may be exercised if the Con-
tractor does not cure such failure within 10 
days (or more if authorized in writing by the 
Contracting Officer) after receipt of the no-
tice from the Contracting Officer specifying 
the failure. 

(b) If the Government terminates this con-
tract in whole or in part, it may acquire, 
under the terms and in the manner the Con-
tracting Officer considers appropriate, sup-
plies or services similar to those terminated, 
and the Contractor will be liable to the Gov-
ernment for any excess costs for those sup-
plies or services. However, the Contractor 
shall continue the work not terminated. 

(c) Except for defaults of subcontractors at 
any tier, the Contractor shall not be liable 
for any excess costs if the failure to perform 
the contract arises from causes beyond the 
control and without the fault or negligence 
of the Contractor. Examples of such causes 
include (1) acts of God or of the public 
enemy, (2) acts of the Government in either 
its sovereign or contractual capacity, (3) 
fires, (4) floods, (5) epidemics, (6) quarantine 
restrictions (7) strikes, (8) freight embar-
goes, and (9) unusually severe weather. In 
each instance the failure to perform must be 
beyond the control and without the fault or 
negligence of the Contractor. 

(d) If the failure to perform is caused by 
the default of a subcontractor at any tier, 
and if the cause of the default is beyond the 
control of both the Contractor and subcon-
tractor, and without the fault or negligence 
of either, the Contractor shall not be liable 
for any excess costs for failure to perform, 
unless the subcontracted supplies or services 
were obtainable from other sources in suffi-
cient time for the Contractor to meet the re-
quired delivery schedule. 

(e) If this contract is terminated for de-
fault, the Government may require the Con-
tractor to transfer title and deliver to the 
Government, as directed by the Contracting 
Officer, any (1) completed supplies, and (2) 
partially completed supplies and materials, 
parts, tools, dies, jigs, fixtures, plans, draw-
ings, information, and contract rights (col-
lectively referred to as manufacturing mate-
rials in this clause) that the Contractor has 
specifically produced or acquired for the ter-
minated portion of this contract. Upon direc-
tion of the Contracting Officer, the Con-
tractor shall also protect and preserve prop-
erty in its possession in which the Govern-
ment has an interest. 

(f) The Government shall pay contract 
price for completed supplies delivered and 
accepted. The Contractor and Contracting 
Officer shall agree on the amount of pay-
ment for manufacturing materials delivered 
and accepted and for the protection and pres-
ervation of the property. Failure to agree 
will be a dispute under the Disputes clause. 
The Government may withhold from these 
amounts any sum the Contracting Officer de-
termines to be necessary to protect the Gov-
ernment against loss because of outstanding 
liens or claims of former lien holders. 

(g) If, after termination, it is determined 
that the Contractor was not in default, or 
that the default was excusable, the rights 
and obligations of the parties shall be the 
same as if the termination had been issued 
for the convenience of the Government. 

(h) The rights and remedies of the Govern-
ment in this clause are in addition to any 
other rights and remedies provided by law or 
under this contract.

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (APR 1984). If the contract 
is for transportation or transportation-
related services, delete paragraph (f) of 
the basic clause, redesignate the re-
maining paragraphs accordingly, and 
substitute the following paragraphs (a) 
and (e) for paragraphs (a) and (e) of the 
basic clause:

(a)(1) The Government may, subject to 
paragraphs (c) and (d) below, by written no-
tice of default to the Contractor, terminate 
this contract in whole or in part if the Con-
tractor fails to— 

(i) Pick up the commodities or to perform 
the services, including delivery services, 
within the time specified in this contract or 
any extension; 

(ii) Make progress, so as to endanger per-
formance of this contract (but see subpara-
graph (a)(2) below); or 

(iii) Perform any of the other provisions of 
this contract (but see subparagraph (a)(2) 
below). 
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(2) The Government’s right to terminate 
this contract under subdivisions (1)(ii) and 
(1)(iii) above, may be exercised if the Con-
tractor does not cure such failure within 10 
days (or more if authorized in writing by the 
Contracting Officer) after receipt of the no-
tice from the Contracting Officer specifying 
the failure. 

(e) If this contract is terminated while the 
Contractor has possession of Government 
goods, the Contractor shall, upon direction 
of the Contracting Officer, protect and pre-
serve the goods until surrendered to the Gov-
ernment or its agent. The Contractor and 
Contracting Officer shall agree on payment 
for the preservation and protection of goods. 
Failure to agree on an amount will be a dis-
pute under the Disputes clause.

