Greetings from the Federqted Stotes of Micronesio!

During the second week of May 20t4, the Federated States of Micronesia (FSM)
Department of Health and Social Affairs has identified 10 laboratory-confirmed measles cases in
Kosrae State, one of the four states in the FSM. This is the first documented measles outbreak in
Kosrae in over a decade.

Preliminary Kosrae Department of Health Services and FSM Department of Health and
Social Affairs investigation has identified numerous additional suspect cases throughout the
island. Initial control measures have included isolation of hospitalized cases, initiation of a mass
catch-up vaccination campaign, and public messaging regarding measles preventing
transmission.

The FSM Department of Health and SocialAffairs is requesting CDC epidemiologic and
laboratory assistance in the investigation and response to this measles outbreak. Objectives of
the investigation include to identify risk factors for measles transmission and to inform
additional control and prevention measures to reduce measles transmission and mitigate
morbidity. We also request if assistance in the area of clinical guidelines and treatment
protocols can also be provided. The data collected will guide targeting of additional control
measures by the response team that includes FSM Department of Health and Social Affairs.
