lease, conditional sale, or bailment of one or more
vessels operated subject to Surface Transportation
Board jurisdiction, railroad cars, locomotives, or
other rolling stock for a use related to interstate
commerce.

(b) A “secondary document” is any assignment of
rights or interest, supplement, or amendment to any
primary or other secondary document. These in-
clude releases, discharges, or satisfactions, either
total or partial.

The original document, along
with the notation, will be returned to the party
named in the transmittal letter and a copy or coun-
terpart will be retained by the Board. For a second-
ary document, the number assigned will be the re-
cordation number of the primary document plus the
next available letter suffix.

(b) The Board will maintain an index for public use
asreguired by 49 U.S.C. 11303(b). There will be an
index of parties to documents recorded at the Board
in alphabetical order by the party's name. If reques-
ted by the letter of transmittal, this index will also
be amended to reflect an assignment under the
name of the party other than the assignor or assign-
ee to the document.
