II. PRODUCTION AREA: The entire States of Michigan, New York, Pennsylvania, Oregon, Utah, 
Washington, and Wisconsin.  

III. TART CHERRIES: all tart cherry varieties grown in the production area are classified as Prunus 
cerasus, Prunus cerasus by Prunus avium, or Prunus cerasus by Prunus fruticosa.

IV. PERSONS ELIGIBLE TO VOTE:  Any producer who is currently engaged in the production of 
tart cherries for processing, or who produced tart cherries in the production area for processing during 
the representative period of ___________, 20      , through                                , 20      , is entitled to cast 
one ballot.  Each separate business unit, partnership, LLC, family enterprise, corporation, 
association, estate, or firm that is a member of the cooperative association is entitled to one vote.

Producer: any person who produces tart cherries to be marketed in canned, frozen, or other processed 
form, and who has a proprietary interest therein. Producer does not include a person who produces tart
cherries to be marketed exclusively for the fresh market in an unpitted condition.  

A producer is any individual, partnership, corporation, association, institution, estate, or other 
business unit that:

i. Owns and farms land resulting in ownership of the tart cherries produced thereon;
ii. Rents and farms land resulting in ownership of all or a portion of the tart cherries produced 

thereon; 
iii. Owns land from which, as rental for such land, ownership is obtained of a portion of the tart 

cherries produced thereon.  (A lienholder, cash landlord, or person having only a financial 
interest in the tart cherry crop is not eligible to vote.);

V. HOW TO VOTE:
1. Indicate your vote by placing an “X” in the appropriate box.

2. Certify tart cherry production by listing the quantity in pounds produced; number of acres in 
production; and that tart cherries were produced within the designated production area during the 
representative period                                     , 20        through                                  , 20      . 

All information 
much be provided to ensure validity of the Ballot.  Sign the ballot.  Unsigned or incomplete ballots 
cannot be counted.

5. If voting on behalf of a producer, also show the name and address and your title.  Proxy voting is not 
authorized; however, an officer or employee of a corporate producer or an administrator, executor or 
trustee of a producing estate may vote, if they have such authority.
