+ If you are or were unemployed, enter “Unemployed in the “Your Occupation” field and enter dates of unemployment. Enter “N/A”
nall other fields.

Part 8. Time Outside of the United States

+ Ifyou have travelled outside the United States for more than one year since becoming  permanent resident, refer o the USCIS
Policy Manual and Guide to Naturalization to determine if you are eligible for naturalization before you submit Form N-400.

+ In ltems 1-3, st your travel (tips lasting 24 hours or longer) outside of the United States during the last 5 years
+ During your interview, we may ask for more information about your travel beyond the past 5 years.
+ Ifyou cannot provide your exact trave details, use estimates.

+ Ifyou travel outside of the United States frequently, include a writen statement explaining where you travel and how often. Be
sure to include the estimated numier of days you were outside of the United States.

“Yes" does not automatically affect your eligibilty for naturaization.

+ Item 7: 1 you did not file a tax retum since you became a lawful permanent residen, even if you were not required to fle based on
your income, check “Yes® and provide a writen explanation.

+ Item 14. AF: If you were the victim of one of these crimes, you can answer “No.” Answer “Yes' if you ever committed one of the
acts isted. Also answer “Yes” if any action you took, even if under duress, contributed or enabled another person to carry out
these acts against others.

+ Item 28.8: If you were detained in ail less than 24 hours, enter *1” in the “Days” field. O a separate sheet of paper, provide a
‘wiitten explanation that includes the actual number of hours you were detained.

+ Item 30.1: I you have made any misrepresentation, such s lying or omitting information, to obtain a public benef, regardiess of
‘whether you intended to misrepresent yourself, answer “Yes® and provide a written explanation on a separate sheet of paper.

+ between ages 26-20 and applying based on mariage to a U.S. citizen AND
= you did not register for Selectve Service
