(b) Section 844(hXI) of title 18, United States Code, is amended by
inserting "fire or" after "uses".

(c) Section 844(i) of title 18, United States Code, is amended by

inserting "fire or" after "by means of.

SEC. 3. The Director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation is

authorized and directed to classify the offense of arson as a Part I

crime in its Uniform Crime Reports. In addition, the Director of the Special
Federal Bureau of Investigation is authorized and directed to statistical
develop and prepare a special statistical report in cooperation with "MW
the National Fire Data Center for the crime of arson, and shall

make public the results of that report.
