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are financing less than 100 percent of 
the project. Funds remaining may be 
considered in direct proportion to the 
amounts obtained from each source. 
Remaining funds will be handled as fol-
lows: 

(1) Remaining funds may be used for 
eligible grant purposes as described in 
1774.14 of this subpart, or 

(2) Grant funds not expended will be 
canceled. Prior to the actual cancella-
tion, the borrower, its attorney and its 
engineer will be notified of RUS’ intent 
to cancel the remaining funds. 

§ 1774.18 Reporting requirements, ac-
counting methods and audits. 

All Agency grantees will follow the 
reporting requirements as outlined in 7 
CFR 1780.47. 

§ 1774.19 Applications determined in-
eligible. 

If at any time an application is deter-
mined ineligible, the processing office 
will notify the applicant in writing of 
the reasons. The notification to the ap-
plicant will state that an appeal of this 
decision may be made by the applicant 
under 7 CFR part 11. 

§ 1774.20 Conflict of Interest. 
Any processing or servicing activity 

conducted pursuant to this part involv-
ing authorized assistance to Rural De-
velopment employees with Water and 
Environmental Programs responsi-
bility, members of their families, 
known close relatives, or business or 
close personal associates, is subject to 
the provisions of subpart D of part 1900 
of this title. Applicants of this assist-
ance are required to identify any 
known relationship or association with 
an RUS employee.

§ 1774.24 Exception authority. 
The Administrator may, in indi-

vidual cases, make an exception to any 
requirement or provision of this part 
which is not inconsistent with the au-
thorizing statute or other applicable 
law and is determined to be in the Gov-
ernment’s interest. Requests for excep-
tions must be made in writing by the 
State Director and supported with doc-
umentation to explain the adverse ef-

fect on the Government’s interest, pro-
pose alternative course(s) of action, 
and show how the adverse affect will be 
eliminated or minimized if the excep-
tion is granted. The exception decision 
will be documented in writing, signed 
by the Administrator, and retained in 
the files.

Subpart A—General Provisions 

§ 1775.1 General. 
This subpart sets forth the general 

policies and procedures for the Tech-
nical Assistance and Training and the 
Solid Waste Management Grant Pro-
grams. Any processing or servicing ac-
tivity conducted pursuant to this part 
involving authorized assistance to 
Rural Development employees with 
Water and Environmental Program re-
sponsibility, members of their families, 
known close relatives, or business or 
close personal associates, is subject to 
the provisions of subpart D of part 1900 
of this title. Applicants for this assist-
ance are required to identify any 
known relationship or association with 
an RUS employee. 

§ 1775.2 Definitions. 
The following definitions apply to 

subparts A through D of this part. 
Association. An entity, including a 

small city or town, that is eligible for 
RUS Water and Waste Disposal finan-
cial assistance in accordance with 7 
CFR 1780.7 (a). 

Approval official. Any individual with 
administrative and legal responsibility 
for Rural Development programs. 

DUNS Number. Data Universal Num-
bering System number obtained from 
Dun and Bradstreet and used when ap-
plying for Federal grants or coopera-
tive agreements. A DUNS number may 
be obtained at no cost, by calling 1–866– 
705–5711. 

Grant agreement. RUS Guide 1775–1. 
The agreement outlines the terms and 
conditions of the grant awards and es-

tablishes the guidelines for admin-
istering the grant awards. 

Grantee. The entity or organization 
receiving financial assistance directly 
from the RUS to carry out the project 
or program under these programs. 

Low Income. Median household in-
come (MHI) below 100 percent of the 
statewide non-metropolitan median 
household income (SNMHI). 

Regional. A multi-State area or any 
multi-jurisdictional area within a 
State. 

Rural area. Any area not in a city or 
town with a population in excess of 
10,000, according to the latest decennial 
census of the United States. 

RUS. The Rural Utilities Service, an 
Agency of the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture. 

Solid Waste Management. Refers to the 
operations, maintenance and the recy-
cling of materials disposed of in land-
fills. 

State. Any of the 50 States, the Dis-
trict of Columbia, the Commonwealth 
of Puerto Rico, the Territory of Guam, 
the Commonwealth of the Northern 
Mariana Islands, the Republic of the 
Marshall Islands, the Federated States 
of Micronesia, the Republic of Palau, 
and the U.S. Virgin Islands. 

