[7 US.C. 2026] (aX1) The Secretary may enter into
contracts with or make grants to public or private organizations or
2gencies under this soction to undertake rescarch thas wil help
prove the administration and effectiveness of the supplemental nu-
trition assistance program in delivering nutrition-related benefits.
