42 USC 15601 SEC. 2. FINDINGS.

Congress makes the following findings:

(1) 2,100,146 persons were incarcerated in the United -
States at the end of 2001: 1,324,465 in Federal and State
prisons and 631,240 in county and local jails. In 1999, there
were more than 10,000,000 separate admissions to and dis-
charges from prisons and jails. )

(2) Insufficient research has been conducted and insuffi-
cient data reported on the extent of prison rape. However,
experts have conservatively estimated tll'iat at least 13 percent
of the inmates in the United States have been sexually
assaulted in prison. Many inmates have suffered repeated
assaults. Under this estimate, nearly 200,000 inmates now
incarcerated have been or will be the victims of prison rape.
The total number of inmates who have been sexually assaulted
in the past 20 years likely exceeds 1,000,000.

(3) Inmates with mental illness are at increased risk of
sexual victimization. America’s jails and prisons house muore
mentally ill individuals than all of the Nation psychiatric
hospitals combined. As many as 16 percent of inmates in State

risons and jails, and 7 percent of Federal inmates, suffer
rom mental illness.

(4) Young first-time offenders are at increased rigk of sexual
victimization. Juveniles are 5 times more likely to be sexually
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assaulted in adult rather than juvenile facilities—often within
the first 48 hours of incarceration.

(5) Most prison staff are not adequately trained or prepared
to prevent, report, or treat inmate sexual assaults.

(6) Prison rape often goes unreported, and inmate victims
often receive inadequate treatment for the severe physical and
psy(ﬁmlog‘lcal effects of sexual assault—if they receive treatment
at all.

(7) HIV and AIDS are major public health problems within
America’s correctional facilities. In 2000, 25,088 inmates in
Federal and State prisons were known to be infected with
HIV/AIDS. In 2000, HIV/AIDS accounted for more than 6 per-
cent of all deaths in Federal and State prisons. Infection rates
for other sexually transmitted diseases, tuberculosis, and hepa-
titis B and C are also far greater for prisoners than for the
American population as.a whole. Prison rape undermines the
public health by contributing to the spread of these diseases,
and often giving a potential. death sentence to its victims. .

(8) Prison rape endangers the public safety by making
brutalized inmates more likely to commit crimes when they
are released—as 600,000 inmates are each year. i )

(9) The frequently interracial character of prison sexual
assaults significantly exacerbates interracial tensions, both
within prison and, upon release of perpetrators and victims
from prison, in the community at large. :

(10) Prison rape increases the level of homicides and other
violence against inmates and staff, and the risk of insurrections
and riots. . ) e .

(11) Victims of prison rape suffer severe physical and
psychological effects that hinder their ability to integrate into
the community and maintain stable employment upon their
release from prison. They are thus more liﬂe]y to become home-
less and/or require government assistance.

(12) Members of the public and government officials are
largely unaware of the epidemic character of prison rape and -
the day-to-day horror experienced by victimized inmates. ’

(13) The high incidence of sexual assault within prisons
involves actual and potential violations of the United States
Constitution. In Farmer v. Brennan, 511 U.S. 825 (1994), the
Supreme Court ruled that deliberate indifference to the
substantial risk of sexual assault violates prisoners’ rights
under the Cruel and Unusual Punishments Clause of the
Eighth Amendment. The Eighth Amendment rights of State
and local prisoners are protected through the Due Process
Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment. Pursuant to the power
of Congress under Section Five of the Fourteenth Amendment,
Congress may take action to enforce those rights in States
where officials have demonstrated such indifference. States that
do not take basic steps to abate prison rape by adopting stand-
ards that do not generate significant additional expenditures
demonstrate such indifference. Therefore, such States are not
entitled to the same level of Federal benefits as other States.

(14) The high incidence of prison rape undermines the
effectiveness and efficiency of United States Government
expenditures through grant programs such as those dealing
with health care; mental health care; disease prevention; crime
prevention, investigation, and prosecution; prison construction,
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maintenance, and operation; race relations; poverty; unemploy-
ment and homelessness. The effectiveness and efficiency of
these federally funded grant programs are compromised by
the failure of State officials to adopt policies and procedures
that reduce the incidence of prison rape in that the high
incidence of prison rape—

{A) increases the costs incurred by Federal, State, and
local jurisdictions to administer their prison systems;

(B) increases the levels of viclence, directed at inmates
and at staff, within prisons;

(C) increases health care expenditures, both inside and
outside of prison systems, and reduces the effectiveness
of disease prevention programs by substantially increasing
the incidence and spread of HIV, AIDS, tuberculosis, hepa-
titis B and C, and other diseases;

(D) increases mental health care expenditures, both
ingide and outside of prison systems, by substantially
increasing the rate of post-traumatic stress disorder,
depression, suicide, and the exacerbation of existing mental
illnesses among current and former inmates;

(E) increases the risks of recidivism, civil strife, and
viclent crime by individuals who have been brutalized by
prison rape; and

(F) increases the level of interracial tensions and strife
within prisons and, upon release of perpetrators and viec-
tims, in the community at large.

(15) The high incidence of prison rape has a significant
effect on interstate. commerce because it increases
substantially—

(A) the costs incurred by Federal, State, and local
jurisdictions to administer their prison systems;

(B) the incidence and spread of HIV, AIDS, tuber-
culosis, hepatitis B and C, and other diseases, contributing
to increased health and medical expenditures throughout
the Nation;

(C) the rate of post-traumstic stress disorder, depres-
sion, suicide, and the exacerbation of existing mental ill-
nesses among current and former inmates, contributing
to increased health and medical expenditures throughout
the Nation; and

(D) the risk of recidivism, civil strife, and viclent crime
by individuals who have been brutalized by prison rape.

