	Title of Information Collection: Johnson-O'Malley Student Count 
	Purpose: The Johnson-O'Malley (JOM) Supplemental Education Program Modernization Act (Public Law No:115-404) was recently signed into law December 31, 2018. A requirement of the new law is for the Bureau of Indian Education (BIE) to develop and publish a preliminary report providing the number of eligible Indian students served or potentially served by each eligible entity, e.g., Tribes, State Departments of Education and public schools. Therefore, BIE will collect JOM student counts from eligible entities. Information collected will be used for a preliminary report, to inform tribal consultation, and to develop a final collection instrument during rulemaking. The BIE will use an Excel document to collect the information. The form will be sent via email and will be made available on the BIE's website. The data collection process will be open for 30-60 days.

This data collection process is a pre-test for the yearly count that BIE will have to conduct after the JOM regulations are promulgated. The law states that an annual report, including student counts for the JOM program must be published after this initial data collection and preliminary report. The results of rulemaking may affect the type of data the BIE needs to collect, thus we are requesting to utilize the current tool during a pilot data collection process. Once regulations are finalized, the BIE will need to collect information related to the JOM program  on an annual basis, so this initial count and collection instrument are precursors to the final product.
