Purpose

The purpose of this collection is to sample audience satisfaction with community conversation programs
conducted by Lowell National Historical Park (LOWE). These community discussions are collectively entitled
'Lowell Talks' and touch on various thematically-linked topics, such as women in work, industrial society, the
urban environment, human migration, and local Lowell history.

The Lowell Talks series is a program initiative of LOWE that connects visitors with park themes. The topics
and discussions are intended to promote civic engagement with the National Historical Park.
