Eastern South Dakota Culvert Mapper Survey

Purpose

This effort allows culvert data collection via Citizen Science using an online survey developed in
Survey123, an application within ArcGIS Online. Participants can visit a website using a smartphone
and the survey guides them through simple steps to submit culvert information and location data to
an online map. Culvert information is an essential part of accurately modeling surface runoff within a
watershed. Today's most accurate land surface elevation models are typically modified to remove
bridge decks, allowing modeled runoff to flow through road embankments at bridge locations. The
same is not true for culverts, so modeled runoff cannot pass through roadbeds at culvert locations
unless a culvert is hydroenforced. Although some locations have begun inventorying culverts, most
are unmapped. This Citizen Science effort allows participants to contribute important information that
can be used to improve understanding and management of resources within watersheds in eastern
South Dakota.
