This is usually the owner and/or exporter of the product. In some cases, the applicant plant may own the product and also be the consignor. 
 
Block 4: Consignee/Importer - Consignee/ Importer's name and physical address including zip code. The consignee/importer is located in the country of destination. Check that the consignee/importer address is in the same country listed in the "Country of Destination" box. 
 
Block 5: Certificate Number - Pre-printed MP serial number for FSIS Form 9060-5 or the pre-printed CF serial number for FSIS Form 9060-5S. 
 
Block 6: Certificate Type - Select Original or Replacement as appropriate. 
 
Block 7: Export Est. No. - Enter the number, name, and address of the establishment where the product is exported from. This is usually where the product is stamped for export.
