§10132. Bureau of Justice Statistics
(a) Establishment


There is established within the Department of Justice, under the general authority of the Attorney General, a Bureau
of Justice Statistics (hereinafter referred to in this subchapter as "Bureau").


(b) Appointment of Director; experience; authority; restrictions
The Bureau shall be headed by a Director appointed by the President. The Director shall have had experience in


statistical programs. The Director shall have final authority for all grants, cooperative agreements, and contracts
awarded by the Bureau. The Director shall be responsible for the integrity of data and statistics and shall protect
against improper or illegal use or disclosure. The Director shall report to the Attorney General through the Assistant
Attorney General. The Director shall not engage in any other employment than that of serving as Director; nor shall the
Director hold any office in, or act in any capacity for, any organization, agency, or institution with which the Bureau
makes any contract or other arrangement under this Act.


(c) Duties and functions of Bureau
The Bureau is authorized to-


(1) make grants to, or enter into cooperative agreements or contracts with public agencies, institutions of higher
education, private organizations, or private individuals for purposes related to this subchapter; grants shall be made
subject to continuing compliance with standards for gathering justice statistics set forth in rules and regulations
promulgated by the Director;


(2) collect and analyze information concerning criminal victimization, including crimes against the elderly, and civil
disputes;


(3) collect and analyze data that will serve as a continuous and comparable national social indication of the
prevalence, incidence, rates, extent, distribution, and attributes of crime, juvenile delinquency, civil disputes, and
other statistical factors related to crime, civil disputes, and juvenile delinquency, in support of national, State, tribal,
and local justice policy and decisionmaking;


(4) collect and analyze statistical information, concerning the operations of the criminal justice system at the
Federal, State, tribal, and local levels;


(5) collect and analyze statistical information concerning the prevalence, incidence, rates, extent, distribution, and
attributes of crime, and juvenile delinquency, at the Federal, State, tribal, and local levels;


(6) analyze the correlates of crime, civil disputes and juvenile delinquency, by the use of statistical information,
about criminal and civil justice systems at the Federal, State, tribal, and local levels, and about the extent,
distribution and attributes of crime, and juvenile delinquency, in the Nation and at the Federal, State, tribal, and local
levels;


(7) compile, collate, analyze, publish, and disseminate uniform national statistics concerning all aspects of criminal
justice and related aspects of civil justice, crime, including crimes against the elderly, juvenile delinquency, criminal
offenders, juvenile delinquents, and civil disputes in the various States and in Indian country;


(8) recommend national standards for justice statistics and for insuring the reliability and validity of justice statistics
supplied pursuant to this chapter;


(9) maintain liaison with the judicial branches of the Federal Government and State and tribal governments in
matters relating to justice statistics, and cooperate with the judicial branch in assuring as much uniformity as feasible
in statistical systems of the executive and judicial branches;


(10) provide information to the President, the Congress, the judiciary, State, tribal, and local governments, and the
general public on justice statistics;
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(11) establish or assist in the establishment of a system to provide State, tribal, and local governments with access
to Federal informational resources useful in the planning, implementation, and evaluation of programs under this Act;


(12) conduct or support research relating to methods of gathering or analyzing justice statistics;
(13) provide for the development of justice information systems programs and assistance to the States, Indian


tribes, and units of local government relating to collection, analysis, or dissemination of justice statistics;
(14) develop and maintain a data processing capability to support the collection, aggregation, analysis and


dissemination of information on the incidence of crime and the operation of the criminal justice system;
(15) collect, analyze and disseminate comprehensive Federal justice transaction statistics (including statistics on


issues of Federal justice interest such as public fraud and high technology crime) and to provide technical assistance
to and work jointly with other Federal agencies to improve the availability and quality of Federal justice data;


(16) provide for the collection, compilation, analysis, publication and dissemination of information and statistics
about the prevalence, incidence, rates, extent, distribution and attributes of drug offenses, drug related offenses and
drug dependent offenders and further provide for the establishment of a national clearinghouse to maintain and
update a comprehensive and timely data base on all criminal justice aspects of the drug crisis and to disseminate
such information;


(17) provide for the collection, analysis, dissemination and publication of statistics on the condition and progress of
drug control activities at the Federal, State, tribal, and local levels with particular attention to programs and
intervention efforts demonstrated to be of value in the overall national anti-drug strategy and to provide for the
establishment of a national clearinghouse for the gathering of data generated by Federal, State, tribal, and local
criminal justice agencies on their drug enforcement activities;


