For clarification purposes, 'Deisrable Type' includes
any variety similar to Desirables (i.e. Cunard, Forkert, Kiowa, Mandan, Moreland, Morill, Oconee, etc.).

UPON COMPLETION: Read the Certification statement at the bottom of the form and write in/type the Handler/Company name, the
name of individual completing the form and the Handler Number. Then sign in the space provided and fax the form to ,
