Item 1. Company Name: Enter the company's legal name.

Item 4. Euel ID: Enter the EPA assigned Fuel ID. If you do not know it, leave blank.

Item 6. Fuel Properties: To the extent known, provide the highest, lowest, and average concentrations, in weight percent, for
the listed characteristics/properties. Also, mark whether methods of analysis for (a) through (f) are the same as
previously reported.

If not, provide the correct method of analysis for the affected item. For any item for which measurements are not
available, enter "Not Measured." If a standard method of analysis is used, identify it (e.g., ASTM D1319), otherwise
describe the method used on a separate sheet. Please use metric measurements.

Also provide characteristics (g) through (m) for the gasoline or diesel fuel you are reporting.

Item 7. Mechanisms of Action: Self-explanatory.

Item 8. Confidential Business Information: Check the number(s) of those items for which your company asserts a claim of

Iltem 9. Certification: The notification form must be signed and dated by the fuel manufacturer or its authorized agent.
The printed name of the signer and the signer's telephone number should be given. If the form is signed by an
authorized agent, the company must provide a letter authorizing such agent.
