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B.  Collections of Information Employing Statistical Methods

This collection of information does not employ statistical methods.  The data collection is mandated by 42 CFR 71.54.  The importation of infections biological agents, infectious substances, and vectors are regulated by 42 CFR 71.54 and requires that the importation of such materials must be accompanied by a permit issued by CDC.

Respondents are academic institutions and biomedical centers, commercial manufacturing facilities, federal, state, and local laboratories, including clinical and diagnostic laboratories, research facilities, exhibition facilities, and educational facilities to request a permit for the importation, and any subsequent distribution after importation, of biological agents, infectious substances, or vectors of human disease.  The subpopulation are those facilities that will bury/cremate the imported cadaver and educational facilities to request a permit for the importation and subsequent transfers throughout the U.S. of human remains or body parts that contains biological agents, infectious substances, or vectors of human disease.
