The IFQ programs are intended to reduce the race to catch
quotas by allocating individual fishermen quota that can be harvestad throughout the fishing yean The BFT program is intended to limit blusfin tuna landings and discards and provide
fisharmen with incentives to avoid blusfin tuna interactions. The two-year HEC pilot program was intended to evaluate the vizbility of an allocation-based managsment strategy for the
headboat sector. Each program is intended to achieve both conservation and economic goals through more efficient and more profitable harvesting and marketing practices.
