Department of Commerce and U.S. Department of Defense.

 Routine Uses: In addition to those disclosures generally permitted under 5 U.S.C.552a(b) of 
the Privacy Act, records or information contained in this system may be disclosed outside the 
agencies participating in this program as a routine use pursuant to 5 U.S.C. 552a(b)(3) when 
the disclosure is compatible with the purpose for which the records were compiled as 
described under the DOI-05, Interior Volunteer Services File System and OPM/GOVT-1, 
General Personnel Records.
