[bookmark: _Hlk79919669]Consistent with guidance from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the Department of Energy (DOE) is establishing specific safety protocols for fully vaccinated Support Service Contractor Employees and not fully vaccinated Support Service Contractor Employees.  Support service contractor employees who disclose that they are fully vaccinated must comply with agency guidance for fully vaccinated individuals; those who are unvaccinated, are not fully vaccinated, or who choose not to provide this information will be required to comply with CDC and agency guidance for not fully vaccinated individuals, including wearing masks regardless of the transmission rate in a given area, physical distancing, regular testing, and adhering to applicable travel requirements. 
DOE is authorized to collect the information pursuant to Executive Order 13991, Protecting the Federal Workforce and Requiring Mask-Wearing (Jan. 20, 2021).

This information is being requested, collected, and maintained in order to promote the safety of Federal buildings, the Federal workforce, and others on site at agency facilities consistent with the COVID-19 Workplace Safety: Agency Model Safety Principles established by the Safer Federal Workforce Task Force and guidance from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the Occupational Safety and Health Administration.  Specifically, this information will be used by DOE staff charged with implementing and enforcing workplace safety protocols.
DOE intends to collect the information via DOE F 231.2 located at MyEnergy. The form will display an OMB Control Number and expiration date, as well as a PRA Burden Disclosure Statement and a Privacy Act Statement.  Respondents will have the option to show proof of vaccination or negative PCR tests upon entering DOE facilities, or to voluntarily complete the form in the online portal. Respondents who opt to complete the form will be asked to select a work location to include specification of Departmental Element, Organizational placement, sub-organization (if applicable), and Duty Location, and to enter Vaccine Details to include the type of vaccine received, the dates and location of the doses and the healthcare professional or clinic site where the vaccine was administered. Respondents will be asked to attach supporting documentation with the response.
While the information collected is intended to be used primarily for internal purposes, in limited circumstances it may be necessary to disclose the information externally, to physicians, the U.S. Department of Labor, various state departments of labor and industry groups, and contractors.
