Instructions: After the presentation of findings, we will use these questions to guide the 
discussion with Head Start Program Directors and Head Start Collaboration Office Directors. We
will begin with the first question and will ask subsequent questions either in order or as 
appropriate with the flow of the discussion. Our goal is to have enough time for stakeholders to 
both react to the findings and to suggest stakeholders that may benefit from the findings.  

1. What findings resonate the most with you? In what ways? 

a. What are the biggest takeaways from your perspective?

2. Did anything surprise you? In what ways?

3. What findings resonate the least with you? In other words, are there any findings that you

think do not reflect your experience with MOUs? In what ways? 

4. Is there anything that we shared that needs more clarity or explanation?

5. Besides yourselves, what other stakeholders might benefit from learning about these 

findings? 

a. What are some ideas you have for sharing these findings with various 

stakeholders?
