Fall 2023: Study staff will visit schools for approximately 3 days to conduct the study activities. Selected kindergartners will be asked to participate in engaging, age-appropriate activities in reading, mathematics, and memory and, in some schools, have their height and weight measured. These activities will be conducted by trained ECLS staff. The children’s parents and teachers will be asked to complete surveys. One way that results from the ECLS can be used is to help educators understand how, on average, children’s families engage in their child’s learning and school activities – such as parent-teacher conferences, back-to-school nights, PTA meetings, or science fairs. · 48% of the second-graders had parents who reported they could not get time off from work as a barrier to parent involvement in school activities
