The purpose of this letter is to express our strong support for the project entitled ‘Evaluating an Intervention Designed to Reduce Fatigue
‘among Taxicab Drivers’, a proposal by Cammie Chaumont Menéndez at the Division of Safety Research within the National Institute for
Occupational Safety and Health.

We understand that this study s the latest in a series of studies designed to impact the safety of taxicab drivers which affects their
passengers as well. We have supported the groundwork for the proposal by providing a needed contact for a very progressive company in
San Francisco that has expressed a lot of enthusiasm for the study. We are offering our support for this proposed new study which will
evaluate taxicab driver fatigue management using an eLearning module on managing fatigue. Alertness will be measured using a
wristband and provide a score to the driver.
