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This appendix provides the student survey facsimile for the 2023—-24 National Postsecondary
Student Aid Study (NPSAS:24) full-scale data collection, including items to be administered in
the abbreviated survey.

Most questions in the NPSAS:24 full-scale survey remain unchanged from how they were
administered in NPSAS:24 field test and the other earlier NCES postsecondary studies. The
survey includes new or modified content based on results from NPSAS:24 Field Test Survey
(OMB #1850-0666 v.34) or recommendations from the Technical Review Panel, noted in table
1. Revisions to the survey are intended to reflect current research goals and improve data quality.

Table 1 lists all items in the instrument and provides a summary of changes. The “Change”
column indicates whether NPSAS:24 full-scale student survey items have changed from the prior
study in which they were administered. Added items (“A”), in green font, are new to the
postsecondary studies, and will be included for the first time in the NPSAS:24 full-scale survey.
Sources for added items are also documented in the “Rationale” column. Revised items (“R”), in
purple font, have been modified from their previous version. Dropped items (“D”), in red font,
are items administered in NPSAS:24 field test that are removed from the NPSAS:24 full-scale.
The “Rationale” column explains how and why specific content changed, and source if new to
the study; if the item has not been revised from its previous version in the postsecondary studies,
“No change” is indicated in this column.

The last two columns in Table 1 identify items that will only be administered to the B&B cohort
(“B&B only” column) and items that will be included in the NPSAS:24 abbreviated survey
(“Abbreviated” column). A notation of “(ABBREV)” has been added next to these forms in the
facsimile.

Any added or revised items, items to only be administered to the B&B cohort, and items
included in the abbreviated survey are individually listed in the hyperlinked table of contents
beginning on page K-15.
