I am writing to request your participation in the 2024 Annual Tank Car Survey.  The U.S. Department of Transportation is continuing to work with the railroad industry to track the progress on enhancing the safety of rail tank cars transporting Class 3 flammable liquids.  As a builder or retrofitter of rail tank cars certified to carry Class 3 flammable liquids, we are asking for your assistance. 

Signed into law on December 4, 2015, the Fixing America’s Surface Transportation Act requires that an Annual Tank Car Survey be conducted by the Bureau of Transportation Statistics (BTS) on behalf of the U.S. Department of Transportation.  The information collected will be summarized in an annual report to Congress.  This information is for statistical purposes only and BTS will hold individual responses in confidence to the full extent permitted by law.  In accordance with the Confidential Information Protection and Statistical Efficiency Act of 2002 (Title 5 of Public Law 107-347) and the Foundations for Evidence-Based Policymaking Act of 2018 (Title 3 of Public Law 115-435), your response will not be disclosed in identifiable form without your informed consent.
