NAEP long-term trend assessments measure student performance in mathematics and reading and allow the
performance of today’s students to be compared with students since the early 1970s. Students will also be asked to
complete a survey questionnaire to provide a better understanding of factors that may be related to students’
learning. There will be no teacher questionnaire, but a school questionnaire will be administered via paper-and-
pencil to gather information about school policies and characteristics. Results will be released for the nation.

NCES will also administer the NAEP 2025 field test which will assess students at grades 4, 8, and 12 in mathematics
and reading as part of a transition to administering NAEP using school computers and Internet, which will allow
students to have a more authentic assessment experience by using a device with which they are familiar.

Your NAEP representatives, and school staff will work together to coordinate and administer the assessment. You will
need to assign a staff member from your school to serve as the school coordinator and be the primary contact for
the assessment.

Each principal will be responsible for
> assigning a school staff member to serve as the school coordinator;
» including the NAEP assessment date on the school calendar;
» empowering the designated school coordinator to work with NAEP representatives to prepare for the
assessment; and
» informing school staff and students about NAEP and why student participation is critically important.

The school coordinator will be responsible for

» confirming the suggested assessment date works with the school calendar ;

» registering for the Assessment Management System (AMS) website, which will serve as the primary resource
and action center throughout the NAEP assessment process;

» providing a list of eligible students from which a random sample will be selected for participation in the
assessment (student and school names will not be included in any reports);

» completing preassessment activities with guidance and support from NAEP representatives

» being familiar with the devices students will use to take the NAEP assessment (or identifying a school staff
member who is familiar with the devices);

» notifying parents/guardians of the assessment ;

» communicating with NAEP representatives and participating in a virtual Assessment Planning Meeting to
finalize assessment preparations;

> reserving space for the assessment, including room(s), desks or tables, and an adequate number of electrical
outlets in the assessment location;

» ensuring the availability of a school staff member on assessment day to address any technical issues; and

» ensuring that students attend the session on the assessment date.

If necessary, an additional school staff member can be identified to assist the school coordinator with technical tasks
before and during the administration, including confirming that the NAEP Assessment application is successfully
installed on school devices before assessment day.

NAEP representatives will take care of everything else related to preparing for and conducting the assessment.

What is NAEP?

The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) is an integral measure of academic progress over time. It is
the largest nationally representative and continuing assessment of what our nation’s students know and can do in
various subjects such as civics, mathematics, reading, science, U.S. history, and writing. The program also provides
valuable insights into students’ educational experiences and opportunities to learn in and outside of the classroom.
Elected officials, policymakers, and educators all use NAEP results to develop ways to improve education.

NAEP is a congressionally mandated program administered by the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES),
within the U.S. Department of Education and the Institute of Education Sciences.

What NAEP assessments will be administered in 2025?

As part of the NAEP 2025 program, NCES will administer a field test in mathematics and reading at grades 4, 8, and 12
between January 27 and March 7, 2025. This field test is part of NCES’s transition plan toward using devices and
Internet managed by schools or districts to administer NAEP, which is intended to improve the assessment experience
for schools and students.

Ultimately, NCES is working toward a flexible and authentic assessment administration. The goal is to make NAEP’s
administration model more efficient and to be able to administer the assessment on devices (e.g., desktops, laptops,
tablets with keyboards) that students are familiar with at school and at home.

As part of main NAEP, students in grades 4 and 8 are scheduled to be assessed at the national and state levels in
mathematics and reading every 2 years. Under the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, districts and states that
receive Title | funds are required to participate in these biennial assessments. Other subjects are assessed
periodically. NAEP long-term trend assessments allow the performance of today’s students to be compared with
students since the early 1970s and are administered periodically to 9-, 13-, and 17-year-olds.

Recent NAEP Results

Results from the NAEP assessments are released as they become available, following comprehensive scoring and
analysis. Results from the 2022 Main NAEP results were released in October 2022. Below are highlights from this
assessment, which is available at https://nces.ed.gov/nationsreportcard/.

2022 NAEP Reading and Math Assessment at Grades 4 and 8

In 2022, the average reading score at both fourth and eighth grade decreased by 3 points compared to 2019. In 2022,
the average fourth-grade mathematics score decreased by 5 points and was lower than all previous assessment years
going back to 2005; the average score was 1 point higher compared to 2003. The average eighth-grade mathematics
score decreased by 8 points compared to 2019 and was lower than all previous assessment years going back to 2003.

The State Department of Education expects that most English learners will be included on the Mational
Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP). Only English learners who have been enrolled in U.S. schools for
less than one (1) full academic year before the NAEP assessment and cannot access NAEP may be
excluded from any NAEP assessment. All other English learners should participate in MAEP with or without NAEP-
allowed accommodations. If you have questions about the NAEP accommodations, please contact name, NAEP

Several accommodations provided on the state assessments are not necessary for the NAEP assessments
because they are available for all students through universal design elements. The chart below is divided into
three sections: (1) universal design elements that are available to all students, (2) accommodations provided by
the test delivery system, and (3) accommedations provided outside the test delivery system. NAEFP
accommodations are only allowed for English learners.

Please keep in mind that NAEP does not produce results for individual students or schools, unlike the state
assessments. In other words, the NAEP assessments do not impose consequences for the student or the school
and are instead intended purely to provide a picture of educational performance and progress.

Please note all assessments are not the same and are developed to measure specific constructs. Therefore,
MAEP may not allow or support all accessibility features and accommodations of the state assessments. The
following are the expectations for inclusion on NAEP:

This guide includes proven practices and strategies, from administrators like you, to make the National
Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) a very positive and successful experience for our nation’s
high schools.

NAEP results provide valuable feedback to educators, elected officials, and policymakers who work to
maintain and improve the quality of our education system. Since NAEP is designed to assess a
representative sample of our nation’s students, the accuracy of NAEP relies on the full participation of
you, your teachers, and your students. One of the major purposes of NAEP is to show how education in
the nation and our state is progressing. For that, we need a true picture of our students’ collective
progress.

High school participation

Historically, high school student participation in NAEP has been a challenge. Both low participation and
low motivation can undermine the validity and credibility of NAEP results for high school students. As
the graph below demonstrates, NAEP participation increased with the implementation of the Best
Practices Guide in 2007. However, the changing assessment landscape has led to declines in
participation, and NAEP relies on principals like you more than ever.

The Best Practices Guide was created after the National Center for Education Statistics convened a
Secondary School Principals’ Working Group in 2005 to address high school participation rates. After
discussing participation rates, student motivation, and student results, the working group concluded that
the results did not reflect the true level of achievement of their students. The working group also
concluded that high school principals and other school leaders could help improve participation rates by
obtaining teacher buy-in and motivating students to take the assessment and do their best, and that best
practices for achieving high participation should be shared with principals.

High school participation in NAEP improved after the implementation of these recommendations, but
only because principals like you have used some or all the strategies included in the Best Practices Guide.

This guide will provide the tools you need to communicate the importance of participating in NAEP to
your students and teachers. Some of the resources available in the Best Practices Guide for Supporting
High School NAEP Participation are as follows.
