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corporation, partnership, or associa-
tion) is an alien who has been admitted 
to the United States under a non-
immigrant visa, applicable documenta-
tion demonstrating that the alien falls 
within an exception specified in 18 
U.S.C. 922(y)(2) (e.g., a hunting license 
or permit lawfully issued in the United 
States) or has obtained a waiver as 
specified in 18 U.S.C. 922(y)(3); and 

(iv) Include the appropriate fee in the 
form of money order or check made 
payable to the ‘‘Bureau of Alcohol, To-
bacco, Firearms, and Explosives’’. 

(2) ATF Form 7 may be obtained by 
contacting the ATF Distribution Cen-
ter (See § 478.21). 

(b) Any person who desires to obtain 
a license as a collector under the Act 
and this part, or who has not timely 
submitted an application for renewal of 
the previous license issued under this 
part, shall file an application, ATF 
Form 7CR (Curios and Relics), with 
ATF in accordance with the instruc-
tions on the form. If the applicant (in-
cluding, in the case of a corporation, 
partnership, or association, any indi-
vidual possessing, directly or indi-
rectly, the power to direct or cause the 
direction of the management and poli-
cies of the corporation, partnership, or 
association) is an alien who has been 
admitted to the United States under a 
nonimmigrant visa, the application 
must include applicable documentation 
demonstrating that the alien falls 
within an exception specified in 18 
U.S.C. 922(y)(2) (e.g., a hunting license 
or permit lawfully issued in the United 
States) or has obtained a waiver as 
specified in 18 U.S.C. 922(y)(3). The ap-
plication must be executed under the 
penalties of perjury and the penalties 
imposed by 18 U.S.C. 924. The applica-
tion shall include the appropriate fee 
in the form of a money order or check 
made payable to the Bureau of Alcohol, 
Tobacco, Firearms, and Explosives. 
ATF Form 7CR (Curios and Relics) may 
be obtained by contacting the ATF Dis-
tribution Center (See § 478.21).

§ 478.45 Renewal of license. 
If a licensee intends to continue the 

business or activity described on a li-
cense issued under this part during any 
portion of the ensuing year, the li-
censee shall, unless otherwise notified 
in writing by the Chief, Federal Fire-
arms Licensing Center, execute and file 
with ATF prior to the expiration of the 
license an application for a license re-
newal, ATF Form 8 Part II, in accord-
ance with the instructions on the form, 
and the required fee. If the applicant is 
an alien who has been admitted to the 
United States under a nonimmigrant 
visa, the application must include ap-
plicable documentation demonstrating 
that the alien falls within an exception 
specified in 18 U.S.C. 922(y)(2) (e.g., a 
hunting license or permit lawfully 
issued in the United States) or has ob-
tained a waiver as specified in 18 U.S.C. 
922(y)(3). The Chief, Federal Firearms 
Licensing Center may, in writing, re-
quire the applicant for license renewal 
to also file completed ATF Form 7 or 
ATF Form 7CR in the manner required 
by § 478.44. In the event the licensee 
does not timely file an ATF Form 8 
Part II, the licensee must file an ATF 
Form 7 or ATF Form 7CR as required 
by § 478.44, and obtain the required li-
cense before continuing business or col-
lecting activity. If an ATF Form 8 Part 
II is not timely received through the 
mails, the licensee should so notify the 
Chief, Federal Firearms Licensing Cen-
ter.