(a)(1) The Government may, subject to 
paragraphs (c) and (d) below, by written No-
tice of Default to the Contractor, terminate 
this contract in whole or in part if the Con-
tractor fails to— 

(i) Perform the work under the contract 
within the time specified in this contract or 
any extension; 

(ii) Prosecute the work so as to endanger 
performance of this contract (but see sub-
paragraph (a)(2) below); or 

(iii) Perform any of the other provisions of 
this contract (but see subparagraph (a)(2) 
below). 

(2) The Government’s right to terminate 
this contract under subdivisions (1)(ii) and 
(1)(iii) of this paragraph may be exercised if 
the Contractor does not cure such failure 
within 10 days (or more, if authorized in 
writing by the Contracting Officer) after re-
ceipt of the notice from the Contracting Offi-
cer specifying the failure. 

(b) If the Government terminates this con-
tract in whole or in part, it may acquire, 
under the terms and in the manner the Con-
tracting Officer considers appropriate, work 
similar to the work terminated, and the Con-
tractor will be liable to the Government for 
any excess costs for the similar work. How-
ever, the Contractor shall continue the work 
not terminated. 

(c) Except for defaults of subcontractors at 
any tier, the Contractor shall not be liable 
for any excess costs if the failure to perform 
the contract arises from causes beyond the 
control and without the fault or negliqence 
of the Contractor. Examples of such causes 

include (1) acts of God or of the public 
enemy, (2) acts of the Government in either 
its sovereign or contractual capacity, (3) 
fires, (4) floods, (5) epidemics, (6) quarantine 
restrictions, (7) strikes, (8) freight embar-
goes, and (9) unusually severe weather. In 
each instance the failure to perform must be 
beyond the control and without the fault or 
negligence of the Contractor. 

(d) If the failure to perform is caused by 
the default of a subcontractor at any tier, 
and if the cause of the default is beyond the 
control of both the Contractor and subcon-
tractor, and without the fault or negligence 
of either, the Contractor shall not be liable 
for any excess costs for failure to perform, 
unless the subcontracted supplies or services 
were obtainable from other sources in suffi-
cient time for the Contractor to meet the re-
quired delivery schedule or other perform-
ance requirements. 

(e) If this contract is terminated for de-
fault, the Government may require the Con-
tractor to transfer title and deliver to the 
Government, as directed by the Contracting 
Officer, any (1) completed or partially com-
pleted work not previously delivered to, and 
accepted by, the Government and (2) other 
property, including contract rights, specifi-
cally produced or acquired for the termi-
nated portion of this contract. Upon direc-
tion of the Contracting Officer, the Con-
tractor shall also protect and preserve prop-
erty in its possession in which the Govern-
ment has an interest. 

(f) The Government shall pay the contract 
price, if separately stated, for completed 
work it has accepted and the amount agreed 
upon by the Contractor and the Contracting 
Officer for (1) completed work for which no 
separate price is stated, (2) partially com-
pleted work, (3) other property described 
above that it accepts, and (4) the protection 
and preservation of the property. Failure to 
agree will be a dispute under the Disputes 
clause. The Government may withhold from 
these amounts any sum the Contracting Offi-
cer determines to be necessary to protect the 
Government against loss from outstanding 
liens or claims of former lien holders. 

(g) If, after termination, it is determined 
that the Contractor was not in default, or 
that the default was excusable, the rights 
and obligations of the parties shall be the 
same as if the termination had been issued 
for the convenience of the Government. 

(h) The rights and remedies of the Govern-
ment in this clause are in addition to any 
other rights and remedies provided by law or 
under this contract.

(End of clause)

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52.249–10 Default (Fixed-Price Con-
struction). 

As prescribed in 49.504(c)(1), insert 
the following clause:

DEFAULT (FIXED-PRICE CONSTRUCTION) (APR 
1984) 

(a) If the Contractor refuses or fails to 
prosecute the work or any separable part, 
with the diligence that will insure its com-
pletion within the time specified in this con-
tract including any extension, or fails to 
complete the work within this time, the 
Government may, by written notice to the 
Contractor, terminate the right to proceed 
with the work (or the separable part of the 
work) that has been delayed. In this event, 
the Government may take over the work and 
complete it by contract or otherwise, and 
may take possession of and use any mate-
rials, appliances, and plant on the work site 
necessary for completing the work. The Con-
tractor and its sureties shall be liable for 
any damage to the Government resulting 
from the Contractor’s refusal or failure to 
complete the work within the specified time, 
whether or not the Contractor’s right to pro-
ceed with the work is terminated. This li-
ability includes any increased costs incurred 
by the Government in completing the work. 