Technical Assistance. Supervision, 
oversight, or training by an organiza-
tion for the practical solution of a 
problem or need of an association as 
defined in this section. 

§ 1775.3 Availability of forms and regu-
lations. 

Information about the forms, in-
structions, regulations, bulletins, OMB 
Circulars, Treasury Circulars, stand-
ards, documents and publications cited 
in this part is available from any 
UDSA/Rural Development Office or the 
Rural Utilities Service, United States 
Department of Agriculture, Wash-
ington, DC 20250–1500. 

§ 1775.4 Allocation of funds. 

The National Office of the Rural Util-
ities Service will administer grant 
funds and will allocate them on a com-
petitive basis. 

§ 1775.5 Limitations. 

Grant funds may not be used to: 
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(a) Duplicate current services or re-
place or substitute support normally 
provided by other means, such as those 
performed by an association’s consult-
ant in developing a project, including 
feasibility, design, and cost estimates. 

(b) Fund political or lobbying activi-
ties. 

(c) Purchase real estate or vehicles, 
improve or renovate office space, or re-
pair and maintain privately owned 
property. 

(d) Pay the costs for construction, 
improvement, rehabilitation, modifica-
tion, or operation and maintenance of 
water, wastewater, and solid waste dis-
posal facilities. 

(e) Construct or furnish a building. 
(f) Intervene in the Federal regu-

latory or adjudicatory proceedings. 
(g) Sue the Federal Government or 

any other government entities. 
(h) Pay for any other costs that are 

not allowable under OMB Circular A– 
87, OMB Circular A–110, OMB Circular 
A–102 or OMB Circular A–122. 

(i) Make contributions or donations 
to others. 

(j) Fund projects that duplicate tech-
nical assistance given to implement ac-
tion plans under the National Forest- 
Dependent Rural Communities Eco-
nomic Diversification Act of 1990 (7 
U.S.C. 6613). Applicants cannot receive 
both grants made under this part and 
grants that the Forest Service makes 
to implement the action plans for five 
continuous years from the date of 
grant approval by the Forest Service. 

(1) The Forest Service helps rural 
communities that are dependent upon 
national forest resources diversify ex-
isting industries and economies. It es-
tablishes rural forestry and economic 
diversification action teams that pre-
pare technical assistance plans for 
these rural communities to expand 
their local economies and reduce their 
dependence on national forest re-
sources. The Forest Service provides 
assistance to implement the action 
plans through grants, loans, coopera-
tive agreements, or contracts. 

(2) To avoid duplicate assistance, ap-
plicants must contact the Forest Serv-
ice to find out if any geographical 
areas or local areas in a State have re-
ceived grants for technical assistance 
to an economically disadvantaged com-

munity. These areas are defined as na-
tional forest-dependent communities 
under 7 U.S.C. 6612. Applicants will pro-
vide documentation to the Forest Serv-
ice and Rural Utilities Service that 
they have contacted each agency. 

(k) To pay an outstanding judgment 
obtained by the United States in a Fed-
eral Court (other than in the United 
States Tax Court), which has been re-
corded. An applicant will be ineligible 
to receive a loan or grant until the 
judgment is paid in full or otherwise 
satisfied. 

(l) Recruit applications for the RUS’s 
water and waste loan or any other loan 
or grant program. Grant funds cannot 
be used to create new business; how-
ever, they can be used to assist with 
application preparation. 

§ 1775.6 Equal opportunity require-
ments. 

The policies and regulations con-
tained in subpart E of part 1901 of this 
title apply to grants made under this 
part. 

§ 1775.7 Environmental requirements. 
The policies and regulations con-

tained in part 1794 of this title apply to 
grants made for the purposes in 
§§ 1775.36 and 1775.66. 

§ 1775.8 Other Federal statutes. 
Other Federal statutes and regula-

tions are applicable to grants awarded 
under this part.

Subpart B—Grant Application 
Processing 

§ 1775.10 Applications. 
(a) Filing period. Applications may be 

filed on or after October 1 and must be 
received by close of business or post-
marked by midnight December 31. If an 
application is received either before 
October 1 or after December 31, the re-
ceiving office will return it to the ap-
plicant. 