42 USC 156602, SEC. 3. PURPOSES.

The purposes of this Act are to—

(1) establish a zero-tolerance standard for the incidence
of prison rape in prisons in the United States;

(2) make the prevention of prison rape a top priority in
each prison system;

(3) develop and implement national standards for the detec-
tion, prevention, reduction, and punishment of prison rape;

(4) increase the available data and information on the
incidence of prison rape, consequently improving the manage-
ment and administration of correctional facilities;

(5) standardize the definitions used for collecting data on
the incidence of prison rape;
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(6) increase the accountability of prison officials who fail
to detect, prevent, reduce, and punish prison rape;

(7) protect the Eighth Amendment rights of Federal, State,
and local prisoners;

(8) increase the efficiency and effectiveness of Federal
expenditures through grant programs such as those dealing
with health care; mental health care; disease prevention; crime
preventmn, 1nvest1gatmn, and prosecutlon prison construction,
maintenance, and operation; race relations; poverty; unemploy-
ment; and homelessness; and -

(9) reduce the costs that pnson rape imposes on interstate
commerce.

SEC. 4. NATIONAL PRISON RAPE STAT.ISTICS DATA, AND RESEARCH

(a) ANNUAL COMPREHENSIVE STATISTICAL REVIEW.—

The selection of facilities
for sampling shall be made at the latest practicable date prior
to conducting the surveys and shall not be disclosed to any
facility or prison system official prior to the time period studied
in the survey.

(B) TESTIMONY AT HEARINGS.—

(3) DATA ADJUSTMENTS.—In preparing the information
specified in paragraph (2), the Attorney General shall use estab-
lished statistical methods to adjust the data as necessary to
account for differences among institutions in the representative
sample, which are not related to the detection, prevention,
reduction and punishment of prison rape, or which are outside
the control of the State, prisen, or prison system, in order
to provide an accurate comparison among prisons. Such dif-
ferences may include the mission, security level, size, and juris-
diction under which the prison operates. For each such adjust-
ment made, the Attorney General shall identify and explain
such adjustment in the report.

(4) CATEGORIZATION OF PRISONS.—The report shall divide
the prisons surveyed into three categories. One category shall
be composed of all Federal and State prisons. The other two
categories shall be defined by the Attorney General in order
to compare similar institutions.

The
third NSYC study will begin in 2017, and
over 19,000 young people will be asked to
take part.

Your child’s answers will be private
and anonymous.

If IRB or any
other type of review is required, | would like to obtain a copy of the review procedures and
necessary forms so we can start completing them as soon as possible.

2. Security clearances for Westat staff: | need to identify any special requirements for the
survey team to gain access to the facilities, for example, background checks. If there are special
procedures or forms to be completed, | would like to get copies of these materials.

3. Mandatory reporting procedures: We consider our survey teams to be mandatory reporters
when youth make verbal allegations of abuse or harm, and therefore we will comply with all
state and local reporting requirements. We would like to review any written guidelines
pertaining to mandatory reporting for individuals housed in juvenile facilities. For example, we
would be looking for information on types of allegations that must be reported and how the
reports should be submitted including what office should receive the reports, what medium
(e.g., hardcopy, electronic) we will use, and what information to include in the reports.

4. Consent procedures: NSYC can implement various strategies to obtain consent for minors to
participate in the study:

A. In loco parentis, in which the agency or facility provides consent in lieu of the
parent/guardian. This procedure has been approved by Westat’s IRB in cases where the
agency or facility is willing to accept responsibility for providing consent. It was used
successfully in the previous NSYC studies and found to lessen the burden on facility staff
and increase response rates. If the agency or facility wishes to notify parents/guardians
about the study, Westat is able to assist with contacting them by mail and/or telephone.

B. Active parent/guardian consent, in which written or verbal consent is required from
the parent/guardian of each youth. This procedure was also successfully used in the
previous NSYC studies. It does require relatively more involvement by the liaison and
facility staff. For example, we would need to define the contact strategy (e.g., mail,
telephone, face- to-face) and schedule, assign responsibilities to Westat, facility, and
state staff for producing materials (e.g., letters, case status forms, instructions),
contacting

households, and tracking results. Westat is willing to take responsibility for as much of
this process as possible.

5. Counseling procedures: Since some of the survey questions ask about sensitive topics, our
IRB requires that facility counselors and outside counselors are available if youth request
services. We will need to identify appropriate options for providing external counselors (e.g.,
someone from the agency central office).

6. Documentation: Before we contact facilities, we will need documentation that the
(state/agency) has agreed to support NSYC.

The Bureau of Justice Statistics (BJS) carries
out the National Survey of Youth in
Custody (NSYC) in response to the Prison
Rape Elimination Act of 2003 (P.L. 108-79)
(PREA). The Act requires BJS to collect data
on the prevalence of sexual victimization of
youth living in juvenile correctional facilities
according to the prevalence of sexual
victimization.

BJS conducted the first NSYC study in 2008;
over 10,000 youth from almost 200 facilities
nationwide took part. In 2012, the second
NSYC study (NSYC-2) was conducted, and
nearly 10,000 youth from 326 facilities across
the nation participated.

Adjudicated youth in state facilities or
placed by the state in non-state facilities
are eligible to participate.

Minors will be asked to take part in the
study only if (1) the state or facility provides
consent in loco parentis or (2) a legal guardian
provides consent. Minors (with consent)
and adult youth will be asked to complete
an interview.

The NSYC interview is done on a
computer. Youth spend about 30 minutes
completing the survey.

All data files
will be submuitted with a comprehensive codebook, user manual, sample design, data
collection procedures, response rate analyses, editing procedures, and mputation

The following five data files will be provided:

1. A restricted-use data file for Enclave access only, which will provide final data
trom the core sexual victimization survey.

2. A restricted-use data file for Enclave access only, which will contain all data
trom the core sexual victimization survey and the facility survey completed by
facility administrators, and calculated facility-level data derived from the core

survey.
3. An unrestricted public-use file will provide the final data from the facility survey.

BJS will work with Westat to conduct a disclosure analysis of the NSYC-3 data for the
restricted- and public-use data files and to define the procedures for access to the
restricted-use data. All files will be subject to data disclosure rules outlined 1n the
disclosure analysis plans (DAP). Westat will conduct the risk analyses and submit the
results of the risk measures, and plans for Statistical Disclosure Control (SDC)
treatments (e.g., data combination, data suppression and data perturbation).