(18) provide for the development and enhancement of State, tribal, and local criminal justice information systems,
and the standardization of data reporting relating to the collection, analysis or dissemination of data and statistics
about drug offenses, drug related offenses, or drug dependent offenders;


(19) provide for improvements in the accuracy, quality, timeliness, immediate accessibility, and integration of State
and tribal criminal history and related records, support the development and enhancement of national systems of
criminal history and related records including the National Instant Criminal Background Check System, the National
Incident-Based Reporting System, and the records of the National Crime Information Center, facilitate State and
tribal participation in national records and information systems, and support statistical research for critical analysis of
the improvement and utilization of criminal history records;


(20) maintain liaison with State, tribal, and local governments and governments of other nations concerning justice
statistics;


(21) cooperate in and participate with national and international organizations in the development of uniform
justice statistics;


(22) ensure conformance with security and privacy requirement of section 10231 of this title and identify, analyze,
and participate in the development and implementation of privacy, security and information policies which impact on
Federal, tribal, and State criminal justice operations and related statistical activities; and


(23) exercise the powers and functions set out in subchapter VII.


(d) Justice statistical collection, analysis, and dissemination
(1) In general


To ensure that all justice statistical collection, analysis, and dissemination is carried out in a coordinated manner,
the Director is authorized to-


(A) utilize, with their consent, the services, equipment, records, personnel, information, and facilities of other
Federal, State, local, and private agencies and instrumentalities with or without reimbursement therefor, and to
enter into agreements with such agencies and instrumentalities for purposes of data collection and analysis;


(B) confer and cooperate with State, municipal, and other local agencies;
(C) request such information, data, and reports from any Federal agency as may be required to carry out the


purposes of this chapter;
(D) seek the cooperation of the judicial branch of the Federal Government in gathering data from criminal justice


records;
(E) encourage replication, coordination and sharing among justice agencies regarding information systems,


information policy, and data; and
(F) confer and cooperate with Federal statistical agencies as needed to carry out the purposes of this


subchapter, including by entering into cooperative data sharing agreements in conformity with all laws and
regulations applicable to the disclosure and use of data.


(2) Consultation with Indian tribes
The Director, acting jointly with the Assistant Secretary for Indian Affairs (acting through the Office of Justice


Services) and the Director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, shall work with Indian tribes and tribal law
enforcement agencies to establish and implement such tribal data collection systems as the Director determines to
be necessary to achieve the purposes of this section.


(e) Furnishing of information, data, or reports by Federal agencies
Federal agencies requested to furnish information, data, or reports pursuant to subsection (d)(1)(C) shall provide


such information to the Bureau as is required to carry out the purposes of this section.
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(f) Consultation with representatives of State, tribal, and local government and judiciary
In recommending standards for gathering justice statistics under this section, the Director shall consult with


representatives of State, tribal, and local government, including, where appropriate, representatives of the judiciary.


(g) Reports
Not later than 1 year after July 29, 2010, and annually thereafter, the Director shall submit to Congress a report


describing the data collected and analyzed under this section relating to crimes in Indian country.

responsive to crimes against individuals with developmental disabilities; and
"(5) the National Academy of Science Committee on Law and Justice of the National Research


Council is a premier research institution with unique experience in developing seminal, multidisciplinary
studies to establish a strong research base from which to make public policy.
"(b) PURPOSES.-The purposes of this Act are-


"(1) to increase public awareness of the plight of victims of crime who are individuals with
developmental disabilities;


"(2) to collect data to measure the extent of the problem of crimes against individuals with
developmental disabilities; and


"(3) to develop a basis to find new strategies to address the safety and justice needs of victims of
crime who are individuals with developmental disabilities.


"SEC. 3. DEFINITION OF DEVELOPMENTAL DISABILITY.
"In this Act, the term 'developmental disability' has the meaning given the term in section 102 of the


Developmental Disabilities Assistance and Bill of Rights Act of 2000 [42 U.S.C. 15002].

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2  H U M A N  T R A F F I C K I N G  S U R V E Y  P I L O T  T E S T  R E P O R T  


Introduction 


The U.S. Department of Justice’s Bureau of Justice Statistics (BJS) recently funded a new 
program, called the Survey of State Attorney General Offices (SSAGO), to systematically 
assess and describe the organization, structure, responsibilities, and activities of state 
attorney general (AG) offices.  In addition, the surveys will ask about various criminal and civil 
enforcement activities conducted by the offices, such as investigations, prosecutions, and 
criminal proceedings, as well as participation in task forces and policy development. The first 
SSAGO survey to be implemented nationally will gather information on AG offices’ activities 
related to human trafficking, such as specialized units, caseloads, training, and membership on 
task forces and specific human trafficking cases the office investigated and prosecuted.  