(b) The Contractor’s right to proceed shall 
not be terminated nor the Contractor 
charged with damages under this clause, if— 

(1) The delay in completing the work arises 
from unforeseeable causes beyond the con-
trol and without the fault or negligence of 
the Contractor. Examples of such causes in-
clude (i) acts of God or of the public enemy, 
(ii) acts of the Government in either its sov-
ereign or contractual capacity, (iii) acts of 
another Contractor in the performance of a 
contract with the Government, (iv) fires, (v) 
floods, (vi) epidemics, (vii) quarantine re-
strictions, (viii) strikes, (ix) freight embar-
goes, (x) unusually severe weather, or (xi) 
delays of subcontractors or suppliers at any 
tier arising from unforeseeable causes be-
yond the control and without the fault or 
negligence of both the Contractor and the 
subcontractors or suppliers; and 

(2) The Contractor, within 10 days from the 
beginning of any delay (unless extended by 
the Contracting Officer), notifies the Con-
tracting Officer in writing of the causes of 
delay. The Contracting Officer shall ascer-
tain the facts and the extent of delay. If, in 
the judgment of the Contracting Officer, the 
findings of fact warrant such action, the 
time for completing the work shall be ex-
tended. The findings of the Contracting Offi-
cer shall be final and conclusive on the par-
ties, but subject to appeal under the Dis-
putes clause. 

(c) If, after termination of the Contractor’s 
right to proceed, it is determined that the 
Contractor was not in default, or that the 

delay was excusable, the rights and obliga-
tions of the parties will be the same as if the 
termination had been issued for the conven-
ience of the Government. 

(d) The rights and remedies of the Govern-
ment in this clause are in addition to any 
other rights and remedies provided by law or 
under this contract.

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (APR 1984). If the contract 
is for dismantling, demolition, or re-
moval of improvements, substitute the 
following paragraph (a) for paragraph 
(a) of the basic clause:

(a)(1) If the Contractor refuses or fails to 
prosecute the work, or any separable part, 
with the diligence that will insure its com-
pletion within the time specified in this con-
tract, including any extension, or fails to 
complete the work within this time, the 
Government may, by written notice to the 
Contractor, terminate the right to proceed 
with the work or the part of the work that 
has been delayed. In this event, the Govern-
ment may take over the work and complete 
it by contract or otherwise, and may take 
possession of and use any materials, appli-
ances, and plant on the work site necessary 
for completing the work.

As prescribed in 49.505(a), insert the 
following clause:

TERMINATION OF WORK (CONSOLIDATED FACILI-
TIES OR FACILITIES ACQUISITION) (SEP 1996) 

(a) The Government may terminate per-
formance of work under this contract in 
whole, or from time to time, in part if the 
Contracting Officer determines that a termi-
nation is in the Government’s interest. The 
Contracting Officer shall terminate by deliv-
ering to the Contractor a Notice of Termi-
nation specifying the extent of termination 
and the effective date. 

(b) After receipt of a Notice of Termi-
nation, and except as directed by the Con-
tracting Officer, the Contractor shall imme-
diately proceed with the following obliga-
tions regardless of any delay in determining 
any item of reimbursable cost under this 
clause: 

(1) Stop work as specified in the notice. 
(2) Place no further subcontracts or orders 

(referred to as subcontracts in this clause) 
for materials, services, or facilities, except 
as necessary to complete the continued por-
tion of the contract. 

(3) Terminate all subcontracts to the ex-
tent they relate to the work terminated. 

(4) Assign to the Government, as directed 
by the Contracting Officer, all right, title, 
and interest of the Contractor under the sub-
contracts terminated, in which case the Gov-
ernment shall have the right to settle or pay 
any termination settlement proposal arising 
out of those terminations. 

(5) With the approval or ratification to the 
extent required by the Contracting Officer, 
settle all outstanding liabilities and termi-
nation settlement proposals arising from the 
termination of subcontracts, the cost of 
which would be reimbursable in whole or in 
part under this contract; the approval or 
ratification will be final for purposes of this 
clause. 