(b) Where to file. (1) An applicant will 
apply to the appropriate State Office of 
Rural Development if the project will 
serve a single state. 

(2) An applicant will apply to the Na-
tional Office if the project will serve 
multiple states. The application must 
be submitted to the following address: 
Assistant Administrator, Water and 
Environmental Programs, Rural Utili-
ties Service, Washington, DC 20250– 
1570. 

(3) Electronic applications will be ac-
cepted prior to the filing deadline 
through the Federal Government’s 
eGrants Web site (Grants.gov) at http:// 
www.grants.gov. Applicants should refer 
to instructions found on the Grants.gov 
Web site to submit an electronic appli-
cation. A DUNS number and a Central 
Contractor Registry (CCR) registration 
is required prior to electronic submis-
sion. The sign-up procedures, required 
by Grants.gov, may take several busi-
ness days to complete. 

(c) Application requirements. To file an 
application, an organization must pro-
vide their DUNS number. An organiza-
tion may obtain a DUNS number from 
Dun and Bradstreet by calling (1–866– 
705–5711). To file a complete applica-
tion, the following information should 
be submitted: 

(1) Standard Form 424, ‘‘Application 
for Federal Assistance (For Non-Con-
struction).’’ 

(2) Standard Form 424A & B, ‘‘Budget 
Information—Non-Construction Pro-
grams.’’ 

(3) Form AD–1047, ‘‘Certification Re-
garding Debarment, Suspension, and 
Other Responsibility Matters—Primary 
Covered Transaction.’’ 

(4) Form AD 1049, ‘‘Certification Re-
garding Drug-Free Workplace Require-
ments (Grants) Alternative I—For 
Grantees Other Than Individuals.’’ 

(5) Form AD 1048, ‘‘Certification Re-
garding Debarment.’’ 

(6) Attachment regarding assistance 
provided to Rural Development Em-
ployees as required by RD Instruction 
1900–D. 

(7) Form RD 400–4, ‘‘Assurance Agree-
ment.’’ 

(8) Form RD 400–1, ‘‘Equal Oppor-
tunity Agreement.’’ 

(9) Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (if 
applicable, applicant must include ap-
proved cost agreement rate schedule). 

(10) Statement of Compliance for 
Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964. 
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(11) SF LLL, ‘‘Disclosure of Lobbying 
Activities’’ (include only if grant is 
over $100,000). 

(12) Certification regarding Forest 
Service grant. 

(d) Supporting information. All appli-
cations shall be accompanied by: 

(1) Evidence of applicant’s legal ex-
istence and authority in the form of: 

(i) Certified copies of current author-
izing and organizational documents for 
new applicants or former grantees 
where changes were made since the last 
legal opinion was obtained in conjunc-
tion with receipt of an RUS grant, or, 
certification that no changes have been 
made in authorizing or organizing doc-
uments since receipt of last RUS grant 
by applicant. 

(ii) Current annual corporation re-
port, Certificate of Good Standing, or 
statement they are not required. 

(iii) For public nonprofits, Certificate 
of Continued Status from local attor-
ney (if applicable). 

(iv) Certified list of directors/officers 
with their respective terms. 

(2) Evidence of tax exempt status 
from the Internal Revenue Service 
(IRS), if applicable. 

(3) Narrative of applicant’s experi-
ence in providing services similar to 
those proposed. Provide brief descrip-
tion of successfully completed projects 
including the need that was identified 
and objectives accomplished. 

(4) Latest financial information to 
show the applicant’s financial capacity 
to carry out the proposed work. A cur-
rent audit report is preferred, however 
applicants can submit a balance sheet 
and an income statement in lieu of an 
audit report. 

(5) List of proposed services to be 
provided. 

(6) Estimated breakdown of costs (di-
rect and indirect) including those to be 
funded by grantee as well as other 
sources. Sufficient detail should be 
provided to permit the approval official 
to determine reasonableness, applica-
bility, and allowability. 

(7) Evidence that a Financial Man-
agement System is in place or pro-
posed. 

(8) Documentation on each of the pri-
ority ranking criteria listed in § 1775.11 
as follows: 

(i) List of the associations to be 
served and the State or States where 
assistance will be provided. Identify as-
sociations by name, or other character-
istics such as size, income, location, 
and provide MHI and population. 