It is the purpose of this subchapter [part| to provide for and encourage the collection and analysis of
statistical information concerning crime, juvenile delinquency, and the operation of the criminal
justice system and related aspects of the civil justice system and to support the development of
information and statistical systems at the Federal, State, and local levels to improve the efforts of
these levels of government to measure and understand the levels of crime, juvenile delinquency, and
the operation of the criminal justice system and related aspects of the civil justice system. The
Bureau shall utilize to the maximum extent feasible State governmental organizations and facilities
responsible for the collection and analysis of criminal justice data and statistics. In carrying out the
provisions of this subchapter [part], the Bureau shall give primary emphasis to the problems of State
and local justice systems.

42 USC " 3732 [Sec. 302.] Bureau of Justice Statistics

(a) Establishment. There is established within the Department of Justice, under the general authority
of the Attorney General, a Bureau of Justice Statistics (hereinafter referred to in this subchapter [part]
as ABureau(@).

(b) Appointment of Director; experience; authority; restrictions. The Bureau shall be headed by a
Director appointed by the President, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate. The Director
shall have had experience in statistical programs. The Director shall have final authority for all
grants, cooperative agreements, and contracts awarded by the Bureau. The Director shall report to
the Attorney General through the Assistant Attorney General. The Director shall not engage in any
other employment than that of serving as Director; nor shall the Director hold any office in, or act
in any capacity for, any organization, agency, or institution with which the Bureau makes any contract
or other arrangement under this Act.

(c) Duties and functions of Bureau. The Bureau is authotized toB

(1) make grants to, or enter into cooperative agreements or contracts with public agencies,
institutions of higher education, private organizations, or private individuals for purposes
related to this subchapter [part]; grants shall be made subject to continuing compliance with
standards for gathering justice statistics set forth in rules and regulations promulgated by the
Director;

(2) collect and analyze information concerning criminal victimization, including crimes
against the elderly, and civil disputes;

(3) collect and analyze data that will serve as a continuous and comparable national social
indication of the prevalence, incidence, rates, extent, distribution, and attributes of crime,
juvenile delinquency, civil disputes, and other statistical factors related to crime, civil
disputes, and juvenile delinquency, in support of national, State, and local justice policy and
decisionmaking;

(4) collect and analyze statistical information, concerning the operations of the criminal
justice system at the Federal, State, and local levels;
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(5) collect and analyze statistical information concerning the prevalence, incidence, rates,
extent, distribution, and attributes of crime, and juvenile delinquency, at the Federal, State,
and local levels;

(6) analyze the correlates of crime, civil disputes and juvenile delinquency, by the use of
statistical information, about criminal and civil justice systems at the Federal, State, and local
levels, and about the extent, distribution and attributes of crime, and juvenile delinquency, in
the Nation and at the Federal, State, and local levels;

(7) compile, collate, analyze, publish, and disseminate uniform national statistics concerning
all aspects of criminal justice and related aspects of civil justice, crime, including crimes
against the eldetly, juvenile delinquency, criminal offenders, juvenile delinquents, and civil
disputes in the various States;

(8) recommend national standards for justice statistics and for insuring the reliability and
validity of justice statistics supplied pursuant to this chapter [title];

(9) maintain liaison with the judicial branches of the Federal and State Governments in
matters relating to justice statistics, and cooperate with the judicial branch in assuring as
much uniformity as feasible in statistical systems of the executive and judicial branches;

(10) provide information to the President, the Congtess, the judiciary, State and local
governments, and the general public on justice statistics;

(11) establish or assist in the establishment of a system to provide State and local
governments with access to Federal informational resources useful in the planning,
implementation, and evaluation of programs under this Act;

(12) conduct or support research relating to methods of gathering or analyzing justice
statistics;

(13) provide for the development of justice information systems programs and assistance to
the States and units of local government relating to collection, analysis, or dissemination of
justice statistics;

(14) develop and maintain a data processing capability to support the collection, aggregation,
analysis and dissemination of information on the incidence of crime and the operation of the
criminal justice system;

(15) collect, analyze and disseminate comprehensive Federal justice transaction statistics
(including statistics on issues of Federal justice interest such as public fraud and high
technology crime) and to provide technical assistance to and work jointly with other Federal
agencies to improve the availability and quality of Federal justice data;

(16) provide for the collection, compilation, analysis, publication and dissemination of
information and statistics about the prevalence, incidence, rates, extent, distribution and
attributes of drug offenses, drug related offenses and drug dependent offenders and further
provide for the establishment of a national clearinghouse to maintain and update a
comprehensive and timely data base on all criminal justice aspects of the drug crisis and to
disseminate such information;

(17) provide for the collection, analysis, dissemination and publication of statistics on the
condition and progress of drug control activities at the Federal, State and local levels with
particular attention to programs and intervention efforts demonstrated to be of value in the
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overall national anti- drug strategy and to provide for the establishment of a national
clearinghouse for the gathering of data generated by Federal, State, and local criminal justice
agencies on their drug enforcement activities;

(18) provide for the development and enhancement of State and local criminal justice
information systems, and the standardization of data reporting relating to the collection,
analysis or dissemination of data and statistics about drug offenses, drug related offenses, or

drug dependent offenders;

(19) provide for research and improvements in the accuracy, completeness, and inclusiveness
of criminal history record information, information systems, arrest warrant, and stolen
vehicle record information and information systems and support research concerning the
accuracy, completeness, and inclusiveness of other criminal justice record information;

(20) maintain liaison with State and local governments and governments of other nations
concerning justice statistics;

(21) cooperate in and participate with national and international organizations in the
development of uniform justice statistics;

(22) ensure conformance with security and privacy requirement of section 3789¢g of this title
and identify, analyze, and participate in the development and implementation of privacy,
security and information policies which impact on Federal and State criminal justice
operations and related statistical activities; and

(23) exercise the powers and functions set out in subchapter VIII [part H] of this chapter
[title].