As a part of the SSAGO program, the human trafficking survey (SSAGO-HT) was developed 
and piloted with a select group of state AG offices, and will be fielded nationally in early 2019. 
The pilot data collection for this human trafficking survey provided an opportunity to obtain 
feedback from respondents on the survey content, burden and data collection procedures. 
This report describes the development and piloting of the SSAGO-HT.  Recommendations for 
survey revisions will also be included. The SSAGO-HT pilot was conducted in July 2018, and 
data was collected from 3 state AG offices. 


Respondent Selection and Recruitment  


For the SSAGO program data collection effort, all 56 state and territorial AG offices will be 
included on the SSAGO universe list and in the fielding of all the surveys, including this survey 
on human trafficking. 


For the SSAGO-HT survey pilot, the project team identified representatives from 5 state AG 
offices to invite these states to participate in a series of teleconferences for a definitional 
convening on human trafficking, and to be a part of an Advisory Group to comment on the 
structure and the content of the human trafficking survey.  Once the representatives from this 
list of states were identified, these offices were contacted to inquire about their willingness to 
participate in the teleconferences series and the piloting efforts. Teleconference series were 
completed with 4 states that expressed interest and had availability for the teleconferences. 
After that, 5 states which expressed interest and availability, either at the initial reach-out or 
during teleconference series to participate in the piloting of the survey were invited to 
participate in the piloting of the human trafficking survey.  Later one of these offices had to 
drop out of the pilot and was removed from the pilot respondent list.

In the first half of 2018, staff from BJS and the Urban Institute and the aforementioned 
experts and prosecutors held teleconference meetings to define human trafficking and help 
develop a typology of human trafficking offenses, as well as to discuss the contents of the 
survey and provide feedback, including changes to response options, question wording, and 
substantive content.  


During the teleconference meetings, the pilot survey instrument on human trafficking was 
reviewed in detail, including instructions, definitions for the survey, questions, and response 
categories.  


After feedback from BJS and the aforementioned experts and prosecutors were incorporated, 
the updated draft survey was circulated and additional input was solicited by email or phone 
calls from these individuals. 


The draft survey was then formatted to align with other similar surveys conducted by BJS.  
The formatted survey was reviewed by staff from BJS, with suggested formatting changes 
implemented over a period of 8 weeks. Review of the final draft of the questionnaire was an 
iterative process, with a full review of the questionnaire made by BJS each time changes were 
implemented to the content or formatting. 
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Data Collection  
As AG offices were identified and agreed to participate in the pilot, each office was sent a 
softcopy fillable PDF version of the questionnaire via e-mail which described the purpose of 
the pilot survey. The e-mail was signed by the Urban Institute project leads William Adams, 
Yasemin Irvin-Erickson, and project consultant Cindy M. Lott.  
 
Respondents also had the option of scanning and returning the survey by email or U.S post. 
Respondents were asked to return their completed survey by a specific date, three weeks 
from the date that the survey was e-mailed to the AG office contact. 
 
For those AG offices which did not complete the survey by the provided deadline, follow-up 
emails were sent a week later reminding them to return the completed survey.  Urban Institute 
staff also made outreach efforts to one non-responding office.  
 
Upon receipt of a completed survey, staff from the Urban Institute contacted the pilot 
respondent to schedule a telephone debriefing interview, in which responses to the survey 
questions were reviewed.  For those offices in which multiple staff or departments completed 
the survey, the Urban Institute staff scheduled the debriefing interview with the point person 
who completed the majority of the survey. 
 
The debriefing calls included a review of the instructions, question text, response choices 
provided, overall ease of providing information, and the terminology used for each question.  
Additionally, the length of time needed to complete the survey, any difficulty in providing 
information, and preferred modes of completing the survey were discussed on this call. Results 
were recorded by the Urban Institute staff members conducting the debriefing call and were 
reviewed following the call for completeness.  
 
There were two AG offices that provided some additional comments about the human 
trafficking survey via email, at their own discretion.  Debriefing interviews had a range in 
duration from 45 minutes to 60 minutes. 
 