(6) Transfer title (if not already trans-
ferred) and, as directed by the Contracting 
Officer, deliver to the Government (i) the 
fabricated or unfabricated parts, work in 
process, completed work, supplies, and other 
material produced or acquired for the work 
terminated, and (ii) the completed or par-
tially completed plans, drawings, informa-
tion, and other property that, if the contract 
had been completed, would be required to be 
furnished to the Government. 
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(7) Complete performance of the work not 
terminated. 

(8) Take any action that may be necessary, 
or that the Contracting Officer may direct, 
for the protection and preservation of the 
property related to this contract that is in 
the possession of the Contractor and in 
which the Government has or may acquire 
an interest. 

(9) Use its best efforts to sell, as directed 
or authorized by the Contracting Officer, any 
property of the types referred to in subpara-
graph (b)(6) of this clause; provided, however, 
that the Contractor (i) is not required to ex-
tend credit to any purchaser and (ii) may ac-
quire the property under the conditions pre-
scribed by, and at prices approved by, the 
Contracting Officer. The proceeds of any 
transfer or disposition will be applied to re-
duce any payments to be made by the Gov-
ernment under this contract, credited to the 
price or cost of the work, or paid in any 
other manner directed by the Contracting 
Officer. 

(c) The Contractor shall submit complete 
termination inventory schedules no later 
than 120 days from the effective date of ter-
mination, unless extended in writing by the 
Contracting Officer upon written request of 
the Contractor within this 120-day period. 

(d) After expiration of the plant clearance 
period as defined in subpart 45.6 of the Fed-
eral Acquisition Regulation, the Contractor 
may submit a list, to the Contracting Officer 
certified as to quantity and quality, of ter-
mination inventory not previously disposed 
of, excluding items authorized for disposi-
tion by the Contracting Officer. The Con-
tractor may request the Government to re-
move these items or enter into an agreement 
for their storage. Within 15 days, the Govern-
ment shall accept the items and remove 
them or enter into a storage agreement. The 
Contracting Officer may verify the list upon 
removal of the items or, if stored, within 45 
days from submission of the list, and shall 
correct the list, as necessary, before final 
settlement. 

(e) After termination, the Contractor shall 
submit a final termination settlement pro-
posal to the Contracting Officer in the form 
and with the certification prescribed by the 
Contracting Officer. The Contractor shall 
submit the proposal promptly, but no later 
than 1 year from the effective date of termi-
nation, unless extended in writing by the 
Contracting Officer upon written request of 
the Contractor within this 1-year period. 
However, if the Contracting Officer deter-
mines that the facts justify it, a termination 
settlement proposal may be received and 
acted on after 1 year or any extension. If the 
Contractor fails to submit the proposal with-
in the time allowed, the Contracting Officer 
may determine, on the basis of information 
available, the amount, if any, due the Con-

tractor because of the termination and shall 
pay that amount. 

(f) Subject to paragraph (e) of this clause, 
the Contractor and the Contracting Officer 
may agree on the whole or any part of the 
amount to be paid because of the termi-
nation. The contract shall be amended, and 
the Contractor paid the agreed amount. 

(g) If the Contractor and the Contracting 
Officer fail to agree on the whole amount of 
costs to be paid because of the termination 
of work, the Contracting Officer shall deter-
mine, on the basis of information available, 
the amount, if any, due the Contractor, and 
shall pay the amount, determined as follows: 

(1) All costs reimbursable under this con-
tract, not previously paid, for the perform-
ance of this contract before the effective 
date of the termination, and part of those 
costs that may continue for a reasonable 
time with the approval of or as directed by 
the Contracting Officer; however, the Con-
tractor shall discontinue those costs as rap-
idly as practicable. 

(2) The cost of settling and paying termi-
nation settlement proposals under termi-
nated subcontracts that are properly charge-
able to the terminated portion of the con-
tract, if not included in subparagraph (g)(1) 
of this clause. 

(3) The reasonable costs of settlement of 
the work terminated, including— 

(i) Accounting, legal, clerical, and other 
expenses reasonably necessary for the prepa-
ration of termination settlement proposals 
and supporting data; 

(ii) The termination and settlement of sub-
contracts; and 

(iii) Storage, transportation, and other 
costs incurred, reasonably necessary for the 
preservation, protection, or disposition of 
the termination inventory. 

(h) The cost principles and procedures in 
part 31 of the Federal Acquisition Regula-
tion, in effect on the date of this contract, 
shall govern all costs claimed, agreed to, or 
determined under this clause. 