(ii) Description of the type of tech-
nical assistance and/or training to be 
provided and the tasks to be con-
tracted. 

(iii) Description of how the project 
will be evaluated and provide clearly 
stated goals and the method proposed 
to measure the results that will be ob-
tained. 

(iv) Documentation of need for pro-
posed service. Provide detailed expla-
nation of how the proposed services dif-
fer from other similar services being 
provided in the same area. 

(v) Personnel on staff or to be con-
tracted to provide the service and their 
experience with similar projects. 

(vi) Statement indicating the number 
of months it takes to complete the 
project or service. 

(vii) Documentation on cost effec-
tiveness of project. Provide the cost 
per association to be served or pro-
posed cost of personnel to provide as-
sistance. 

(viii) Other factors for consideration, 
such as emergency situation, training 
need identified, health or safety prob-
lems, geographic distribution, Rural 
Development Office recommendations, 
etc. 

§ 1775.11 Priority. 

The application and supporting infor-
mation will be used to determine the 
applicant’s priority for available funds. 
All applications will be reviewed and 
scored for funding priority in accord-
ance with RUS Guide 1775–2. Points 
will be given only for factors that are 
well documented in the application 
package and, in the opinion of the 
RUS, meet the objective outlined under 
each factor. The following is a listing 
of the criteria that will be used to se-
lect the applications that meet the ob-
jectives of the technical assistance pro-
gram. 

(a) Projects proposing to give pri-
ority for available services to rural 
communities having a population less 
than 5,500 and/or below 2,500. 
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(b) Projects proposing to give pri-
ority for available services to low in-
come communities. 

(c) Projects that will provide assist-
ance in a multi-State area. 

(d) Points will be awarded for work 
plans that clearly describe the goals 
and objectives of the project, how they 
will be accomplished in targeted com-
munities, and what measurement of ac-
complishment will be used. 

(e) Projects containing needs assess-
ment (i.e. actual issue or problem 
being addressed) clearly defined and 
supported by data. 

(f) Projects containing evaluation 
methods that are specific to the activ-
ity, clearly defined, measurable, and 
with projected outcomes. 

(g) Applicants proposing to use at 
least 75 percent of the total grant 
amount for their own staff, or the staff 
of an affiliated organization to provide 
services for a project instead of con-
tracting with an outside organization 
for the services. 

(h) Projects providing technical as-
sistance/training that accomplish the 
objective within a 12-month or less 
timeframe. 

(i) Projects primarily providing 
‘‘hands on’’ technical assistance and 
training, i.e., on-site assistance as op-
posed to preparation and distribution 
of printed material, to communities 
with existing water and waste systems 
which are experiencing operation and 
maintenance or management problems. 

(j) Cash or in kind support of project 
from non-federal sources. 

(k) Ability to demonstrate sustain-
ability of project without Federal fi-
nancial support. 

§ 1775.12 Grant processing. 

(a) Single State applications. (1) Grant 
applications submitted at the State 
level will receive a letter acknowl-
edging receipt and confirmation that 
all information required for a full ap-
plication was included in the packet. 
The State will notify the applicant of 
missing information. The applicant 
will have 14 business days to respond. 

(2) The State Office will review appli-
cations for eligibility. Those applicants 
that are deemed ineligible will be noti-
fied. Applicants deemed eligible will be 

forwarded to the National Office for 
funding consideration. 

(3) The National Office will review all 
applications received from State Of-
fices. Applications will compete on a 
priority basis and will be scored and 
ranked. The applications receiving the 
highest scores and subject to the avail-
ability of funds will be selected for 
final processing. The National Office 
will send these applications back to the 
State Office for processing. The State 
Office will notify the applicant(s) that 
they have been selected for funding. 

(4) Applicants not selected for fund-
ing due to low priority rating shall be 
notified by the State Office. 

(b) National and multi-State applica-
tions. (1) National and multi-State ap-
plications submitted to the National 
Office will receive a letter acknowl-
edging receipt and confirmation that 
all information required for a full ap-
plication was included in the packet. 
The National Office shall notify the ap-
plicant of missing information. The ap-
plicant will have 14 business days to re-
spond. 