(d) Justice statistical collection, analysis, and dissemination. To insure that all justice statistical
collection, analysis, and dissemination is carried out in a coordinated manner, the Director is
authotized toB

(1) utilize, with their consent, the services, equipment, records, personnel, information, and
facilities of other Federal, State, local, and private agencies and instrumentalities with or
without reimbursement therefor, and to enter into agreements with such agencies and
instrumentalities for purposes of data collection and analysis;

(2) confer and cooperate with State, municipal, and other local agencies;

(3) request such information, data, and reports from any Federal agency as may be required
to carry out the purposes of this chapter [title];

(4) seek the cooperation of the judicial branch of the Federal Government in gathering data
from criminal justice records; and

(5) encourage replication, coordination and sharing among justice agencies regarding
information systems, information policy, and data.
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(e) Furnishing of information, data, or reports by Federal agencies. Federal agencies requested to
furnish information, data, or reports pursuant to subsection (d)(3) of this section shall provide such
information to the Bureau as is required to catry out the purposes of this section.

(f) Consultation with representatives of State and local government and judiciary. In recommending
standards for gathering justice statistics under this section, the Director shall consult with
representatives of State and local government, including, where appropriate, representatives of the

judiciary.
42 USC " 3733 [Sec. 303.] Authority for 100 per centum grants

A grant authorized under this subchapter [part] may be up to 100 per centum of the total cost of
each project for which such grant is made. The Bureau shall require, whenever feasible as a
condition of approval of a grant under this subchapter [part] , that the recipient contribute money,
facilities, or services to carry out the purposes for which the grant is sought.

42 USC " 3735 [Sec. 304.] Use of data

Data collected by the Bureau shall be used only for statistical or research purposes, and shall be
gathered in a manner that precludes their use for law enforcement or any purpose relating to a
particular individual other than statistical or research purposes.

42 USC " 3789 [Sec. 812.] Confidentiality of information

(a) Research of statistical information; immunity from process; prohibition against admission as
evidence or use in any proceedings. Except as provided by Federal law other than this chapter, no
officer or employee of the Federal Government, and no recipient of assistance under the provisions
of this chapter shall use or reveal any research or statistical information furnished under this chapter
by any person and identifiable to any specific private person for any purpose other than the purpose
for which it was obtained in accordance with this chapter. Such information and copies thereof shall
be immune from legal process, and shall not, without the consent of the person furnishing such
information, be admitted as evidence or used for any purpose in any action, suit, or other judicial,
legislative, or administrative proceedings.

(b) Criminal history information; disposition and arrest data; procedures for collection, storage,
dissemination, and current status; security and privacy; availability for law enforcement, criminal
justice, and other lawful purposes; automated systems: review, challenge, and correction of
information. All criminal history information collected, stored, or disseminated through support
under this chapter shall contain, to the maximum extent feasible, disposition as well as arrest data
where arrest data is included therein. The collection, storage, and dissemination of such information
shall take place under procedures reasonably designed to insure that all such information is kept
current therein; the Office of Justice Programs shall assure that the security and privacy of all
information is adequately provided for and that information shall only be used for law enforcement
and criminal justice and other lawful purposes. In addition, an individual who believes that criminal
history information concerning him contained in an automated system is inaccurate, incomplete, or
maintained in violation of this chapter, shall, upon satisfactory verification of his identity, be entitled
to review such information and to obtain a copy of it for the purpose of challenge or correction.
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(c) Criminal intelligence systems and information; prohibition against violation of privacy and
constitutional rights of individuals. All criminal intelligence systems operating through support under
this chapter shall collect, maintain, and disseminate criminal intelligence information in conformance
with policy standards which are prescribed by the Office of Justice Programs and which are written
to assure that the funding and operation of these systems furthers the purpose of this chapter and to
assure that such systems are not utilized in violation of the privacy and constitutional rights of
individuals.

(d) Violations; fine as additional penalty. Any person violating the provisions of this section, or of
any rule, regulation, or order issued thereunder, shall be fined not to exceed $10,000, in addition to
any other penalty imposed by law.

Data Security Plan

The security of project data is of the utmost importance to Westat. Therefore, as part of our research
proposal, this Data Security Plan outlines the steps to be taken to ensure the confidentiality of study
data and the anonymity of respondents at all stages in the transfer, collection, and processing of files.
This Data Security Plan reflects the objective of all Westat IT security policies and practices, which is to
protect systems and data from a wide range of risks, to comply with the various legislative and
contractual requirements of clients, and to educate staff regarding their responsibilities to comply with
these policies.

Data Access Restricted to Authorized Users

Per Westat Information Technology and Systems (ITS) Security Policy and Best Practices (Section 2),
access to network storage areas, files, and other resources are controlled through the use of directory
and file access rights, which are granted to specifically authorized users. Those users are assigned
privileges based on the functions of the users within each application. For example, resource privileges
and data definition privileges are restricted to technical staff, and database administration accounts are
assigned only to trained, authorized senior staff. Westat identification and authentication policy and
procedures are discussed in Sections 3-4. ITS Section 3 discusses network and communications security,
including password, encryption, and related policies. ITS Section 4 discusses personnel security, and
includes identification and authentication policies. These policies are reviewed annually by the
Corporate Officer for Systems Security (COSS) who coordinates review with technical committees and
corporate management as appropriate.

As described in the Westat Information Technology and Systems (ITS) Security Policy and Best Practices,
information is protected at rest and during transmission by the use of various encryption technologies
such as disk encryption, file encryption, TLS/SSL, digital certificates and digital signatures.