 


Data Review 
The SSAGO-HT pilot was pilot-tested by three state AG offices, with feedback from a fourth 
office (Guam) expected to be forthcoming.  Data shown below focused on the three AG offices 
that have provided survey responses thus far.  Question-specific feedback regarding the 
human trafficking survey instrument is provided in Appendix A of this report.  
 
All survey questions were completed appropriately by each of the three respondents except 
for the following:  
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Office ID & State Unanswered Survey Questions 


01 – TX Q.1, Q.27, Q.28, Q.30 
02 – MA Q. 24, Q.28, Q.30 


03 – CO Q. 24, Q.27, Q.28, Q.30, Q.31, Q.32 


 
The Texas AG office did not answer question 1 of the survey because the respondent indicated 
that data on the number of AAGs in the Texas office was not readily available to her.   The 
Massachusetts and Colorado AG offices were not able to answer survey questions 24 since 
neither office had not opened any labor trafficking cases in the past 12 months.    
 
Both the Texas and Colorado offices were not able to answer survey questions 27 and 28 
because these AG offices had no criminal or civil labor trafficking cases closed in the past 12 
months, nor were they able to answer question 30, since neither had not closed any civil sex 
trafficking cases in the prior 12-month period.  In addition, the Massachusetts AG office was 
not able to answer survey questions 28 and 30 since it has no civil jurisdiction.  Finally, the 
Colorado AG office could not provide answers to question 31 (because the office did not 
receive any labor trafficking referrals over the past year) nor question 32 (because all sex 
trafficking matters referred were prosecuted), and recommended that a “not applicable” 
response option be added for these two questions.    
 
The time required to complete the human trafficking survey ranged from 15-30 minutes, with 
an average time of approximately 23 minutes

Recommendations  


Three out of the four AG offices participating in the pilot returned completed surveys within 
the three-week timeframe provided, with two of these three AG offices returning their 
surveys within two weeks.  Receipt of a completed survey for the fourth AG office (Guam) is 
still pending, due to the contact person at that office being out on extended leave, but is 
expected soon.    
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Offices were asked if a due date would encourage faster response. Pilot respondents reported 
overwhelmingly that a due date would prevent the survey from being deprioritized by their 
office.  Accordingly, we suggest providing a due date for the completion of the survey when it 
is fielded.   In our debriefing interviews, respondents indicated that providing either a 2-week 
or 3-week period for returning surveys was optimal, and that following up with periodic e-mail 
reminders after that would be helpful and effective.  Given that input, we recommend 
providing AG offices 3 weeks to complete the survey, with a total period of 12 weeks expected 
for targeted follow-up with non-responders.   


All three offices participating in the pilot test indicated that it was not too difficult to complete 
the survey and that they thought that the level of effort required was reasonable.  These 
offices reported that it took between 15-30 minutes to complete the survey (with an average 
time of 23 minutes), so we recommend changing the time burden estimate from 30 minutes to 
25 minutes. 


Pilot respondents indicated that the instructions and definitions provided at the beginning of 
the survey instrument were clear and helpful.  One respondent suggested it might be more 
user-friendly to include definitions directly in the survey questions, as applicable, but 
acknowledged that it was important to include the instructions at the front of the survey to 
provide an overview and orientation to the survey.   We recommend retaining the 
“Instructions and Definitions” page in its current format at the front of the survey.       
 
Offices participating in the pilot were asked about the best method in which to contact them.  
All 3 offices reported that an e-mail soft copy survey was preferred, with a preference for 
follow up e-mail outreach as well.  All offices reported that email would be the best method of 
reaching them.  We suggest a multi-mode follow-up strategy that includes e-mail, phone, and 
mail follow-ups.   


All three pilot offices reported that the survey format (fillable PDF) worked fine and was 
preferable to a hard-copy survey sent through the U.S. mail.  One pilot respondent was 
appreciative that the fillable PDF was secured with a password and said it made her more 
comfortable providing responses. Thus, we recommend using the fillable PDF format (with 
password protection) for the full implementation. 


Based on the questions which served to elicit feedback about the survey and the in-depth 
debriefing interviews, the following changes to the main survey instrument are recommended:  


Main Survey  


 Question 3:  


o Change the third response option to “Victim advocates” 


o Change the fourth response option to “Witness experts” 
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 Eliminate Question 4 


 Divide Question 5 into two separate questions: the first asking about jurisdictional 
authority for sex trafficking cases, and the other asking about jurisdictional authority 
for labor trafficking cases.