(i) The Contractor shall have the right of 
appeal, under the Disputes clause, from any 
determination made by the Contracting Offi-
cer under paragraph (e) or (g) of this clause, 
except that if the Contractor failed to sub-
mit the termination settlement proposal 
within the time provided in paragraph (e) of 
this clause, and failed to request a time ex-
tension, there is no right of appeal. If the 
Contracting Officer has made a determina-
tion of the amount due under paragraph (e) 
or (g) of this clause, the Government shall 
pay the Contractor (1) the amount deter-
mined by the Contracting Officer if there is 
no right of appeal or if no timely appeal has 
been taken, or (2) the amount finally deter-
mined on an appeal. 

(j) In arriving at the amount due the Con-
tractor under this clause, there shall be de-
ducted— 
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(1) All unliquidated advance or other pay-
ments to the Contractor, under the termi-
nated portion of this contract; 

(2) Any claim which the Government has 
against the Contractor under this contract; 
and 

(3) The agreed price for, or the proceeds of 
sale of materials, supplies, or other things 
acquired by the Contractor or sold under this 
clause and not recovered by or credited to 
the Government. 

(k)(1) The Government may, under the 
terms and conditions it prescribes, make 
partial payments and payments against 
costs incurred by the Contractor for the ter-
minated portion of the contract, if the Con-
tracting Officer believes the total of these 
payments will not exceed the amount to 
which the Contractor will be entitled. 

(2) If the total payments exceed the 
amount finally determined to be due, the 
Contractor shall repay the excess to the Gov-
ernment upon demand, together with inter-
est computed at the rate established by the 
Secretary of the Treasury under 50 U.S.C. 
App. 1215(b)(2). Interest shall be computed 
for the period from the date the excess pay-
ment is received by the Contractor to the 
date the excess is repaid. Interest shall not 
be charged on any excess payment due to a 
reduction in the Contractor’s termination 
settlement proposal because of retention or 
other disposition of termination inventory 
until 10 days after the date of the retention 
or disposition, or a later date determined by 
the Contracting Officer because of the cir-
cumstances. 

(l) Any related contract of the Contractor 
may be equitably adjusted if it provides for 
such an adjustment and if it is affected by a 
Notice of Termination under this clause. The 
Government shall not be liable to the Con-
tractor for damages or loss of profits because 
of any Notice of Termination issued under 
this clause.

(End of clause) 

Alternate I (SEP 1996). If the contract 
is with an agency of the U.S. Govern-
ment or with State, local, or foreign 
governments or their agencies, and if 
the contracting officer determines that 
the requirement to pay interest on ex-
cess partial payments is inappropriate, 
delete subparagraph (k)(2) from the 
basic clause.

The Government may terminate this con-
tract at any time upon at least 15 days’ writ-
ten notice by the Contracting Officer to the 
Contractor. The Contractor, with the written 
consent of the Contracting Officer, may ter-
minate this contract upon at least 15 days’ 
written notice to the Contracting Officer.

(End of clause)

52.249–13 Failure to Perform. 

As prescribed in 49.505(c), insert the 
following clause in facilities contracts 
except facilities use contracts with 
nonprofit educational institutions:

FAILURE TO PERFORM (APR 1984) 

(a) Subject to the Excusable Delays clause 
(if included in this contract), if the Con-
tractor fails to perform this contract under 
its terms, the Contracting Officer shall give 
the Contractor written notice stating the 
failure. Thereafter, regardless of any other 
provision of this contract, the Contractor 
shall not be entitled to an equitable adjust-
ment under either this contract or any re-
lated contract, to the extent the equitable 
adjustment arises from the Contractor’s fail-
ure to perform or from any reasonable reme-
dial action taken by the Contracting Officer 
based upon the failure. 

(b) The failure of the Government to insist, 
in one or more instances, upon the perform-
ance of any term of this contract is not a 
waiver of the Government’s right to future 
performance of such term, and the Contrac-
tor’s obligation for future performance of 
such term shall continue in effect. 

(c) The rights and remedies of the Govern-
ment in this clause are in addition to any 
other rights and remedies provided by law or 
under this contract.

(End of clause)

52.249–14 Excusable Delays. 