(2) The National Office will review 
applications for eligibility. Those ap-
plications that are deemed ineligible 
will be notified. Applications deemed 
eligible will be reviewed and given a 
rating score. Applications receiving 
the highest scores will be grouped with 
those received from State Offices for 
funding consideration. 

(3) The National Office will review all 
applications received. Applications will 
compete on a priority basis and will be 
scored and ranked. The applications re-
ceiving the highest scores and subject 
to the availability of funds will be noti-
fied by the National Office that they 
have been selected for funding. The Na-
tional Office shall conduct final proc-
essing of multi-State and national ap-
plications. 

(4) Multi-State and National appli-
cants not selected for funding due to 
low priority rating will be notified by 
the National Office. 

(c) Low priority applications. Applica-
tions that cannot be funded in the fis-
cal year received will not be retained 
for consideration in the following fiscal 
year and will be handled as outlined in 
paragraph (a)(4) or (b)(4) of this sec-
tion. 
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§ 1775.13 Grant agreement. 

Applicants selected for funding will 
complete a grant agreement, RUS 
Guide 1775–1, which outlines the terms 
and conditions of the grant award. 

§§ 1775.14–1775.17 [Reserved] 

§ 1775.18 Fund disbursement. 

Grantees will be reimbursed as fol-
lows: 

(a) SF–270, ‘‘Request for Advance or 
Reimbursement,’’ will be completed by 
the grantee and submitted to either 
the State or National Office not more 
frequently than monthly. 

(b) Upon receipt of a properly com-
pleted SF–270, the funds will be re-
quested through the field office ter-
minal system. Ordinarily, payment will 
be made within 30 days after receipt of 
a proper request for reimbursement. 

(c) Grantees are encouraged to use 
women- and minority-owned banks (a 
bank which is owned at least 50 percent 
by women or minority group members) 
for the deposit and disbursement of 
funds. 

§ 1775.19 Grant cancellation or major 
changes. 

Any change in the scope of the 
project, budget adjustments of more 
than 10 percent of the total budget, or 
any other significant change in the 
project must be reported to and ap-
proved by the approval official by writ-
ten amendment to RUS Guide 1775–1. 
Any change not approved may be cause 
for termination of the grant. 

§ 1775.20 Reporting. 

(a) Grantees shall constantly mon-
itor performance to ensure that time 
schedules are being met, projected 
work by time periods is being accom-
plished, and other performance objec-
tives are being achieved. 

(b) SF–269, ‘‘Financial Status Report 
(short form),’’ and a project perform-
ance activity report will be required of 
all grantees on a quarterly basis, due 30 
days after the end of each calendar 
quarter. 

(c) A final project performance report 
will be required with the last SF–269 
due 90 days after the end of the last 
quarter in which the project is com-

pleted. The final report may serve as 
the last quarterly report. 

(d) All multi-State grantees are to 
submit an original of each report to 
the National Office. Grantees serving 
only one State are to submit an origi-
nal of each report to the State Office. 
The project performance reports should 
detail, preferably in a narrative for-
mat, activities that have transpired for 
the specific time period and shall in-
clude, but not be limited to, the fol-
lowing: 

(1) A comparison of actual accom-
plishments to the objectives estab-
lished for that period (i.e. number of 
meetings held, number of people con-
tacted, results of activity); 

(2) Analysis of challenges or setbacks 
that occurred during the grant period; 

(3) Copies of fliers, news releases, 
news articles, announcements and 
other information used to promote 
services or projects; 

(4) Problems, delays, or adverse con-
ditions which will affect attainment of 
overall project objectives, prevent 
meeting time schedules or objectives, 
or preclude the attainment of par-
ticular project work elements during 
established time periods. This disclo-
sure shall be accompanied by a state-
ment of the action taken or planned to 
resolve the situation; and 

(5) Activities planned for the next re-
porting period. 

§ 1775.21 Audit or financial state-
ments. 

The grantee will provide an audit re-
port or financial statements as follows: 

(a) Grantees expending $500,000 or 
more Federal funds per fiscal year will 
submit an audit conducted in accord-
ance with OMB Circular A–133. The 
audit will be submitted within 9 
months after the grantee’s fiscal year.