Restrictions on Direct Identifying Information
The following discusses the projects approach to specific data restriction on direct identifying
information such as names and addresses.

e must be kept in a data file separate from the other subject data
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e only one file containing those data

e stored on a computer located in a locked room with access limited to persons authorized to use
the data

e should be stored in an encrypted format

e Removable electronic storage media such as diskettes, CD-ROMs, and USB storage devices must
be encrypted and stored in a locked cabinet.

e Paper files, recording devices, and tapes also must be stored in a secure/locked cabinet.

e subject data must not be accessible through the Internet

Per Westat Information Technology and Systems (ITS) Security Policy and Best Practices (Section 1),
access to Westat facilities is controlled at all times through the use of magnetic key cards assigned to
individual staff; certain contracted consultants, and, in a few cases, selected vendor staff with
established long-term business relationships. Some internal spaces such as computer centers have
additional magnetic card key locks; others are secured with combination locks.

Per Section 2, information in hard copy form, including information system output, is kept in locked
cabinets or spaces when not in use. Media containing sensitive information are securely stored in rooms
and/or desks, filing cabinets, or other containers. High-security cabinets with additional locks and bars
are available if necessary. Large volumes of sensitive media are stored in designated "field rooms",
which are controlled access spaces.

Destruction of Confidential Data

Confidential data will be destroyed by date stipulated in Westat IRB submission. Per Westat Information
Technology and Systems (ITS) Security Policy and Best Practices (Section 2), media that contain data are
sanitized by degaussing, low-level formatting, or other destructive methods. Hardcopy media
containing sensitive information are shredded and recycled. Secure bulk shredding services are
provided, with secure shredding bins available for hardcopy materials in most Westat

facilities. Per Westat Network Technical Services Operating Standards and Procedures, tape media are
degaussed using a Proton 8000 magnetic media degausser; an itemized listing of tape identifiers is
created and a transmittal letter sent to a local media destruction vendor who then transport the tapes
to their facility for shredding. After the materials are destroyed a confirmation letter is returned to
Westat certifying final destruction. GDisk is used to destroy information stored on hard disk drives by
erasing the master boot record, removing any existing partition(s), and reformatting the drive three
times. Other digital media are stored in a padlocked container then degaussed and destroyed in bulk, in
the same manner as backup tapes except that no transmittal letter is prepared.

Data Flow

The information system resides within and is hosted by Westat’s corporate network. System
components are in secured and controlled spaces. All access is controlled by authentication methods to
validate the approved users. Encryption products used to protect system data, where encryption is
required, are FIPS 140-2 validated and certified. The project information flow is described below.
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Incoming data
Personal identifying information about potential youth respondents and their parents/guardians
are introduced to Westat through to types of data collection instruments.

e Youth Roster
e Guardian Information Form (GIF)

The Youth Roster will contain the name of the youth’s living unit, admission date to the facility, a
code for most serious offense for which the youth was assigned to the facility, the youth’s race
and ethnicity, gender, date of birth, and age grouping (Adult or minor).

The GIF will contain the youth’s date of birth (to match with roster), name, parent or guardian’s
name, address, and phone number.

The Youth Roster and GIF will be submitted via 3 possible methods; secure website, secure
password protected Fax, or mail.

Secure Website Submission

Only authorized Westat staff and authorized facility contacts will be granted rights to
login to the secure file submission website. Users will login to the website using unique
user names and strong passwords. Designated facility contacts will upload the
electronic roster and GIF files to the submission website. The files will be stored in a
secure database that can only be accessed by authorized Westat project staff. The
designated facility contacts will only be authorized to see rosters and GIFs they have
submitted and will not be able to see or download data from facilities other than their
own. Rosters and GIFs will be downloaded to the NSYC Consent Management secure
network folders by Westat authorized staff. Rosters will be reviewed by designated
Westat staff and processed into the master Consent Management database which is
stored on a secure project server.

§3732. Bureau of Justice Statistics
(a) Establishment

There iz established within the Department of
Justice, under the general authority of the At-
torney General, a Burean of Justice Statistics
(hereinafter referred to in thie subchapter as
“Rureau’).

{b) Appointment of Director; experience; author-
ity; restrictions

The Bureau shall be headed by a Director ap-
pointed by the President, by and with the advice
and conzent of the Senate. The Director shall
have had experience in statistical programs. The
Director shall have final authority for all
grante, cooperative agreementz, and contracts
awarded by the Bureau. The Director ghall be re-
aponsible for the integrity of data and statistics
and shall protect against improper or illegal use
or disclosure. The Director shall report Lo the
Attorney General through the Assistant Attor-
ney General. The Director ghall not engage in
any other employment than that of serving as
Director; nor shall the Director hold any office
in, or act in any capacity for, any organization,
agency, or institution with which the Bureau
makes any contract or other arrangement under
this Act.

(¢} Duties and functions of Bureau

The Bureau iz authorized to

(1) make grants to, or enter into cooperative
agreements or contracts with public agencies,
institutions of higher education, private orga-
nizations, or private individuals for purposes
related to thizs subchapter, grants shall be
made subject to continuing compliance with
standards for gathering justice statizticz =et
forth in rules and regulations promulgated by
the Director;

(3) collect and analyze data that will zerve
as a continuous and comparable national so-
clal indication of the prevalence, incidence,
rates, extent, dizstribution, and attributes of
crime, juvenile delinguency, civil disputes,
and other statistical factorg related to crime,
civil disputes, and juvenile delinguency, in
support of national, State, and local justice
policy and decisionmaking,

(4) collect and analyze statistical informa-
tion, concerning the operations of the crimi-
nal justice syetem at the Federal, State, and
local levels;

(5) collect and analyze statistical informa-
tion concerning the prevalence, incidence,
rates, extent, distribution, and attributes of
crime, and juvenile delinguency, at the Fed-
eral, State, and local levels;

(6) analyze the correlates of crime, eivil dis-
putes and juvenile delinguency, by the use of
statistical information, about criminal and
civil justice systems at the Federal, State, and
local levels, and about the extent, distribution
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and attributez of crime, and juvenile delin-
guency, in the Nation and at the Federal,
State, and local levels;

(T) compile, collate, analyze, publish, and
disseminate uniform national statistics con-
cerning all aspects of criminal justice and re-
lated aspects of civil justice, crime, including
crimeg againet the elderly, juvenile delin-

quency, criminal offenders, juvenile delin-
quents, and civil disputes in the wvarious
States;