As prescribed in 49.505(d), insert the 
following clause in solicitations and 
contracts for supplies, services, con-
struction, and research and develop-
ment on a fee basis whenever a cost-re-
imbursement contract is contemplated. 
Also insert the clause in time-and-ma-
terial contracts, labor-hour contracts, 
consolidated facilities contracts, and 
facilities acquisition contracts. When 
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used in construction contracts, sub-
stitute the words completion time for de-
livery schedule in the last sentence of 
the clause. When used in facilities con-
tracts, substitute the words termination 
of work for termination in the last sen-
tence of the clause.

EXCUSABLE DELAYS (APR 1984) 

(a) Except for defaults of subcontractors at 
any tier, the Contractor shall not be in de-
fault because of any failure to perform this 
contract under its terms if the failure arises 
from causes beyond the control and without 
the fault or negligence of the Contractor. Ex-
amples of these causes are (1) acts of God or 
of the public enemy, (2) acts of the Govern-
ment in either its sovereign or contractual 
capacity, (3) fires, (4) floods, (5) epidemics, 
(6) quarantine restrictions, (7) strikes, (8) 
freight embargoes, and (9) unusually severe 
weather. In each instance, the failure to per-
form must be beyond the control and with-
out the fault or negligence of the Contractor. 
Default includes failure to make progress in 
the work so as to endanger performance. 

(b) If the failure to perform is caused by 
the failure of a subcontractor at any tier to 
perform or make progress, and if the cause of 
the failure was beyond the control of both 
the Contractor and subcontractor, and with-
out the fault or negligence of either, the 
Contractor shall not be deemed to be in de-
fault, unless— 

(1) The subcontracted supplies or services 
were obtainable from other sources; 

(2) The Contracting Officer ordered the 
Contractor in writing to purchase these sup-
plies or services from the other source; and 

(3) The Contractor failed to comply reason-
ably with this order. 

(c) Upon request of the Contractor, the 
Contracting Officer shall ascertain the facts 
and extent of the failure. If the Contracting 
Officer determines that any failure to per-
form results from one or more of the causes 
above, the delivery schedule shall be revised, 
subject to the rights of the Government 
under the termination clause of this con-
tract.

(End of clause)

52.250–1 Indemnification Under Public 
Law 85–804. 

As prescribed in 50.403–3, insert the 
following clause in contracts whenever 
the approving official determines that 
the contractor shall be indemnified 
against unusually hazardous or nuclear 
risks (also see 50.403–2(c)):

INDEMNIFICATION UNDER PUBLIC LAW 85–804 
(APR 1984) 

(a) Contractor’s principal officials, as used in 
this clause, means directors, officers, man-
agers, superintendents, or other representa-
tives supervising or directing— 

(1) All or substantially all of the Contrac-
tor’s business; 

(2) All or substantially all of the Contrac-
tor’s operations at any one plant or separate 
location in which this contract is being per-
formed; or 

(3) A separate and complete major indus-
trial operation in connection with the per-
formance of this contract. 

(b) Under Pub. L. 85–804 (50 U.S.C 1431–1435) 
and Executive Order 10789, as amended, and 
regardless of any other provisions of this 
contract, the Government shall, subject to 
the limitations contained in the other para-
graphs of this clause, indemnify the Con-
tractor against— 

(1) Claims (including reasonable expenses 
of litigation or settlement) by third persons 
(including employees of the Contractor) for 
death; personal injury; or loss of, damage to, 
or loss of use of property; 

(2) Loss of, damage to, or loss of use of 
Contractor property, excluding loss of profit; 
and 

(3) Loss of, damage to, or loss of use of 
Government property, excluding loss of prof-
it. 

(c) This indemnification applies only to 
the extent that the claim, loss, or damage (1) 
arises out of or results from a risk defined in 
this contract as unusually hazardous or nu-
clear and (2) is not compensated for by insur-
ance or otherwise. Any such claim, loss, or 
damage, to the extent that it is within the 
deductible amounts of the Contractor’s in-
surance, is not covered under this clause. If 
insurance coverage or other financial protec-
tion in effect on the date the approving offi-
cial authorizes use of this clause is reduced, 
the Government’s liability under this clause 
shall not increase as a result. 

(d) When the claim, loss, or damage is 
caused by willful misconduct or lack of good 
faith on the part of any of the Contractor’s

(3) Furnish evidence or proof of any claim, 
loss, or damage covered by this clause in the 
manner and form the Government requires; 
and 

(4) Comply with the Government’s direc-
tions and execute any authorizations re-
quired in connection with settlement or de-
fense of claims or actions. 

(h) The Government may direct, control, 
or assist in settling or defending any claim 
or action that may involve indemnification 
under this clause.