(8) recommend national standards for justice
statistice and for insuring the reliability and
validity of justice statizstics supplied pursuant
to this chapter;

(% maintain  laison with the judicial
branches of the Federal and State Govern-
ments in matters relating to justice statistics,
and cooperate with the judicial branch in as-
suring as much uniformity as feasible in sta-
tistical aystems of the executive and judicial
branches;

{10y provide information to the President,
the Congress, the judiciary, State and local
governments, and the general public on justice
etatistics;

(11} establish or assist in the establishment
of a ayatem to provide State and local govern-
ments with access to Federal informational
resources usefnl in the planning, implementa-
tion, and evaluation of programe under this
Act;

{12} conduct or support research relating to
methods of gathering or analyzing justice sta-
tistics;

(13y provide for the development of justice
information syetems programs and assistance
to the States and units of local government
relating to collection, analysis, or dissemina-
tion of justice statistics;

(14) develop and maintain a data processing
capability to support the collection, aggerega-
tion, analysis and diszemination of informa-
tion on the incidence of crime and the oper-
ation of the criminal justice system;

{15) collect, analyze and dizsseminate compre-
hensive Federal justice transaction statistics
{including stalistics on i=zsues of Federal jus-
tice interest such as public fraud and hich
technology crime) and to provide technical as-
sistance to and work jointly with other Fed-
eral agencieg to improve the availability and
quality of Federal justice data;

clearinghouse for the gathering of data gen-
erated by Federal, State, and local criminal
justice agencies on their drug enforcement ac-

hancement of State and local criminal justice
information systems, and the standardization
of data reporting relating to the collection,
analysiz or dizzemination of data and statis-
tice about drug offenses, drug related offenszes,
or drug dependent offenders;

(19} provide for improvements in the accu-
racy, quality, timeliness, immediate acces-
eibility, and integration of State criminal his-
tory and related records, support the develop-
ment and enhancement of national systems of
criminal hiztory and related records including
the National Instant Criminal Background
Checlk System, the National Incident-Based
Reporting Syatem, and the records of the Na-
tional Crime Information Center, facilitate
State participation in national records and in-
formation systems, and support statistical re-
search for critical analysis of the lmprove-
ment and utilization of criminal history
records;

(20} maintain liaison with State and local
govermments and governments of other na-
tions concerning juatice statistics;

21y cooperate in and participate with na-
tional and international organizations in the
development of uniform justice statistics;

(22) ensure conformance with security and
privacy requirement of section 3789z of this
title and identify, analyze, and participate in
the development and implementation of pri-
vacy, security and information policies which
impact on Federal and State criminal juatice
operations and related statistical activities;
and

(23) exercise the powerz and functionz zet
out in subchapter VIII of this chapter.

{(d) Justice statistical collection, analysis, and

dissemination
To insure that all justice statistical collec-

tion, analyeis, and disgemination is carried out

in a coordinated manner, the Director is author-
ized to—

(1) utilize, with their consgent, the zervices,
equipment, records, personnel, information,
and facilities of other Federal, State, local,
and private agencies and instrumentalities
with or without reimbursement therefor, and
to enter into agreements with such agencies
and instrumentalitiese for purpozes of data col-
lection and analysis,

(2) confer and cooperate with State, munici-
pal, and other local agencies;

(3) request such information, data, and re-
ports from any Federal agency as may be re-
quired to carry out the purposes of this chap-
ter;,

(1) seek the cooperation of the judicial
branch of the Federal Government in gather-
ing data from criminal justice records;

(5) encourage replication, coordination and
sharing among justice agencies regarding in-
formation systems, information policy, and
data; and
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(6) confer and cooperate with Federal statiz-
tical agencies as needed to carry out the pur-
pozes of this eubchapter, including by entering
into cooperative data sharing agreementz in
conformity with all laws and regulations ap-
plicable to the disclosure and use of data.

(e} Furnishing of information, data, or reports by

Federal agencies
Federal agencies requested to furnish informa-

tion, data, or reports pursuant to subzection

{d¥3) of this section shall provide such informa-

tion to the Bureau as iz required to carry out

the purpozes of this section.

(f) Consultation with representatives of State
and loeal government and judiciary

In recommending standards for gathering jus-
tice etatiztice under this section, the Director
shall consult with representatives of State and
local government, including, where appropriate,
representatives of the judiciary.

Introduction

This memo presents the methods and results from the Pilot test for the third National Survey of
Youth in Custody (NSYC-3). The Pilot was conducted in February and March 2017. The goals of
the Pilot test were to: (1) assess the length of time to complete the survey, (2) test the skip
patterns and routing instructions for youth assigned to each version of the survey, and

(3) determine whether any specific items were problematic.

In the remainder of this memo, we describe the conclusions of the Pilot test in more detail
including an overview of the methodology and results, presentation of selected descriptive
findings, and a summary of our recommendations.

Methodology

This section provides an overview of the research methodology, including brief descriptions of
the data collection procedures, survey instruments, and review of the skip patterns and routing.

Data Collection

Experienced NSYC-2 field staff visited six residential juvenile facilities. Facility staff escorted

161 youth to the interview rooms; of these, 151 completed a survey. Youth were assigned to either
the NSYC-core or NSYC-A instruments based on the following algorithm — the first case in a
facility was assigned to NSYC-A and every 6th case thereafter (e.g., cases 1, 7, 13, 19 etc.). All
others were assigned the NSYC-core survey. This resulted in 126 youth (83%) completing the
NSYC-core survey and 25 (17%) the NSYC-A survey. Details on the data collection procedures
are in the NSYC-3 pilot test procedures memo submitted to BJS on 04/13/2017.



Survey Instruments

The NSYC-core contains 488 items and NSYC-A contains 260 items. Table 1 shows the
number of items per section and the constructs measured. Figure 1 illustrates the routing paths
of the two instruments and the padding instructions.

The NSYC-A instrument comprises Sections A, B, and F from the NSYC-core instrument,
plus Section G. Youth sampled for the NSYC-core survey are also routed to Section G when
they complete Sections A, B, C, D, E, and F, in less than 35 minutes. This routing is done to
extend the survey administration time to 35 minutes so that all youth spend a similar time
taking the survey regardless of whether or not they report sexual victimization.

This section provides findings on four aspects of the pilot test survey: (1) checking the skip

patterns of the questionnaire, (2) survey timings, (3) nonresponse patterns, and (4) variation in the
items. Note that frequencies for all NSYC-core and NSYC-A survey items can be found in a

separate attachment, Appendix A.




Checking Skip Patterns and Routing

One goal of the NSYC-3 pilot test was to test the skip patterns and routing instructions for youth
assigned to each version of the survey. While the team had conducted extensive in-house testing
of the skips prior to the pilot, the pilot offered an opportunity to check the skips for paths that
would occur in the actual survey. The patterns were checked in two ways. One was to check the
skip patterns for each of the respondents. This was done by two reviewers observing the raw data
in an Excel spreadsheet. The second method was by checking frequencies and cross tabulations in
SAS.

These reviews revealed two inconsistencies. The first inconsistency was related to an incorrect
timing specification. For the NSYC-core, the ACASI program tracked the elapsed time from the
start of the Tutorial to the end of Section F and at the end of each subsections in Section G. The
threshold specifications for total elapsed time is 35 minutes, i.e., if less than 35 minutes, the
ACASI program continues to the next section (i.e., from F to G or to the next topic in G) to pad
the time. When the elapsed time is 35 minutes or more at any of these time checks, the ACASI is
routed to the Debriefing section. The pilot test, however, used a 30-minute threshold for routing
youth from Section F to Section G and 33 minutes for continuing to subsequent topics within
Section G. This programming specification error caused the ACASI for six youth to have less
padding than intended. Due to the small number of youth affected, there was a negligible effect
on the overall timing calculations.

The second inconsistency required a minor correction in the programming for items F340C by
F350C. F340C is an item that asks if the youth had been in a group home, foster home, or
independent living program. If the answer to this is ‘yes’, the youth is asked how many times they
had been in this type of place. Cross tabulations of these items revealed that the skip logic did not
work correctly. For example, there were 19 yes responses on F340C that should have values for
F350C but they were shown as missing.

As an additional check on the skip patterns, the review team verified the routing for the sexual
victimization variables. NSYC-1 and -2 reports focused on three measures of sexual victimization
to generate national estimates: forced sexual victimization by another youth (youth-on-youth), any
sexual activity with a staff member (staff sexual misconduct), and any sexual victimization (any
assault). The latter is a combination of the youth-on-youth and staff sexual misconduct measures.
The process is described below and illustrated in Table 2.

1. First, the number of youth assigned to the core survey was broken down by youth sex
and age since these characteristics determine gender- and age-specific items in the
questionnaire. For example, Section C, Battery A sexual victimization wording is
specifically tailored for males and female anatomy when a youth is 15 or older and
more generalized for youth under 15. The correct routing was verified by comparing
counts of youth by sex and age to the responses logged with the associated variables.
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2. Next, reviewers identified the number of youth indicating sexual activity (n=18) based
on items in Section C (Battery A and B) and the perpetrator type (another youth
and/or staff). Nine youth identified another youth, eight selected a staff member, and
one youth refused to answer.

3. Tinally, reviewers evaluated cases where the respondent endorsed another youth as
the perpetrator (n=9) and indicated the use of force. A total of five youth indicated
force.

The skip pattern and routing checks for the sexual victimization variables revealed that all paths
worked correctly.



Survey Timings

The timing data are based on the 151 cases with a status code of “complete.” This includes four
youth that, although they broke off before the end of the survey, met the criteria that defined a
completed interview in NSYC-2 (i.e., through Section C for the NSYC-core, through Section F
for the NSYC-A). Of these four, three broke off while in Section F and one broke off in
Section G.

Timing data for the 126 youth that completed the NSYC-core and 25 youth that completed
NSYC-A are shown in Table 3. The time to complete the survey (Tutorial through Debrief) was
34.9 minutes for NSYC-core and 33.5 for the NSYC-A youth.

Item Nonresponse

All survey items were evaluated for high levels of nonresponse by examining the number of
“don’t know” (DK) or “refused” (RF) replies. Six sets of items (in bold) were identified as having
nonresponse rates of five percent or greater (see Table 4). These are discussed in detail below.

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Race. The first high nonresponse item was youth race (item A080) with a DK/RF rate of
5.3 percent (n=8). In all eight cases, the nonresponse on race was from youth of Hispanic
ethnicity (see Table 5). This pattern is not unusual for a race item, and the survey is currently

following the ‘best practice’ standard of first asking about Hispanic ethnicity before asking about
race. This minimizes the amount of nonresponse to the race item and stays within current OMB

guidelines.

Veracity Check. The second item with high nonresponse was designed as a veracity check to
ensure youth are paying attention as they complete the survey (FF290). The wording of this item
was “For this survey item, select response 2”. While the nonresponse rate for F290 was six
percent, almost 10 percent of all youth selected the incorrect response for this item (see Table 4).
In comparison, a similar veracity check item, “I am reading this survey carefully,” there was no
selection of DK/RF and only one percent (1.32%) selected an incorrect answer. Additional
exploration of F290 did not reveal any significant associated patterns; these patterns included
examining F290 by youth sex and age, facility, instrument type (NSYC-core vs. NSYC-A), sexual
victimization, and key debriefing items, such as if the questions were hard to understand and
pressure to respond. This suggests that youth were confused by how to respond to this item.

Other Items. In Table 4, above, the third (F190), fourth (AF650), fifth (AF670) and six (DB050),
sets of items with higher nonresponse items were related to asking respondents for more details
about a prior response (e.g., who did it; why didn’t you receive letters, etc.). They also deal with
sensitive topics. Item F190 series, “Who did this to you?” is based on response to F170 about
prior physical abuse by a grown up. Item AF650 series, “Why didn’t you receive letters from your
family?” is based on response to AF640 about how often received letters. Item AF670 series,
“Why didn’t you send letters to your family?” is based on response to AF660 about how often
send letters. The item DBO050 series asks about, “Which kinds of questions made you upset?”” and
is based response to DB040 assessing if any of the survey questions were upsetting. While the
nonresponse rate is relatively high for these items (from 6.2% to 22.2%), only 2 to 4 youth chose
not to respond. Given the open-ended and sensitive nature of the items, the higher than average
nonresponse rates are not unusual.



Items with Very Little Variation

Variation across items was evaluated using a standard of five percent of less (<5%). Almost all
survey responses had greater variation than this with the exception of four items designed to
capture low prevalence conditions and one designed as a veracity check (see Table 06).

Items F040, FO60, and FO70 are designed to capture physical disabilities and AF420 is designed to
capture youth placed with a relative, but designated as foster care placement. The selection rate
was very low for these items but expected (0.0% — 2.7%). F110 and AF140 are veracity checks
that had very low anticipated selection (1.3%). It is also important to note that a number of items
designed to measure specific features of sexual victimization had little or no responses due to the
low prevalence of sexual victimization overall.

Selected Frequencies and Cross-tabulations

This section reviews frequencies and tabulations for a few selected variables. The entire set of
frequencies are shown in a separate attachment, Appendix A.

Demographics. Most youth were male (n=129) and 15 or older (n=143) as shown below in
Table 7.

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Youth race and ethnicity. Youth completing the NSYC-3 pilot test instruments were from diverse
ethnic and racial backgrounds (see Table 8.). Almost 17 percent of youth were of Hispanic
ethnicity. The majority of youth were white (59.6%), over one-third black or African American
(35.1%), over 10 percent identified as American Indian or Alaskan Native (AIAS) (11.3%), over

1 percent as Asian (1.3%) and just over 5 percent (5.3%) as Native Hawaiian or other Pacific
Islander (NPHI).

Sexual Orientation and Gender Identity. NSYC-1 and NSYC-2 contained one item for sexual
orientation (SO) and one item for gender identify (GI). Revising the instrument for NSYC-3
provided an opportunity to refine the measurement of SOGI status using a two step-process for
each. For gender identity, youth were first asked, “What sex were you assigned at birth, on your
original birth certificate?” (A90) and then “Do you currently describe yourself as male, female or
transgender?” (A100). The counts of youth by birth sex and GI are presented in Table 9. Results
show that three males at birth identify currently as female, transgender, or something else, and
two females at birth identify currently as transgender.

For sexual orientation, youth were first asked about sexual identity “Do you consider
yourself...gay/lesbian, straight that is not gay, bisexual, something else, ot not sure?” (A110). They
were then asked about sexual attraction “People are different in their sexual attraction to other
people. Which best describes your feelings?” (A120). The counts of youth sexual identity by youth
birth sex are shown in Table 10. Twelve out of 128 males and 14 out of 23 females self-identified
as gay/lesbian, bisexual, something else, not sure, or don’t know (DK). Females were more likely
than males to identify as a category other than straight and this is consistent with results found on
NSYC-1 and -2. It is also evident that youth are using the ‘something else’ and ‘not sure’
categories which provides support for continued inclusion of these categories.

The patterns across these two variables are consistent with what is expected. Male youth
identifying as gay are selecting attraction to only males and mostly males. Male youth identifying as
bisexual are selecting the middle sexual attraction categories. Male youth identifying as straight are
selecting attraction only to females. Youth that identify as something else and not sure and don’t
know (DK) are selecting attraction that is not mutually exclusive. Similar results are evident for
females.

Rates of Sexual Victimization. The rates of sexual victimization for this small, purposively
selected, sample of facilities cannot be generalized to the nation. Nonetheless, we computed rates
to assess whether the answers were similar in nature to prior surveys. Overall rates of
victimization in the NSYC-3 pilot test were consistent with NSYC-2 at just under 10 percent

(see Table 12).

Grooming (New/Modified). In the redesign of NSYC-3 instrument, several existing grooming
items were modified and several others added. The frequency of endorsement of these new and
modified items range from 4.6 percent to 27.8 percent (see Table 13).

Mental Health. To best understand the prevalence of certain mental health conditions, the K6
battery was added to the NSYC-3 survey instrument. The results show that the vast majority of
youth expetienced one or more feelings of depression and/or anxiety over the past 30 days

(see Table 14). Over one-third described having these feeling more often than usual (34.4%). In
contrast, a little over 5 percent of youth (5.3%) report not experiencing any of these symptoms

over the past 30 days.

Solitary Confinement/Isolation. Items about solitary confinement were also added to the
NSYC-3 survey. Over one-third of youth report being isolated/secluded in a room other than
their own (35.8%) and just under half report being confined to their own room (44.4%)

(see Table 15). We are not clear whether this rate is higher than what one would expect and/or
whether the measure is overestimating solitary confinement as intended for the survey. We plan to
discuss this with BJS to see if any further modifications to these items is warranted.

Debriefing (New/Modified). In the redesign of NSYC-3 instrument, several existing debriefing
items were modified and several others added. The frequency of endorsement of these new and
modified items are presented in Table 16. None of the youth reported that the survey was very
hard or hard to understand and the majority of youth agreed that they were glad they had taken
the survey (58.5%).

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Recommendations

We are not recommending any significant changes to the survey process. Overall, the instrument
performed as designed. The youth took about the average time expected (35 minutes) and
provided responses within reasonable ranges. The skip patterns on the computerized instrument
worked as specified with a couple of minor exceptions. Only a single item was found to be
ineffective — a veracity check that instructed the youth “For this survey item, select response 2.”
(Response options were (1) Do not select this one, (2) Select this one, (3) Do not select this one).
This item, F290, did not work as intended and we recommend deleting it.
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
